Stages in Human Life

Five psychic stages In the develop­
ment o f a person from birth to ap- 
proilmately the nineteenth year are 
re|Hirled by I'r. Charlotte Ituhler, 
Austrian iisychologlst, on the basis 
of concrete experiments.

During the first year, she fouud 
the children »h<> studied were en­
gaged In trying to comprehend Iso­
lated object* In the world around 
them. The second stage, from two 
to four years, marks the beginning 
of understanding of relationships 
between objects, and of reasoning. 
During the third stage, from five to 
eight years, the child Is engaged In 
doing things for the mike of doing 
them and generally is very objec­
tive In Its attitude.

Tills changes abruptly In the 
fourth stage, between nine and thir­
teen years. Ih.th bovs and girls 
become extremely subjective, lo-e 
mental contact with the outside 
world, and are very sensitive. Then 
comes the fifth st.ige. from thirteen 
to nineteen, when there Is a new 
objective, the beginning o f love, 
and the great Intensification of In­
terests In art, nature and religion. 
At this time there Is largely a sur­
render o f purely selfish Interests, 
which return with adulthood.

It Is generally known that tha 
slaughter houses of Chicago utilise 
sll parts of slain cattle, hut It is 
not so well understood that the In­
dian of half a century ago was near­
ly as economical of the ImlTalo lie 
shot down on the western plains. 
How the hlson careass was used 
was related by Dr. Melvin It. (Ill- 
more. curator of ethnology o f the 
University o f Michigan Museum o f 
Anthropology.

The flesh and fat, dried Mid 
packed In leather cases and sealed 
over with fill, kept ns food for long 
periods. The hides made clothes, 
robes, bedding, tent covers, mocca­
sins, ropes, skin hoots and minor 
articles.

The shoulder Idudes were used 
In the manufacture o f hoes and 
*<iuuah knives, spades and other 
tools; the long tendons were twist­
ed Into thread aud made Into cord­
age; the hums served for spoona, 
cups and war-club heads, and to 
make tops and other toys for chil­
dren; the hair was twisted Into 
yam. the teeth were fashioned Into 
bends, and the hoofs, muxsle and 
tough forehead skin were boiled 
down to glue.— New York Time*

Big T r e e  on S t i l ts
A mountain birch has been found 

In the Great Smoky Mountain Na­
tional park are* which apparently 
stands on stilts seven feet high. 
The explanation, according to Dr. 
Herman S. pepoon, Chicago botan­
ist, Is that the birch seeds common­
ly gennlnute In the inoss-rovered 
prostrate trunks o f stumps of de­
caying hemlocks or chestnuts. Th* 
seedling roots penetrate th* mossy 
covering and go on down Into th* 
earth. As the log or stump de­
cays. the seedling grows stronger 
■ nd stronger. Then when the orig­
inal tree soli lias entirely vanished 
through decay, the young tree Is 
left high In the air. Us roots re­
sembling stilt*. The greatest eleva­
tion of such a birch so far observed 
by l>octor Pepoon la this seven foot 
one. with eleven roots acting as 
stilts
