The worksliop costs $55 per family (up to six people), and 
includes individual car camping sites for each family, restrooms 
with hot showers, professional park ranger-led programs and 
instruction, overnight state park police officer public safety and 
security, a curriculum developed specifically for use and enjoyment 
of a state park, and state park Junior Naturalist certification 
program.
