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what happened to leatha tidwell

Not all traffic stops are 
routine.

If not for Parmer County 
Deputy Jared Johnson, the 
mystery of Leatha Tidwell’s 
disappearance might have 
gone unsolved for months, 
years, or forever.

According to a front page 
story in the Clovis News 
Journal, Leatha Tid\Vell was 
last seen Friday March 13 
when she left work early. 
The 60-year-old Roswell, 
New Mexico, woman was 
reported missing Tuesday 
March 17 after not showing 
up for work Monday and 
Tuesday in Roswell. A co- 
worker told Chaves County 
authorities the absence was 
u n ch arac te ris tic  o f Ms. 
Tidwell.

The evening of Monday 
March 16, Parmer County 
Deputy Johnson stopped a 
1998 extended cab pickup 
on Highway 60 just west of 
Friona for speeding. The 
pickup was headed east-

bound to Amarillo. It had a 
camper top and was pulling 
a trailer with another ve­
hicle on it.

It turned out the driver, 
Allen Bruce, 44, of Roswell, 
was wanted on a violation 
of probation warrant out of 
Potter County (Amarillo).

(Bruce’s arrest was included 
in the Sheriff’s Report in 
the March 19 Friona Star.)

Deputy Johnson placed 
Bruce under arrest and 
booked him into the Parmer

County Detention Center in 
Farwell. The pickup and 
tra ile r  were tow ed by 
TransMatic Wrecker Service 
of Clovis to their lot on 
First Street.

Parmer County Sheriff 
Randy Geries said the back 
of the pickup underneath 
the cam per shell was 
crammed full of boxes and 
other disorganized junk. The 
truck was registered to a 
Leatha Tidwell. At the time 
she had not been reported 
missing.

When the missing person 
report was filed Tuesday, 
Chaves County deputies 
learned Leatha’s boyfriend 
had been seen driving her 
pickup. Investigators found 
that Bruce was in jail in 
Parmer County and came 
from Roswell Wednesday to 
interview him.

Roswell deputies obtained 
a search warrant for the 
p ickup  and W ednesday 
n ight found L eatha

Easy bean soup without soaking

Kimberly Hammond of Kingwood, Texas submitted this recipe to American Profile 
magazine. The photo with it. of the onions and peppers on top, looked good enough to 
eat. “This recipe is particularly easy," Mrs. Hammond says, “because you can use dried 
beans without soaking them. Plop the ingredients in the cooker right after breakfast and 
don’t worry about it the rest of the day."

No-Soak Black Bean Soup
Serves 8 
1 tbsp olive oil 
1 med yellow onion chopped 
1 med green bell pepper cut into 1-inch pieces <
7 garlic cloves minced
1 lb dried black beans rinsed and drained 
5 cups water
3 cups reduced sodium vegetable broth
2 4-oz cans chopped green chiles undrained 
1 tbsp ground cumin
1 tsp dried thyme leaves
1 tsp salt
xh  tsp black pepper
2 dried bay leaves *
lA  cup sour cream
Yi medium red bell pepper finely chopped 
Yi medium white onion finely chopped 
Va cup finely chopped cilantro

1. Add olive oil to a 5-quart slow cooker and turn it to the highest setting. Stir in yellow 
onion and cook 5 minutes. Add green bell pepper, garlic, beans, water, vegetable broth, 
chilies, cumin, thyme, salt, pepper, and bay leaves. Cover and cook on high at least 8 hours.

2. Remove by leaves. Before serving, blend with a hand mixer or hand-held submersible 
blender until the mixture is thick, with beans, onion, and peppers visible.

3. Ladle into soup bowls and top each serving with one tbsp sour cream and one tsp 
each red bell pepper and white onion. Sprinkle with cilantro.

T id w e ll’s decom posing  
body underneath the boxes 
and rubble in the back of 
the pickup. Chaves County 
Sheriff James Coon told the 
Clovis News Journal, “They 
(T ransM atic  em ployees) 
said they could smell the 
odors of decaying some­
thing in the bAck. Then we 
showed up last night and 
found her in the back of 
the pickup under a bunch 
of boxes."

