life is like a pulley bone

We gathered around the 
dinner table most Sundays.

Dinner was family style. 
Pass the potatoes, pass the 
peas, pass the fried chicken, 
then the gravy. Tension usu­
ally mounted to sec who 
would get the pulley bone, a 
prized piece especially for us 
kids.

If enough family members 
were visiting they would fry two 
chickens which doubled our 
chances of getting a pulley bone.

In those days chickens 
were purchased whole. At 
Barnard’s Grocery we sold 
‘whole fryers’ for less than a 
dollar. George the butcher 
would cut them up if re­
quested. He could dismantle 
a fryer into pieces in mere 
seconds.

But most grownups back 
then knew how to cut up a 
chicken on the kitchen counter. 
Each fryer came complete with 
liVer and gizzard and neck. 
Those were also sought after 
pieces but the pulley bone 
was the top prize.

My cousin Judy sent an

email last week about visit­
ing us in Hillsboro during 
the 40s when ufc cousins 
were just kids. She mentioned 
the scuffles we often had to 
see who would get the pul­
ley bone.

My mother and grand­
mothers and aunts cooked a 
lot of fried chicken, mashed 
potatoes, creamed gravy, 
green beans, squash, sliced 
tomatoes, and maybe a big 
bowl of banana pudding. 
Iced tea was served in those 
familiar goblet glasses. We 
would crumble slices of light 
bread on the plate, put some 
mashed potatoes beside it, 
then drown it all in gravy, 
which of course had fried 
chicken crushes mixed in. We 
might eat one bite of green 
beans or squash to pacify 
the adults.

Over the years the pulley 
bone has disappeared from 
American tables. Indeed I 
hadn’t thought much about 
it until cousin Judy men­
tioned it. I’m sure somewhere, 
someone still cuts up their

own chicken. Mostly folks 
today buy chicken already 
cut up or packages of the 
same piece, such as chicken 
quarters, or all legs or thighs.

I’m guessing most folks 
under 30 have never met a 
pulley bone. Modern folks 
might call it a wishbone. Same 
thing I guess. It took two to 
play the pulley bone game. 
Each one grabs the u-shaped 
bone, makes a wish, then 
pulls until it breaks. The one 
who gets the bigger piece 
wins and their wish will come 
true. At least that is the pul­
ley bone legend.

I don’t know what I wished 
for if I got to pull. Probably 
a bicycle or a new package 
of BBs for my Red Ryder 
gun. Maybe a new ball glove. 
Didn’t much matter if the 
wish came true. We soon for­
got about it anyway as we 
ran off to play in grandma’s 
back yard.

A long forgotten little piece 
of fried chicken that brought 
so much joy and fun to so 
many people long ago. I 
reckon life is a lot like a 
pulley bone.

Success is in the pulling, 
not the wishing.

MamaHookie Cookie

It’s time we made some sweets instead of briskets and 
burritos. This cookie recipe was submitted to American 
Profile magazine by Jolene Hookie of David City, Ne­
braska. She said, “I’ve been baking and sharing these 
cookies for more than 20 years. My family and friends call 
them ‘Mama Hookie Cookies.’”

They look pretty evil but any recipe that calls for 1 -l/i 
cups of sugar and 1 cup of butter is all right with me. 
Give them a try' and be sure to bring me a couple by the 
office.

Double Chocolate Oatmeal Cookies
Makes 4 dozen

1 1/2 cups sugar 
1 cup butter, softened 
1 egg
1 Lsp vanilla extract 
I 1/4 cups all-purpose flour 
1/3 cup cocoa powder 
1/2 tsp baking soda 
1/2 tsp salt
3 cups uncooked quick oats 
6 ozs semisweet chocolate chips

1. Preheat-oven to 350. Lightly grease a cookie sheet.
2. Combine sugar and butter in a large bowl. Beat with 

a mixer at medium speed until fluffy. Beat in egg and 
vanilla.

3. Sift together flour, cocoa, baking soda, and salt. Stir 
into creamed mixture. Add oats and chocolate chips. 
Dough will be very stiff. Add up to XA cup water if 
needed. Form tablespoon-size balls and place on prepared 
cookie sheet. Ratten slightly. Bake 10-12 minutes.

Tip: This batter can be refrigerated for an hour to firm it 
up before baking. An additional cup of chocolate chips 
and Vi cup of chopped walnuts are also good in this soft 
and chewy cookie. About 100 calories per cookie. Enjoy.

