The forums will not only give tlie public an idea about the type 
of training missions Cannon will fly over communities bit will offer 
an opportunity to ask questions As new aircraft amve at Cannon 
supporting the special operations mission, the public will notice 
additional aircraft traffic, particularly dunng hours of darkness 

The most recent addition to Cannon’s fleet of aircraft is the 
first two of eight AC-BOH Spectre gunships that amved May- 
19 assigned to the 16* Special Operations Squadron Accord­
ing to 16* Special Operations Squadron commander Lt. Col. 
Sean Farrell, the nature of the gunship mission calls for much 
of the training to be conducted in urban areas 

“When we deploy we will often be flying over cities and 
tracking targets within those cities under the cover of night,” 
Farrell said “So when we train at Cannon it is imperative tliat sane 
of our operations be done over cities at night as well 

Farrell said much of the training is adjusting sensors and 
that will require flying in circles over cities ‘The communi­
ties we’re flying over will hear us but we still do our best to 
fly at altitudes that will limit the amount of noise,” he said.

Once upon a time a politi­
cian said, “We’ve taxed ev­
erything else, let’s tax the 
climate.

Haul out the cast iron 
it’s cornbread tim e

Is there a staple more common around here than good- 

old homemade cornbread? Beans and cornbread. Stew 
and cornbread. Buttered cornbread. Plain cornbread or 
Mexican cornbread. You name it, we cat it.

There is even a National Cornbread Festival and Cook 
Off in South Pittsburg, Tennessee each year. It is spon­
sored by Martha White and the Lodge Cast Iron folks 
who make great cornbread skillets.

This year's winner of the cornbread cook-off was 
Sonya Goergen of Moorhead, Minnesota, with her Buf­
falo Chicken Cornbread with Blue Cheese Salad recipe. 
She won $5,000 and a new 30-inch gas range plus the 
skillet. Sounds pretty fancy for us country folks but 
maybe you can spice up your next meal when cornbread 
is included. Here goes.

Buffalo Chicken Cornbread 
with Blue Cheese Salad

Serves 8 

Ingredients
Crisco Original No-Stick cooking spray

Cornbread
1 lg egg 
3/4 cup milk
2 tbsp Crisco pure olive oil
1 (6.5 oz) pkg Martha White Yellow cornbread mix
1 cup shredded Cheddar cheese 
1/2 cup crumbled blue cheese
2 cups fully cooked frozen boneless buffalo-style hot

wings, thawed and diced 
1/2 tsp red pepper flakes 
2 tbsp chopped cilantro

Salad
1/2 small head of lettuce chopped
1 cup sliced celery
1/2 red onion sliced
1/2 cup crumbled blue cheese
2/3 cup blue cheese salad dressing
1/2 cup tomatoes diced
Chopped cilantro

1. Heat oven to 400. Spray 10 Vi -inch cast iron skillet 
with no-stick cooking spray. Stir egg, milk, and oil to­
gether. Add cornbread mix, Cheddar cheese, Vi cup blue 
cheese, diced hot wings, red pepper flakes, and 2 tbsp 
chopped cilantro. Stir until well blended. Pour mixture 
into prepared skillet, spreading evenly. Bake 20-30 min­
utes until golden brown. Rcmoce from oven. Cool.

2. Combine lettuce, celery', red onion, and Vi cup 
cheese crumbles. Toss with blue cheese dressing. Cut 
cornbread into 8 wedges. Top each wedge with an even 
amount of salad. Garnish with diced tomatoes and cilantro.

Be patriotic: drive safe Jul 4
Texas drivers are urged to drive safely during the July 4 

holiday weekend. Starting Friday and going through mid­
night on Sunday, Texas Highway Patrol troopers will he out 
in force, looking for people who are driving drunk, speed­
ing, or not wearing safety belts.

‘Tbxarts c;ui avoid jail by driving sober. Designate a sober driver 
before tlie thinking sums and make sure the driver stays sober,” 
s;ud Highway Patrol chief David Baker. "We want to make sure 
people are vile. It's important also to make sure that everyone is 
properly secured by seat belts or in car seats or Kxister seats."

Last year during the extended holiday weekend (July 3-6), 
DPS troopers made 772 driving while intoxicated arrests, and 
issued 12, 918 speeding citations. During that same weekend, 
they issued 3,026 tickets for safety belt violations and 434 for 
child safety seat violations.

