4 cups vegetable broth 
1 tbsp ground cumin
1 tsp each kosher salt, cinnamon, allspice 
1/2 tsp ground pepper
3 tbsp balsamic vinegar
Baked pumpkin seeds for garnish

1. Place oil, red onion, garlic, and seasonings into a large 
pot.

Z Cook on low-medium heat until red onion and garlic 
brown.

3. Puree the beans and tomatoes with half of the 
vegetable broth. Add pureed ingredients, pumpkin, 
and rest of broth to your pot.

4. Simmer uncovered until thick, about 40-45 minutes. 
Before serving, stir in balsamic vinegar. Garnish with 
baked pumpkin seeds.

Amendments election Tiiesday Nov 3
Texans will be voting for 

11 more amendments to the 
state constitution in a Tues­
day. November 3 election. 
The polling place for Friona 
voters will be at the C al­
vary Baptist Church. Voters 
should bring voter registra­
tion card and photo identi­
fication.

The Amarillo Globe-News * ^
Sunday. October 25 edition 
recommended that voters 
shou ld  en d o rse  all 1 I 
amendments. The following 
is reprinted from the Globe 
News editorial concerning 
the amendments.

Proposition I would au­
thorize the financing, includ­
ing through tax increment 
financing, the acquisition by 
cities and counties of buffer 
zones or open spaces to a 
military installation.

This amendment would 
prevent the encroachment 
by development onto prop­
erty set aside for valuable 
military missions.

Proposition 2 would au­
thorize the Legislature to 
provide for ad valorem taxes 
of a residence homestead 
on the basis of its value.

This proposed amendment 
reduces the cap on how 
much property values can 
increase.

Proposition 3 provides for 
uniform standards and pro­
cedures for the appraisal of 
property for tax purposes.

Critics say this measure

establishes a state property 
tax. It doesn’t. It establishes 
uniform appraisal standards 
across the state.

Proposition 4 establishes 
a university research fund 
for emerging universities.

This is a big one for Texas 
Tech University, which is 
vying with other universi­
ties to achieve Tier One re- 
search status. It won t in­
crease taxes, but will enable 
universities to dip into a 
$500 million dormant fund 
to reward universities for 
seeking to upgrade research 
programs.

Proposition 5 would au­
thorize the Legislature to set 
up a single board of equal­
ization for two or more ad­
joining appraisal entities 
that seek to provide for con­
solidated equalizations.

This amendment helps ru­
ral counties, such as those 
in the Panhandle, to com ­
bine appraisal districts to 
save money and increase ef­
ficiency.

Proposition 6 would al­
low the state to increase its 
debt to give the Veterans 
Land Board greater flexibil­
ity in approving loans for 
veterans.

Proposition 7 would al­
low members of the Texas 
Stale Guard or other mili­
tary reserve units to hold 
civilian office.

The current prohibition 
deprives dedicated Texans

of the right to serve their 
community while serving 
their state and nation.

Proposition 8 authorizes 
the s ta te  to co n trib u te  
money, property and other 
resources for the operation 
of veterans hospitals in the 
state.

This amendment is aimed 
at setting up a veteran’s 
hospital in the Rio Grande 
Valley.

Proposition 9 guarantees 
public access to Texas 
beaches.

This proposed amendment 
s tre n g th e n s  the O pen 
Beaches Act, which already 
allows public access to the 
Gulf of Mexico beaches. It’s 
a right Texans should con­
tinue to enjoy.

Proposition 10 extends to 
four years the length of 
term s for em ergency se r­
vices comm issioners.

Tw o-year term s a ren ’t 
long enough for these com­
missioners to learn their jobs 
adequately.

Proposition 11 strength­
ens restrictions on the tak­
ing of private land for pub­
lic use.

This amendment speaks 
directly to the Texas ethic 
of protecting private prop­
erty owners’ rights against 
ovcrzcalous government sei­
zure through “eminent do­
main". Any land seized must 
be set aside for use by the 
public at-large.

Can You Hear Me Now?

The inerrancy o f scriptures
BRETT HOYLE, Pastor, First Baptist C hurch

“The entirety of Your word is truth, and everyone of 
Your righteous judgm ents endures forever,” Psalm 
119:160. Of all the natural and amazing wonders in our 
world, the Bible will outlast them all because it is the 
Word of God, constant and changeless. One should 
notice that the Bible itself claim s to be true and right 
in its entirety.

This is because “All scripture is given by insp ira­
tion of G od,” (2 Tim 3:16), which means that scripture 
reflects God by being completely true. God’s word, the 
Bible, is com pletely true because God is the source of 
the Bible and He is perfect and eternal. Next, in this 
verse you see that God’s word is true forever. No 
changes, amendments, redos, edits or apologies, but 
truth, truth and nothing but the truth.

