Health care bill is a tale of broken promises

As the year comes to a close, 
the Amencan people have seen 
this Administration and Con­
gress go on a massive spend­
ing spree that lias sent our na­
tional debt skyrocketing and 
caused our employment rate to 
plummet Now they want to put 
government in charge of our 
health care. Is it any wonder 
that a growing chorus of pa­
tients and doctors, seniors and 
hospitals, taxpayers and small 
businesses are rejecting die 
Democrats’ health bill?

At the beginning of the de­
bate, President Obama made 
several promises about the bill. 
He pledged that any legisla­
tion would cost less than $900

billion. We now know that is 
false. He vowed that it 
wouldn’t add a dime to the 
deficit. Also false. He insisted
that no one who likes their*

insurance program today 
would lose it Again, false. He 
claimed that no one making 
less than $250,000 would see 
higher taxes. False.

It is an outrage that this 
bill will raise taxes in three 
weeks and continue for four 
years before the rest of the 
programs are implemented. 
That is why I authored a 
motion to send this bill back 
to committee and require that 
everything in it start together. 
If the programs don’t start

until 2014, then the taxes 
should start then, too. Un­
fortunately, the Hutchison 
motion was tabled by the ma­
jority in the Senate.

Let’s walk through the 
taxes that are set to start in 
just a few weeks: $22 billion 
in taxes on prescription drug 
manufacturers; $19 billion in 
taxes on medical device 
manufacturers; $60 billion in 
taxes on insurance compa­
nies. And what comes in 
2011, 2012, 2013?? You 
guessed it, more taxes!

In 2013, the taxes on high 
benefit plans ($149 billion); 
limits on what can be de­
ducted from income for medi­

cal expenses ($15 billion); and 
the new Medicare payroll tax 
impacting individuals who 
earn more than $200,000 and 
couples who earn more than 
$250,000 ($54 billion) take ef­
fect.

After years of taxes and 
increases in health insurance 
premiums, increases in the 
cost of prescription drugs 
and medical equipment, fi­
nally, in 2014, Americans then 
see the rest of the bill be­
come law. But wait! With the 
rest of the bill also come the 
mandates and penalties - $28 
billion in taxes on employers 
and $8 billion in taxes on 
individuals. When Americans

asked for reform, they wanted 
relief from rising costs. Un­
fortunately, they won’t get it
under this bill. And that is

/

why my motion was so im­
portant. If our motion had 
been enacted, no taxes would 
begin unless the American 
people are able to see some­
thing in return.

The time has come to bring 
Republicans back to the table. 
I am a champion of legislation 
that would provide a tax credit 
worth $2,000 per individual and 
$5,000 per family for the pur­
chase of health insurance ev­
ery year. Allowing small busi­
nesses to pool together to 
purchase health insurance

would increase the size of the 
risk pool, lower premiums, and 
give employers more afford­
able options for their employ­
ees. Medical malpractice re­
form that curbs lawsuit abuse 
would lower costs by over 
$50 billion annually. Using the 
private sector- not Washing­
ton bureaucrats -  to reduce 
costs and increase access is 
wliat the Amencan people want 
and deserve.

It’s not too late to give it to 
them. The key is putting the 
newest budget-busting bill 
aside and enacting a true bi­
partisan agreement that accom­
plishes our goals in a fair, 
fiscally accountable way.

Water Measurements began in December
High Plains Underground 

Water Conservation District 
No. 1 personnel are now 
making annual depth-to-wa- 
ter level measurements to de­
termine the effect of 2009 
pumpage on groundwater lev­
els in the Ogallala aquifer 
within the district’s 15-county 
service area.

Water level measurements 
are made in a network of 
more than 1,200 privately- 
owned wells. These water 
level observation wells are 
spaced throughout the dis­
trict at a density of about 
one well per nine square 
miles.

“In previous years, Water 
District staff began making 
depth-to-water level measure­
ments in the observation well

network in early January. 
However, we’re now starting 
a month earlier to take ad­
vantage of typically good De­
cember weather and to com­
plete the measurements be­
fore winter wheat irrigation 
and/or pre-plant irrigation be­
gins. It is important for pro­
ducers to know that district 
personnel will be visiting ob­
servation well sites from 
early December until comple­
tion of this work effort,’’ said 
High Plains Water District 
Manager Jim Conkwright.

Personnel will begin mak­
ing depth-to-water level mea­
surements in the northern 
portion of the Water District 
service area and work their 
way south, weather permit­
ting.

