The im­
pact killed one o f the dogs 
and knocked the handlebars

Jessica was transported to 
PMC by Friona EMS, then 
flown via LifeStar to North­

west Texas Hospital in Ama­
rillo where she remains in se­
rious condition. She is the 
daughter of M ichelle and 
Ricky Izaguirre of Friona.

She suffered a broken leg 
and numerous scrapes and 
bmises. The family reported 
that she also lias spinal bruis­
ing that has caused what they 
hope is a temporary loss of 
feeling in her legs. Early re­
ports of a broken neck were 
incorrect. Her aunt, Valerie 
Izaguirre, said it is possible 
she will be sent to a rehab 
hospital in Dallas fora couple 
o f weeks but that was not 
known for sure as of Tues­
day.

City approves tax rate and 2010-11 budgets
The Friona city council 

met in regu lar session  at 
6:30 p.m. Monday Septem ­
ber 13 in council chambers. 
M ayor J.B . D ouglas p re ­
sided. All m em bers were 
present except councilm an 
M ark Osborn.

The scheduled public hear­
ing to allow comments re­
garding the annual budget 
lasted less than two minutes. 
No members o f the public 
were present at the hearing.

O fficials from Transition 
Sendees, the Prairie Acres 
management company, were 
present to answer questions 
about the Prairie Acres bud­
get. It was noted that Emily 
Siegmund is the new admin­
istrator at Friona Heritage 
E s ta te s  and  the n u rs in g  
hom e/assisted living fac il­
ity employs 69 workers. Af­
te r  d isc u ss io n  and q u e s ­
tions, the Prairie Acres an­
nual budget was approved

at $2,838,495.
The Friona Economic De­

v e lo p m e n t C o rp o ra tio n  
budget was d iscu ssed . It 
was approved at $77,170. 
J .B . D o u g la s , R o b e rt 
N eelley, and B ill S tovell 
w ere re -ap p o in ted  to the 
FEDC board.

An o rd in a n c e  w as a p ­
proved adopting the budget 
for the City o f Friona fiscal 
y e a r , O c to b e r  1, 2010  
through September 30, 2011.

The to ta l budget fo r the 
city, including general fund, 
w ater/sew er, interest/sink- 
ing fu n d , o p e ra tio n s  & 
m ain tenance , and cap ita l 
p ro jects  w as approved at 
$3,347,165.

The EMS budget was d is­
cussed. C ouncil m em bers 
agreed it is d ifficult to pre­
d ict and budget fo r EMS 
activity over a one-year pe­
riod. Expenses and income 
are directly related to the

num ber o f am bulance calls 
made. Based on past expe­
rience a budget o f $234,215 
was adopted and approved.

The council approved the 
proposed tax rate o f $0.79 
cents per $100 valuation. 
This has been the tax rate 
for the past five years.

A proposal from Abraham 
Castanon for w ater connec­
tion outside the city lim its 
w as d iscu ssed  and p o s t­
poned until the next coun­

cil meeting. A request to op­
erate a sidewalk sale Sep­
tem ber 17-18 at 605 W. l l ,h 
was approved. The permit 
fee is $25. ,

Registration will begin at 8:30 a.m. with coffee and donuts spon­
sored by Panhandle-Plains Land Bank of Amarillo. Happy State 
Bank will provide soft drinks throughout the day and on the tour.

The morning portion will take place in the Dillehay Education 
Room of AgriLife Extension’s Kuhlman Center, 200 N. Brown Road.

The program kicks off at 9 a.m. with “2011 Wheat and Small 
Grain Market and Pricing Outlook” presented by Dr. Steve 
Amosson, AgriLife Extension economist in Amarillo, and “Fu­
ture Mandatory Cattle I.D. Requirements and Regulations”, 
presented by Dr. Ted McCollum, AgriLife Extension beef cattle 
specialist in Amarillo.

The awards presentation and noon luncheon, sponsored by 
Wells Fargo Bank and Feldman’s, will begin at 11:45 a.m. Pre­
sentation o f the Outstanding Demonstrator and Top Hand 
Awards will be made.

Following the awards, featured speaker Jim Conkwright, High 
Plains Underground Water District general manager from Lub­
bock, will highlight “Groundwater Management in Randall County.”

The afternoon portion will include three off-site tour stops and 
one on-site stop, Ragland said. Before leaving the Kuhlman Cen­
ter, short presentations will be given by booth participants, intro­
ducing their latest products and technologies.

State sales tax received 
overall collections down

Texas Comptroller Susan Combs said the state collected $ 1.77 billion 
in sales tax in August, up 0.8 percent compared to a year ago.

