said. “It would take 1.5
million acre feet of wa-
ter if we were producing
100 percent of that in
this area.”

But a high percentage
of the corn, distiller’s
grains, soybean meal
and other products are
not grown regionally, so
the water use 1s not that
high, Jordan said.

Jordan joined forces
with AgrilLife Extension
economists Dr. Bridg-
et Guerrero, Lubbock,
and Dr. Steve Amosson,
Amarillo, to evaluate the
economic impacts to the
region. The team used a
software program called
IMPLAN to estimate the
dairy industry generates
about $1.7 billion from
milk sales and $139 bil-
lion from processing
for an overall impact of
$3.09 billion.

“That’s a new indus-
try to this region in the
past 15 years, and as a
result, we’ve seen new
Wal-Marts, Holiday Inn
Expresses and other busi-
nesses in some of these
communities,”  Jordan
Said.

drought-resistant crops,
improve irrigation effi-
ciencies and import more
feed, she said.

However, Jordan said,
the elimination of alfalfa
would only reduce the
amount of water a cow
and her calf use through
feed per year from 17.8
acre inches to 16.8 acre
inches.

And, she said, double-
cropping corn for silage
at a dairy may actually
use less water than grow-
ing the corn for grain for
three reasons: No pre-
watering 1s needed, less
mature crops require less
water, and up to 10 per-
cent of the water comes
from lagoons at the dairy.

Dr. Dana Porter, Agril-
ife Extension engineer
from Lubbock, and Dr.
Brent Bean, AgrilLife
Extension agronomist in
Amarillo, each discussed
ways dairy producers
could make a difference
in the water they use.

Porter said efficient ad-
vanced irrigation tech-
nologies, such as low-
‘Ppressure’ center-pivot

systéms, are widely used”

in the High Plains, es-
pecially in areas where
well capacities have long
been a limiting factor.
Knowing what works

best for a particular op-
eration is key to efficient

Drip irrigation is an-
other option for good
managers, Porter said.
Although it is more ex-
pensive than other meth-
ods, it is friendly to auto-
mation. Pressure gauges
and flow meters must
be monitored to detect
problems before they
show up as dead plants
in the field.

Management and main-
tenance are key to effi-
cient irrigation regard-
less of the method used,
she said.

Bean said dairy produc-
ers can find forage sor-
ghums that are equal to
corn In supporting milk
production, but variety
selection is very impor-
tant, so “pay attention.”

“When determining
whether to grow corn or
sorghum silage, it really
depends on the available
water,” he said. “There’s
about a 30 percent dif-
ference between the wa-
ter use of fully irrigated
corn and sorghum.”

While lodging can be
an issue on forage sor-
ghums, Bean said it can

be reduced by reducing

seeding rates” and not
over-fertilizing with ni-
trogen.

“And harvest on time,”
he said. “When it is at
the right moisture, har-
vest, or it might end up
on the ground.”

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The undeniable damage of President Obama’s Health Care Law

BY SENTOR KAY BAILEY HUTCHISON

Two years ago, against
the tide of public opinion,
the  Democrat-controlled
Congress passed President
Obama'’s health care legis-
lation — the Patient Protec-
tion and Affordable Care
Act (PPACA). Since then,
Americans’ doubts have
been confirmed. In fact, op-
position to the new law has
grown. A recent Gallup poll
reveals that two-thirds of
Americans either support
getting rid of the contro-
versial individual insurance

mandate that is the core of
the PPACA, or favor repeal-
ing the entire law.

Growing misgivings about
the President’s health care
law are easy to understand.
Even with nearly two more
years before the health care
law is fully implemented,
the significant damage it has
already done to Americans’
health care and economic
security is undeniable:

(1) Americans are
in danger of losing their
current health care cov-

erage. In just two short
years the president’s assur-
ance that “if you like your
health care plan, you will
be able to keep your health
care plan” i1s one of many
broken promises. A McKin-
sey & Co. study from June
of last year found that be-
tween 30 to S50 percent of
employers will stop offer-
ing health insurance to their
employees once the health
law is fully implemented
in 2014. The former Con-
gressional Budget Office

(CBO) Director Douglas
Holtz Eakin wamns that the
law “provides strong incen-
tives for employers to drop
employer sponsored health
insurance for as many as
35 million Americans.” So
where will those millions of
people then get insurance:
from government-run plans,
subsidized by the Ameri-
can taxpayer — resulting in
lower quality care and more
deficit spending.

(2) Economic recov-
ery and job creation are
suffering. According to a
recent Gallup poll, forty-
eight percent of small busi-
nesses say they aren’t hir-
ing because of the current
and anticipated costs of the
health care law. Small busi-
nesses create the majority
of all new jobs in this coun-
try, so this is bleak news for
small companies and for
the nearly 13 million un-

CBO reports that 800,000
jobs will be lost after the
law kicks in fully in 2014.

(3) Taxpayers' costs
are skyrocketing. In Sep-
tember of 2009, President
Obama told Congress that
his health care law would
cost “about $940 billion"
over the next ten years — on
top of our already enormous
national debt. CBO’s latest
cost projection, however,
estimates costs at $1.76 tril-
lion over the next decade
— double the President’s
prediction. And Senator Jeff
Sessions, ranking Repub-
lican on the Senate Budget
Committee, predicts that in
2014, when the law 1s fully
implemented, “The first
10 years, it will cost three
times that much—$2.6 tril-
lion.”

(4) Health care costs
are rising even faster. For
American families already

wages and higher costs for
gasoline and other neces-
sities, higher health insur-
ance costs threaten to make
adequate coverage unaf-
fordable. President Obama
promised his health care
plan would reduce fam-
ily health-insurance premi-
ums by $2,500 annually by
2012. But CBO calculates
that the health care law is
already increasing average
family health insurance pre-
miums by $2,100 per year.
The U.S. Supreme Court
will soon hear oral argu-
ments in a lawsuit brought
by a number of states to over-
tum the health care law on
constitutional grounds (for
which I and 42 other Sena-
tors have filed a legal brief in
support). The Supreme Court
1s expected to hand down its
decision later this year. This
decision will have a major
impact on our economy and

employed Americans. The

Combs warns of cost
of federal health care

Texas Comptroller Susan Combs urged the
U.A. Supreme Court to consider the enor-
mous cost federal health care legislation will
have on individual states. This week the U.S.
Supreme Court is hearing challenges to dif-
ferent aspects of federal health care reform,
including mandated health insurance and ex-
panded Medicaid eligibility.

Combs warned state lawmakers will have a
hard time funding future state budgets if the
Obama administration’s federal health care
rules are implemented. Medicaid spending is
currently about 20 percent of the state’s gen-
eral revenue, and the federal health care man-
dates will accelerate the growth of Medicaid
costs to about 37 percent of general revenue
spending by 2023.

“As the state’s chief financial officer, I am
very concerned about the negative impact this
burdensome federal regulation will place on
Texas,” Combs said. “It will cost our state at
least $18 billion dollars to cover increased

Medicaid costs in the first 10 years after the
law 1s implemented. Other priorities such as
public education and infrastructure programs
in Texas will surely suffer.”

State estimates project new federal health
care requirements would contribute to a large
jump in the number of people Texas would
have to cover under the state’s Medicaid pro-
gram. Texas Medicaid enrollment is projected
to grow from 3.5 million people in 2011 to an
estimated 6.2 million people by 2020.

“It 1s my job as Comptroller to analyze fed-
eral regulations that can carry enormous costs
to the state and affect our future. I will con-
tinue to monitor critical issues such as health
care overhaul, and update Texas lawmakers
and citizens on their impact.” ‘
