How Crime Stoppers works

Janice Clement, president of Parmer/Bailey County
Crime Stoppers, said there has been some confusion on
how the Crime Stoppers system works and provided this
information about the Crime Stoppers process.

Put simply, it is a three part approach to solving the crime
problem. Crime Stoppers relies on cooperation between
law enforcement, the media, and the general community to
provide a [ow of information about crime and criminals,

The Phone Call: Calls are received at the local Crime
Stoppers tips line phone. This phone is a standalone instru-
ment, which does not have caller ID, and conversations
are not recorded. The Crime Stoppers police or civilian
coordinator receiving the information completes the tips
information form, makes initial inquiries, then passes the
information to the investigating ofl cer.

Calls are accepted regarding any publicized request for
information, such as Crime of the Week, or such other
crime(s) the caller has knowledge of. By guaranteeing a
caller(s anonymity, Crime Stoppers allows the caller to give
information in a positive atmosphere without the prospect
of retribution. By offering cash rewards for information
leading to indictment or arrests, the program encourages
otherwise reluctant callers to provide information.

The Online Web Tip: Tipsters now have the option of
giving tips online. The process is completely secure and
anonymous and 1s a very effective and ef’ tient means of
safely communicating with us in today!s world.

Our Web Tip process is powered by the world's leading
online tip solution provider, Anderson Software. The very
unique integrated Two-Way Dialog capabilities allow the
tipster to come back and provide additional information
to their tip at any time, but also provide a secure means
for the coordinator to ask questions or provide reward in-
formation back to the tipster through the same secure and
encrypted interface.

The Reward: Tipsters are paid a reward if the tip leads to
an indictment or arrest. In order for tipsters to be eligible
to claim a reward for a tip, the information has to be called
into the Crime Stoppers tips line or received through an
online tip.

If a tip is received any other way but through these two
ways the tipster 1s not eligible for the reward payout. Itis
through tipsters that Crime Stoppers works to Keep the
community safe without the fear of retaliation.

Many people walking, run-
ning, skating, or bicycling from
coast to coast pass through our
county on Highway 60 to avoid
the dangers of the Interstate. Our
road is less traveled. Plus, they
can get more help with food or
money by sticking to county
roads where a lot of nice people

travel to raise money and/or
awareness for a cause.

Church of Christ minister Jeff
Procter was called on last week
to assist the most recent visitors
on our road less traveled.

America. Her companions on
the trip are Bethany Smith and
Robert Simmons.

The event that triggered this
cause 1s tragic.

After killing them he drove
to his home where he killed
himself. Karen(S husband, Les
Ferguson, Jr., 1s the minister at
the Orange Grove Church of
Christ in Gulfport. About his son
Cole, Rev. Ferguson said, [My
son struggled his whole life with
disabilities. He was frustrated
and hurt a lot but he was a good
boy. He wanted to do right and
he loved God. He loved to sing,
even 1f nobody else understood
what he was saying.[]

The killer, Paul Ellis Buck-
man, 70, attended the Orange
Grove Church until he was
charged in July with sexually
assaulting Cole Ferguson.

The trip across America is
called Colels Run. Tracee, a high
school all-state cross country
runner, and her two companions,
left Huntington Beach, Califor-
nia on May 9th. They plan to end
in Wilmington, North Carolina
the week of August 4-11.

Tracee averages running 35
miles per day. They came through
Friona June 19, eliciting the help
of Pastor Procter. He said they
arrived about 10 p.m. They had

Christ earlier in the day, look-
ing for a place to hook-up their
camper for the night. He directed
them to the Reeve Lake RV Park,
bought them big burgers and tall
drinks at Sonic, gave them a little
money for fuel, and the next day
they were on their way.

The three are students at Aus-
tin Peay State University in
Clarksville, Tennessee. They are
part of the Christ Center Student
Community (CCSC). Tracee is
trying to set a world[s record
for the youngest woman to run
across the country the fastest.
They say the Crst $10,000 raised
will go to Colels two younger
brothers for a college fund. The
rest will go toward implement-
ing and maintaining the animal
therapy program in Clarksville,
Tennessee.

The tragedy in Mississippi,
and the cause of the runners,
brie[y touched our little town
and has moved on. Good luck
to them all. There will be other
travelers and other causes on our
small town(s less traveled road.
