First Hand Story of Eruption.

“While a Tokio audience of Japan-
ese was assembled at the JImperiai
Theatre throwing moving plctures of

the last days of Pompeil the subter- ‘

reanedn fire of their own empire im-
prisoned for more than a century
were surging upward beneath the isle
of Sakura-Jima. Soon began an erup-
tion. so flerce as terrible as therehy
to take place with the historic erup-
tion of Vesuvius. The 22,000 inhabi-
tants of Sakera-Jima fled wildly in
all directions in a pitiful quest for
food and shelter. Shrieks ot.terror
filled the . air Trom one end -of the is
land to the other.

“From thickly settled villages and
from houses embosomed in groves of
orahges, peaches and plums the farm
ers rushed to the shores of the bay;
horses nelghed and snorted in ter-
ror and all-maune rof dbmestic cat-
tle cried to be Jot loose. Many freed
themselves and begsn a wild stam-
pede through and over their human
companions. The fearful catastrophe
was 8o overwhelming in its sudden
descent that thtre had been no pre-
/iminary warning. "Ad B

“Splendid disc.pline at Kagoshima
saved the day there: Box cars were
backed onto the sidings and with re.
markable promptness_the é¢rowds of
that city were carried northward to
safety. For a week the volcano con.
tinaed intermittently its flow of hot
lava and Incandescent cinders. The
boldest iInhabitants ventured back
again, only to be driven off. Apn offl-
clal estimate _of the damage done
gives 50,000 destitute, twelve bridges
destroyed, thousands of stone fences
strewn about and more than 12,000
houses either destroyed or so badly
damaged that they must be rebuilt.

“That's falge.”” The governor added

Later Governor Blease as a witness
told the committee he expected to
clear the penitentiary by August 1 and
that it then would be available  for
use as a hospital for tubercular ne-
groes., United States Senator B, R.

He told
the committee that his assertions that
an_effort would be made to diseredit
and dismiss Dr. Babcock were based
ron statements of the asylum superin-
tendent himself.

All wells are by no
means gushers but there is a very falr
per cent of them that are in the gush-
er class. When a well will produce
10 barrels it is considéred a gusher
in any fleld while a few years ago
many wells that would produce more
than that were pulled out and aban.
I«I-mvd wherever there was a showing
tof salt water, for In those days it was
{thought impossible to handle and ex-
'hausl the saltwater, but the lesson has
been learned and many find a well
with a little saltwater a much better
staying producer than those that have
no:- water with the oll.

Out of a total of 2,044 wells drilled
in the fields above mentoned there
were 609 dry holes and 87 gas wells,
leaving 1,348 petroleum producing
wells, and from this number there
{were 401 gushers, that averaged 627
barrels each, which is phenomenal
when figured out as the productiou of
the 401 gushers weré 251 668 barrels.
The "average, is really the largest for
that number of wells in the hostory of
the petroleum industry, and a.far-bet-
ter showing than the big Oklahoma
fields can boast of. These figures are
from taking the wells drilled in the
three fields from month to month that
produce from-100 barrels up and ad-
ding them together, and it is doubtful
il the wéHts—from 100 barrels-up-for
the year in the Oklghoma fields would
n-el? average one-half the amount per
well. ' .

The Lowsiana fields in the Caddo
district are renown for its lirge and
monster gas wells. In February, the
Gas Supply Co's. well in section 9-20-
15, produced 8,000,000 Tubic feet and
the Rex Ofl Co’s well in section 31-22.15
produced 6,000,000 feet. In March the
Southwestern Gas & Eleetric® Co.
struck a 5,000,000 foot well in section
6-17-14. In" April the Knight Oll Co's
No, 5 Hoffman tract, did 12,000,000
cubic feet;the Bassett Ol Co's No. 1
Fee tract, xiso did 12,000,000 cuble
feet, but the banner gas well of the
year for dll flelds was when the
Rogers Oll-& Gas Co. drilled in ifs
test on its Fee tract, which showed
a volume of 70,000,000 cublc Teet ot
gas. This is by far the largest gas
well ever found in the Southwest coun-
try, not barring Oklahoma nor some
of the .big Caney gassers in Kansas,
In May the Central Producers O1l1 Co's
well produced 25,000,000 cubic feet of
gas, while the Fireside Cc., on a town
lot at Shrevepart, drilled in a monster
gas well which showed & volume ot
30,000,000 cubl¢ feet. In June, the
Ames Ol & Gas Prempecting (Co. found
a 7000000 foot weéll on the lLewis
tract, and the Rex Osl & Development
Co., one good for 6,000,000 foot.

