Work on
twelve transports to carry troops
and supplies were pushed, but no
warlike developments occurred.
The military is plainly kept in
leash to avoid embarrassing the
mediation negotiations.

A threatening cloud appeared
from the diplomatic horizon when
the German steamer Krontrinzes-
sin Cecilie reported to be carry-
ing armg and ammunition for

r Huerta, returned to Vera Cruz
without embarking her war stores
at Puerto, Mexicro, and it was
announced that the ammunition
on this and a second steamer, the
Bavaria would be returned to
Germany. The possibility of eith-
er a selzure or a blockade of
Puerto, Mexico or of an act per-
haps Interpretable as a violation
of the military status quo, in fav-
or of Huerta, thereby was elimin-
ated.

Col. Taggart
of the 25th Infantry and rode into
the Mexican lilies It has been re.
ported to General Funston that the
horses were seen in possession of
Mexican troops. There I8 also & ru
mor that an unknown American civil
ian in the Mexican lines was execut-
ed two days ago. Parks' fate is_not
known Mexican 4(roops were last
heard of ‘In the neighborhood of Te
jeira, where the tracks of the Mex-
ican National Railway_ have - been

The number of injured officially
wils placed at 135 and the wounded
283 Refugees declare that the
property loss is greater than in the
Messina disaster of 1908,

Rallroad tracks were torn up,
churches razed, houses«shaken to
ruin and telephone  poles over
turned over a radius of several
miles around Cantania. Terror
stricken people- rushed from vil
leges inte Cantania before day-
break today, bringing stories of
ru'n and disaster Their reports
Caused the authorities to take im

mediate steps to start measures
of relief. The army, the navy and
the civil authorities received or-

ders from Rome to render mutual
aid In the work of rescue. The aid
of the Red Cross wils quickly en.
listed, (Interruption of rails and
telegraph made it impossible to ob-
tain any accurate detalls as to the
loss of life.

A great catastrophe was prevented
by the fact that the final severe shoc k
of the earthquake was preceded by six
ty others and many of the population
had abandoned thelr homes and fled
into the open country A
Soldiers Risked Lives

A thousand tents were distributed
today among the homeless villagers.

of the action of the German Steamship
Company in directing the return of
its ships without unloading their
war munitions for Huerta at Puerto,
Mexico. Inquiry failed to develop the
reasons which actuated the steam-
ship company, but it is assumed that
the cargo was taken at the shipper's
risk and with a distinct understand-
ing that it would not be landed if the
company would thereby be embarrass-
ed in its relations with the United
States government.
