“Many children and adults go out to enjoy Halloween with-
out thinking about the dangers they face,” said Col. Thomas A.
Davis Jr, director of the DPS. “Drivers need to slow down in
neighborhoods and watch for trick-or-treaters, and everyone should
pay attention to their surroundings.”

By following a few: safety guidelines, trick-or-treaters will
have a hauntingly good evening.

Have a safe costume: Avoid toy guns and knives - they could
be mistaken for the real thing; Wear costumes that are light in

color and short enough to avoid tripping; Wear shoes that fit;
Place reflective material on the costume, so drivers can see you;
Avoid masks - use face paint instead for better visibility and
peripheral vision; Carry a flashlight.

Keep these tips in mind: Look both ways before crossing
roadways. Always walk, don’t run; Cross the roadway at inter-
sections and crosswalks when possible; Travel in groups with
adult supervision; Do not enter the cars and homes of strangers.
Avoid homes without visible porch lights; Make sure children

know their home phone number and how to call 9-1-1 or their

local emergency number if they have an emergency or become
lost; Take all treats home for an adult to inspect before eating
anything.

Growing up Country

Arlon Anderson was born and raised on a farm west of
Sulphur Springs during the 1930’s when times were tough.
Money was in short supply.

There was no electricity, no indoor plumbing, they cut
firewood for the cook stove and got water the best way they
could.

“We were poor but didn't know it because
everybody else was poor, too.

I'm convinced that material possessions and
money are not the entire keys to happiness be-
cause we were happy. At night we played check-
ers, dominoes and a card game called Old Maid.
We sang and played guitar and fiddle. We parched
peanuts for snacks.”

Arlon had a dozen brothers and sisters. “We
had a huge table with benches. Papa sat at one
end, Mama at the other and us kids sat on those
benches. Mama made some of the best biscuits. We ate fresh
vegetables from the garden. Whenever we’d have some meat,
like chicken, sausage or bacon, she made delicious gravy to go
with it. She was real good on that wood-burning cook stove.
She really knew how to maintain an even heat.

“Our house wasn’t insulated very well and the fireplace
didn’t put out much heat. It sort of inhaled the wood we put
in there. We'd keep circling around the fireplace, taking turns
standing in front of it to stay warm. The house was really hot
in the summer. We had heating and air conditioning both, but
they were just reversed. We'd have heat in the summer and

cold in the winter.

“We had 2 bedrooms. One was in the liviRg room where
Mama and Papa slept with some of the little kids. Kids slept a
lot on pallets then.

We'd visit with kinfolks, go over there in a wagon and
they’d just throw some quilts on the floor for the
kids to sleep on. We did fine.

We took a bath once a week whether we needed
it or not. It was in a galvanized washtub. You
heated some water in a kettle on the cook stove and
poured it in. And more than one person used the
same water.

“We shelled corn for the chickens, horses and
mules, then took it to a grist mill in Brashear. They'd
grind it. We didn’t have any money, so this guy
took a toll out. He kept part of it for the grinding.
We’d take back a sack of corn meal and make
cornbread. I loved comnbread and milk mixed in a jar or glass.”

Loading up the wagon and going to town on Saturday was
a big event.

They'd walk around the square and talk to people and go
to the movie for a dime. When they wore out their clothes,
they were really worn out. There was a saying about that era:
*Use it up, wear it out. Make it do or do without Arlon has
kept up with his music. He plays banjo with some local groups
and has made a CD. He spent 30 years with the Post Office,
He lives in a substantial home and has been to
Europe a few times.

Deaf Smith Electric Cooperative is once again demonstrating “Coop-
eration among Cooperatives”, by sending another crew to East Texas.
With fresh supplies, new tires for one of the trucks, and fresh faces... Joe
Martinez, Larry Pennington, and Justin McNeely, along with hurricane
Rita veterans, Kip McCall, Sammy Davison, and Brandon McCamish,
help was on its way, this time to Jasper, Texas.

Earlier this month six men and three trucks left for San Augustine,
Texas, to help restore power to the area. San Augustine is located 35
miles west of the Louisiana border, and received the full force of
hurricane Rita. Deep East Texas Cooperative, 640 miles from Hereford,
was the home for the men for almost two eye-opening weeks.

Sammy Davison, Kip McCall, Randy Laing, Wade McPherson,
Johnny Beltran, and Brandon McCamish, were the first group to offer
assistance. They worked 15-hour days in the high humidity of east Texas,
with a heat index of 115 degrees. This crew arrived home, and another
group of volunteers, Bruce Johnson, PJ. Nanez, Garre Lowrance, Billy
Steffens, James Jones, and Scott Miramontes were already hard at work,
back at Deep East Texas Cooperative. The “new” crew worked a short
time in Deep East Texas, and then moved to the Jasper-Newton area,
which has 22,000 meters.

When they started at Jasper-Newton only 3000 meters were back in
service. The new crew, along with 700 other line workers from all across
the U.S. continues to restore power to the area. Power has been restored
to 71% of Jasper- Newton’s main system including 100%of all transmis-
sion lines and 95% of the main feeder lines.

