Step by «tep whet la moving 
from a |*mltk»n of over-production 
to a poaltlon of under-production.

The desire of the American peo-

triumidi over obstacles, and to enjoy 
again the prosperous day* of the 
pn*t t* a very potent factor in 
bringing tiark tbo*e much desired 
time* of better prk'e*.

Scan the wheat map and you 
will «ce that all but a few fav­
ored wet Ion* hare suffered crop 
damage. Rain may make bearish 
talk, hot they are too late to wive 
Western wheat -the damage ha* 
already been done ami tbl* will 
enable wheat to complete a bull 
move of «i«H> dimension* during 
the year IM82 and may probably 
niniK about the middle of the 
year

That wheat will become the most 
popular speculative medium, if be­
coming apparent every day.

The future I* bright for win** 
because it ha* undergone it* per 
hd of readjustment, over produc­
tion ha* been force (Ally replaced 
hy Nature and by the insolvency 
of agriculture. It will l-e a b*ng 
time before farmer* can again 
overproduce

from the National Daily Wheat 
Market forecaster.

fact, but ueverthelcH* there will 

| be a large amount of w heat inar- 
‘ ketsd here this *eaaou. tutrring 
weather condition*-that tbl not u*- 
ually o w  at tbl* sea*«in such 
a* continuou* high and dry wind*. 
Widespread and destructive hall 
storm* would also further reduce 
i tie yieid bn-ally.

A few field* in thl* territory 
have tieen plowed and planted to 
row crop* or cotton, ami many 
of those still standing have tieen 
so badly damaged that the yield 
will barely jaiy for the harvest.

Other tield* In this'locality are 
looking very well and bid fair to 
make an average yield, especially 
if fa cared "with a few more good 
slniwcr* of rain Isforc iiarveat.

I/M-al elevator* are making the 
ne m k iry arrangement* for af­
fording ample facilities for hand­
ling the crop a* rapidly a* it may 
tie brought lu from the held*, and 
Friona give* promise of again be­
ing the leading wheat market In 
till* purt of the Plain* country.

Traffic Ordinance
Violated Every Day

I toes Friona have a traffic or­
dinance? It surely doe*. And it 
provide* that no automobile or 
truck l*e driven uj*»n any of the 
street* at a greater rate of speed 
than 20 mile* an hour; that ail 
driver* keep to the right *ide of 
the street when driving upon any 
•»f tin* street*, and all car* la* 
linrked at an angle of 40 de­
gree* to the curb.

1* thl* ordinance ever violated?
I Yea. verily! Should the ordinance 
la* so forced ? It would surely do 
no harm to do so, and may avoid 
a cidcut and perhaps ios* of life, 
especially a* to over rapid driv­
ing.

Only a few day* ago a large
truck wa* *een driving down Main 
street at a rate certainly not less 
than forty mile* an hour, the
driver keeping In the middle of the 
street and ajqiareutly caring noth- i t Ilf *
tng for whom or what might get flr(lt two monfh« 0f  lhe year 4*00 
in bi* way. It I* doubtful if be|)in>p|(. wen. killed by automobile*

could have *topt**il hi* truck in 
time to avoid mvldcut bad any­
thing appeared lu hi* |aith. even 
a* much a* a block away. The 
driver apparently cared uot for 
anythlug that might happen In the 
way of an accident. He wh* In­
tent ou showing the people just 
how he lould drive. Then* ap­
peared to la* no especial reason for 
such extreme haste, *o far a* the 
public could see.

There wa* a row of car* jiark- 
ed on each side of the strict, 
thus abbreviating the driving 
siuice of the street, and the driv­
er. holding a* he did to the mid­
dle of the street, could erarcety 
have passed another vehicle go­
ing either way without striking it.

Any law-abiding citizen has a* 
much right to the use of the street 
as another, and any person has 
a right to drive ui*»n the stn-et* 
or to cross them at hi* pleasure 
without danger of lieing run down 
by some ninny truck or car driv­
er.

The above Incident I* only one 
of many that an* occurring here 
li’uiost daily, and our people are 
Indeed fortunate that they have 
had no serious accident* thus far 
from the violation of thl* ordin­
ance hy too rapid driving on the 
*tr»*et*. and thl* to say nothing 
of the *erloiis inconvenience* 
caused to i»eo|»le who come to 
town, hy tin* flagrant violation of 

, the iNirklng provision* of the oc- 
' d I nance, for It l* an annoyance, 
to say the least, when one parks 
hi* car at the proper angle ami 
In the right direction, to have an­
other <snue In and carelessly stop 
Just In the rear of his car, or 
park from the wrong direction, 
thus stmt ting him off from free 
outlet to the street, when he de­
sires to move on.
