WHAT TO USE TO' Kegp
FLIES FAOM LIVESTOCK

The séason has arrived when flies
have become both a nuisance and a
menace to livestock. The U. 8. de-
partment of agriculture has issued a
timely bulletin on fly repellants
which says in part:

Various oils, emulsions of oils and
mixtures of oils are used in repelling
Mies. Crude petraoleum, cottonseed
oil, fish or train oil and light coal
tar -oll may be used pure.

Jensen (1909) recommends the fol-
lowing formula;” wwhich s said to
protect. cows _for a. week:

Common ldundry soap,

Water, four gallons.

Crude petroleum, one. gallon,

Powdered naphthalin, four ounces:

Cut the soap into thin shavings
and dissolve in water by the aid of
hedat; dissolve the naphthalin in the
crude oil, mix the two solutions, put
them into an old dasher churn, and
for fifteen minutes.
The mixture should be applied once
or twice a week with a brush, It
must be stirred well before being
used.

Fish oil is rated as one of the best
repellents and has been used alone
and in combination with various oth-
er substances. Other substances that
have repellent qualities and that bave
been used in various mixtures are
pine tar, crude ciarbolic acid, oil of
pennyroyal and Kkerosene. The pre-
tective action of fish ‘oil is stated to
range from less than two days (Par-
rott, -900) to six days. Moore's
formula is sald to protect for two
days. This mixture is safe when ap-
plied lightly with a brush, but not
when applied Iberally with a  pail
spray pump. The formula is as fol-
lows: )

Fish oil, 100 parts.

Oil of -tar, 0 parts.

Crude carbolie acid, one part.

Jaurel oil is a very effective re-
pellent. Mayer (1811) found that the
protection lasted from two to twelve
dayvs. The oil when used pure has an
irritating effect unless it is applied
lightly. According to Mayer the ir-
ritating effect may be overcome by
combining it with linseed ofl in the
proportion of oneito ten. In the ex-
periments of the department of agri-
culture, it was found that ten per
cent of laurel oil in cottonseed oil
was activé for less than a day.

A number of formulas for repellents
for application to wounds have been
recommended by various authors.

In experimental tests carried out
by the department the following re-
sults were obtained:

A ten per cent mixture of crude
earbolic acid (21.8 per cent phenols)
in cottonseed oil has a very strong
repell@it action on flies, but this
lasts less than a day, in consequence
of which it is necessary to apply the
mixture every day. The mixture
should be applied lightly with a
brusgh, since a heavy application with
a spray pump is likely to cause
phenol poisoning.

Mixtures consisting of 20,20 and 50
per cent of pine tar in cotfonseed oil
have marked repellent gualities. They
should be applied 1lighfly and it is
necessary to apply them every day
A liberal application of a 10 per cent
mixture Is dejeteriops to animals.
This is also the tage with a half and
balf mixture of pine tar and Beau-
mont oil when-applied lightly with a
brush.

A mixture of oil of tar (14 per cent
phenols, volatile with steam) in cot-
tonseed oil and in Beaumont oil has
a very marked repellent action. A 10
per cent mixture of oil of tar in cot-
tonseed oil is safe. A half and half
mixture of oil of tar and cottonseed
oil when applied liberally with a
