The terrific battle now in its 18th day in the 
Aisne district to the north of Paris continues to 
rage but its violence is generally held to portend 
a decisive result in the near future. Furious hand 
to hand fighting is going on and the losses of both 
allies and the German army are enormous.

Several times the Germans Hurled the masses 
of their troops against, the Allies' left wing bat 
every time they were repulsed, according to the 
official statement of the French war departnmnt 
this afternoon.

race, to a pillaging expedition agalnet 
Kiao-Cban and leading the negroee in 
Africa to  flgbt agalnat tha Oennana 
In tbe coloBlea.

"Having atrangled the news service 
of Germany to  the whole world and 
having opened tbe campaign agsJnat us 
wltb a  falsehood, England k ill tell your 
countryman tbsd the German troops 
burned down BMgian vUlagea and 
cities, but will pass over In silence tbe 
tact that Belgian girls gouged out tbe 
e>es ot tbe defenseless woundad. Of­
ficials of Belgian citlea have Invltad 
our offleera to dinner and shot and kill­
ed them across the table. Contrary 
to ell International law,* tb e  whole 
civQtan population of Belgium waa 
culled out and afte r having a t flrat 
shown DIendllnesa. carried on In tbo 
rear of our troops a terrible warfare 
with concealed weapons.

"Belgian woman cut the throata of 
soldiers whom they had quartered In 
their homes while they were alaeplng.

Paris» Sept 29.--*^n our left wing on the 
river Somme»” the French official statement is­
sued this afternoon says ^ e  Germans attempt­
ed numerous attacks which the allies repulsed 
everywhere.”

' i “First—On our left wing to the north of the 

Somme and between the Somme and Oise the en­
emy both by day and by night delivered aeveral 
attacks which» however, were repulsed. .* To the 
north of the Aisne there has been no change.

“Second—On the center on Ch^mpaigne and 
to the east of the Argonne the enemy has restrict­
ed his actiivties. Between the Argonne and Muese 
there has been flight progress on the part of our 
troops who are confronted by strongly organized 
positions. On the Heights of the Muese in the 
Woevre district and on our right wing in Lorraine 
and the Vosges there has been no notable modlH- 
cation in the situation.

“Generally speaking our line runs from the 
east to the west through the region of Pont-A- 
Mousson, Apremont and tne Muese» through the 
region of S t  Mihiel along the heighta to the north 
of Stade and through a portion of the heights of 
the Muese to the southeast of Verdun. Between 
Verdun and Rheims the general front is indicated 
by a line passing through the region of Varrers 
to ^ e  north of Souahrand the l^m an roadway 
which runs into Rheims, the outposts of Rheims, 
the road fh>m Rheims to Berry Au Bac innl l̂er 
heights known as the *Chemin des Danes.’

The German general staff, Berlin advfeeo 
say, declare that the situation on the French soil 
has notdianged and it is emphatically denied that 
the battle at any point of the line has been favor­
able to the allies.

Accohiing to an announcement at Petrograd 
the Russians crossing the Carpathian mountains 
have entered Hungary and are driving back the 
Austrian reinforcements sent against them. The 
invaders went across the mountains into the Ungm 
district which is about 180 miles northeast * of 
Budapest.

Germans estimated to number 150,000 are re­
ported to be preparing for the siege of the Belgian 
fortress of Antwerp. Austrian siege guns have 
been brought up to take the place of the large Ger­
mans guns which are now being used in the battle 
of Aisne.

A Belgian official communication states that 
Germany’s heavy artillery fire directed at two 
forts ten miles from Antwerp ceased when the 
forts replied. '

Thea<^vity of the Zeppelins stretched over 
a wide area. Six bombs were hurled. One dam­
aged a convent and an another German airship 
created a panic at Bilaystock, sixty miles across 
the Russian frontier.

The Japanese are drawing a military cordon 
closer around Kia Chow.
