When the term trespassEt^liscd it 
does not include jtersons killed or injured at road or street 
crossiqgs; at depots o i  other public places. It includes only 
l>ersons unlaM-fully on the trains, and on the tracks o f the 
railroad.H where they haix no right to be

From 1890 to 1909 a total of 86,733 trespassers were 
killed on the railToads in the United States. This repre­
sents 5,‘5 per cent of all railroad fatalitieiA  ̂ . "T”

The five years from 1909 to 1914 bring the total fatalities 
to trespa.ssers up to 113,480.

In eighteen of the la.st twenty-five years the numlter of 
trespassers killed on the railroads showed an increase over 
the preceding year.

In the fi\'e years' periotl, 1890-1894, 17,5*3.3 tre-spassers 
were killed.

In the next five years- period, 1895-1899, 19,464 were 
killed, an increase o f lj|^ter cent.

During the next f^ e  years’ period, 1900-1904, 23,455 
trespassers were Idllefl, an increase of 20 per<cent.

From 1904-1909, inclusiYe, 26,291 trespassers“ ’ w ere 
killed, an increase o f  12 per cent.

1010-1914 there was an increase of 1.7 per cent in the 
number o f trespassers killed'.

During the last few years there has been a material de­
crease in the «number of passengers and railroad emplo>'es

killeti, notwithstanding the increa.se in mileugi*. itassengers 
and employes.

During the .same time many laws have bt'cn passed to 
protect passeogers-antl employc.s, but practically no effort 

-has been made by the l.,eKislature to protivt and save the 
livea of people who 'walk or Ittiler on the railroads. While 
regulating bodies have l;een verj- bu.sy and b&ve exhausted 
the measures of safety f<»r pas-sengers and fnjployes. they 
have ignored the nece.ssary mea.sures for the protection of 
the lives of try'sitagsars...
