last week at farm work or chores, 
the years operators have farmed 
the same plare and other infor­
mation necessary to provide de­
tailed facts about farms and 
farm people

The 195u Census of Agricul- 
. ure will be taken In April us 
par tof the Seventeenth Decen­
nial Census of th United States. 
The Information which farmers 
supply to the Census Bureau Is 
confidential and cannot be used 
for taxation, investigation or 
regulation.

Every ten years since 1840 and 
every five years since 1920, the

Farmers will soon be buying 
■seed for their spring plantings 
and they are urged to examine 
the tag t'hat U attached to each 
sack of seed, This tag, accord­
ing to K A Miller, extersion 
agronomist of Texas A & M 
College, has printed on It some 
valuable Information

Seed that has been tested for 
mechanical purity and germin­
ation will be tagged and the per­
centage for each item will be 
given Miller says the assurance 
that the seed being purchased 
a  free u s i i  a*l iiuxiuta aecds 
is worth considerable to the far­
mer who .'as work'd to keep hr. 
farm from noxious weed in­
festation

He says that planting seed 
with a high germination teat is 
also a big aid in fighting weeds. 
A thick stand of .strong vigor­
ous seedlings can compete with 
weed seedlings if necessary 
Strong seedlings help keep the 
weeds In check until cultivating 
equipment can be used It us 
ually Is the best seed of a par 
tlcular variety available and It 
comes from fields that have oeen 
Inspected during the growing
