! In the picture above, work is
in full swing at the N. L. Tharp
farm .in the western part of the
county where workmen are
layinig the first section of an
extensive system of concrete ir-
rigation ducts. In the view at
the left, workers are laying the
14 inch pipé and caulking
joints.

Rather than using the con-
ventional ditches witn gravity
flow from the high points to
the lower sections of the field,
Tharp will direct the flow from
his” wells through 14-inch con-
crete pipes laid over two feet
below the surface, enabling
transport ‘of the water up and
down hill to any needed outlet.
