Year of Leasing Raises Speculation 
Among the Landowners Contacted 
By Representatives of Major Companies

The systematic and sometimes 
frantic hunt by major oil pro­
ducing companies for more oil 
deposits has during the past 
year generated a fever of interest 
in the possibilities of such hid­
den wealth in Parmer County.

Beginning about IB months 
ago, the major companies and 
many independent producers 
quietly began buying up oil 
leases locally, and at this time 
probably more than half the 
land in the county has been 
leased, according to County 
Clerk Loyd« Brewer, with the 
greatest concentration in the 
eastern part.

Currently, the fury has aba­
ted, commencing about a month 
ago; but whether this is a mo­
mentary lull or a decline in in­
terest cannot yet be determined. 
No actual drilling has been 
started, and no plans for drill­
ing hsve been announced.

Gulf and Magnolia apparently 
have been the heaviest invest­
ors on the local scene, with Gulf 
concentrating their interests 
in a block of land in the north­
east part of Parmer County 
and ¡Magnolia covering a swath 
north to southeast but Ohio Oil, 
Cities Service, U. S. Smelting, 
Mining, and Refining, as well 
as -many Independent producers, 
have been taking up rentals 
at prices ranging from about 
$1.00 to $5.00 per acre bonus 
over the area, and annual rental 
payments of 50c to $1 per acre.

Leases filed In the County 
Clerk’s office do not recite any 
considerations, and the only 
way for the observer to deter­
mine prices paid is by the ac­
companying revenue stamps.

When the buying started in 
the first part of 1950, bonuses 
went at fifty cents to one dollar 
per acre; but as the demand: 
for leases increased, the prices 
crawled up, and the buyers 
changed their tactics to pur­
chasing whole stretches of join­
ted acreage, rather than their 
previous practice of “checker­
boarding,” buying up a patch 
here and there.

U. S. Smelting, Mining and 
Refining, not content with 
royalties alone, has been buying 
up mineral rights in the county, 
too, pointed out Frank Spring, 
executive vice-president of the 
Friona State Bank, who has 
watched the growth of the oil 
interest as it centered around 
Friona.

Records on how much acreage 
and how many leases have been 
filed are not readily available, 
but authoritative estimates say 
about half the county has now 
been leased with contracts cov­
ering from five to ten year peri­
od. If no drilling is started dur­
ing this time, the company auto­
matically loses its lease.

Just what has created the 
rush of interest is a cause for

speculation. Some seem to think 
it is just a part or the oil pro­
ducer’s expanding program to 
uncover new oil deposits all over 
the world, to meet the demands 
of today’s technology. Others 
believe it might have been stim­
ulated by oil speculation in 
Deaf Smith, Oldham, Baily and 
Roosevelt counties. And others 
believe that oil producers may 
surmise that the lucrative Penn­
sylvania Reef, the geological 
formation in which the Curry 
County oil was found, may 
stretch north as far as Parmer 
County.

Seismograph crews have 
swarmed over these farm lands 
several times during the past 
year testing for wealth under 
the ground. Now Time, alone, 
will answer the question, “Is 
there oil in Parmer County?”

Interested in History, Philosophy, or Haircuts
Inquiring Reporter Dubs Jack Anderson 
Qualified Historian of Parmer County

Don’t let the sign on Jack 
Anderson’s Barber Shop fool 
you. It’s more than a barber 
shop; it’s a meeting place, a 
museum, and a panorama of 
Friona’s past.

And don’t let Jack fool- you. 
He is more than a barber. He’s 
a former cowhand, a coach, a 
historian; in short, a character.

Just stop by his barbershop 
and be convinced. Especially if 
you need a shave or hair cut. 
Jack says he is the best barber 
on the east side of Main Street, j 
He used to be the best barber! 
in town—in fact, at one time; 
he was the best barber in Par- j 
mer County—being the only | 
one.

As long as anybody needs a i 
hair cut, Jack’s place is open, j 
from sun-up to twelve o’clock | 
if necessary. He has been bar-

bering F. L. Spring for 40 years, 
and says Mr. Spring has sur­
vived the ordeal successfully.

Jack started into the business 
43 years ago down in Bovina by 
the simple expedient of open­
ing up a barber shop. Before 
that he had been riding herd 
out on the range, and got his 
experience cutting the cowboys’ 
hair as they perched on wagon 
tongues, instead of going to bar­
ber college.

Finally he decided there were 
too many cowboys out on the 
range (at least one too many) 
and not enough barbers in town, 
so he came in off the prairie, 
opened up a shop and, began 
collecting the pictures which 
today line the walls of his shop 
and provide both conversation 
for customers and facts to set­
tle any arguments.

In 1926 he moved to Friona, 
opened up his shop in its pres­

ent location and settled down 
to keeping a pictorial record 
of events past and present.

