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Editoriali!) Speaking . . .
Proposed Amendments Outlined

T H E  A M E R I C A N

November 13th is election date ior Texans; 
on that day five constitutional amendments will 
be submitted to the vote of the taxpayers.

These five propositions were submitted by 
both houses of the legislature by more than a 2 
to 1 majority; but we think that the public 
should clearly understand the proposals before 
voting with the legislature or against them. So 
a brief explanation of the amendments is carried 
here, with the editor’s own viewpoint, which we 
do not impose upon anyone, but rather list for 
your consideration.

Proposition No. 1 concerns a statewide sys­
tem for retirement and disability pensions for 
appointive county officials and employees. This 
amendment was rejected in 1949, though a simi­
lar one was passed in 1946 with limited privil­
eges: not allowing more than 5 per cent con­
tribution by the employees or more than $180 a 
year pension. Note, however, that in this new 
amendment there is no restriction upon taxes 
upon the county or contributions to be required 
by individuals. We see no reason to alter the 
popular vote of 1949 and we will vote against 
this amendment.

Proposition 2 involves the permanent fund of 
the University of Texas, permitting the Univers­
ity Board of Regents to invest part of its per­
manent fund in other securities, including bonds, 
preferred stocks and common stocks under 
rigid controls. Regarding this proposition, we 
draw our conclusions from remarks made by a, 
fellow editor, Dave Warren of Panhandle, who 
also is a member of the university board of 
regents. Mr. Warren points out that the per­
manent fund has been built up through oil 
rbyalty and bonuses on University land to a 
present amount of more than $100,000,000 which 
is-largely invested in low rate United States 
bonds. More liberal investment regulations, 
Warren states, should enable the income to in­
crease $1,500,000 to $2,000,000 a year. One third 
of this income goes to the Texas Agricultural 
and Mechanical College. Warren has served on 
the finance board and will vote in the affirma­
tive for the amendment, explaining that the in­
creased investment income would take off the 
demand for more tax funds for current support.

The Texas Tax Journal elaborates on discuss­
ion of this amendment, indicating their belief 
that this is a policy amendment, and that the 
people should decide whether they want to con­
tinue a conservative policy of investment with 
low interest rates or prefer an opportunity for 
a higher rate and any hazards such a plan offers.

Proposition 3, SJR 8, would permit ad valorum 
taxes for rural fire departments, not to exceed 
50 cents per $100. We already have an amend­
ment, passed in 1949, permitting a 3 cent levy 
for such purposes. However, the people would 
have to vote the 50c tax; it would not be auto- 
ma+ir under the new proposal. We shall vote 
against this amendment as we believe such ser­
vice dispensable, especially so in this area. There 
is possibility that in thickly congested rural 
areas, of which Texas has few, this would be 
beneficial; but we believe it would tend for waste 
and needless expense in the panhandle.

The 4th proposal would increase the veterans 
land bonds from $25,000.000 to $100,000,000. We 
will favor this; for we pointed out last week that 
this was one of the few government projects 
which has proved feasible - self supporting in 
fact. The Tax Journal insists upon defeat of 
this proposition, but we cannot string along. 
Under the original 1946 plan some 4,000 veterans 
have been granted loans at around $6,000 each 
to purchase -farm lands. On hand at this time 
are 270 applications. Another $75,000,000 as 
proposed in the new amendment would process

about 12,000 more loans; there are 800,000 Texas 
veterans. We are not going on record for this 
amendment merely because we have a prejudi­
cial veterans’ viewpoint, but rather because of 
the successful operation of this loan program in 
the past wherein the money is being paid back 
to the state, with interest, proving a good secur­
ity risk.

The final proposal, No. 5, HJR 6, is the old 
age assistance item. It would raise the ceiling 
from the present $35,000,000to $42,000,000 for 
help of the needy aged and blind. This amend­
ment would not increase the check for each indi­
vidual, but rather would increase the number of 
persons receiving the aid. We are not too famil­
iar with the problems involved here, and with­
hold judgement at the present time. If more 
people actually are needing help than are re­
ceiving it, then it would be a good thing. But 
we understand that recipients under the new 
proposal would not have to be long-time Texas 
residents, but actual bonafide citizens of the 
state, making it easy for qualification by only 
a limited residence in the state. We don’t like 
this aspect.

