Commissioners vote 3-2 to recover funds from fired architect

Howard County com­
missioners voted 3-2 
Friday morning to go 
ahead with a countersuit 
against local architect 
Phil Furqueron, in what 
County Judge Mark Barr 
described as an attempt to 
recover county funds.

Commissioners Gary 
Simer and Emma Brown, 
as well as Barr, voted in 
favor of the suit — expect­
ed to cost the county 
approximately $5,000 In 
fees and a rb i^ tio n  
deposits — while commis­
sioners Jerry Kilgore and 
Bill Crooker opposed the 
move.

Attorney Mike Thomas, 
the court will attempt to 
recover more than

$187,000 from Furqueron, 
who served the county for 
more than two years as

the chief architect in 
ongoing attempts to 
design and construct a 
new jail facility. ^

“After reviewing the 
contract between him 
(Furqueron) and the 
county, it appears to me 
there was a contract for 
one Phase 1 drawing,’’ 
Thomas told commission­
ers ^iday.

“We should have paid 
^138,000, instead of the 
$326,000 we paid.’’

The court’s decision to 
send a coCintersuit into 
arbitration came after 
Furqueron, represented 
by local attorney Tim 
Yeats, filed for arbitration 
of approximately $32,000

“Both the mechanical and 
electrical contractors 
were there. We’ve worked 
it out so the county will 
provide the plaster and 
paint work called for in 
the contract. In essence, 
the contract will be for 
approximately $202,000, 
instead of the $223,000 we 
originally talked about.

“We’re just waiting for 
them to submit a final 
contract, which will 
include a 2 percent per- 
formanoE bond, which 
will amount to approxi­
mately $9,000 more. So 
we’re looking at about 
$210,000 for this.”

Crooker said the con­
tract is expected to be 
completed in 75 days.

the local architect claims 
the county owes him in 
termination fees that 
were a part of his con­
tract.

Lawmakers’ aim 
to replace TAKS 
an excellent idea

Jt sometimes seems chances to praise ideas for­
mulated by the Texas Legislature come along 
about as often as blue moons, but that simply 
hasn’t been the case with this year’s legislative 
session. There really are some good ideas that are 
earning consideration in Austin this year.

We have already twice praised our lawmakers this 
year — offeiing kudos to State Sen. Kel Seliger for 
his call to end TAKS testing at the elementary 
school level and State Rep. Joe Heflin for his initi­
ating legislation to reinstate the CHIP program to 
provide for healthcare for low income children.

And now we’re in that position again, as Seliger 
has stepped to the forefront in the bid do away with 
the TAKS entirely and replace it with a series of 12 
exit-level tests.

Under the proposed law, the exit-level TAKS 
would be replaced with end-of-cour^e exams in the 
core subject areas under the proposal filed 
Thursday in the House by Republican Rep. Rob 
Eissler, who leads the House Public Education 
Committee.

We have long complained to our lawmakers that
UDli(the current assessment system forces our puolic 

school teachers to do little more than teach their 
students to take the TAKS test, r a U ^  thfp, really 
educating their students. • f t ? * ‘ •

Replacing the high school TAKS with end-of- 
course exams would ease some of the most common 
complaints about the test, Eissler said.

We agree. End of course exams will allow teachers 
to focus on content and not simply “teach the test."

That’s important, we believe, because if teachers 
are to really educate our children, they must be able 
to focus on the deep content, rather than wasting 
classroom time reviewing material just to make 
sure they pass the TAKS.

Seliger noted last week that the current system 
often results in “undermining the number of learn­
ing days, the academic days that go into a school 
year and this new testing regimen should put the 
emphasis back on learning, not on testing.”

All that said, we want to make sure state officials 
heed the warnings of the state’s teachers groups, 
which so far have offered a somewhat tepid 
response to the proposal.

The one concern teachers have with any new 
assessment system is that it not take on the high- 
stakes end all, be all that the TAKS test evolved
into.

Does that mean we want to take away account­
ability in our schools?

Of course not.
But we believe that tests are not a really good mea­

sure nf what children learn. In fact, any knowl­
edgeable educators will tell you they’re probably a 
mediocre teaching tool (i.e. we seem to remember 
things we had trouble with on tests, as well as those 
we did really well on for many years after we take 
them).

But virtually everything in public education has 
become tied to the TAKS test, making it impossible 
for teachers to do anything but spend valuable time 
teaching their students to take the test.

That needs to stop ... and stop now.

, We talked for more •
than an hour — naturally. I’m 
now homesick for my sweet South 
Carolina, which will be alive with 
blooms of every color soon — and 
the question we got down to was 
this: Am I an over-protective par­
ent?

The answer, coming from a 
licensed child psychologist, was ... 
no.

And while it was nice to get a 
clean bill of health for the way I’m 
raising my little angel — yes, she 
has me wrapped firmly around 
her little finger — it was very dis­
turbing in the sense of what I 
have seen from other parents.

Children, 5 and 6 years old, 
walking several blocks in the 
freezing cold — alone, mind you 
— to ^ o o l  each morning.

Chiklren of the same age cross- 
ing^if^or thoroughfares — 
Birdwell Lane and 11th Place, for 
example — without an adult any­
where in sight.

