Perhaps you shouldn’t have passed
originally, but it was at best a mar-
ginal opening bid. Now there’s only
one way to compensate for the earlier |
pass, and that's by bidding game.

4. Four spades. You might have
opened the bidding with this hand
also, but that’s a debatable proposi-
tion. Having decided to pass, you
must make up for it by bidding game

However, you wouldn't bid this
way if partner had opened with, say,
one club. In that case, you would
have responded with one diamond |
and awaited developments. What
makes the spade game attractive is
that partner’s opening spade bid
changes the value of your hand enor-
mously s0 much so that you can
treat 1t as the equivalent of an open-
ing bid or better

A case can be made for jumping to
three diamonds if you play this as
forcing, but since many players do
not play a jump-shift by a passed
hand as forcing, 1t is not recom-
mended

prison. Because Herbert
has previous felony con-
victions, however, his
possible punishment has
been enhanced to between
15 and 99 years in prison
and a fine not to exceed
$10,000.

Among others indicted
Thursday was Daniel
Lemon, 38, of Big Spring,
who faces at least 25 years
in prison if convicted as a
habitual offender for
aggravated assault with a
deadly weapon.

Wilkerson said Lemon
is accused of accosted a
former girlfriend and her
dance partner at the San
Luis bar in west Big
Spring on the night of
Nov. 25.

“He discovered his ex-
girlfriend dancing with
someone else and appar-
ently decided to exact his
revenge,” Wilkerson said.

The woman was
unharmed, but her part-
ner suffered several stab
wounds in the attack,
Wilkerson added.

Aggravated assault with
a deadly weapon is a sec-
ond degree felony, usually
punishable at a term in

state prison of between
two and 20 years.
However, Lemon will be
tried as a habitual offend-
er, hiking his possible
prison term if convicted
up to between 25 and 99
years in prison.

make the cut. A former adopted
Arkansan should’ve known better
than to insult us by trying, albeit
not well, to talk like us.

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Prosecutor dlsputes
claims of prosecuting

few cases

PECOS (AP) — A West
Texas prosecutor at the
center of a growing scan-
dal about sexual abuse
allegations at a state-run
juvenile jail has disputed
claims that his office has
failed to prosecute felony
cases.

In a written statement
to the Pecos Enterprise
newspaper, Randall W.
Reynolds, whose office
handles felony prosecu-
tions in Reeves, Ward and
Loving counties, said
about half of the cases
handled by his office from
2005 to 2006 resulted in
plea bargains.

But an Associated Press
analysis of statewide
court filings, showed that
Reynolds did not prose-
cute about 90 percent of
the 128 cases filed in
Ward County and 83 per-
cent of the 210 cases filed
in Reeves County. In
Loving County, the state’s
least populous, only one
felony case was filed.

Reynolds previously has
not returned phone calls
to the AP seeking com-
ment.

Reynolds has come
under fire for not taking
action on a two-year-old
Texas Ranger investiga-

tion into allegations of

rampant sexual abuse at
the ‘West Texas State
School in Pyote, a small
Ward County oil town.

Woman accused
of kidnapping
baby indicted
LUBBOCK (AP) — A
federal grand jury has
indicted a woman who
allegedly kidnapped a
baby from a Lubbock hos-
pital earlier this month.
Rayshaun Parson, 21,
was indicted Wednesday
on one count of kidnap-
ping in connection with

the abductlon of a days-
old baby girl, Mychael
Darthard-Dawodu, March
10.

Surveillance footage
from Covenant Lakeside
Hospital showed a woman
wearing blue and flower-
print hospital scrubs and
a gray, puffy jacket with a
hood walking out of the
hospital around 1:20 a.m.
She was carrying a purse

as she walked past an
unstaffed information
desk near the exit.

The baby was found the
next day in Clovis, N.M.,
where Parson lived.

On Thursday, Parson
remained at the Dickens
County Correctional
Center without bond. She
has not entered a plea.

Helen Liggett, Parson’s
court-appointed attorney,
has appealed a ruling to
detain Parson.

Liggett argued that
Parson be allowed to trav-

el to California to receive
treatment at a psychiatric
facility near where rela-
tives live.

Jury acquits man
whose dogs killed

elderly neighbor
CAMERON (AP) — A
Milam County jury
acquitted a man whose
six dogs fatally mauled
his elderly neighbor in
her front yard.

The jury deliberated

several hours Thursday
before finding Jose
Hernandez, 55, not guilty
of criminally negligent
homicide in the
November 2005 death of
76-year-old Lillian Stiles.
Investigators have said
Stiles was walking back
to her house after getting
off her riding lawn mower
when the six dogs
attacked her. She suffered
severe bites over her
entire body and was pro-
nounced dead at her home
near Thorndale, about 40

miles northeast of Austin.
Hernandez had faced up
to two years in a state jail
for the felony.charge.
“I feel very sad and I
give (the Stiles family)
my most sincere condo-

lences,” Hernandez said
after an interpreter told
him the verdict.

Jack Stiles, the victim’s
husband, was inside the
couple’s home when his
wife was attacked. He
shot and killed one of the
dogs. The other five were
later euthanized.

Texans introduce Schaub as QB, say they’ll trade Carr

Owner admits to mistakes

HOUSTON - David
Carr is done as the start-
ing quarterback of the
Houston Texans.

The Texans acquired
Matt Schaub in a trade
with Atlanta on Thursday
and said for the first time
publicly that Carr’s five-
year tenure as the starter
is over.

