It is difficult to determine if any clearly 
« drawn conclusions can Ibe readied from the re- 
* cent report of the Texas Department of Pulblic 
.'Safety. However, the statistics linidicate that 
total traffic accidents and,deaths showed in­

crease in 1951 over 1950, while a break-down of 
he 'totals show that such accidents and' deaths 

jtiave decreased iin cities, towns, and county roads. 
This leaves t'he death traps consigned ot the 

i highways and farm to market roads.
The preliminary report of the department 

. lists 2502 deaths from traffic accidents in 1951 
; against 2410 in 1950.

There were 23 less fatal traffic accidents in 
.951 in the cities, 29 less in towns under 2,500 
population, and 19 less on county roads.

BUT an increase of 151 was noted on the

highways,
roads.

and 12 increase on farm-to-market

"What is the reason for the differential? Is it 
that the public is more reckless on the open 
stretches than in the towns? Could it be that 
traffic “is better regulated *to* the towns? Or is 
there inadequate law enforcement on the high­
ways? •

Whatever your conclusions, the figures are 
startling and frightening even interesting. One 
consolation the little towns, including those of 
Parmer County, may be numbered with those of 
the state showing an overall 19% decrease in 
traffic fatalities during 1951.

And it is up to only you and ourselves what 
1952 figures will total. Let’s do something about 
the “real national disaster” of highway fatali­
ties.

However, all these topics are being commonly 
—either directly or indirectly, laid at Mr, Tru­
man’s door-step, and it also appears in the minds 
of most of these people, the speediest and most 
potent method of riddling the nation of mast 
of these curses, is the early removal of Mr. Tru­
man from the office1 of President.

Such an act will, beyond a doubt, act as a 
sedative, bu t it cannot, by any possibility or even 
probability become the real cure, and even for 
this first or primitive step, how do they plan to 
go about bringing it about?

“Impeach 
the President, “and remove him from office.’’ 
P>ut remember there is no ipdwer Other than the 
United State Congress that can do this, and it 
has been adjourned, as understood by the as­
sumption of this statement.

The people of our country seem to be aroused 
t o a pitch of excitement seldom attained by them, 
and apparently, justly so. It is time these same 
people consider this matter seriously .and re­
member that our only 'weapon with which to 
fight unjust government is our ballot. Then 
prepare to vote intelligently and vote our judge­
ment rather than our predjudice. Vote 'FOR 
somebody rather than AGAINST somebody. At­
tend our precinct connections, (then our county 
and district conventions and choose delegates 
who do our bidding at our state convention.

DO YOU KNOW ivhat the difference is between 
participating and non-participating royalty?

With reference to oil and gas 
tease's, royalty is that sum paid 
to the owner of (the land, or of 
the mineral interest, for the oil 
and gas which is taken from the 
property.

in the (bonus money paid for the 
lease, or tthe annual lease money 
paid to keep the (lease in force, 
he would however (be entitled to 
his share of any (of the payments 
for oil which 'is produced upon 
the property.

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Statistics Used This Time to Prove 
College Trained Farmers Have Higher 
Incomes -  Doubtless Higher Taxes, Too,

Ever since there has been an 
agricultural college, people have 
been asking these two questions:

1. “Why go to college to learn 
to farm?”

3. “Why tlb agricultural 
graduates not go back to the 
farm?”

For the first time an attempt 
has been made to find a reason­
ably accurate answer. That an­
swer is contained in a bulletin 
of Texas A. and M. College en­
titled “A 'Study of the Agricul­
tural Graduates of the Agricul­
tural and Mechanical College 
of Texas.” Its author is Dean 
Charles N. Shepard'son of the 
A. and M. School of Agriculture.

To ferret out the facts and 
figures, Dean Shepardson mail­
ed a questionnaire in April, 1905, 
tc the 4,702 A. and M. agricul­
tural graduates whose current 
■addresse£ were available. By 
Sept. 1 replies had been received 
from 1,927 graduates — about 
41 per cent of those to Whom the 
Questionnaire was mailed.

The replies seem to constitute 
the best answers available to 
the age-old questions. The an­
swers ere:

1. It is profitable to go to 
college to learn to farm. A. and 
M. graduates now engaged in 
full-time farming reported an 
average annual income of $8,450

as compared to the $2,800 aver­
age for all Texas farmers.

2. The majority do go back 
to the farm as owners or opera­
tors as soon as they can accumu­
late sufficient capital to mak^ 
this possible. Of the group an ­
swering the questionnaire, 44.1 
per cent are farm, owners or 
operators. The percentage is 
lower in the group of recent 
graduates and increases to 68.2 
per cent in the group who grad­
uated before 1920.

Niot taken into consideration 
in the figures, but possibly hav­
ing some significance thereto, 
is the fact that several of the 
courses offered in the School 
of Agriculture are not designed 
primarily to prepare young men 
for farming.

This is apparent from the list 
of courses offered: Agricultural
administration, agricultural edu­
cation, agricultural engineering, 
agronomy, animal husbandry, 
dairy husbandry, poultry hus­
bandry, entomology, floriculture 
and landscape architecture, hor­
ticulture, range and forestry and 
wildlife management.

However, 78.5 per cent of those 
included ’in the study are en­
gaged in some phase of agricul­
tural work or related business. 
Of this group 18.6 per cent are 
engaged in full-time farming, 
28.1 per cent in full or part-time 
farming.

Forty-seven per cent are en­
gaged in professional agricul­
ture, 12.9 in business related to 
agriculture and 21.5 in fields of 
endeavor unrelated to agricul­
ture, including those serving in 
the armed forces.

Some 56.3 per cen't of the 
graduates included in the study 
still anticipate afrm ownership 
or operation at some future 
time, while only 15.6 per cent do 
not intend ever to farm.

More graduates have become 
farmers, or still intend to, than 
planned to do so at the time of 
graduation.

Of the group which still anti­
cipates farming 80,5 per cent 
gave lack of capital as their 
reason for delay. Other reasons 
included military service and 
lack of experience.

The interval since graduation 
and the economic conditions at 
time of graduation, appeared to 
have an influence in whether a 
man si now engaged in farming 
or related business, or in pro­

fessional work. In general the 
longer the interval since gradu­
ation the larger the percentage 
now engaged in farming. The 
depression groups of 1920-24 
and 1930-34 show somewhat 
lower percentage of farmers 
than those graduating in more 
prosperous years.

Those graduates who now are 
farming appear to be farming 
better than those in other 
occupations. While the aver­
age income of all agricultural 
graduates its approximately 
$6,000 per year, the average for 
the full-time farmers is $8,450.

This compares with an average 
income of $2,800 for ail Texas 
farmers; $7,650 for those grad­
uates who are land owners, in­
cluding the part-time farmers; 
$6,750 for those in non-related 
business; $5,900 for those in 
business related . to agriculture, 
and $4,800 for those in profess­
ional agricultural work.

The graduates report their 
greatest hinderances to pro­
gress as being lack of capital, 
lack of experience and inade­
quate training and vocational 
indecision, in that order.

The greatest benefttis received 
from their college training were 
listed as technical foundation, 
ability to find information, 
practical training anddevelop- 
ment of self-confidence.

A large percentage of the 
agricultural graduates of A. and 
M. College continues in some 
phase of agricultural work, with 
more than two-thdrds of them 
ultimately becoming farm or 
ranch owners or operators.
