THE LO W LY CASTOR BEAN IS A  CROP W ORTH  INVESTIGATING

There is bound to be lots of interesting informa­
tion - and likely hard, cold profit - for those who 
attend the castor bean meeting here tonight.

YFe all recognize the law of supply and demand, 
and only this week the office of Defense Mobili­
zation comes out with a bulletin extolling the need 
of castor bean propogation, citing the bean out­
put as the spark needed in the defense effort, in­
asmuch as castor oil as a lubricant is among the 
most strategic of materials.

Quoting from the release:
Zooming defense requirements for castor oil 

have enlisted farmers in five Southwestern States 
in the first large-scale production of oil-produc­
ing castor beans ever undertaken in this country.

In Arizona, Arkansas, California, Oklahoma, and 
Texas, farmers planted 84,000 acres of castor beans 
in 1951—nine times larger than the 1,950 acreage. 
And they are aiming for another phenomenal in­
crease this year which—if reached—will result in 
200,000 acres.

In embarking on this new crop virtually un­
known to most American farmers, Southwestern 
growers responded to a program initiated in 1951 
by the U. S. Department of Agriculture at the re­
quest of the Munitions Board. Castor oil is one of 
the strategic materials which the Munitions Board 
is stockpiling for use in case of an emergency.

CASTOR OIL FOR JETS
As a lubricant for jet aircraft engines, castor 

oil is in special demand by the military. This stra­
tegic oil, pressed from beans about the size of 
small lima beans, is also used in other lubricants 
and greases, in hydraulic pressure fluid, and in 
paints, lacquers, varnishes and other protective 
coatings.

The United States has traditionally relied on 
Brazil for the bulk of its castor oil supplies, but 
current requirements under the defense build-up

make production here at home also essential. Even 
with this year’s production from 200,000 acres, 
however, the U. S. must still look to Brazil for the 
Largest part of U. S. castor oil supplies.

The Department’s 1951 castro bean program and 
a similar one announced for 1952 offers a guaran­
teed market and a minimum price to farmers who 
¡ontract to produce the beans. Operating only in 
the five Southwestern states, the program assures 
farmers the higher of 10 cents per pound, hulled 
basis, or the market price at time of delivery. Con­
tracts are made with the Department’s Commodi­
ty Credit Corporation or with private companies, 
cooperatives, or others under contract with CCC.

CCC Contracts For Purchases 
The CCC also contracts for the purchase of 

adapted castor bean seed for sale to farmers. Re­
search conducted by the Department’s Bureau of 
Plant Industry, Soils, and Agricultural Engineer­
ing over a number of years made adapted seed 
quickly available when the defense mobilization 
program got under way. ,

Other research on growing, harvesting and pro­
cessing the beans was available from scientists of 
the Department and industry alerted by the threat 
uf curtailed castor oil imports during World War II.

The newest result of this research are the trac­
tor-mounted, two-row castor bean strippers em­
ployed for the first time this fall in harvesting 
beans on dryland acreage. The Oklahoma Agricul­
tural Experiment Station cooperated with the De­
partment in developing the new strippers.

Sixty of the strippers, handling twice as much 
harvesting work as the one-row strippers used a 
year earlier, were placed at strategic locations by 
the CCC for rent or sale to farmers or custom 
operators. An even larger number of these mach­
ines are expected to be: available for the coming 
Harvest season.

