During the past several weeks as
I stand along on the streets I have
heard quite a lot sald about our
achool taxes, people claiming that!
‘hey were already too high and that
'he board of trustees have raised
the taxes for a lot of our citizens
very much higher, which does not
¢t well with with any of us,

Another strange thing about the
matter was that no one seemed to
understand just why this raise was
heing made, since the distriet had
money enough to pay off all its ob-
ligations last year and, it is report
od, had $5,000.00 remaining In the
[reasury |

Well, lots of people came to me
md asked n.e the whyfore of it all,
hut since they had not raised my
valuations any, | contidered it was
none of my business g0 1 Adld not
mow and did not try to learn any-
thing about it. But there was plenty
of fuss being made about it. |

But since the whole matter has
ripened out and folk have come to
understand the matter, it appears|
that there was no intention of mak-!
mg a general raise in the valuations |
for tax purposes, but that it all came |
«hout by having an assessor in the
ffice during the past three years,
that did not seem to know anything
about valuations, or that some pro-
wrties were of more value than
others and has so gotten things in
wch a meas that it was necessary
o have them all straightened out
md start over again

Or, as it oceyrs to me, some pieces
{ property had gotten on the tax
rolls at a much lower vafuation than
they were actually worth and the
present assessor simply wanted to
hring them up to a parity with other
properties,

Now since this has been done, the
hoard of trustees, as I understand,
does not intend te increase the tax-
%, but on the contrary, quite the
reverse, the board proposes to low-
& the entire valuation of the dis-
irfet, as taken by the assessor, by
rom 15 to 30 percent, so, it is easi-
¢ to be seen, that instead of a ralse
in taxes, everybody except those who

w@d their valuations raised will
have very decided slice cut from
helr taxes.

As I have stated above, I con ider-
d it none of my business and there-
ore had as little to do or say aboutl
t ng the people who passed me on
he street corner would allow me o
wve: but why, if the board wished
o correet the existing enequalities
n valuations which re-ylted from
he ignorance of the prececding as-
essor. did it not lower all the valu
(ions that were too high to a level
