Ov;rseas Packages
Need Mailing Soon

Christmas packages for service-
men overseas should be mailed at
an early date, local Acting Post-
master Leo McClellan reminds the
public this week.

Any Christmas package bearing
an APO or navy address should be
mailed between October 15 and
November 14 to insure delivery by
Christmas, McLellan added.

These packages should be packed
securely, addressed carefully, and
mailed early. No perishables are
to be included in overseas mailing.
Anyone having doubtful packages
should check with their local post-
master to see if the items may be
mailed or how to mail them.

Conservation Loans
Available for County

Soil -and water conservation loans

are available to eligible farmers
in Deaf Smith and Parmer coun-
ties, Walter F. Johnson, county
Farmers Home Administration -sup-
ervisor, said this week.

The loans may be used to carry
out measures for soil conservation,
water development, conservation,
and use, and drainage. This will
include the construction and repair
of ter s, dikes, ditches, ponds
and tanks, the establishment and
improvement of permanent pas-
turesy, beasic application of lime and
feriilizer, tree planting, well drill-
ing, and the purchase of pumps
and other irrigation equipment.

The new loan program was made
possible by legislation recently
neazed by the R3nd Ganggass,.which
greatly expanded the water facility
loan program.

Soil and water conservation loans
may be made from funds supplied
by private lenders and insured by
the government or from funds ap-
propriated by Congress. Loans
from appropriated funds will be
made only when insured funds are
not available. Loans, either direct
or insured, will only be made when
the applicant is unable to obtain
the credit“he needs at reasonable
rates and terms from other sources.
The Farmers Home Administration
is authorized to insure loans up to
a total of $25,000,000 each fiscal
yvear. In addition, for fiscal 1955,
the Congress appropriated $11,500,-
000 for this type of assistance.

Applications for all loans, insured
or direct, will be made at the coun-
ty office of the Farmers Home Ad-
minis‘ration located at Hereford
and Farwell.

The three-member county com-
mittee of tne Farmers Home Ad-
ministration will.certify the eligi-
bility of applicants. Applications
from veterans will receive pref-
erence in processing.

Loans will be made to carry out
only the type of soil and water con-
servation practices that are in ac-
cord with the recommendations
made by the Extension Service and
the Soil Conservation Service.

Soil and water conservation loans
will not be available for annually
recurring costs that are generally
considered as farm operating ex-
pense.

To be eligible for a soil and
water conservation loan, a farmer
must have sufficient experience or
training to indicate that he has
reasonable prospects of conducting
successful farming- operations and
be unable to obtain the necessary
credit on reasonable terms and
conditions from private and co-
oprrative sources.

Non-profit associations such as
incorporated water associatiors.
mutual water and drainage com-
panies, irrigation and drainage dis-
triets, and soil conservation dais-
tricts ave eligible for a loan when
they are unable to obtain adequate
credit elsewhere and meet certain
other conditions. For example, as-
sociations to be eligible must be
primarily engaged in extending to
their members services directly re-
lated to soil conservation, water
conservation and use, or drainage
St farm Jand.

The ictis will be scheduled for
repayment within.the shortest pe-
riod consistent with the ability of
the borrower to repay. No loan
will be scheduled for repayment
over a period which exceeds the
useful life of the improvement or
the security, whichever is less. In
no case will the repayment period
on leoans to individuals exceed 20
years. Loans to associations will
be repaid on the same basis as in-
dividual loans but in exceptional
cases can be amortized over pe-
riods up to 40 years. Fach borrow-
er will be required to refinance the
unpaid balance of his loan when
he is able to obtain a ivan at reas-
onable rates and termns from cther
sources.

Individuals can borrow amounts
up to $25,000. It is expected that
the average loan to a farmer will
be less than $5,000. Water facility
loans last year averaged $4,500.
Loans to associations have a ceil-
ing of $250,000. All loans will be
secured by the best lien obtainable
on chattels or real estate to the
extent necessary to adequately pro-
tcet the government’s investment.

Iechnical as-
sistance of this sort frein the Farm-
ers Home Administracion will be
limited to a review of the engineer-
ing and economic soundness of the
improvements tg hix financedi The
Farmers Home Administration will
also take whatever steps ere neces-
sary to make sure that loans are
used for authorized purposes and
that the construction carried on
with loan funds meets required
standards.

When necessary, farmers who
use loan funds to finance major
land adjustments and extensive re-
organization of their farm business
will receive assistance from the
county supervisors of the Farmers
Home Administration in the de-
velopment and execution of sound
farm and home plans.

The seventh year of operation for
Parmer County Farm Bureau is
now under way. .‘“Shine” (Robert
Hines) McFarland, now of New
Mexico, was one of the first really
active members of the group that
we know of. He acted as secretary,
treasurer and general promoter for
several years. The first president
was Charlie Thompson, son of Lee
Thompson, of Farwell. Before his
term expired he resigned because
of health complications and was
replaced by Fred Bolton who lives
out by Oklahoma Lane. Roy Miller,
northwest of Friona, was president
in 1950. Bruce Parr, east of Fri-
ona, in the Black Community, serv-
ed three terms, being replaced by
A. J. Ellison, living east of Bovina,
last year.

Membership has grown appre-
ciably under the leadership of each
one of these men. Business that
has to be taken care of has grown
even faster than the membership,
it seems. There are times when
the presidency is a full time job,
and all of these leaders have given
freely of their time and money to
be sure their job was well done.

The board of directors of Par-

mer County Farm Bureau has al-
ways been made up of farmers who
assumed the responsibility of lead-
ership vigorously. The number of
directors has been increased to ten,
and in a great majority of direc-
tor’s etings, all have been pres-
ent, and seldom are more than two
absent.