TransMatic owner Ken­
neth Workheiser said, “You 
could definitely smell it. We 
never expected to find a 
body in there.” Workheiser 
told the Clovis newspaper 
that TransMatic employees 
do not search vehicles when 
they are towed.

Roswell officials were at 
the wrecker service until 10 
a.m . T hursday . L eatha 
Tidwell’s body was sent to 
the medical examiner in A l- . 
buquerque for autopsy. The 
pickup was . taken to the 
Chaves County Sheriff’s of­
fice in Roswell for further 
processing.

As of Tuesday, Allen 
Bruce remained in jail in 
Parm er C ounty. S h eriff  
Geries said he is still being 
held on the warrant out of 
Potter County and has a 
hold from New Mexico. As 
of Tuesday no charges had 
been filed in the Leatha 
Tidwell investigation.

Mr. Bruce was headed 
east through Friona with 
Leatha Tidwell’s body bur­
ied in the back of her 
pickup. Dismembered and 
hidden under a bunch of 
boxes. One wonders exactly 
where he was going and 
what he had planned. Would 
he dispose of Leatha’s body 
and her pickup in some iso­
lated place then use the ve­
hicle on the trailer to get­
away? That is all specula­
tion at this point. There are 
a lot of details still to be 
learned.

If Deputy Jared Johnson 
had not stopped Mr. Bruce 
for speeding, would anyone 
have ever known what hap­
pened to Leatha Tidwell?

Maybe. Maybe not.

The Parmer County Historical Commission has set the , 
absolute final deadline as May 31, 2009, for all entries in the 
second edition of Prairie Progress. •

This will allow time to do corrections, type handwritten 
stories, and set up the format for publication in time to get 
it to the printers by early June, and then have the book 
available by Thanksgiving 2009.

Family histories seem to be shaping up just fine, although 
there is still time to get yours in. The rest of the pages are 
coming in too slowly. We need the military pages very 
soon. There has not been a booming response from our 
military families and that is surprising due to the number of our 
folk who have served with honor to protect our country.

Please get those memorials and salutes to our military 
members in as soon as possible. It is very important we 
recognize those people in the new book. Also, business 
histories are not filing in as well as we would like. This is a 
very good opportunity to brag a little about your family 
business or new business. It also gives the county folk a 
look at the service you provide.

Other matters that need attention ASAP are the ads for 
businesses and the memorials to family and loved ones. 
Both of these entries are $200 a full page, $125 for a half 
page and $88 for a quarter page. That is an inexpensive ad 
for businesses and a good price for a nice memorial to your 
families.

I think everyone, like we on the Parmer County Commis­
sion Board, want to see a really nice book and an asset to 
every person with ties to Parmer County, so help us out 
and get all those entries in by May 31, 2009.

Don’t get hit with a penalty! 
"Render" your taxable 
property by April 15.

A "rendition" is a report to your county appraisal district that 
lists all the taxable property you owned or controlled on Jan. 1 
of this year.

Who must file a rendition?
You m ust file a rendition if you own tangible personal 
property that is used to produce incom e—such as the 
inventory and equipm ent used by a business. If you render 
late, don’t render or file an incom plete or false rendition, 
a 10 percent to 50 percent penalty may be imposed.

Are there any advantages to you?
The advantages of filing a rendition are:

«* You give your opinion of your property's value. The 
appraisal district must notify you in writing of any value 
change and explain how you can protest that value to the 
appraisal review board.

w* You record your correct mailing address so your tax bills will 
go to the right address. If your bill is mailed to the wrong 
address, the law still holds you responsible for paying your 
taxes on time or paying extra charges for late payments.

«* You can also file a "report of decreased value" to notify 
the appraisal district of significant depreciation of the 
value of your property in 2008. The district will look at 
your property before assigning a value in 2009.

What’s the deadline?
The last day for filing 2009 renditions is April 15. You can 
get an autom atic extension to May 15 if you ask for it 
in writing on or before the April 15 deadline. The chief 
appraiser may grant an additional 15 days after May 15 
for an ow ner who shows good cause in writing.