TxDOT to conduct data collections, •
Throughout the month of June, the Texas Department of 

Transportation (TxDOT) will conduct a data collectiori op­
eration at 2,026 locations across the Lubbock District’s 17- 
county service area, including Parmer County.

"The operation will collect traffic counts for various “on- 
system” roadways-roadways maintained by the state-during 
a 24-hour period,” said Stacey Young, TxDOT pavement 
engineer. Statewide, traffic count operations are conducted 
yearly for a variety of purposes other than determining 
average daily traffic on a roadway. Young added.

“This year, TxDOT is conducting a simple traffic count 
operation, but tube counters can range from those that only 
count cars to tubes that can detect vehicle type and weight," 
Young said. TxDOT uses the traffic count data to develop 
pavement design standards, follow traffic patterns and make 
other improvements to the Texas transportation system.

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Co-Op Gin holds annual m eeting
The Friona Farmer’s Co-Op Gin annual 

meeting was held Tuesday June 2 at the 
junior high cafeteria. Board president Mitchell 
Wiseman presided. The meal of brisket, sau­
sage, potato salad, beans, coleslaw and 
peach cobbler was catered by Mark and 
Deirdre Osborn.

Jimmy Rogers, CPA, of Rogers, Cross, 
Hanby, & Co. LLC in Plainview gave the 
financial report. The firm serves as auditor 
for the gin. He reported the gin produced 
4,819 bales last year, a significant drop over 
previous years due to producers switching 
to com.

The gin did manage a $60,000 profit for 
the March 31 fiscal year-end and Rogers 
said the gin has in excess of $1 million in 
cash, more than any previous years. The 
board has been diligent, he said, in control­
ling cost and expense and the gin is in good 
shape.

An election of directors was held by ac­
clamation to return Gene Welch and Raymond 
Hamilton to the boai*d. The two were on the 
ballot unopposed. Gin manager Tony New­
ton, hired since last year’s meeting, thanked 
the members for the reception and coopera­
tion he and his wife Beth have received 
since moving to Friona.

At this point gin officials predict about 
2,400 acres of cotton to be planted this year 
in the gin’s market area. Newton said the gin 
should exceed last year’s 4,819 bales this 
season. It was said last year’s bale produc­
tion was the lowest since 1991 when the gin

produced about 1,(XX) bales. Door prize draw­
ings were held to conclude the evening.

Members of the co-op board are Mitchell 
Wiseman, president; Raymond Hamilton, vice- 
president; John Jarecki, secretary/trcasurer; 
Davy Carthcl, Cris Ingram, Butch Preston, 
and Gene Welch.

Advice on lawn care

As the weather warms and some benefi­
cial moisture has fallen across the county 
many begin to see annual weeds in their 
lawns. Weeds can be classified as annual or 
perennial.

Annual weeds germinate from seed each 
year; mature in one growing season and die 
in less than 12 months. Crabgrass and kochia 
are examples of annual weeds - both being 
a summer annual. Preemerge herbicides must 
be applied according to the expected date 
of emergence for each targeted species.

Perennial weeds live more than one or 
two years and regrow from dormant stolons, 
rhizomes or tubers as well as from seed. 
Control of perennial weeds requires a 
postemerge herbicide during its season of 
active growth.

Effective chemical weed control requires 
identification of the weed as to its classifi­
cation. These classifications are whether 
they are grass, broadleaf, season of growth, 
or life span of the plant. Effective chemical 
control also requires accurate timing of ap­
plications, proper rate of application and 
uniformity of application. Always follow la­
bel directions for a product and observe all 
warnings and precautions relative to safety 
of the application.

Many of our annual grasses do not toler­
ate different compounds of chemicals. Be­
fore applying any chemical be sure to read 
and follow the label. Many of the products 
available contain dicamba or 2-4D or a com­
bination of the chemicals. Make sure that 
these are compatible with the type or spe­
cies of grass that you have or are going to 
spray. Following the label and the recom­
mended rate will give you the best possible 
control from the chemical.

When using chemicals to control weeds 
also be mindful of shrubs and trees around 
the area that is being sprayed. Many of the 
chemicals used in weed control may also be 
harmful to bedding plants, trees, and shrubs.

Herbicide labels should be carefully re­
viewed for additional details on specific uses 
of each product. Product names are not 
intended as endorsement of the product of a 
specific manufacturer, nor is there any impli­
cation that other formulations containing the 
same active chemical are not equally as 
effective. Product names are included solely 
to aid readers in locating and identifying the 
herbicides suggested. Degree of control will 
depend upon herbicide rate, application tim­
ing, amount and timing of rainfall, soil type 
and infestation levels of the various weeds.