Troopers are participating in Operation CARL (Combined 
Accident Reduction Effort)—a nationwide campaign by state 
police agencies to reduce fatalities during holiday periods. 
They are also participating in Operation Holiday—a state­
wide effort by law' enforcement to reduce fatalities during 
holiday weekends.

Here are some driving tips the DPS recommends for travelers: 
Slow down, especially if weather and road conditions 

do not allow for the designated speed.
* Secure everyone in the vehicle properly, either with a 

safety belt or in the appropriate car seat or booster.
* Save phone calls for home or find a safe place to pull 

over to make your calls.
Make sure you have enough gas in the fuel tank to 

make it to your destination.
* Drive with courtesy—do not participate in mad rage behavior.
* Make sure tires are properly inflated and fluids are at the 

appropriate levels. Check fan belts for excessive wear.

Sales tax holiday will 
include school supplies

Great news for back-to-school shoppers. For the first time 
since it began in 1999, the annual August sales tax holiday 
will include many school supplies.

“A lot of families look forward to saving their hard earned 
money during the sales tax holiday weekend,” Texas Comp­
troller Susan Combs said. “Now they can make their back- 
to-school budgets stretch even further because more than 
two dozen school supply items will be tax-free.”

House Bill 1801 identifies school supplies priced less than 
$100 that will be exempt from state and local sales tax for the 
tax-free weekend. Pens, crayons, calculators, notebooks, rulers, 
scissors and lunch boxes are a few of the items on the list.

These items are in addition to school backpacks and most 
clothing and shoes priced less than $100 that are already 
tax-free the w eekend of August 21-23.

Tax-Free school supplies included are: binders, black­
board chalk, book bags, calculators, cellophane tape, com­
passes, composition books, crayons, erasers, folders (ex­
pandable, pocket, plastic, manila), glue, paste and paste 
sticks, highlighters, index cards, index card boxes, legal
pads, lunch boxes, markers, ________________________
notebooks, paper (loose leaf P ac? 1 Puzzle
ruled notebook paper, copy iVu>| solution
paper, graph paper, tracing pa­
per, manila paper, colored pa­
per, poster board, construc­
tion paper), pencil boxes and 
other school supply boxes, 
pencil sharpeners, pencils, 
pens, protractors, rulers, scis­
sors, and writing tablets.

Disabled veterans will 
receive property tax relief*

Military veterans who are totally disabled or cannot work 
because of service-related injuries will pay no property 
taxes on their homes under a new lax exemption approved 
by the Legislature.

‘Texas has done the right tiling by providing property tax relief 
for our military men and women who have served their country 
and paid a heavy price,” Texas Comptroller Susan Combs said.

House Bill 3613 provides an exemption ol the total ap­
praised value of the homesteads of Texas veterans who 
have received a 100 percent disability rating or are consid­
ered unemployable by the U.S. Department of Veterans 
Affairs. The new law is effective for the 2009 tax year, and 
swift action is necessary to update local property tax rolls 
and ensure eligible veterans receive the new tax break.

Eligible disabled veterans must apply for the tax exemp­
tion through their county appraisal district. An application 
form for veterans and appraisal districts to use can be 
found on the C o m p tro lle r’s Web site at h ttp ;// 
www,window, i x , u ^ / taxinfo/ia.xlpfnis/vetcxempLE8if-

Veterans may also need to contact their mortgage lenders 
to adjust their escrow payments.

After a mild winter and 
recent early summer rains 
in West Texas, mosquitoes 
arc coming. People will be 
suffering from the annoying 
itch of mosquito bites. Be­
fore you worry about West 
Nile infection. Texas Tech 
University Health Sciences 
C en te r ep id em io lo g is t 
Ronald W arner. D.V.M., 
Ph.D., reminds us of some 
facts and methods to pre­
vent this m osquito-borne 
disease.

Dr. Warner, in the Depart­
ment of Family and Commu­
nity Medicine, said between 
M arch and . June “ West 
Nile" mosquitoes prefer to 
feed on b irds such as 
crows, ravens, robins, spar­
rows and jays. July to Oc­
tober, these m osquitoes 
shift their feeding prefer­
ence to mammals, including 
humans. The female mos­
quitoes need to feast on 
p ro te in  en rich ed  foods 
(blood) to develop and form 
their eggs. Once winter ar­
rives adult mosquitoes will 
seek shelter in attics, under 
shingles, and the bark on 
trees. Some unhatchcd mos­
quito eggs will be resistant 
to winter weather and sur­
vive until the return of 
spring rains.