In other words, the Bible is inerrant, w ithout any 
errors from Genesis 1:1 all the way to Revelation

Farm ers w ill be harm ed by cap and trade
H >' U.S. SENA TOR KA > RAILE Y HUTCHISON

T h ere’s som ething the 
Democratic lawmakers who 
are pushing cap and trade 
legislation don’t want the 
public to know. The contro­
versial climate change legis­
lation w inding its way 
through Congress will impose 
a massive new national gas 
tax, raising the cost of gaso­
line and diesel and jet fuels. 
An analysis o f  the Waxman- 
Markey cap and trade bill 
revealed this gas tax hike will 
reach $3.6 trillion and it will 
impact every American and 
important segments of our 
economy.

The goal of this climate 
change legislation is to actually 
increase the price of traditional 
forms of carbon-based energy, 
such as coal, gas, and oil, so. 
that consumers will respond by 
usin̂ g less of it Some lawmakers 
calf this “setting the price on 
carbon”. Economists refer to this

kind of policy as a price signal. 
But the bottom line is that the 
price of energy will go up. Ulti­
mately, all Americans will directly 
or indirectly pay for the higher 
fuel prices the cap and trade 
legislation will precipitate.

Americans travel over 200 
million vehicle miles each 
month, and annually we 
spend nearly $1.2 trillion on 
gasoline and oil. The aver­
age household spends five 
percent of its annual budget 
on fuel. For many, gasoline 
is a mandatory expense. And 
this legislation disproportion­
ately hits middle and lower 
income households that tend 
to have longer daily com­
mutes and must drive in or­
der to work. These families 
will be hit especially hard by 
the projected $1 per gallon 
increase for the additional 
gas- tax the cap- and-trade 
legislation will bring.

Further, Americans will be 
double-hit by the gas tax 
when it results in higher 
prices for goods and ser­
vices, such as groceries or 
utilities, that they must con­
tinue to purchase. Energy 
costs are among businesses’ 
top operational expenses al­
ready. While companies face 
a variety of energy expenses, 
ranging from heating and 
cooling their workspace to 
powering equipm ent and 
lighting, operating their ve­
hicles is the most costly. Ev­
ery company from the small 
town local florist to a pack­
age delivery service with na­
tionwide operations will be 
hard hit. In order for these 
businesses to withstand the 
heavier tax burden and to 
remain profitable, they will 
be forced to pass these en- 
erg-y-cost-increases along- -to 
consumers through higher

Several industries will be 

more severely penalized by 
the gas tax than others. Our 
nation’s farmers and ranch­
ers, who are tasked with pro­
ducing high quality goods 
for much of the world, will 
be harmed by Waxman- 
Markey’s $2 trillion tax on 
gasoline and $1.3 trillion tax 
on diesel fuel. Gas and die- 
sel-fuel powered equipment, 
ranging from tractors to com­
bines to fertilizing systems, 
are the operational founda­
tion of American farms and 
ranches. Under the climate 
change legislation, they will 
face $550 million in higher 
fuel costs in 2020 and $1.65 
billion in 2050.

The American trucking in­
dustry will be another target 
of the cap and trade gas tax. 
In 2007, 1.7-million drivers of 
tractor-trailers logged 145 bil­
lion vehicle miles, consum­
ing 28.5 billion gallons of 
fuel. That equates to $34,560 
in annual fuel costs. That 
number will skyrocket under 
Waxman-Markey. And when 
you consider that the aver­
age self-em ployed truck 
driver earns $43,545 in net 
revenue, the gas tax is es­
sentially a new tax on the 
middle class. Of course, 
truckers will not suffer these 
higher gas taxes alone. Their 
costs are shared by all con­
sumers. At some point, nearly 
everything bought or sold 
must be shipped from a manu­
facturer to a retailer. Thus, 
the sweeping effects of the 
gas tax will actually harm our 
entire economy.

Despite all this pain for 
families, farmers, truckers, 
and businesses, there is no 
gain for our environment. 
Even the U.S. Environmen­
tal Protection Agency Ad­
ministrator, Lisa Jackson, 
admits unless China and In­
dia impose similar draconian 
taxes and regulations there 
will be no effect on world 
temperatures. So what is the 
purpose of the increase in 
costs to every American, 
and the consequent loss of 
jobs, if they will not have 
an effect on the global en­
vironment?

Under the majority Con­
gressional leadership, trillion 
dollar figures have been dis­
cussed so nonchalantly in 
Washington recently that, 
unfortunately, they’re start­
ing to lose their shock 
value. Americans must know 
that the $3.6 trillion gas tax 
is a very real number with 
consequences for all of us. 
That is why I will fight the 
Waxman-Markey and Kerry- 
Boxer bills. We can improve 
the en v ironm en t and 
economy through American 
ingenuity and technology 
advancement, not with taxes 
and mandates that increase 
costs and burden American 
families and businesses.