The depth-to-water 
level measurement is made 
by lowering a steel tape to a 
pre-determined depth in the 
well. The first few feet of the 
tape lowered into each well 
is coated with carpenters’ 
chalk, which turns a darker 
shade of blue when it comes 
into contact with water.

The distance from land sur­
face to the static water level 
is determined by subtracting 
the amount of tape with the 
darker blue chalk from the 
total feet of tape extended 
into the well.

After the measurement is

made, a blue vinyl sticker 
with the observation well 
number, the depth-to-water 
level measurement,-and the 
date of die measurement is 
affixed to the well equipment 
or other appropriate surface 
near the well site.

Water District personnel 
measure the same wells in 
the observation well network 
each year, as long as the 
individual wells are accessible 
and continue to provide sat­
isfactory data. The current 
depth-to-water level measure­
ment in individual wells is 
compared to that of the pre­

vious year to determine the 
annual change in water lev­
els in the Ogallala aquifer 
within the district.

Maps showing the loca­
tion and well number of the 
observation wells in each 
county or portion of a 
county served by the water 
district are published each 
year in the district’s news­
letter, The Cross Section 
The water level issue con­
tains tables listing observa­
tion wells in each county 
within the district and the 
average and annual change 
in water levels for one-year,

five-year, and 10-year inter­
vals.

“The 2008 USDA Na­
tional Agriculture Imag­
ery Program (NAIP) was 
used to identify the piv­
ots,” said Scott Orr, Ag­
ricultural Group Super­
visor. “The pivots that 
are identified indicate that 
an active pivot (evidence 
that it was used in 2008) 
was present at that loca­
tion. However, the imag­
ery does not identify how 
much of the pivot was 
actually used for irriga­
tion or crop production 
in 2008.”

Field observation indi­
cates approxim ately 65 
to 70 percent of these 
pivots are equipped with 
h igh-efficiency app lica­
tion packages.

V.I.P. Invites to See Jesus.
by Brett Hoyle, Pastor, First Baptist Church

Matthew 1-2 and Luke 1-2 detail the story of Jesus birth 
and the events surrounding it. After Jesus, the Savior ol 
the world was bom, 1 would expect throngs of people to 
want to come see Him, and important Jewish religious 
leaders to bow before in awe and worship, but in reality the 
Shepherds and the Wisemen were the only two groups wjio 
accepted their VIP invites to see Jesus. Each of them were 
strange, and strategic choices of God to visit Jesus.

In Luke 2:8-20 the shepherds are invited to the manger. It 
is strange that God chose shepherds to come see baby 
Jesus. You see, shepherds in Jesus’ day were often looked 
down upon. Their jobs were monotonous, routine, labori­
ous, and dirty. They had to work seven days a week 
oftentimes, excluding them from properly observing the 
Sabbath, and due to their occupation they could in no way 
keep all the legalistic rules pushed by religious leaders of 
the day.

Religiously they were unclean, and unfit to enter the 
temple area, and as time progressed people viewed them as 
dishonest, liars and as outcasts. God’s invite to the 
shepherds is strange when you realize how they were 
viewed by others, but in reality God chose them for a very 
strategic reason. In choosing these outcasts and misfits to 
come to the manger, God sends a clear message that Jesus 
came to seek and to save all people, even the lowest of the 
low...even you.

Matthew 2, on the other hand depicts God’s strange 
choice to extend a VIP invite to the Wisemen from the East. 
The pomp, prestige and positions of these guys really 
makes sense that God would bring them to worship Jesus 
as a young child, but if you think about it, they are a 
strange bunch to worship Jesus. These guys, in light of 
their wealth and wisdom, are possibly an even more unlikely 
group to seek Jesus, because they are not Jews, but they 
are Gentiles from far away. That’s right, these guys were 
from the wrong culture and the wrong place, yet their desire 
is to worship Jesus and give gifts of gold, frankincense and 
myrrh.

These men, also, are a strategic choice, because by their 
example of worship God makes clear that there is no person 
above Jesus, but even kings bow before Him. Further, God 
points to the fact that Jesus is to be a light unto the 
Gentiles, and that only through Him Jews and Gentiles and 
you will be saved.

Finally, Shepherds and Wisemen are not the only ones 
with a VIP invite to meet Jesus. You have a special invite 
from Jesus himself to worship Him and live whole heartedly 
for Him. If you have never repented of your sin, and 
trusted in Christ’s sacrificial death on the cross to save you 
and make you right with God, you can do that today. Or, 
maybe you have gotten off track in your walk with Christ, 
and need to redirect your worship and attention to the 
Savior, Christ the Lord.