“Monthly sales tax collections continue to slightly exceed year- 
ago levels. While some major sectors including oil and gas and 
manufacturing were up, other sectors including construction and 
retail trade dropped from the previous year,” said Combs. “For 
fiscal 2010, which began September 1,2009, collections declined 
through the first seven months of the year, often by double-digit 
percentages, but the modest increases during the last five months 
resulted in an overall decline of 6.6 percent for the fiscal year. 
Overall, state sales tax collections appear to have stabilized, but 
solid growth has not yet resumed.”

The sales tax figures represent sales that occurred in July.
Parmer County’s September 2010 payment totaled $41,221.81

Friends of the Library Literacy Project
This is my country.. .USA...the story of Frandsca Benevides Rodriguez
BY DARLA BRACKEN, Director, Friona Library

Francisca Rodriguez

Here is a story about Mrs. 
Rodriquez for Hispanic Heri­
tage Month and to officially 
'launch' our Friends Literacy 
Project—beginning with ESL 
classes at the Redeemer Center.

Her name is Francisca. She 
was bom in the small town of 
Fashing, Texas just southeast 
o f San Antonio on the 3rd of 
May 1939. Her parents, Rufino 
and Natividad (Castenada) 
Benevides had 8 children: five 
daughters and three sons. 
Rufino was a farm er and 
Natividad was a homemaker. 
They lost two of their children 
as babies and when their last 
child, a son, was stillborn 
Natividad died also. Francisca 
or “Panchita”, as she was af­
fectionately known, the sec­
ond oldest child in the family, 
was just barely 9 years old.

Francisca has but just a few 
early memories of her mother: 
sitting while her mother braided 
her hair, watching her mother 
sitting on the floor mending 
clothes. Natividad made most 
of the family’s clothing all to­
tally by hand—all without a 
sewing machine. Her mother 
did beautiful embroidery work 
and also made curtains and 
bedspreads to decorate their 
home also by hand. Her 
mother made toys for the chil­
dren and Francisca remembers

a doll and the dresses her 
mother made for her and the 
doll. Francisca learned to cro­
chet when she saw a woman 
who was just passing through 
their town busily crocheting 
and she was able to teach her­
self by watching the woman 
crochet; she was way too shy 
to ask for help. She has greatly 
fine-tuned this skill throughout 
her lifetime and has done many 
beautiful pieces. In fact, she
and her husband would come•
to the library to enlarge cro­
chet patterns for her and that 
is how we at the Library got to 
know them.

Francisca’s memories of her 
mother’s cooking include reci­
pes o f tasty sweet potatoes 
and w onderful pum pkin 
empanadas (fried pies); she re­
members the sweet dishes best 
because there were very few 
actual desserts. A fter her 
mother died, Francisca’s father 
taught her to make tortillas, a 
definite art, and a skill she 
would also use for the rest of 
her life. While she was still a 
girl she would learn to skin and 
to cook rabbits and also to 
make armadillo stew—true deli­
cacies that need acquired 
tastes to be appreciated.

Francisca took care of many 
of the household chores such 
as cleaning and ironing the

family’s clothes. Her family had 
a wood stove and still heated 
the irons on the stove. They 
didn’t have a board so she just 
used the table for an ironing 
surface. Her brothers quickly 
learned not to be teasing her 
when she was ironing because 
those irons could become for­
midable weapons on occasion. 
Francisca also rem em bers 
throwing balls o f masa at her 
brothers when she would be 
making tortillas—once hitting 
one of her brothers in the eye.

There were no books in their 
home, but her father told them 
many wonderful stories of his 
childhood grow ing up in 
Texas— Rufino in San Diego, 
Texas and N ativ iadad  in 
Beeville, Texas. The children 
would beg him for stories. Her 
family also listened to the news 
and the ‘stories’ on the radio. 
Her parents would make their 
own entertainment with her 
dad on the harmonica and her 
mother using just her hands 
and her mouth to keep time as 
the fam ily sang songs to ­
gether. The family attended 
the C atholic Church and 
Francisca remembers hearing 
the B ible read at church. 
Natividad could read and write 
in Spanish, but her mother and 
father spoke only Spanish.

Games Francisca remembers 
playing as a child were ‘Blind 
Man’s B luff (as she made the 
motions for a blindfold when 
she could not think of the word 
in English), ‘Hide and Seek’ 
and also fighting with her 
brothers in their home in the 
country—she has spent most 
of her lifetime living on a farm 
in the country.

Francisca never went to 
school. She spoke only Span­
ish and school officials told her 
family that she could not be 
taught locally—there were no 
ESL of HeadStart classes in 1945 
as there are today; so Francisca 
never learned to read or write. 
She is very proud to have 
learned her ABCs in English and 
in Spanish, however.