Some Good Gassers

A féw good gas wells are found In
the Panhandle county of Northern Tex-
as. In February a 15,000,000 cuble
foot well was drilled in the Petrolia
district, by the Amarillo Oil Co. in its
second well on the Joyce tract. In
July in the same field, the Developers
0il Co's No. 7T Markowlitz tract showed
a_ volume of 25,000,000, the largest
found in the Panhandle country. In the
same month the Texas Co's test
Matthews, produced 8,000,000 feet

Many gushers far above the thou-
sand mark were finished during the
year 1913 1n all three fields, some run-
ning as high as 18,000 barrels a day.
I* will be remembered that on May 25
the Standard Oll Co's phenomenal 18,
000 barrel gusher on the Stiles tract,
in the Caddo district taught fire and

“fmany sleepless nights were spent in

devising a way to extinguish the fire.
The gusher drilled in unexpectedly
and before 1t could be shut in out all
connections was flowing wild. Every
precaution that was possible to take
to prevent such an event was taken;
guards were stationed in a complete
cordon around the well; all fire, both
in the pumping stations and at ad-
poining wells, were put out, and at
Trees City, about one-half mile from
the well, no lights were allowed or
any cooking done at that night. The
gas from the well hung like a pall
over a large area of country, being so
bad that the men werking at the pump
station adjoining had to stop work
and the men at drilling and pumping
wells were compelled to stop work en-
tirely or be overcome by the fumes.
After flowing wild for a period, the
well was gotten partially under cen-
trol. The oil was being pumped into
some large tanks, but before hydraulic
fittings could be stubstituted for the
regular ones, the well cut all connec-
tions loose, and 1t is supposed that
either from friction or by some of the
materfal which the gas and oil were
throwing out, striking a spark-from
the crown block or other metal around
the mell, that the fire started. The firé
started directly from the well itself.
The fire was extinguished several days
later and when put into produging
shape showed a production of 8,000
barrels, and was the fifth gusher to be
found on the tract by the Standard
Oil Co.

Something In a Name

The words, “A Texas Bureau of Leg
islative eference,” suggests something
as deadly dull as a technical descrip-
tion of bath-room fixtures. ‘The at-
tention lags at the word ‘Bureau;’ halts
doggedly at the word ‘Legislative,’ and
being nrged on to '‘Reference’ it balks
kicks out of harness, and with a flour-
ish of different heels, ranges down into
the wide pasture of the Sunday sup-
plement in search of more succulent
browsing.

There has been lately an innovation
inaugurated in the Texas State LI
brary which js unfortunate enough to
be labeled with the phrase above
quoted, a disastrous phrase from an
advertising standpoint. And still, con-
cealed In that phrase, is the Inférence,
to people who really know, of vast
prograss In legislation in Texas, and
the implication that Texas is not go-
lig longer to lag behind our most ad-
vanced states in adopting 'a device
which will save the tax-payers a mint
ol money and mach vexation of spirit

Pioneers in Leaislative Reference

New York and 1Wsconsin were first
of the states in this great work, and
Pr. Charles MeCarthy of the latter
state puts succinetly the requirements
for such a bureau, as follows:

1. The first essential is a selected
library convenient to the legislative
halls.

2. A trained librarnan and indexer,

3. Material so arranged as to be
compact and accessible.

4. Complete index of-all bills that
have nto become laws in the past.

5. Records of vetoes, special mes-
sages, political platforms, ete.

6. Digests of laws on; évery subject
before the-legislature,

7. A non-political, non-partisan at-
titude.
8. A trained billdraftsman.

Dr. McCarthy advises heads of such
bureaus, ds follows: “Go right to the
legislators, make yourself acquainted
with him, study him, find anything he
wants for him, never mind how trivial,
accommodate him Iin every way. Go
to legislative committees and tell them
what you can do for them. Get your
information ahead of time, else it will
be of no use in the rush.”

.This_is quoted as giving the atti.
tude of perhaps the leading legisla-
tive burean of the country. Dr. Me-
Carthy further urges that the legisla-
tors during recess be circularized to
fitid out what legislation {8 coming up,
and upon what subjeet -information |
will be wanted. “Work for all you'
are worth upon these topics,” he says,
send out thousands of circular leters |
to experts upon these topics, sul\
scribe, to clipping bureaus if necessary ‘
10 secure critical data from the public
at large.”

AGRICULTURAL EXTENSION
BILL PASSES SENATE

Ry Awsociated Press,

Washington, Feb. 7=The House %
ricultural bill passed the Senate wi
amendments today, without a dissent-
ing vote. The bill provides for demon-
strations on farms, of approved meth-
ods and approved scientific discoveries
made in state experimental stations
and in the federal department of agri-
cultural colleges are to outline plans:
for carrying out demonstrations.

As agreed to in the Senate the bill
would = appropriate - untonditionally
$100,000 annually for each- state. Im
addition, a sum of $600,000 for the
coming year, with a yearly increase of
$%00,000 for the next seven years would
be provided for distribution among the"
states on the basis of rural population,
conditwoned on each* State appropriat-
ing a sum equal to its portion of the
federal funds. After seven years the
bill would provigde d permanent appro-
priation of $4800,000 annually. The
bill_will be considered soon In confer-
ence of the two houses.

He says his duty to his family de-
mands that he make more money than
his salary @8 district judge and as
an opportunity has presented itself
to associate himself with Messrs. C.
C._Huff and” Orville Bulllagton'in the
practice of - law he has decided to
avail himself of this opportunity and
on March 1 will become a member
of the firm of Huff, Martin and
Bullington.

Formerly District Attorney.

Judge Martin = has been  district

district judgeship for four years he
was district attorney in the same dis-
trict _and previous to that was for
eight years county attorney of Young
county making in all over fifteen
years- of public service.