As the group met with Steve Louder, General Manager he praised
them for their outstanding work. Louder stated “I have heard nothing but
good reports from the managers, about your work.”

Louder said it is a cooperative principle, “We send personnel after
such devastation simply because that is the ‘cooperative way,” and we
want to do all we can to help our fellow co-ops.”

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Not only the Ides of March, but
also beware the Waxing Gibbous

Maf\y of our country’s most
severe problems—such as
road construction, not having
a college football playoff sys-
tem, and presidential debates—
can be explained away with
the simple phrase, “Well, there
must be a full moon tonight.”
What is a full moon? Is it a
moon that just left a church
potluck, or does it involve col-
lege students in a moving ve-
hicle? Technically, it is when
the sun reflects completely off
the moon, creating extreme
moonshine.

Each month has its own full
moon, given a name by Native
Americans, who really had too
much extra time on their hands.
The January moon is the Full
Wolf moon. On this day, males
in every singles Sunday
school class in the Southern
Baptist Convention will howl
simultaneéously. The March
moon is the Full Worm moon.
This moon will not come out if
there is a chance of an early
bird. It is also called the Full
Sap moon, indicating the time
of the month when music min-

‘isters get together.

The moon, like a woman
turning forty, goes through
some interesting phases. Ac-
cording to the Farmers' Alma-
nac, there are only a few
choice days each month to
perform certain tasks—all de-
pending on the phase of the
moon...or the woman turning
forty. For example, in February
2001 there were only four days
good for baking. (Depending
on your skill, four days may
be more than enough.) How

many people have you met and
wendered if their chicken was
completely baked? Well, they
probably forgot to check the
phase of the moon to see if it
was a waxing or waning cres-
cent.

The same goes for jelly. Ac-
cording to the almanac, there
are only two days in January
good for preparing homemade
jelly. If you try it on any other
day, you could end up in a
jam. Never try anything under
a waxing moon, because that
is the time when the moon is
not fully illuminated by direct
sunlight. Believe me, there are
enough people now who are
not fully illuminated.

I have never really thought
about planning my entire life
around the different phases of
the moon, although my wife
turning forty did affect a few
decisions. Without faith we all
would be living under a wax-
ing moon, because as I under-
stand Hebrews 11:1(KJV),
which says that faith is “the
evidence of things not seen.”
I am not sure anything is ever
fully illuminated.

I can’t imagine going
through a day without con-
sulting God.

If God were ever asked how
often I talked to Him, I would
hate for His answer to be
“Once in a blue moon.”

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Soil and Water District re-elects Mike Miller

Mike Miller of Lazbuddie was recently re-
elected to the Parmer County Soil and Water
Conservation District Board of Directors. Miller
represents Zone 5 of the District.

The purpose of the Parmer County Soil and
Water Conservation District is to promote sen-
sible soil and water conservation programs on
agricultural lands within the District and to serve
as a voice for farmers, ranchers and local com-
munity entities on conservation matters.

The District Board of Directors coordinates
the conservation efforts of various local, state
and federal agencies and other organizations.
The District has the authority to enter into
working agreements with these governmental
agencies and private concerns to carry out its
purposes. The PCSWC District’s offices are lo-
cated at 109 Third Street, Farwell, in the Farm
Service Agency building.

The five members serving on the District
Board of Directors, each representing a specific
area of the District, are responsible for District
policies and procedures carrying out the District
program withid the framework of the Texas State
Soil Conseryation District law. District members
must owndand in the area he or she represents

and be actively engaged in farming or ranching.
Zone 5 of the District consists of all land in the
Lazbuddie school district.

Mr. Miller has been a member of the Board of
Directors since 1983, serving as Chairman since
2001. He is also a Muleshoe Area Hospital
District Director and has served on the Lazbuddie
School Board. Mr. Miller has been farming in
the Lazbuddie area for over 30 years.

Other members of the PCSWCD Board are
Vice-Chairman Mike Beauchamp, Secretary Kevin
Welch, Member Dennis Anthony and Member
Todd Christian. Board members serve staggered
four-year terms. The Board meets on the second
Wednesday of each month at 1:00 p.m. The
meetings take place at the Friona RC&D Build-
ing and are open to the public.

Unlike most other legal subdivision of state
government, SWCDs do not have powers of
taxation or eminent domain. All conservation
programs managed by the Districts are of a
voluntary nature to the landowner, operator or
other potential users of the PCSWCD’s pro-
grams. Please feel free to contact one of the
Board members or the District office for more
information.

FSA allocates loan funds for disadvantaged

The U.S. Department of Ag-
riculture (USDA) Farm Service
Agency (FSA) allocates a por-
tion of its farm loan program
funds specifically for socially
disadvantaged applicants (SDA)
including minority and women
producers.