For instance, you’ll find a 
picture of an old time chuck 
wagon, a bundle of bed rolls, 
and some self conscious looking 
cowboys who look with scorn 
upon the camera man. This 
chuckwagon was from the old 
Block outfit and the picture was 
made decades ago. Slightly yel­
low from age, now, it is still an 
authentic relic of The Good 
Old Days.

Then there are a couple of 
pictures of the team of oxen 
which T. N. Jasper kept at Fri­
ona years ago. Mainly they were 
just a curiosity, but they served 
also as beasts of burden for 
Jasper’s trade wagon, hauling 
lumber and other such sup­
plies.

A picture of Texico, New Mexi­
co, made in 1967 decorates the 
west wall and portrays life in 
the Gaslight Era, with its wood­
en sidewalks and its horse and 
buggy atmosphere.

Jack's interest in riding and 
in horses did not end with his 
career out of doors. He kept

horses for years, and pictures of 
them dominate his collection.

You’ll find shots of quarter 
horsesowned by Marvin Wha­
ley, a beautiful palomino, a 
picture of Man Of War, and one 
of the last mar-e and colt that 
Jock owned.

Aimong the most interesting 
pictures which he displays are 
three showing the ravages of 
nature in the unpredictable 
Panhandle, including the ice 
storm, a spring flood, and one 
of the threatening clouds of a 
duststorm that swept the prai­
ries about ten years ago. These 
pictures were all made in 1940- 
1941 by Lee Spring, who is now 
a senior student at the Uni­
versity of Texas Medical School.

Sports pictures crowd the 
walls. Pictures of boys and of 
girls basketball teams, thte 
town’s particular pride, pic­
tures that capture the high­
lights of school athletics, such 
as the shot of Wayne Stark ac­
cepting the trophy at Canyon 
in 1944.

And there is a snapshot of the 
baseball club which Jack
coached about three years ago,

showing Carl Schlenker, John 
Renner, Dick London, Marvin 
Massey, John Smith, David 
Smith, Conrad Clark, Bobby 
Clark, Wayne Wilkins, Cecil 
Robinson, and the coach him­
self. That club was Jack’s pride 
and joy, and if you’ll just listen, 
he'll recount all their glories.

Hunting and fishing exploits 
get their share of attention, too. 
There are camera records of Ed 
Boggess’s luck in the Black 
Range mountains of New Mexi­
co when he bagged both a bear 
and a deer, and another shot 
of Bogge&s, Reed and Watson 
with a catch of 14 goodsized 
rainbow trout they hooked at 
Eagle Nest Lake.

“I never did make a very good 
fisherman,” said Jack thought­
fully. “I couldn’t tell a big 
enough lie, I guess.”

Jack’s hunting and fishing 
trips are always limited ex­
cursions anyway. No matter 
where he goes, he’s got to be 
back by Saturday. “Can’t let 
my customers down,” he chuck­
les.

But Jack’s walls are plastered 
with other things than snap­

shots. For instance there gyre? 
calendars smeared over one; 
wall, dating from as far back ass 
1947. “They take up space,” he? 
■says.

And there are souvenirs, too;*- 
Some of them are there for aa 
definite reason, such as the tim e  
sheet at the Clovis Rodeo. “W e  
keep it there to stop a lot of: 
barber shop arguments,” h e  
painstakingly explains.

But the pictures that evoke 
the most conversation are the  
snapshots of his grandchildren, 
Paula Jo and Joe Jeffries Cos­
tello, down at Houston who are 
the children of his only chtkh 
Mary.

“That family’s afflicted wi 
the Joe-itis,” he points out gl< 
fully. “Their dad’s name is Jo.
Joe and their mother’s nau 
is Mary Jo.”

Those grandchildren are fee­
ing to grow up hearing a lot o f  
stories about the Friona their 
granddad knew, and he has th e  
pictures to prove those tales- 
In the meantime, he’ll tell them: 
to you or to anyone else who* 
will stop by his barbershop ant 
listen for a spell.

T H E  A M E R I C A N  W A Y

To what organizations do you belong? Are 
you satisfied with their operations, accomplish­
ments, and reputation?

This area is quite fortunate in having the 
better welfare organizations, civic clubs, veter­
ans organizations, farm groups, etc. represented 
here. But at times we have been questioned 
about the justification for practically every 
one of these organizations.

The intent and purposes of practically every 
civic group in the country amply justifies its 
existence; BUT the public service rendered over 
a period of weeks or months only can be con­
trolled by the active participation of its mem­
bers; and that is where most of us fall down.

Certainly a wide-awake veterans organiza­
tion is advantageous in any community. Here we 
have the American Legion, an organization em­
bracing men who have served their country in 
the armed forces, supposedly alert to the welfare 
of the nation and community. The national or­
ganization furnishes the local post with many 
helps, but only local enthusiasm and an aggres­
sive and planned program of local operation can 
uphold the prestige and justification of the post. 
And that is where you come in, dear member.