Study these amendments, and go to the polls 
November 13th, for the outcome will be the re­
sults of your wishes and mine—only if we vote.

Tne Friona Star in this issue 

of twenty years ago was full of 
the sort of gossip news people 
love to read in their home town 
paper.

For example:
“L o o k i n g  along Friona’s 

streets these days, one is led to 
wonder just what Has become 
of tne comparatively large num­
ber of idle men and boys wno 
for the past year or more have 
been seen almost constantly 
standing on tne street corners 
or pacing leisurely along tne 
sidewalks.

“Of late it appears tnat about 
an tne people one sees on our 
streets except on Saturday 
afternoons are the business men 
who leave their stores or places 
of business for a few minutes of 
air dnd sunshine or maybe a 
local drayman wno has strucx 
a few spare moments, or farm­
ers who are in town on business. 
What happened to tne others? 
Have they found employment, 
are no longer loitering on tne 
streets looking for joos, or nave 
they moved to some other 
town?7'

TAXES:
If the tax bill agreed upon by 

the Conference Committee fin­
ally passes both Houses, it will 
mean that there has been a 
boost of $15,750,000,000 since 
the beginning of the Korean 
War. $6,100,000 of this tax was

passed in September, 1950, and 
$3,900,000,000 came- as a result 
of an excess profits tax passed 
during the early part of Jan­
uary of this year. Both of these 
tax measures were passed be­
fore I came in Congress. The 
present $5,750,000,000 tax boost 
makes up the remainder of the 
$15,750,000,000 overall increase 
during the past year. As I have 
said in previous news letters 
and in numerous speeches, the 
only possible justificatio n for 
the increases, including the last 
one, is the military needs of 
this country., Approximately 
six-sevenths, or 60 billion dol­
lars out of the 70 billion dollars 
estimated in the budget for the 
fscal yeari 1951, is earmarked 
for military and defense pur­
poses. This means that a peace­
ful solution of the world’s prob­
lems in the near future could 
well mean much needed relief 
for the United States taxpayer. 
This tremendous amount of 
money earmarked for military
purposes also means that there 
must be a constant ana vigilant 
watch on the expenditures by 
the Defense Department. The 
needless waste of tax money,

whether it be for military items 
or otherwise, is nothing short of 
criminal, and must be stopped. 
Almost every member of Con­
gress is on the alert to see that 
expenditures are justified. Mili­
tary personnel should be more 
prudent in the expenditure of 
tax funds than they would be 
in their own personal business 
because they are in a position of 
trust. The same rule is appli­
cable to ’every government offi­
cial, lalthouigh it seems that 
many have been overlooking it. 
Those who fail to recognize and 
fully meet the responsibility of 
tlial trust must be weeded out 
and called upon to answer for 
their mistakes and misdeeds. 
This goes for all public officials, 
whether elected or appointed 
and whether they be Federal, 
State, or local officials.

Congressman Wheeler of 
Georgia told me the other day 
of some of the highlights of his 
trip to the new atomic plant 
site in the Savannah River, 
South Carolina area. He went 
to the site without identifying 
himself and applied for a job. 
He states that he was very curt­
ly told that he would have to 
go back to a town some thirty 
miles away and join a local 
union before he could apply for 
a jab. He did not do this, but 
went on into the reservation 
with his secretary and made an 
on-the-ground investigation as 
best he could. He states that 
he was able to drive around 
quite a bit over all portions of 
the area except the restricted
areas. He came back with a re­
port that much manpower was 
being wasted, and immediately 
lodged his complaints a n d  
charges with the proper com­
mittee in the House and with 
the Comptroller General. This 
indicates what is being done to 
try to prevent some of the 
things that happened during 
World War II.