The list goes on and on.
It seems to me the gap between 

good parents and bad parents is 
getting smaller and smaller, as lit­
erally thousands of children in the 
Crossroads area find themselves 
responsible for their own upbring­
ing while mommy and daddif go

“Ed, Edd and Eddy” and 
“Codenanie: Kids Next Door” can 
raise your kids to be well-adjusted 
adults, you better hope you never 
have to rely on them in your gold­
en years.

Don’t get me wrong, I under­
stand how hard it can be at times. 
Being a single father who works 
full-time as a reporter, my hours 
and schedules can be as erratic as 
the West Texas weather.

But that’s no excuse. In fact, 
th«re are no “good” excuses when 
it comes to our kids.

Children have a relatively 
healthy expectation that mom and 
dad, regar^ess of what they do 
or douH do for a living, will 
protect them ftom dangers, both 
foreign and domestic.

Foreign threats being the preda­
tors walking the streets or the 
rusty nail sticking out of the end 
of the swing at the park. Domestic 
threats, on the other hand, are our 
kids themselves.

Yes, just like adults, they can be 
their own worst enemies.

pairents will stick their heads in 
the sand and pretend things like 
that only happen in California or 
Utah, it can happen right here. 
Those people wsdk the streets of 
Big Spring as well.

Knowing this, it’s our responsi­
bility to make sure our children 
are supervised at all times. And 
when I say supervised, I mean by 
adults who can be trusted. If you 
can’t see how ridiculous it sounds 
when you explain how your 5- 
year-old child was watching your 
4-year-old child, you probably need 
to seek professional help.

I’ve heard it said time and time 
again that our children are the 
future, and if that’s the case — 
and it is — some of us are in pret­
ty d ^ p  trouble.

College’s 
request for a $300,000 
grant to fund a new weld­
ing program was denied 
Wednesday night.
According to Larry 
McLellan, Moore
Development’s board

president, this would not 
be a legal investment fmr 
the economic develop­
ment corporation because 
of state laws governing 4A 
finances.

Have the members read 
the 2006 Handbook on 
Economic Development 
Laws for Texas Cities fUr- 

,nished by the Attorney 
General’s Office? Section 
2 (11) of the act specifical­
ly states, “Certain job 
training required or suit­
able for the promotional 
economic development 
and expansion'of business 
enterprises can be a per­
missible project.’’

In the past Moore Board 
funded a $70,000 grant for 
Big Spring High School in 
order to implement a con­
struction technology pro­
gram.

Mr. McLellan stated 
that the board members 
had to ask themselves if 
this project met the crite­
ria to create jobs. He 
answered the question by 
stating there was a defi­
nite need in Howard 
County, as well as the 
entire Permian Basin, for

welders — not only in the 
oil field, but also in farm­
ing and ranching.

Yes. Mr. McLellan. and 
there are ay number of 
graduates foom Big 
Spring High School who 
could enter that program 
and would have the possi­
bility of earning $60 to $85 
dollars an hour.

Mr. McLellan continues 
by saying, “As a 4A cor­
poration. we can help in 
this area, but not any­
where close to the amount 
that’s being requested by 
Howard College.

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Professor to study Spanish language TV and emergency warnings
When Dr. Abraham 

Benavides, assistant pro­
fessor of public adminis­
tration at the University 
of North Texas, saw a 
severe thunderstorm 
warning scroll across the 
Dallas-Fort Worth net­
work ainiiate that he was 
watching one evening last 
fall, he wondered if the 
locid Spanish language 
affiliate was carrying the 
same warning.

But after flipping the 
channel, he saw nothing. 
Nor did he see warnings 
on three other Spanish- 
language stations.

“People who were 
watching the Spanish 
channels could have had 
no idea that the thunder­
storm was coming,” 
Benavides said, adding 
that he also recalled Dr. 
David McEntire, UNT 
associate professor of 
public administration and 
former director of the 
department’s emergency 
administration and plan  ̂
ning program, mention­
ing a 1987 tornado in 
T b x s s

On May 22, 1987 a F4 
tornado — with winds of 
207 to 260 miles per hour 
— touched down at 8:15 
p.m. in the small town of 
Saragosa in Reeves 
County. More than 80 per­
cent of the structures in 
the town were destroyed, 
and out of 183 residents, 
30 were killed and 121 
were iryured.

Benavides said that 
when the tornado Couched 
down, many residents in 
the predominantly 
Hispanic town were 
watching the local 
Univision afTiliate, which 
did not carry the emer­
gency weather announce­
ments being broadcast on 
the English language affil­
iates.

“When I turned to the 
Spanish channels last fall, 
I thought that things had 
changed and the Spanish

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Lawmakers push foster care bills in wake of child deaths
DALLAS (AP) -  In the 

violent moments that led 
to her aleath, 6-year-old 
Katherine Frances never 
stood a chance.

She sufflered a fatal 
brain injury, police say, 
when the 14-year-old bio­
logical son of her subur­
ban South Dallas foster 
parents repeatedly body 
slammed her.

Her death in DeSoto last 
year, linked by lawmak­
ers, to the recent deaths In 
foster homes of a 3-year- 
old girl in Arlington and a 
1-year-old boy in
Corsicana, has prompted 
a new round of foster-care 
reform measures in the 
Legislature.