“Matt is our starting
quarterback,” general
manager Rick Smith said.
“We're trying to help
David find another place.
We're trying to trade him
today, maybe the next
couple of days.”

The Schaub Era begins
with the same cloud that
lingered over Carr’s final
season: Vince Young. The
Texans could’ve drafted
the hometown star who

him a contract extension
last offseason.

“Yes, we've  made mis:
takes,” team owner Bob
McNair said. “Not just
there, that's not the only
place. And we’'ll make
mistakes moving for-
ward. The key is you've
got to make more good
decisions than bad deci-
sions.”

Carr became the face of
this expansion team from
the time he was taken No.
1 overall in 2002. He won
his opener, but the
Texans have gone 24-56
over five years, never
posting a winning record.

Houston went 6-10 last

Aggies blow opportunity to advance; Tigers escape with win

SAN ANTONIO — Captain Clutch couldn’t
come through when Texas A&M needed him
the most.

Thanks to Acie Law’s bad night with a
blown breakaway layup in the final minute
and their own unlikely star, the Memphis
Tigers are in another NCAA regional final,
And this one will be without a partisan
crowd after a 65-64 victory over the Aggies.

“I thought I made it. I left it a little short,”
Law said of the miss with 47 seconds left
after he took a long inbound pass. “Little
plays like that just cost you.”

That was the last good shot for the Aggies,

whese season was ended by a player who had
missed two open layups and three straight
free throws until it counted most Thursday
night.

Antonio Anderson made two free throws
with 3.1 seconds left, going to the line after
being fouled at the end of a wild sequence in
which the Tigers (33-3) missed three quick
shots before he grabbed the final rebound
and was fouled.

“We were small out there, but we were
quick,” said Anderson, who finished with
only five points. “I ran to the'basket and the
ball just fell in my hands. Nobody boxed me
out, and I put it up and got fouled.”

Anderson’s only other offensive rebound in

the game set up that final sequence.

After the crucial miss by Law, who earned
his nickname with a series of last-game hero-
ics this season, Jeremy Hunt missed a 3-
pointer. But Anderson came down with the
ball and Memphis called timeout.

Memphis, which has won 25 games in a
row, plays top-seeded Ohio State in the South
Regional final Saturday. The Buckeyes beat
Tennessee 85-84 on Thursday night for their
20th straight victory, the second-longest win-
ning streak in the country.

For Texas A&M (27-7), three seasons with
coach Billy Gillispie removed from an 0-16

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Big 12 record when Law
was a freshman, it was
the end of the winningest
season in school history.

And there were immedi-
ately questions about the
future for Gillispie,
already being mentioned
as a possible replacement
at Kentucky after Tubby
Smith left the Wildcats on
Thursday to become
Minnesota’s coach.

“l don’t worry about
that,” Gillispie said
before a long pause. “I'm
honest with my players.”

When asked if he talked
to them about the situa-
tion, he responded,
“Would you? Goodness
gracious.”

By beating Texas A&M,
the Tigers have already
eliminated the team
whose fans had the most
tickets for the South
Regional. The stands in
the Alamodome were
filled mostly with
maroon-clad fans provid-
ing a football-like atmos-
phere and waiting to cele-
brate another big victory.

Instead, that small con-
tingency of fans in blue
behind the Memphis
bench — including for-
mer Tigers star Penny
Hardaway — were cheer-

ing at the end, and wait-
ing for another game.

“This is what we want-
ed, to come to Texas in
front of 30,000 and prove
ourselves,” coach John
Calipari said.

In a similar situation in
a regional final last sea-
son, when the Tigers also
had the better seed, they
lost 50-45 to UCLA in
Oakland before a crowd
full of Bruins fans.
Memphis hasn’t been to
the Final Four since 1985.

Instead of Law,
Dominique Kirk took the
last shot for the Aggies.
His desperation heave
from just inside half-court
was woefully short.

“I was disappointed in
the way that I performed.
It’s just a tough loss out
there,” said Law, who had
13 points on 6-0of-17 shoot-
ing. “But I really believe
that we came a long way.
We had a great season.”

Hunt, the Tigers’ sixth
man, had 19 points. Chris
Douglas-Roberts, wearing
a brace to support his
sprained left ankle sus-
tained last weekend,
scored 15 points on 5-of-8
shooting.

While the Douglas-
Roberts’ status had been
in question all week,
Memphis’ leading scorer
never doubted he’d be on
the court.

“Honestly, it really did-
n’'t matter how 1 was
going to feel coming into
this game, because I was
playing,” Douglas-Roberts
said. “I worked around
the clock to get it healthy
as it is. ... It’s felling real
good right now.”

Antanas Kavaliauskas
had 17 points and eight
rebounds for the Aggies,
who played in their first
regional semifinal since
1980. Joseph Jones scored
14 points.

The Aggies blew a 42-37
lead by hitting only three
of their first 13 shots after
halftime and allowing the
Tigers to take the crowd
out of the game.

It will
take Congress, hospitals,
pharmaceutical compa-
nies, insurers and doctors
working in concert to
effect any meaningful
change.

We  Dbelieve ~every
American should have
access to affordable, high-
quality health care cover-
age. The uninsured are
four times more likely to
not have a regular source
of care and four tim
more likely to delay seek-
ing care until a small
health problem becomes a
catastrophe. A system
guaranteeing care would
result in a healthier and
more productive society
and keep costs down for
all.