sent fiscal year. However, the 
House was not completely satis­
fied with the cuts and proceeded 
to swing an additional axe, which 
resulted in additional cuts of 
$135,600,000, $130,000,000, $45,000, 
000 and 140,000,000. There were 
other amendments designed to 
result in savings, such as the limi­
tations on transportation and 
crating and barring the use of 
funds for other purposes. Proba­
bly the most important amend­
ment was the amendment offered 
by Congressman Smith of Vir­
ginia for limiting expenditures of 
the military in 1953 to $46,000, 
000,000. It is difficult at this time 
to tell whether or not this amend­
ment will result in measurable 
savings, but its effectiveness lies 
in the fact that it is definite no­
tice to the military that the Con­
gress does not intend to tolerate 
loose business practices in mili­
tary expenditures. There is much 
talk on the floor of the forma­
tion of a civilian control council 
to screen military expenditures 
after the money is placed in the 
hands of the military by the Con, 
gress. The tremendous size of the 
humanly impossible for the few 
military establishment makes it 
members on fin apphopria,tioni 
subcommittee to ferret ¡out alt 
of the transactions that result in 
a waste of taxpayer’s money. The 
ultimatum of this Congress to 
the military is umrfistakable and 
unambiguous. Unless the military 
takes heed and plugs all of the 
leak holes, the formation of a civ­
ilian council on expenditures is 
almost a certainty. I am convin­
ced that the military is trying to 
do an excellent job in most in­
stances and will certainly coop­
erate in all respects should it be 
the sense of the Congress that 
such a civilian control couoncil 
should be created. People having 
knowledge of wasteful practices 
in any governmental operation 
should report them immediately

to the members of Congress re- j 
presenting their districts. Al- > 
though some of these may not be 
as wasteful as they appear on the 
face, many of them will be well 
founded and much money can be 
saved. The taxpayers are entit­
led to value received for every 
tax dollar spent and it is the du­
ty of all of us to be constantly 
vigilant.

THE STEEL ISSUE
Watch developments in the 

steel issue. The final determina­
tion of this issue may well pin­
point the exact issue as to the ex­
tent the private ownership and 
use of preperty is subject to gov­
ernment regulation and control.

alone. Increases of from 40 to 60 
per cent in forage and gains in 
live weight of animals are not 
uncommon.

Mixtures should vary, according i 
to the purpose intended and the pre- | 
vailing soil and climatic conditions, j 
Under most conditions simple r j 
tures of 2 to 4 species are pr 
able but sometimes more ccr 
mixtures containing 5 or 
species are desirable. i

The advantages of a mix • 
best be assured by giving v 
study to its composition. 
considerations which are under 
human control, are the following:

1. If there are great variations 
in the moisture available in differ­
ent parts of the Held because of 
lay of the land or changing sea­
sons, choose a grass and a legume 
that like wet conditions and an­
other of each that thrives with less 
water. This will help maintain the 
desired grass-legume relationship 
over the whole field.

2. If high yields of roughage are 
desired to be fed with grains or 
other concentrates, the highest 
yielding species that are suffi­
ciently palatable and nutritious, 
to be consumed and utilized by the 
particular livestock for which in­
tended may be chosen. If the ra­
tions are to be exclusively forage 
for use by producing or growing 
animals, only species with the 
highest nutritive value, particu­
larly high in protein should be 
chosen.

3. If the weed problem or soil 
erosion is serious, have at least 
one rather aggressive species in 
the mixture that will help keep the 
weeds in check and hold the soil 
best on slopes. Smooth bromegrass, 
intermediate wheatgrass and the 
tall fescues are all useful.

4. On soils and in localities where

6. Where honey production is de­
sired, include Ladino and alsike 
clovers which tend to furnish a 
larger and longer honey flow.

Be- 
Let’s hope this is an indication 
cause I work here.

And the clouds gathered !!!!!! 
of more to come. At any rate, 
the moisture received has built 
a fire under the boys planning 
on grass seeding this spring. We 
have been forced to buy another 
grass seeder, which has started 
work already, and all indications 
are that all three of our seeders 
will be going constantly all 
spring. Perhaps you wonder why 
a grass seeder is so popular. The 
farmers who have? seeded grass 
through regular drills, can give 
you a better picture of this than 
I. There is one way to drill grass, 
and a SEEDER IS THE ANS­
WER. I am looking forward to 
much comment and discussion on 
that statement.