"Domestic pets, such as 
dogs and cats, are rarely 
infected with West Nile but 
horses, mules and donkeys 
are much more susceptible,” 
Warner said. “There are 
several vaccinations to help 
prevent your horses from 
being infected by the West 
Nile virus.”

D epend ing  on the 
person’s age and health 
condition, some may have 
serious effects from West 
Nile virus, if infected. Un­
derlying diseases such as 
hypertension and kidney 
disease appear to increase 
the severity of West Nile 
disease. Younger people, es­
pecially transplant patients 
and others with immune

suppression (c.g ., cancer 
treatment), can also suffer 
severe effects.

On average, most West 
Nile diseases are acquired 
near the home because that 
is where people spend most 
of their outdoor time. Out­
door candles, torches and/ 
or coils may be burned to 
produce a smoke that re­
pels mosquitoes, but make 
sure the active ingredient 
contains the oil of citronclla. 
Be aware of general fire haz­
ards and use only under calm 
or windless weather condi­
tions. A few household tips 
to keep in mind are: Keep 
your grass fairly short, re­
move weeds in your alley, 
and always remember to prac­
tice the "4 I)s".

DEET is the active ingre­
dient in “Off*, but avoid 
applying h igh-concentra- 
tions (no more than 50% 
DEET) and no more than 
10% on small children. Also, 
use skin rcpcllants spar­
in g ly ; one a p p lica tio n  
should last 4 to 6 hours, 
but apply after profuse 
sweating or swimming.

Dress appropriately if out­
doors. Wear long sleeves, 
long pants and apply mos­
quito repellent to the re­
maining area of skin that is 
not covered by your cloth­
ing. Permethrin-containing 
repellents (permanone) may 
be put on clothing, shoes 
and cam ping  gear. 
Pcrmelhrin-trcatcd clothing 
repels ticks, mosquitoes and

other arthropods and re­
tains this effect even after 
repeated washings. How­
ever. if a garment is dry- 
cleaned. the repellent will 
need to be re-applied.

Dusk and Dawn an: the times 
during the day when mosqui­
toes are the most active.

Drain ALL standing water 
around your home. Wading 
pools-drain every other day; 
also flower pot basins, dog 
bowls, and kids toys. Any 
standing water will attract 
mosquitoes and provide a 
place for their eggs to de­
velop and hatch.

There arc many myths 
about mosquitoes. Warner 
said one myth is mosqui­
toes become larger with 
more rain; that is false. “ In 
Texas alone there arc ap­
proximately 80 different spe­
cies of mosquitoes. The 
time o f year and local 
weather conditions deter­
mine what type of species 
we will have.” Warner said.

Warner added that eating 
b an an as, w ash ing  your 
mouth with Listcrinc and 
wearing dark clothes will 
not protect you from mos­
quito bites. Just remember 
to practice the “4 Ds” and 
look for the active ingredi­
ents that help protect you 
and your loved ones.

Vandiver says weeds are biggest pest
From Monti Vandiver, Texas AgriLife 

Extension A gent-Integrated Pest M an­
agement.

Wheat harvest is in full swing, re­
ported yields have ranged from 15 to 45 
bu/acre on irrigated fields and 3 to 15 
on dryland. Several unharvested fields 
in the paths of recent storms have been 
damaged by hail and high winds. Losses 
have been slight to near 100% depend­
ing on the storm.

Storms have continued to whittle away 
at our spring-seeded crops as well. Most 
corn and sorghum fields will survive 
with varying degrees of injury but it is 
d ifficult to predict what the impact on 
yield may be.

There are a number of corn fields with 
severe hail dam age. Cotton has not 
weathered the storm s nearly as well as 
other crops. Many more fields have been 
damaged to the point that there is not 
an adequate stand left to justify  salvag­
ing the field. Tough decisions regarding 
salvaging the hail damaged crop or re­

planting a secondary crop are having to 
be made.

In many cases producers are having 
to wait on crop insurance adjustm ents 
before making final decisions.

The most pressing pest at this time is 
weeds. Many producers have fully adopted 
strip/no till farming practices and are very 
dependent on herbicides or weed control. 
When considering weed control options 
don’t forget about the tried and true me­
chanical method, cultivation.

Many folks may admonish me for even 
m entioning such a thing but between 
crop injury risks from aggressive herbi­
cide programs, rotation restrictions, and/ 
or poor weed control, cultivation and 
hand hoeing may be the best option in 
some cases.