In the fall of her 16lh year, 
Francisca’s family travelled to 
Calvert, Texas to pick cotton 
(yes, handpicked in those 
sacks that were 14 feet long!). 
It was there in Calvert that they 
met Jose. For Francisca, it was 
love at first sight even though 
Jose was eleven years older 
than she was. So she was very

excited when Jose offered to 
give her family a ride with him 
in his car to Crosbyton, Texas 
to pick cotton there. Evidently, 
Jose felt the same way about 
Francisca and they decided to 
get married. They ‘eloped’ and 
were married by the Justice of 
the Peace in Crosbyton, Texas 
on October 19,1955 a marriage 
that would last 53 years.

From Crosbyton, Jose and 
Francisca first went to Rawls 
and from there they made their 
way to Friona, Texas and they 
also lived in Lazbuddie for a 
short time. Francisca’s first 
impression and comment about 
the city of Friona as she came 
up the hill from the south and 
over the railroad tracks was that 
she ‘liked the lights and 
couldn’t wait to see what the 
middle of town looked like’— 
not realizing that she was al­
ready in the middle\ From their 
car, a 1948 Chevrolet, she no­
ticed the Piggly Wiggly store 
on the comer of 9th and Main 
(today’s Bi-Wize location) and 
thought it looked like a nice 
grocery store. Jose proved to 
be a kind, loving and patient 
husband to his young bride. 
He taught her how to cook 
beans, Spanish rice and pota­
toes— the staples in many 
west Texas homes. In all their 
53 years together Jose was 
never unkind to her. Francisca 
was the disciplinarian irt the 
family and sometimes a little 
too strong for Jose’s gentle 
taste—sometimes he would 
hide the paddle. Jose and 
Francisca would have four chil­

dren, all boys: Jesse, Alberto, 
Luiz, and Lupe; two o f them 
were bom in Friona and two in 
Muleshoe.

Francisca loved caring for 
her family— it is her proudest 
lifetime accomplishment—tak­
ing care o f her husband and 
her boys and making their 
home. It was Jose who bought 
Francisca her first electric iron 
and ironing board, her first 
washing machine and her first 
sewing machine. Francisca 
made many o f her fam ily’s 
clothes including their under­
garments just as her mother 
had done from the 25# ‘sacks 
of flour’. Even though she has 
never flown in an airplane (and 
has no desire to) nor learned 
to swim (although Jose tried 
to teach her) nor learned to 
drive, she has done quite well 
for herself and her family.

Her first trip to Mexico was 
in 1969 to visit Jose’s family 
and Francisca noticed that 
they spoke a different Spanish 
than she was used to, so at first 
she didn’t say anything. His 
fam ily thought that she 
couldn’t speak Spanish! Jose 
could not read or write, but he 
spoke English very w ell. 
Francisca learned to speak En­
glish by listening to soap op­
eras on television after she had 
her children. Jose worked for 
Mike Allen, Mike Buchanan, 
Bob Riethmayer, Dub Ingram 
and others. Jose always con­
sidered himself a farmer and a 
rancher and tried to be a good 
steward of the land in his care. 
In 1986 after some help and

encouragement from an area ra­
dio announcer, Noe Alcindoah, 
Jose Rodriguez became a natural­
ized citizen ofthe United States of 
America. Francisca was very 
touched by the ceremony held in 
Amarillo and Jose was so proud 
to be an American citizen in his 
own right Jose passed away last 
year, in2009, having made his home 
in Friona for 53 yean;.

Of their four sons: Jesse, the 
oldest, is a contractor and lives 
in Austin, Texas; Alberto works 
for Tyson Foods and lives in 
Amarillo, Texas; Luiz is also a 
contractor and also lives in 
A ustin , Texas; and their 
youngest son Lupe is an elec­
trician and lives in Dallas, 
Texas. Francisca has 6 grand­
children 3 boys and 3 girls and 
8 great-granchildren 4 girls and 
4 boys. Their son, Luis, served 
3 years in the United States 
Marine Corps in the early 80s. 
F rancisca Benevides 
Rodriguez celebrated having 
71 years in 2010— 55 of them 
in Friona, Texas. “I’m going 
to give you a hug,” she said 
when she saw her display at 
the library, “Thank you for 
writing my story!”

Note: In a handwritten let­
ter from their son. Alberto, is 
a beautiful tribute to his dad 
describing Jose as “My hero, 
My Superm an  ”— a letter  
which Francisca had seen, but 
did not know what it said. It 
was my honor to read the let­
ter to her. In it Alberto speaks 
o f  how his father Jose chal­
lenged his sons to learn to 
speak Spanish...in school.