“FSA farm loans are avail-
able to all qualified applicants,
but by setting aside funds spe-
cifically for minorities and
women, the Agency ensures
members of these specific
groups can receive a portion of
available funds-assuming they
meet FSA loan eligibility require-
ments,” said Thomas S. Taylor,
Farm Loan Manager for Parmer
County FSA.

By FSA definition, an appli-
cant is considered socially dis-
advantaged if he or she is a
member of a group whose mem-
bers have been subjected to
racial, ethnic, or gender preju-
dice, without regard to indi-
vidual qualities.

FESA offers, both direct and
guaranteed farm loans. Farm loan
funds can be used to purchase
farms, livestock and equipment.

They may also be used to oper-
ate a farm, build or repair ser-
vice buildings, pay for soil and
water conservation practices,
and in some cases refinance
debt. ;

For direct loans made by FSA
to purchase a farm the terms
may extend to 40 years with a
current interest rate of 5.0 per-
cent. Direct operation loans may
be made for one to seven years
with a current interest rate of
4.625 percent, which is subject
to change.

“Applicants requesting direct
real estate loans should be aware
that funding for this program is
limited and may require a wait-
ing period before funds are
available and applications ap-
proved,” said Taylor.

FSA guaranteed loans are
made by banks or other com-
mercial lenders and are guaran-
teed by FSA for up to 90n per-
cent of any loss. The guaran-
teed loan program includes both
operating and'real estate loan
programs. If ajlban applicant is
able to obtain financing from a
private lender equal to 50 per-

cent or more of the total funds
needed to jointly finance the
purchase of the farm, the inter-
est rate on the FSA direct loan
would be fixed at 5 percent.
SDA loan applicants do not
receive automatic approval. In-
dividuals must be U.S. citizens
with a satisfactory history of
meeting credit obligations, have
sufficient education, training or
experience managing or operat-
ing a farm, possess the legal
capacity to incur debt, and be
unable to obtain credit through
traditional lending means.
“Qualified loan candidates are

provided information and assis- |

tance to develop sound man-
agement practices, analyze prob-
lems and utilize available re-
sources essential for successful
farming in the ever-changing ag-
ricultural environment,” said
Taylor.

Olivet Cemetery restoration
needs money and volunteers

(Submitted by Gladys Spring,
president of the Parmer
County Historical Commis-
sion)

In the 1920’s a young
cowboy’s body was found in a
line shack north of Bovina. A
group of men transported the
body to Farwell for an autopsy,
which deemed the death as
strychnine pqisoning. Appar-
ently he had accidentally
sprinkled strychnine powder,
which was kept there to poi-
son rats, in his biscuit makings
by mistake.

The body was taken to Mt.
Olivet Cemetery, south of
Farwell, for interment the next
day. If the young cowboy’s
name was known it was never
released and his name is not
listed on the tombstone. Just
one of thg many interesting
stories that make the history
of Parmer County so intrigu-
ing. .

I have no idea where ‘they
got the name Mt. Olivet Cem-
etery. Lord knows there is a
plethora of mountains in the

area but I suppose even a pot -

has a handle. To our credit,

the “Mt.” has been largely de-
leted from the site and it goes
by the name Farwell Olivet Cem-
etery, or just Olivet Cemetery.

Olivet Cemetery is individu-
ally owned and the owner has
moved from Parmer County. The
site has fallen into severe disre-
pair. It is impossible for an indi-
vidual to keep up such a parcel
of land and especially if the folk
in the area show little or no
support for the historic site.

Right now the weeds are so
thick that the headstones are not
visible from the road and are
barely reachable on foot. Head-
stones read like the rich heritage
of Farwell and Parmer County.
Hamlin, Overstreet, and others
so tied in with the early days of
this area have been buried in the
Olivet Cemetery. So has the infa-
mous Mr. Hassel, who killed his
family and buried them in the
basement of his farm home for
several weeks.

The. significance of Olivet is
huge -and- the task at hand is
even more so. The Parmer County
Historical Commission has asked
permission to clean up and re-
store the site for the sake of the

families of the folk buried there
as well as for the residents of
all of Parmer County. We be-
lieve that any area with such
high tradition and heritage
should certainly be a place of
pride for everyone in the
county. That is why we have
accepted the challenge of resto-
ration.

The clean-up of Olivet Cem-
etery will begin with mowing of
weeds and cleaning around the
grave sites. Just keeping the
cemetery clean will be an ongo-
ing project. Eventually the
Parmer County Historical Com-
mission would like to get grass

or a ground cover planted to.

keep the weeds under control.
The cemetery also needs to be
fenced for its preservation. Plans
are to apply for a historical
marker for the cemetery.

The above plans will require
volunteers to help keep the cem-
etery clean. A fund has been
opened specifically for the beau-
tification and upkeep of Olivet
Cemetery. Volunteers or dona-
tions for this worthwhile project
may contact Gladys Spring at
251-1552.
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These markers at Ohvet Cemetery are barely VlSlble because of the weeds.
Many other markers are completely obscured.