The (Chamber of Commerce and Agriculture 
was re-activated here by a sincere group of far­
mers and business men cognizant of the welfare 
of their community. A program of work was set 
up, with a full-time professional manager at 
the helm. Much good has been accomplished 
even at this early date. BUT the future public 
acceptance of the organization will be forthcom­
ing only upon continued work and accomplish­
ment—not just by the manager, but by you and 
myself as a members, as a committeeman, or as a 
director. We would like t0 see more committee 
meetings, more director meetings, maybe some 
community gatherings of interest to every man, 
woman, and child. Are we asking too much? 
You are going to take interest in the organiza­
tion only so long as you put something into it 
. . . .  that is simply a universal human trait. ; ■ ■ 

We cite these two oganizations only at 
random. The same principles apply to our church 
activities, our masonic orders, our Lions Club, 
our Farm Bureau, etc. With such a wealth of 
local organizations, enthusiastic participation 
could net only a bright future in the Friona 
area for ourselves and our children, in one of 
the most Progressive towns in the Panhandle.

Untagged seed, however glow­
ingly described, or uncleaned and 
untested seed from a neighbor, or 
“bargain" seed offered by un­
known peddlers, will not be bought 
by the careful farmer. He knows, 
regardless of how “ cheap" it is, 
that it probably would be the cost­
liest in the 'and. -■ - i: 5

Occasionally a well-intentioned 
writer desiring to caution the farm­
er against using poor, weedy seed, 
will suggest that the farmer in­
sist on “high quality certified 
seed." The writer in most cases 
probably has in mind tested seed 
of known quality from a reliable 
source, properly tagged, rather 
than “ certified” seed in its strict­
ly-applied meaning.

Unfortunately, confusion has 
arisen in the minds of many farm ­
ers through this somewhat loose 
use of the word “ certified."

The seed the farmer is wanting to 
buy most likely is one of those 
kinds that does not exist as certi­
fied seed. Such kinds either have no 
recognized varietal differences, or 
the seeds are readily distinguish­
able by appearance in analyses.

Certification cannot cover most of 
the farm seed in U 3 e  today, nor is 
certification necessary for this 
large volume of high quality re­
fined seed.

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THE 82ND CONGRESS
Much has been said in th 

newspapers lately' to the effec 
that the President may cal 
this another “do nothing” Con 
gress; also that -this Congres 
has been slow and inactive ii 
passing major legislation. Thes 
are general terms and do no 
give a clear picture of what i 
going on. Only yesterday th 
Majority Whip, Congre_*;mar 
Percy Priest of Tennessee, mad 
the announcement on the Floo 
that the House was keeping ui 
with the Rules Committee am 
that there was no backlog 
whatever of legislation that hat 
come to the House Floor tha 
had not been attended to. Be 
fore legislation can come to th 
House Floor it must com 
through the Rules Committee 
As fast as the Rules Committe 
is moving legislation to the Floo. 
the House it attending to busi 
ness, and is presently waitin' 
for measures that have clearec 
other committees to be votei 
out by the Rules Committee. AI 
of the committees are working 
exhaustively on legislative mat 
ters in an effort to work-out th 
problems that could cause ex 
tended and costly debate on th 
Floor of the House. This is es 
pecially true of the Appropria­
tions 'Committee and the appro­
priations sub-committees. Thes( 
committees have been holding 
extended hearings on all ap 
propriation matters in an efforg 
to cut out every expenditure 
possible. When these bills com 
to the floor, they are belov 
the budget estimates and shov 
that a great amount of exhaus 
tive work has been done by th 
committees. If this kind of worl 
is what is being called “dc 
nothing” , I say we need mow 
of it.

dred terminal buds it is time 
to put on another application. 
By using the two early applica­
tions the fleahoppers should 
be knocked out; however, con­
stant watch should be main­
tained, for the fleahopper is a 
migratory insect and can move 
in at any time.

All growers should obtain 
“The Guide For Controlling 
Cotton Insects” from their 
County Agent. This guide has a 
lot of valuable information in­
cluding a table listing all the 
dusts and sprays that will con­
trol the early and late season 
insects. There are several insec­
ticides listed and they are all 
good. Use the one that you prefer 
or whichever is available at the 
best price.

Whether sprays or dusts are 
used, it is important to remem­
ber that the poison must cover 
the plants to kill insects. When 
the plants put on new growth, 
or the poison is washed off, the 
plants are no longer protected.

Insects are indeed a major 
threat to economical cotton 
production, but they can be 
profitably controlled if growers 
will use the right poison at the 
right time. With the chance for 
a good price and the urgent 
need for cotton, growers more 
than ever should include in 
their plans for this year’s crop 
a good insect control program.