aid passed the House yesterday.
I voted against the authoriza­
tion for this foreign aid and 
also voted against the appro­
priations. It is my opinion that 
the money necessary for these 
purposes should come out o1 the 
60 billion dollar military pro­
gram, as it is military assistance 
that most of the countries need 
to protect themselves while they 
are building up their economies. 
The appropriation was f o r  
$8,299,000,000. Europe gets 5 
billion military aid, 1 billion 
economic aid; the Near East 
and Africa, 396 million military 
aid, 160 million economic aid; 
Greece, Turkey and Iran are 
major beneficiaries. Asia and 
the Pacific get 535 million mili­
tary aid, 237 million economic 
aid; part is for military equip­
ment for Chinese nationalists 
on Formesa; American Repub­
lics, 38 million for military aid, 
and 21 million economic aid. 
The foreign aid bill appropr­
iates approximately 7y2 billion 
dollars in new cash and re- 
appropriates 800 million in 
funds previously provided iby 
Congress but not yet spent. It 
is interesting to note that this 
foreign aid bill is approximately 
3 billion dollars greater than 
the amount to be raised by new 
taxes in this country. In other 
words, it can be said that all of 
the additional taxes that you 
have to pay, plus some of your 
old taxes, will go for foreign aid. 
You can see that most of these 
funds are earmarked for Europe 
and North Atlantic Treaty 
countries. In most of these 
countries the per capita public 
debt is less than ours, while at 
the same time their standard 
of living will equal only about 
one-third of our standard of 
living. I wish that I had the 
space to give you some of the 
figures on these public debts of 
foreign countries and the pres­
ent standards of living in those 
countries. I will try to do it in 
a future news letter.

Orange Tapioca
1 egg white
2 tablespoons sugar
1 egg yolk
2 cups milk
2 or 3 tablespoons sugar 

V i teaspoon salt
3 tablespoons quick-cooking 

tapioca
V i teaspoon vanilla 
V i teaspoon grated orange rind 

(optional)
1 orange, sectioned, free from 

membrane
Beat egg white until foamy 

throughout; add 2 tablespoons 
sugar, 1 tablespoon at a time, and 
continue Beating with rotary egg 
beater until mixture will stand in 
soft peaks. Set aside.

Mix egg yolk with about V* cup 
of milk in saucepan. Add 2 or 3 
tablespoons sugar, salt, tapioca, 
and remaining milk. Place over 
medium heat. Cook until mixture 
comes to a boil, stirring con­
stantly—this takes 5 to 8 minutes.

Pour small amount of hot 
tapioca mixture gradually on 
beaten egg-white blending well.

DISEASE spreads from the
seed coat to the grain sprout

A costly and persistent enemy 
of the wheat farmer has met 
total defeat at the hands of 
modern science. It is bunt or 
stinking smut; and it is being 
wiped out by thousands of win­
ter wheat farmers, by the sim­
ple and inexpensive means of 
treating their seed wheat with 
“Ceresan” seed disinfectant be­
fore they sow.

The Legion was active in securing the passage of the G. I. 
Bill of Rights.

The Legion is non-political and non-sectarian.

The dues are very small, hut the member becomes a stock­
holder in a $65,000,000 corporation.
The Legion is not run by a clique.

The Americanism program of the Legion is a fighting one.
The first duty of the Legion is the proper care of disabled- 
veterans of World Wars I and II.

The Legion since the close of World War I has taken a lead­
ing part in securing the passage of legislation relating to 
veterans.

Departments and posts taken an active part in rehabilitation 
work through service officers.
Since 1921 the Legion has been interested in securing gain­
ful employment for all veterans.
About $40,000,000 of post funds have been invested in War 
Sonds.
The Legion early in 1941 sent a commission to England to 
tetudy civilian defense and to plan a like defense for the 
United States.
The Legion in the several states proposed legislation and 
was the foundation for the State Guards.
The Legion in 1919 brought forward the first national de­

fense legislation after World War I.
Legion posts are now employing 5,308 people to assist in 
caring for veterans of World Wars I and II.
The Legion lias had a program of child welfare since 1925.
The Legion has maintained a national legislative committee 
in Washington since 1919 to represent the ex”service men 
before congress. This committee lias worked on almost all 
hills affecting World War II veterans.
Thirty-four departments— including Texas North Carolina 
— issue newspapers. These puhiciationis keep Legionnaires 
fully informed on veterans’ affairs. /