Two years after law­
makers overhauled and 
privatized the system, 
they are looking to rede­
fine the rights of foster 
children and beef up the 
state Department of 
Family and Protective 
Services’ management 
role. At least 13 children 
in foster care have died of 
abuse or neglect by foster 
caregivers since 2003, 
according to state figures.

“The oversight that 
should be taking place 
has broken down in our 
foster system,” Sen. Jane 
Nelson said. “We have 
had some horrible, pre­
ventable tragedies.”

Katherine died Dec. 5, 
after her foster brother 
slammed her to the 
ground several times, 
apparently upset that she 
had wet her bed, police 
said. The boy faces a mur­
der charge.

His mother, Joyce 
Burks, faces a charge of 
injury to a child. She did 
not seek medical atten­
tion for Katherine for at 
least four hours, instead 
washing a comforter and 
pillow the girl vomited on 
after suffering her 
injuries, police Capt. Ron 
Smith said.

The Department of 
Family and Protective

Senhces has blamed pri­
vate agency Therapeutic 
Family Life for misman­
aging Katherine’s foster 
care. In a Dec. 21 letter to 
Therapeutic, a state 
licensing supervisor 
wrote that the company’s 
mistakes "directly con­
tributed to ... a foster 
child dying at the bands 
of that 14 year old.”

A Jan. 22 letter to 
Therapeutic notifled the 
company that state inves­
tigators in other cases 
had also found inadequate 
criminal background 
checks and “little to no 
support or training for 
fbster parents” who spoke 
limited English. The state 
also found instances in 
which the company’s 
mandatory reports on 
individual foster families 
had been cut and pasted 
from reports on other fos­
ter families.

'The state has suspended 
placements into homes 
run by Therapeutic, said 
Patrick Crimmins, a 
spokesman for the 
Department of Family 
and Protective Services.

As a result of 
Katherine’s death, law­
makers are calling for 
tougher state oversight 
and more rigorous back­
ground checks of foster 
families. Under current 
law, placement agencies 
must examine criminal 
backgrounds, but they 
don’t have to check 
whether police have visit­
ed a home on disturbance 
calls.

Police had visited the 
DeSoto home 4 where 
Katherine died about four 
times on unrelated distur­
bance calls in the year 
before she was killed. 
Smith said.

Rep. Helen Glddings 
said she is drafting a bill 
that woulcTrequire foster 
parents to disclose police 
visits. It would also create 
a database by which state 
workers could track

police visits to foster 
homes, Glddings said.

In addition to better 
background checks. 
Nelson’s bill broadens the 
authority of police to 
remove children from 
homes in which there are 
drugs. The current law 
allows police to turn chil­
dren over to the state “no 
questions asked” when 
meth is involved. Nelson 
said. Her bill would add 
crack, cocaine and heroin 
to that list.

Another provision 
would require the state to 
make unannounced 
inspections each year of 
every foster home. Nelson 
said. Currently, state offi­
cials Inspect about one- 
third of all foster homes 
each year..

“They will have them 
each year, if I can get the 
money and the budget,” 
Nelson said. “We should 
never place a child with a 
family where we have any 
kind of cause for concern

that it might not be a safe 
environment.”

A bill, sponsored by 
Sen. Carlos Uresti and 
Rep. Eddie Rodriguez, 
would create a foster chil­
dren bill of rights. That 
includes the right to an 
allowance, to attend reli­
gious services of the 
child’s choosing and “to 
not be locked or other­
wise confined in any 
room.”

Critics, while welcom­
ing the attention being

paid to foster care reform, 
say the lawmakers’ efforts 
are belated.

“The state tends to be 
reactive instead of proac4 
tive,” said Roy Block,* 
president of the Texas 
Foster Family
Association. “They never 
give these items attention 
until there is an issue and 
right now that’s a child’s 
death.”

Block said tbe biggest 
problem facing the state 
is a lack of resources.

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Perry makes changes at TYC but stops short of takeover
AUSTIN (AP) -  Gov. Rick Perry took 

imiKHilant steps Friday toward over­
hauling the state’s youth prison system 
where sex crimes were widely reported, 
but he stopped short of taking over the 
Texas Youth Commission as the Senate 
had demanded.

Instead, Perry appointed an outside 
Investigator to figure out how com­
plaints and investigations showing 
agency officials molested young inmates 
went unheeded for years.

He also ordered the commission’s new
a c ^ g  executive director to work with

auditors on a rehabilitation plan 
that addresses problems the investigator 
finds.

“We will develop a long-term plan that 
will rebuild this broken agency from the 
ground up and refocus it on its mission 
of rehabilitating young Texans,’’ Perry 
said in a statement.

A recent discussion of the agency’s 
budget drew attention to a 2005 Texas 
Rangers investigation that found the 
assistant superintendent and the princi­
pal a^the West Texas State School in 
Pyote had repeated sexual contact with 
inmates.

Lawmakers also recently learned of a 
later internal investigation that con­
firmed the findings and reported that 
top officials knew of the abuse but did 
nothing to stop it.

Three newspapers reported Friday

that a commission investigation found 
that an employee sexually abused three 
girls at Ron Jackson State Juvenile 
Correctional Facility in Brownwood.' 
The officer has not b ^ n  charged.