Bob Lewis can tell you about 
the seeding of grasses on sloping 
land. Bob seeded a pasture last 
Fall on land that would make 
the Chinese rice fields look like 
a pool table. Result— a nice re­
turn from grazing last Fall. Pas­
ture ready for production this 
spring already, and a piece of 
critical, sub-marginal land tied 
down and in production. Bob was 
the first in this area to use Inter­
mediate Wheatgrass in a pasture

All was 
fine except I didn’t wipe the oil 
off. Result: Stopped up seed box. 
“Better to light a small candle 
everyday, than to work in dark­
ness for five minutes.”

Wayne Evans cornered me here 
in the office and announced that 
the pasture he seeded last Fall 
wasn’t satisfactory. I was great­
ly disheartened, until Wayne 
smiled a great big smile, and sta­
ted that the trouble was that he 
didn’t plant enough of it. Wayne 
has some fantastic results to re 
port on his grass seedings and 
always has time to visit.

Woodrow Ireland let me have 
it with both barrels about his 
Hubam Clover seeding. Seems 
that Woody made an early morn­
ing inspection of his ground 
where the clover was seeded — 
no clover. Woody picked me up 
late in the afternoon and we 
found a good stand. I can’t take 
credit for having better eyes than 
Woody, because the truth of the 
matter is that the clover came 
up during the day. Keep the 
seedlings wet and they will come.

Any of you ever consider the 
possibility of planting grasses for 
seed production? A sure thing for 
a cash crop there.

Only a few of these have been 
inspected.

Reeve Chevrolet is the first ap­
proved station in Friona, with 
Parmer County Implement and 
Ford Motor Company in the pro­
cess of being approved. In Far- 
well, Hardage Hudson has been 
approved and Sikes Motor is in 
the process of being approved.

The 2700 official inspection sta­
tions licensed in Texas so far are 
inspecting some 50,000 cars per 
week and in order to inspect all 
the cars in the state by the dead­
line, the number of inspected 
per week will have to be doubled.

There can be no further exten­
sion of the deadline and opera­
tors of vehicles not inspected on 
September 7th will be subject to 
arrest. The law provides a fine 
not to exceed $200.00 for any per­
son guilty of operating a vehicle 
after the deadline date when such 
vehicles have not been inspected 
and approved.

More and more stations are be­
ing licensed in Texas daily and 
the operators of these stations 
are waiting faithfully and hon­
estly inspect your car at your 
earliest convenience. Take your 
car to the inspection station of 
your choice and get your appro­
val certificate while there is plen­
ty of time and avoid having to 
wait.

When you get your approval 
certificate on your car you will

Plowing Demonstration 
Was Well Attended

Quite a bit of local interest was 
taken last week in the plowing 
demonstration conducted on the 
Garland Herrington farm near 
Rosedale, sponsored by the O.F.- 
&O Supply Company of Friona 
and pie Diesel Power, Inc. of 
Plainview. These firms also were 
hosts at a luncheon during the 
demonstration.

Mr. Osburn OF&O manager 
started plowing at 10:00 a. m. 
with a 17 foot Graham-Hoeme 
plow pulled by q, 1928 Case mod­
el L tractor powered by a Gen­
eral Motors series 71 Diesel en­
gine. The purpose of the demon­
stration, Mr. Osborn explained, 
was to illustrate the ease of op­
eration and the steady power 
pull of the 71 engine.

Mr. Donnell told the assembled 
group of farmers that on the pre­
vious day the same equipment 
had plowed 39 acres of dry pack­
ed soil on the Jim Schaeffer farm 
in six hours, chiselling 5 1-2 in­
ches deep. He told the farmers 
that this Diesel will average 2 
1-2 to 3 1-2 gallons of Diesel fuel 
an hour.

Later Taft Turner of Rosedale, 
one of the first farmers in the 
area to convert to the GMseries 
71 power, told the group that he 
had increased plowing capacity 
by 50 percent while cutting his 
fuel bills in half. He said that be­
cause of the greater speed de­
veloped, and the additional area 
covered, he found that his opera­
tional costs were cut about half.