A former inmate and former guard at 
the Brownwood facility said Jail officials 
ignored their complaints about the prob­
lem in 2003 and 2004. But the facility’s 
former superintendent said officials 
investigated and submitted their find­
ings to police.

Outraged by the alleged abuse and 
cover-up, the Senate met In a rare 
evening session on Wednesday and 
passed a resolution aiming to persuade 
the governor to name a conservator for 
the agency. •

But the governor had been reluctant to 
take such a drastic step that would 
essentially neuter the board he appoint- 

.V ed. The Texas Commission on Alcohol 
* and Drug Abuse is the only state agency 

that has ever been put in a conservator- 
ship.

Astronaut charged in Florida -

ORLANDO, Fla. (AP) — Florida prose­
cutors charged an astronaut Friday with 
trying to kidnap a woman she saw as a 
rival for a space shuttle pilot’s affec­
tions, but they declined to file an

attempted murder charge that had been 
recommended by police.

Lisa Nowak, 43, was formally charged 
almost a monA after she was arrested at 
an Orlando airport parking lot.

Police have said the Houston mother 
of three had raced 900 miles in her car 
firom Texas to Orlando on Feb. 5 to con­
front the woman. She donned a wig and 
trench coat, then sprayed a chemical 
into the woman’s car when she wouldn’t 
let Nowak in, police said.

In addition to attempted kidnapping 
with intent to inflict bodily harm, state 
prosecutors charged Nowak on Friday 
with burglary with an assault using a 
weapon and battery.

A spokesman for Nowak’s attorney 
declined to comment because he hadn’t 
seen the charges. Nowak is free on bond 
with an .ankle tracking device.

Nowak believed Colleen Shipman was 
romantically involved with Navy Cmdr. 
William Oefelein, a pilot during space 
shuttle Discovery’s trip to the space sta­
tion last December, according to police.

Out of dust comes art
H ill Country man creates temporary aft on dirty car,windows

SAN MARCOS (AP) -  
Every so often, Scott 
Wade will drive his Mini 
Cooper up and down the 
rough, gravelly road near 
his Texas Hill Country 
home.

But Wade isn’t taking 
pass after pass on the 
inhospitable road to test 
his shocks or for the thrill 
of the ride.

He needs the dust for 
art’s sake.

Wade, with his scraggly 
graying hair and a fond­
ness for shirts with 
wacky prints, doesn’t 
wash his car when it first 
develops a fine coating of 
limestone dust. For the 
past four years he’s creat­
ed art on it instead.

The self-proclaimed 
“dirty-car artist” uses typ­
ical tools such as brushes 
to “paint” surprisingly 
detailed works on the rear 
windshields of his Mini 
and Mazda.

But this isn’t the “Wash 
me now!” or team mottos 
that grace dusty jalopies 
all across America. Wade 
has painted a good like­
ness of the Mona Lisa, 
superimposed over a 
replica of Van Gogh’s 
“The Starry Night.” Less 
high-fallutin’ is his rendi­
tion of the black-velvet 
classic of dogs playing 
poker. Botticelli’s “The 
Birth of Venus” is also 
represented in the dusty 
canvas of a car wind­
shield.

Rather than applying 
paint or charcoal to his 
“canvas,” Wade, 48, 
reveals the glass wind- 
shield.ajod dark Interior 
of the.CjW by removing 
dust.

“Every time they see a 
window, people can’t

pauses often to 
take in what 
he’s done so far.

Wade, who is 
a graphical user 
i n t e r f a c e  
designer by day, 
has also done 
an ode to late 
Texas Gov. Ann 
Richards and to 
his late collie 
mix. Drifter.

“ T h e r e ’ s 
s o m e t h i n g  
about doing the 

dearly departed that’s 
very appropriate,” he 
said. “It reminds me that 
life passes us by very 
quickly and we have to 
enjoy it while it’s here.” 

Fans have even suggest­
ed that he offer up his ser­
vices for funerals, using 
the ashes of someone who 
was cremated to create

their likeness.
Wade estimates he’s 

done SO pieces so far. He 
rarely washes them off, 
preferring to let them 
fade naturally with the 
wind or rain. And he 
never tries to preserve 
them, except in pho­
tographs.

“You tend to keep want­
ing to fuss with it,” Wade 
said. “Since it’s tempo­
rary it doesn’t have to be 
perfect. You don’t have to 
belabor it.”

Now Wade, who has a 
degree in art from Texas 
State University, is 
putting together a coffee 
table book and seeking 
out commercial work. He 
also sells a few prints 
from his Web site. He’s 
already made appear­
ances both locally and 
internationally.

Texas State University 
art and design professor 
Brian Row, who taught 
Wade, said temporary art 
is legitimate.

“They’re really tran­
sient art which, again, 
artists have done,” Row 
said, citing performance 
art. “You experience it 
once and it’s gone. ... It 
certainly falls within the 
range of the way artists 
work.”

Row compared Wade’s 
entire artistic process to a 
life cycle.

“The canvas is created 
as he driv® down his dri­
veway and then he works 
on it and then it gets 
washed off, it disappears. 
In some ways it’s kind of 
like a snow storm, you 
can see beautiful scenes 
but it’s a very transitory 
experience,” he said.

resist,” said Wade, who 
lives with his wife, Robin 
Wood, and ^daughter in 
the hills near San Marcos. 
“I’ve always drawn pic­
tures on dirty windows.” 

But Wade’s first draw­
ings turned out simple 
and cartoon-like because 
he used his finger. Then 
he experimented one day 
with a frayed Popsicle 
stick and he realized he 
could get a whole range of 
gray tones to create more 
complex pieces.

“It wasn’t a conscious 
decision to develop a new 
art form,” he said. “It was 
just looking for art in 
everything.”

It takes about two weeks 
with little rain to develop 
what Wade calls a natur^ 
canvas, which has a layer

of dust that doesn’t blow 
away because it’s caked 
on with the help of morn­
ing mist.

But if he feels a calling 
sooner, he spends some 
time driving in the car on 
the local roads to fill in 
the gaps. He can also coat 
the windshield with veg­
etable oil so dust sticks 
faster or apply a dust-like 
substance c^ed  pyrolite.

Most pieces take an 
hour or less, depending 
on the quality of the can­
vas. Even a natural can­
vas, which ^ade consid­
ers the best, can get too 
thick and clumpy to work 
with if ̂ ’a been baking in 
the'stnr ifbr too long. ^ —'

And it left the door open for more personnel changes, 
as investigations continue and Congress prepares for 
hearings next week.

Harvey’s departure was the most dramatic move dur­
ing two weeks of fhror over the treatment of soldiers 
at one of the military’s highest-profUe and busiest 
medical facilities.

Ohio college grieves after 4 school baseball 
players, 2 drh/ers, killed in Atlanta bus crash

BLUFFTON, Ohio (AP) — At a university smaller 
than some high schools, where many athletes live in 
the same dormitory, the deaths of four baseball play­
ers in a bus crash has left an entire campus feeling a 
profound sense of loss.

Football players from Bluffton University froxe dur­
ing a morning-workout when they heard that the bus 
carrying the school’s baseball team went off a highway 
overpass in Atlanta and fell 30 feet to the interstate 
below early Friday. They, and other students, scram­
bled to call baseball players’ cell phones. ,

“It hits home harder than it would if it had happmied 
at a bigger school,” said Steve Rogers, an assistant 
football coach at the Mennonite-affUiated university of 
1,155 students.

Sophomore Courtney Minnich saidvthat at a college 
as small as Bluffton, “even if you didn’t know every­
body, it will hurt, because you’ve seen them on cam­
pus.”

Killed were freshman Scott Harmon of Lima; David 
Betts, a sophomore from Bryan; Cody Holp, a fresh­
man from Arcanum; and sophomore 'Tyler Williams of 
Lima. The driver and his wife, Jerome and Jean 
Niemeyer, also died.

LAS VEGAS. N.V. -  The 
Morris Animal Foundation (a 
not-for-profit fundin" humane 
health studies to advance vet­

NEW YORK -  Wall Street 
executive Mitchel Guttenberg 
sat down with his friend Erik 
Franklin in Manhattan’s famed 
Oyster Bar about five years ago 
to discuss repaying a $25,000 
loan.

But instead of cash, 
Guttenberg allegedly offered d 
currency that’s far more valu­
able on Wall Street: inside 
information about dozens of 
stock-analyst recommenda­
tions at his firm, financial-ser­
vices powerhouse UBS.

Thus began what regulators 
described Thursday as one of 
the most pervasive insider­
trading scandals since the late 
1900s.

Seeking to avoid detection, 
the men used disposable cell 
phones so there wouldn’t be

records of their calls and 
exchanged text messagesv in 
code, authorities said.

The scheme, along with a 
separate plot at venerable 
Morgan Stanley that was also 
disclosed 'Thursday, involved 
14 people, four major Wall 
Street firms, three hedge funds 
and at least $15 million in illic­
it profit, according to federal 
auAorities.

“This involved people who 
should have known b^ter and 
people who were making a

greaf* living,” said Linda 
Thomsen, enforcement director 
at the Securities and Exchange 
Commission. “'This is outra­
geous.”

Although insider trading has 
receded from public view in 
the years since Ivan Boesky 
paid $100 million to settle fed­
eral civil charges, authorities 
fear that it’s making a come­
back in the financial markets.

In particular, they are wor­
ried that hedge funds — lightly 
regulated investment pools 
that are often willing to take 
big risks in pursuit of big prof­
its — might be especially will­
ing to flout the law to get an 
edge.

“The SEC has always brought 
insider-trading cases, but 
recently they’ve been getting 
more aggressive,” said Thomas 
O. Gorman, a former attorney

sis*

In the fall, Mattel will follow 
up with 25 more Polly cars, 
each with a color-coordinated 
scent: blueberry for blue, grape 
for purple and so on.

Then, in time for the holi­
days, Mattel, which also makes 
Hot Wheels, plans the ultimate 
melding of traditional boys’ and 
girls’ play with a track set for 
the Polly cars called Race to the 
Mall.

The winner of the game, the 
first car to make it up the shop­
ping center’s elevator to a bou­
tique, is rewarded with a mag­
netic shopping bag that 
“Jumps” into the car.

Mattel said the track-set 
theme, as well as the cars them­
selves, were ideas that came 
from girls.

“Girls were the ones who 
gravitated to this,” said Chuck 
Scothon, general mknager of 
Mattel’s girls division.

Dr. Kevin Fitzgerald, of 
Animal Planet’s
“Emergency Vets,” added, 
“I can tell you about hero­
ic efforts right here in 
Colorado (Fitzgerald prac­
tices in Denver). 
Veterinarians participat­
ed in saving livestock 
when we were over­
whelmed by early snow­
storms this winter. But 
it’s also the little things. I 
know one vet student who 
paid for a service dog out 
of his own pocket because 
the person in need was on 
disability. That’s quite 
amazing; vet students, 
after all, have their own

loans to pay off. Or how 
about the vet who cares 
for a classroom gerbil, 
and pays for that care 
because he feels the 
teacher shouldn’t have to. 
1 could go on forever. I am 
so proud to be a part of 
this profession.”

There’s something 
unique about veterinari­
ans, said Dr. Bob 
Menardi, technical mar­
keting manager-compan­
ion animal enterprise at 
Merial, Duluth, Ga. “The 
old adage is that if your 
car or truck is ever bro­
ken down in a small town, 
you’ll have niore luck 
being rescued by a veteri­
narian than the auto club 
- and most certainly if you 
happen to be traveling

with a dog.”
All small-animal veteri­

narians in private prac­
tice have received thank 
you notes and gifts after 
euthanizing a pet. “It’s 
because we’re able to 
compassionately end suf­
fering with dignity,” said 
Hammer. “It’s tough on 
us sometimes; ending a 
life is not fun. I saw 
clients through three 
euthanasias today. But I 
also consider ending suf­
fering a privilege.” 

“People who have pets 
in their lives are special 
people,” added Donlin. 
“Veterinarians are 
extremely fortunate to be 
able to work closely with 
them to be sure their ani­
mal companions receive

the best care possible.”

Insider t id in g  typically 
involves someone with 
advance knowledge of an 
event that would influ­
ence the flnancial mar­
kets — such as an analyst 
recommendation or a cor­
porate acquisition — trad­
ing ahead of the public 
release of that informa­
tion. The gains these 
insiders usually reap 
com d^t the expense of 
Investors who didn’t have 
the same knowledge.

The emergence of hedge 
funds as a major force on 
Wall Street has added a 
new dimension to an old
scam.

Early this year, the SEC 
opened an investigation 
into whether stock bro­
kerages were supplying 
hedge funds with advance 
notice of customer orders 
for big trades. The hedge 
funds are suspected of 
buying or selling shares 
ahead of these orders and 
repaying their tipsters by 
steering trading business 
their way.

In the case disclosed 
Thursday, the SEC 
brought civil charges 
against 11 people, two 
hedge funds and a day­
trading firm. The U.S. 
attorney’s office in New

York lodged criminal 
charges against .10 of 
those people and three 
others.

News the insider-trad­
ing charges rippled 
through Wall Street 
investment firms.

“Any time you have 
something that taints the 
industry, it’s a topic of 
conversation,” said 
George Rodriguez, a man­
aging director at 
TradeTrek Securities, an 
institutional brokerage 
firm in Newark, N.J.

Holly A. Stark, a veter­
an trader now working as 
a consultant, said traders 
"have been talking for 
ages” about suspicious 
price movements in 
stocks ahead of signifi­
cant news.

“There’s always been a 
sneaking suspicion thsft 
there’s information leak­
age,” she said. “It’s like.
These guys are just not 

that smart.’ “
In the UBS case, 

Guttenberg, 41, of 
Manhattan, and Franklin, 
39, of Denville, N.J., con­
cocted an elaborate 
scheme to trade on infor­
mation available to 
Guttenberg, authorities 
said. Guttenberg was a 
manager in UBS’ stock 
research department and 
sat on a committee that 
held daily meetings to 
review analyst recom­
mendations, according to 
charges brought by the 
SEC and the U.S. attor­

ney’s office.
Their meeting at the 

Ogrster Bar, a seafood 
edtery in Grand O^ntral 
Station, took place in 
November 2001, Just 
weeks after the Sept. 11 
terrorist attacks.

After Franklin recouped 
his ^ ,000, the two men 
shared the trading prc^ts, 
with Franklin giving 
Guttenberg cash, accord­
ing to the SEC’S com­
plaint, which was filed in 
U.S. District Court in 
Manhattan.

He routinely tipped off 
Franklin to pending rat­
ings changes on stocks 
such as Amgen Corp., 
Whole Foods Market Inc. 
and Union Pacific Corp.,

the SEC aald.
Franklin then used this 

information to illegally 
trade securities fw him­
self and two hedge hinds 
he managed — Q Capital 
Investment Partners and 
Lyford Cay Capital, a 
hedge hind at Bear 
Stearns Cos., the SEC 
said.

Franklin also provided 
information to Mark E. 
Lenowitz, authorities 
said, who used it to make 
illegal trades for himself 
and a hedge hmd he man­
aged, DSJ International 
Resources.

Q Capital and DSJ were 
included in the charges, 
but Lyford Cay was not 
accused of wrongdoing.

.. UBS said in a statement 
ffut it ”is assisting the 
authorities to the f^ e s t  
extent possible in their 
investigation into the 
alleged actions of a single 
UBS employee,” adding 
that the U.S. attorney 
“has described UBS as a 
victim of this alleged 
scheme.”

Other people learned of 
the illicit trading as. the 
scheme progressed and 
tried to profit themselves.

Robert Babcock, a Bear 
Stearns broker who 
processed Franklin’s 
trades, began monitoring 
and secretly mimicking 
many of Franklin’s 
trades, according to the 
SEC. Two other Bear

Steams brokers did the
same.

“The actions described 
in the complaint are clear 
violations of our policies 
and procedures,” Bear 
Steams spokesman 
Russell Sherman said 
Thursday. “We have and 
will continue to cooperate 
fUUy with the investiga­
tion.”

When Guttenberg 
passed tips to another 
friend, David Tavdy, his 
trades were secretly mir­
rored by David Glass, the 
owner of the day-trading 
firm where Tavdy did 
business, the SEC said. 
Glass and Tavdy later 
teamed up in their trad­
ing.
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‘Flushed’ is swirling fun on DVD

et’s get one thing 
straight fTom the 
very start. I’m a 

J  huge fan of the 
Marvel Comics Wolverine 
character, comic books, 
action figures and subse­
quent cartoons and spin­
offs — even the little, stub­
by action figure bobble- 
head things of late.

I am not, however, a fan 
of Hugh Jackman.

While the Aussie actor 
may have brought the 
Wolverine character to life 
in the silver screen ver­
sion of “The X-Men,” his 

dry, lacklus­
ter perfor­
mances leave 
more than a 
few things to 
be desired. 
Even a top­
less Halle 
Berry could­
n’t save him 
in “Sword­
fish,” and 

'^ “'The Prestige” remains 
sitting on my enter­
tainment center, un­
opened.

With all of that in 
mind, it’s sort of hard 
for me to understand 
why “Flushed Away,” 
the Aardman Anima­
tion offering with la­
dle after ladle of pure 
Brit humor pour^ 
on, was so much fun 
to watch.

The film was gen­
uine fun.

Aardman takes a gi­
ant leap towards the 
future with the film, their 
first fiiUy CG-animated 
film, and while they do try 
to keep the low-tech vibe 
alive in the picture, it 
(mly distracts fh>m the fim 
and sheer velocity of the 
movie.

Aardman Animation has 
made a name for itself 
through its retro, yet pio­
neering usage of stop-mo­
tion animation. Just last 
year came the delightful 
“Curse of the WCTe-Rab- 
bit” feature film that deliv­
ered big on both laughs 
and visual nudesty, while 
also being the rare, clever 
family film that wasn’t a

complete drag to 
sit through.

Using a pro­
gram that repli­
cates the jittery 
movement of 
stop-motion, it 
seems pointless 
for the filmmak­
ers to even try 
and pass itself off 
as a faux Plas- 
tacine creation, 
especially when 
the rest of the 
movie shimmers 
with traditional 
CG smoothness 
and precision. 
Everything looks 
Aardman, firom 
the big gumball 
eyes to the Eng­
lish overbites, 
but it has a high- 
tech touch to it 
that doesn’t di­
gest right when 
trying to repli­
cate a very unso­
phisticated 
process of anima-
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“Flushed Away” actually 

gets off to a bit of a slow 
start, with the uninspired 
introduction oi foppish 
hero Roddy St. James 
(Jackman), a mouse in a 
literally gilded cage. While 
his upper crust owners are 
away on holiday, Roddy 
amuses himself by playing 
golf with a passel of dolls 
and watching the telly 
(that’s Brit t ^  for televi­
sion, by the way).

His solitude comes to a 
rude end — and the film 
kicks into high gear — 
with the stinky arrival of 
sewer rat Sid, voiced by

Shane Richie 
(’’Silent Soul”), a 
loutish, soccer- 
loving thug. In an 
ill-fated scheme to 
get rid of Sid, 
Roddy tries to 
convince his un­
wanted flatmate 
that the toilet is 
actually a 
Jacuzzi.

Sid, however, 
outwits Roddy 
and flushes him 

into the London sewer, the 
unexpected home of a 
vast, subterranean city 
populated by rats, singing 
slugs and the evil crime 
boss Toad, voiced by Sir 
Ian MtdCellen (”X-Men,” 
“The DaVlnci Ckxle").

Desperate to retium 
hmne, Roddy stcikes an 
uneasy deal with Rita, 
voiced by Kate Winslet 
(”Titanic,” “AU the King’s 
Men”), the tough, no-non- 
sense sewer rat captain 
a ramshackle boat, the 
Jammy Dodger. Although 
they take an instant and 
intense dislike to each oth­
er in time-honored roman­

tic comedy tradi­
tion, Roddy and 
Rita must put 
aside their differ­
ences when Toad 
sets his dim 
“henchrats” Spike, 
voiced by Andy 
Serkis (’“The Lord 
of the Rings,”
“King Kong”) and 
Whitey, voiced by 
Bill Nighy (’’Pi­
rates of the 
Caribbean: Dead 
Man’s Chest.” “Un­
derworld”) after 
them.

For only Rita and 
Roddy can stop 
Toad from pulling 
off his evil plan — 
if, that is, they can 
stop squabbling 
long enough to 
evade his 
henchrats or the 
slimy, webbed 
clutches of Le __ 
Frog, voiced su­
perbly by Jean 
Reno (’"The Profes­
sional.” “The 

DaVinci Code”), a ruthless 
mercenary from the 
Parisian sewer.

A team of five writers, 
including veteran partners 
Dick Clement & Ian La 
Frenais (’’The Commit­
ments”) and “Frasier” 
alums Christopher Lloyd

and Joe Keenan, peppers 
the gag-laden screenplay 
with cheeky satirical jabs 
— at all things French and 
class-conscious Britain — 
that hit their mark but 
never sting.

And pop culture refer­
ences, the bane of too 
many animated films of 
late, are kept to a refresh­
ing minimum under the 
nimble direction of first- 
timers David Bowers and 
Sam Fell. If a few of the 
jokes lack punch, the 
film’s energy never flags, 
thanks to the ingenious vi­
suals and the spirited 
turns by the entire cast.

Jackman and Winslet in­
vest their animated rodent 
alter egos with jaunty 
charm to spare, while 
McKellen and Reno play 
their villainous roles to 
the tongue-in-cheek hilt.

It’s not a completely 
original story by any 
means, but “Flushed 
Away” manages to enter­
tain with colorful charac­
ters and clever — or in 
some cases, obvious — di­
alogue, not to mention 
first-rate animation.

'The story can’t help but 
hit a few snags along the 
way, though; it’s oddly 
paced and feels stretched

in many areas, even 
though it’s barely 75 min­
utes before the credits roll. 
Those looking for a wor­
thy successor to “Wallace 
and Gromit: The Curse of 
the Were-Rabbit” may 
walk away disappointed, 
even though it offers a few 
laughs and surprises along 
the way. Though a sur­
prising portion of the hu­
mor was a bit on the 
corny side — at least for 
an Aardman project, of 
course — younger audi­
ences should enjoy the 
ride.

Additionally, a number 
of clever sight gags and 
nods to other films and 
characters — from “Star 
Wars” to “Marcel 
Marceau” — remind us 
that Flushed Away was 
created by folks that sim­
ply love movies. Even 
with a few minor quibbles 
along the way, it’s a fairly 
satisfying adventiupe that 
the whole family should 
eitJoy.

The more traditional 
Special Features section 
includes a feature-length 
Audio Commentary with 
directors Dave Bowers and 
Sam Fell, presented with 
optional English, Spanish 
and French subtitles. 
Overall, this is a fairly 
straightforward track; we 
learn a few interesting tid­
bits, but there’s frequent 
lapses into silence and 
roughly half of the com­
ments are chuckles and 
basic observations. A third 
participant — or a moder­
ator, at least — could’ve 
h e l i^  to spice things up. 
but fans should at least en­
joy a portion of what’s 
shared.

Also here are a pair of 
brief featimettes, including 
“The Music of Flushed 
Away” and “Meet the 
Cast." Both are fairly stan­
dard promotional pieces, 
but there’s some good ma­
terial scattered about — 
including some voice 
recording in the studio.
It’s odd that we don’t get 
any coverage of the com­
puter animation, visual ef­

fects and post-produc­
tion, but both fea- 
turettes are worth a 
look.

Also tacked on are a 
pair of newly-produced 
Slug Songs, including 
“I Don’t Feel Like 
Dancing” and "Pump 
It”; they’re cute 
enough, but they don’t 
really fit in with the 
rest of the material in 
any way. Closing out 
this section is a series 
of song selections and 
previews for other 
Dreamworks features, 
including “Madagas­
car,” “Over the Hedge” 
and “Wallace and 
Gromit: The Curse of 
the Were-Rabbit.”

'The “Dreamworks 
Kids” section starts off 
with a selection of 
“Flushed Away Tunes”, 
allowing direct access to 
the film’s musical num­
bers. Also here is a pair of 
how-to featurettes, includ­
ing “Build a Slug” with 
supervising animator Ja­
son Spencer Galsworthy 
and “Learn to Draw Rod­
dy.” The sculpting session 
looks fhn, but it might 
prove difficult for those 
under age 10 or so; the 
second lesson is less di­
rect, so kids may find it a 
bit easier to follow. Clos­
ing things out is an inter­
active “Maze of Pipes” 
game, as well as an addi­
tional round of goodies 
available as DVD-Rom con­
tent.

“Flushed Away” com­
bines all of the elements of 
a quality family movie — 
a heartwarming story, 
simple plot, hum aniz^ an­
imals and the idea that a 
whole other world exists 
under our very noses — 
presented in a way that is 
visually inspiring, and 
throwing in some over- 
their-heads jokes to keep 
the adultif interested.
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'Though it’s not the most 
extraordinary animated 
film I’ve seen, I found my­
self still chuckling at some 
of the jokes, hununing 
some of ihe movie’s tunes 
— which were sung in 
beautiful harmony by the 
sewer slugs — and reiter­
ating some of my favorite 
lines.

Overall, it was entertain­
ing and comical enough to 
put my mind at ease for a 
fleeting 84 minutes.
