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Fire marshall 
urges caution 
as holidays, 
winter arrive

Most area gins running strong; 
optimistic about season’s crop

This year’s cotton harvest is 
looking up.

As many local cotton farmers 
and gins struggle to recover 
from lean production years rid­
dled with drought, most area gin 
officials seem optimistic about 
the season. For the Co-op Gin of 
Big Spring, that optimism is 
obvious after being closed for 
the past three years due to the 
area cotton shortage.

“There just wasn’t enough cot­
ton to go around,” said Julie 
Bartlett, secretary for the facili­
ty. “We decided it was better to 
go ahead and shut down until 
production came up, which it 
looks like it has.”

Bartlett said the Co-op Gin of 
Big Spring has been ginning for 
a week now, and although only a

little more than 300 bales have 
been produced, they expect good 
numbers from the season over­
all.

"We’re hoping for about 15,000 
bales by the end of it," she 
explained. "The last year we 
ginned before closing down we 
did right at 9,500 bales, so this is 
a definite improvement. Of 
course it’s still too early to tell, 
but we’re very excited to be up 
and operational again."

Other area processors seem 
optimistic about the cotton sea­
son as well, but all agree that it’s 
still too early to be sure.

"We've totaled right at 5,800 
bales so far this season,” said 
Jeff Watkins, manager of the 
Farmer’s Co-op Gin in Ackerly. 
“We’re going steady right now. 
and are on par with results from 
last year. The crop does seem a 
little better this year, however.”

The Tarzan Gin in Lenorali 
has also posted good totals only 
two weeks into its operation, 
and thanks to the addition of 
dryland cotton, is expecting to 
surpass last year's totals.

“We’re ginning right now, and 
have ^approximately 2,200 bales 
completed." said Brenda 
Robertson, secretary for the 
facility. “We’re definitely 
expecting a better year this time 
around.

“We did right at 8.000 bales 
last year, and we’re hoping to do 
about 10.000 (bales) this season. 
We’re going to do dryland cotton 
this year, so that’s a boost for 
us.”

Farmer’s Co-op Gin in Stanton 
is also expecting big numbers.

“We did about 14,000 bales last 
year and we’re projecting about

As the \veather begins to turn 

cold, many residents will be fir­
ing up their heaters for the first 
time this season, an act that can 
quickly turn tragic if the proper 
precautions aren’t taken.

Big Spring Fire Marshal Carl 
Condray said firefighters have 
responded to a high number of 
calls since the temperature has 
begun to fall, many of which can 
be avoided with a few simple 
maintenance steps.,

“Make sure that 
your heater is ade­
quately prepared 
for the season." 
said Condray. "By 
that 1 mean have it 
serviced by an air 
conditioning and 
heating profession- 
ai. You can also 
have the gas compa­
ny come out and 
check it over. Homeowners can 
also help reduce the risk of a fire 
by checking their filter. A clean 
filter will allow the unit to be 
more effective and the fan unit 
to operate better.

"It also doesn’t hurt to go out 
and take a look at your burners 
before you fire them up. Make 
sure they’re clean and free of 
debris. A lot of times, when peo­
ple don’t have their heating unit 
serviced for several years, the 
burning will cause a lot of car­
bon build-up on the pilot lights 
and on the flames. If that hap­
pens. you’re not going to get a 
good mixture, which is indicated 
by a yellow burning flame. A 
good, proper flame will be blue.”

{^ondray said many of the false 
calls the fire department 
receives this time of year can 
also be avoided with some sim­
ple maintenance.

“Be sure to check for debris,” 
said Condray. "A lot of time dust 
and lint will build up in and on 
the burners and in your duct

work, and that’s usually 
what triggers our 
responses this time of 
year. People will heat it 
up for the first time of the 
year and smell smoke, 
and most of the time 
that’s just the lint and 
dust being burnt off of the 
burners.

“When you have your 
unit serviced, it doesn’t 
hurt to go ahead and have 
your ducts cleaned out as 
well. That will help get 
rid of a lot of the dust and 
allergens.”

The increased populari­
ty of carbon monoxide 
detectors have also con­
tributed to the number of 
calls to the fire depart­
ment, a burden Condray 
said they welcome.

“We’ve had some carbon 
monoxide detector calls 
as well,” he explained. 
“That’s something we did­
n’t see very often a few 
years ago, and I’m really

20,000 this year,” said 
Jack Shepard, manager 
for the Martin County 
facility. “Things are look­
ing a lot better right now. 
Harvest seems to be going 
really well, and we’re 
handling both dryland 
and irrigated cotton.

“The rain we got earlier 
this year has really 
helped tremendously. If 
we could have received 
one more rain in August 
it would be better, but 
we’re certainly not com­
plaining.”

Shepard said processing 
began about two weeks 
ago and has been steady 
since.

Mustang Farmer’s Gin 
in Lomax is also enjoying 
a steady flow of cotton, 
according to facility offi­
cials, as they continue 
processing the irrigated 
crop.

Unfortunately not all 
area gins are enjoying a 
steady flow of cotton. The 
Big Spring Gin began pro­
cessing approximately 
two weeks ago, but as of 
Friday, was not ginning.

glad to see more of them 
out there in use. We’r e . 
seeing an increase in 
those calls, and 1 will 
gladly send a unit on a 
call like that as a preven­
tative measure.

“Carbon monoxide 
detectors allow us to 
know ahead of time that 
there’s a problem, rather 
than make a response 
when someone has 
already been overcome by 
the carbon monoxide. The 
detectors are becoming 
more and more reason­
ably priced and available. 
And although we certain­
ly don’t mind going on 
those calls, a lot of them 
can be avoided if you ser­
vice your equipment.”

While the onset of cool­
er temperatures is con­
tributing to the number of 
house fires. Condray said 
one of the most dangerous 
times of the year is right 
around the corner.

“Candles are one of the 
largest causes of house 
fires in the nation, espe­
cially at this time of the

“There’s not a lot of 
pressure right now.” 
explained facility secre­
tary Renee Beall. “Right 
now we’re basically wait­
ing on the producers, who 
are waiting for the first 
freeze or are spraying to 
defoliate the cotton.”

Beall said their outlook 
isn’t quite as optimistic 
after two weeks of pro­
cessing.

“We’re going to be off

year,” he said. 
“Historically. December 
has twice the number of 
candle Tires t h ^  any 
other month because of 
all the decorative candles.

“The main thing people 
need to remember is to 
keep a good clear space 
around the candle, put 
them in a proper holder 
and never leave a candle 
burning unattended. If 
you’re going to leave the 
room and not be there to 
enjoy it, put it out. Also, 
keep them off com­
bustible surfaces such as 
table cloths.”

Condray said many can­
dles come in their own 
“holder,” which may pre­
sent their own kinds of 
danger.

“Some of the candles 
you can buy these days 
are inside glass jars and 
such,” he said. “Some of 
them aren’t exactly the 
best quality and they can 
get really hot. especially 
as the candle burns down, 
and fracture the glass or 
jar.

Behind Wal-maif s happy face

W ho says the feds have 
no sense of humor? 
Last week, when U.S. 
Immigration and 

Customs Enforcement 
arrested some 250 
illegal immigrant 
workers at Wal-Mart 
stores — all but 10 of 
whom worked for 
independent janitori­
al contractors — and 
searched a Wal-Mart 
executive’s office, it 
named the raid 
"Operation Rollback.’
That’s a cheeky allu­
sion to Wal-Mart’s
bouncy yellow smi- __________
ley-face icon, featured
in ads joyously rolling back prices
on Wal-Mart wares.

If this was a righteous bust, 
American shoppers may learn that 
Wal-Mart was able to “roll back” 
Its prices in part by repeatedly 
putting corners and hiring con­
tractors that skirt the law. Let 
them put a bouncy yellow smiley 
face on that.

From Mexico City, House 
Minority Leader Nancy Pelosi, D- 
Calif., criticized the raids for ter­
rorizing illegal workers. As the 
Associated Press reported, Pelosi 
called on [business leaders to pres­
sure Wasniington to ease immigra­
tion law because, as employers, 
they depend “on some people who 
may not be completely where they 
need to be legally.”

There was a time when 
Democrats would push for the gov­
ernment to put less of an emphasis 
on deporting illegal immigrants

so, they argued, more emphasis 
would go toward prosecuting cor­
porations that employ illegal 
immigrants. Now that the feds are 
doing just that, you see the pro­
illegal immigration corner’s real 
agenda: no enforcement.

“The magnet that draws illegal 
immigrants to the United States is 
jobs,” noted Mark Krikprian of the 
Center for Immigration Studies in 
Washington, D.C. “Until we can 
turn off the magnet of jobs, all of 
the border enforcement in the 
world isn’t going to work.”

Apparently, Pelosi wants the 
magnet left on, despite abuses. The 
New York Times reports that some 
workers cleaned stores seven days 
a week; they received no benefits 
and no overtime.

As Immigration and Customs 
Enforcement spokesman Garrison 
Courtney noted, hiring illegal 
workers is exploitation: “They’re 
hiring people to do work cheaper 
than everybody else. That’s not a 
fair practicebr ethical.”

So while Pelosi worries about 
workers who are, um, legally chal­
lenged, she ought to think about 
law-abiding entrepreneurs who 
have to compete with big outfits 
that abuse the law and exploit low- 
skilled workers. Ditto for 
California taxpayers, who can 
choose where they shop but not 
whether they subsidize the consid­
erable cost of educating and pro­
viding health care to the families 
of illegal workers.

Do I think illegal immigrants are 
bad people? Of course not. Most 
are good people and hard workers 
who want the same opportunity

that fate cheaply granted to those 
of us lucky enough to be born in 
America.

But they’ve fostered an 
unhealthy disrespect for the rule 
of law. Consider Victor Zavala Jr., 
one of the Wal-Mart detainees. He 
told The New York Times his fam­
ily is “not happy” at the prospect 
of being deported after he paid a . 
“coyote” $2,000 to smuggle them 
into the United States.

In essence, Zavala bet $2,000 that 
the federal government wouldn’t 
enforce federal law. His bad luck: 
He lost.

A Wal-Mart spokesman said of 
the raids: “We were very sur­
prised. We had no idea they were 
coming.” Wal-Mart is investigat­
ing.

While the spokesman said he 
was personally “unaware” of this. 
The New York Times reported that 
immigration officials raided Wal- 
Mart in 1998 and 2001.

This latest foray suggests that 
somebody — a Wal-Mart executive 
or contractor -  looked at the fines 
of up to $10,000 per illegal worker, 
considered the possibility of being 
prosecuted for conspiracy to break 
the law, and figured it was a safe 
bet to break the law anyway.

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Democrats suffer lack of fun

Few have taken a look at
this year’s Democratic pres­
idential candidates and 
decided they suffer from an 

excess of fun.
Yet stomping out fun is what the 

nine Democratic contenders, aided 
and abetted by the Democratic 
National Committee, have decided 
to do in pledging not to participate 
in a straw poll in 
Florida.

Straw polls, in 
which people cast 
meaningless votes for 
president just for the 
heck of it, have been 
banned by the party 
as “potentially divi­
sive.” No wonder 
Democratic stalwart 
Andrew Cuomo says 
in his new book that 
Democratic candi­
dates have become __________
“bloodless, soulless 
and clueless.”

Straw polls are almost always 
bloody, raucous, goofy and clued- 
in to what people might actually 
want in a president. Which is rea­
son enough for some candidates to 
fear them.

The term “straw poll” comes 
from John Seldon (1584-1654). who 
wrote, “Take a straw and throw it 
up into the Air — you may see by 
that which way the Wind is.”

In refusing to participate in any­
thing as vulgar as a straw poll, the 
Democrats seem to be saying, “We 
can be just as dull as Republicans 
if you give us half a chance.” But 
here they have miscalculated.

Republicans love straw polls.
The Grand Old Party works very 
hard to make them a cross 
between the Roman senate and a 
Roman circus. Straw polls almost 
always make news. The media 
spend weeks telling everyone how 
meaningless straw polls are — and 
then show up in droves to report 
on them.

In 1987, the Iowa straw poll — 
dubbed the “Presidential 
Cavalcade of Stars” — was held in 
a huge basketball arena in Ames. 
Jack Kemp tossed little rubber 
footballs to the crowd. Pat

Robertson supporters, wearing 
revolving lights on their heads, 
sailed hundreds of Styrofoam air­
planes through the air. As 
airhorns blasted continuously, 
each candidate was given 15 min­
utes to speak. (’’Did you say 15 
minutes?” Kemp wailed before his 
speech. "It takes me an hour and a 
half to watch ‘60 Minutes’!”)

As part of the 1996 campaign, 
Florida Republicans hosted a 
straw poll in Orlando that Bob 
Dole decided he would win the old- 
fashioned way: by buying people 
stuff. Delegates to the convention 
got free Godiva chocolates, bath 
oils, fruit baskets, hotel rooms, 
booze, food and dance lessons, all 
courtesy of the Dole campaign.
Dole spent an incredible $2 million 
campaigning for an event that 
would elect not a single delegate to 
the Republican National 
Convention.

He spent $20,000 to rent a park­
ing lot that he called “Camp Bob,” 
where there were live bands, 
games for the kids, free food and a 
man on stilts juggling Indian 
clubs. Dole got 33 percent of the 
vote, and Phil Gramm got 26 per­
cent — and it was looked upon as 
a victory for Gramm.

Which is why some hate straw 
polls. Candidates spend all this 
dough, and the media get to inter­
pret the winner, anyway.

“Straw polls buy into a focus on 
a horse-race culture and detract 
from a debate on real issues,” says 
Josh Wachs, chief operating offi­
cer of the DNC. “Straw polls are 
artificial, expensive and unneces­
sary.”

Sure, straw poll fans say, but 
that could describe a lot of things 
in presidential campaigning, 
including most of the candidates. 
Besides, straw polls are exciting! 
Where else do you see people with 
lights on their heads these days? 
Or jugglers on stilts? And let’s not 
forget the free Godiva chocolates.

“The state of Florida is the piv­
otal state in the general election, 
and we want our folks activated 
and energized now!” says Florida 
Democratic Chairman Scott 
Maddox, who is pushing hard for 
a straw poll at the state conven­

tion on Dec. 5-7.
He says that while all nine can­

didates have signed a no-straw-poll 
pledge, they will show up and par­
ticipate anyway. “They ignore 
Florida at their peril.” he says. 
“The people at this convention are 
going to be the boots on the 
ground in 2004 the boots that 
get out votes.”

As the battle rages, the DNC 
says labor unions and influential 
Florida politicians will soon come 
out against a straw poll. The DNC 
will also offer a compromise: All 
nine candidates will go down to 
the Florida convention to speak 
just as long as there is no straw 
poll.

Maddox says the state central 
committee will meet on Nov. 16 to 
vote on whether to hold a straw 
poll or not.

The betting is that candidates 
like Wesley Clark, who pulled out 
of Iowa recently, might want a 
public test of his popularity in 
Florida and Howard Dean, who 
has raised enough money to buy 
Godiva chocolates for everyone in 
the continental United States, 
wouldn’t mind “wasting” a few 
dollars there.

■’Do you think the candidates 
will all skip a straw poll?” Maddox 
asked incredulously. “Every dollar 
or minute of time spent in Florida 
will pay back dividends in the 
general election.”

So would a Florida straw poll be 
a terrible waste of resources or 
money well spent? Former 
Tennessee Gov. Lamar Alexander, 
who ran for president in 2000, but 
dropped out after a poor showing 
in the Iowa straw poll, had these 
words of wisdom when he with­
drew: “It’s always said that half 
the money in any campaign is 
wasted. You just don’t know which 
half until it’s over.”

Sales of cloned 
cattle multiply

FORT WORTH (AP) — 
Cattle are quietly being 
cloned and sold for high 
prices as the livestock 
industry anticipates gov­
ernment approval for let­
ting their offspring into 
the food chain, industry 
officials said.

Meat or milk derived 
from healthy cloned farm 
animals appears safe to 
eat, the Food and Drug 
Administration said 
Friday in its first attempt 
at assessing questions 
about the emerging tech­
nology.

The FDA is still trying 
to decide if cloned farm 
animals will require gov­
ernment approval before 
being sold as food. That 
decision is expected to 
take another year.

The cattle industry has 
voluntarily agreed to 
keep products from 
cloned animals out of the 
food supply. But in the 
meantihie, there already 
are as many as 300 cloned 
bulls in existence, said 
Lisa Dryer of
Biotechnology Industry 
Organization, a
Washington ‘ lobbying 
group.

And an Austin-based 
biotech firm, ViaGen, 
said P'riday that a cow 
cloned from a prodigious 
producing animal was 
auctioned for $170,000 in 
Iberia. Mo.

Senator, White House 
disagree in Iraq probe

WASHINGTON (AP) -  
The chairman of the 
Senate Intelligence 
Committee expects the 
White House to give the 
panel access to all materi­
als it sought for its 
inquiry into prewar infor­
mation on Iraq. A 
spokesnmn for President 
Bush indicates he should­
n't be so sure.

Both Sen. Pat Roberts, 
R-Kan.. and White House 
spokesman Trent Duffy 
spoke Sunday of "a spirit 
of cooperation" regarding 
the documents. That’s 
where agreement seemed 
to end.

Roberts said White 
House aides told commit­
tee staff members late 
Friday of acquiescence, 
on behalf of the National 
Security Council, to the 
committee’s demands. 
The Pentagon also said it 
would cooperate, Roberts 
said on CNN's "Late 
Edition."

While agreeing on a 
new spirit in relations 
with the committee, 
Duffy, with Bush in 
Crawford, Texas, said he 
could offer no concrete 
promises and refused to 
confirm Roberts' asser­
tion of agreement on a 
turnover.

Case of ex-Dynegy 
exec going to trial

HOUSTON (AP) - The 
wave of corporate scan­
dals in Houston started 
with Enron. The criminal 
trials that follow wull 
start with a former execu­
tive of one-time Enron 
wannabe Dynegy Inc.

Jury selection is sl3 ted 
to begin Monday in the 
fraud and conspiracy case 
against Jamie Olis, 37. a 
former senior director of 
tax planning, in connec­
tion with an alleged 
scheme to cut taxes and 
improperly boost
Dynegy's cash flow by 
$300 million.

"While this is not 
Enron, it certainly has 
shades of Enron," said 
NeiLGetnick, a New York 
business fraud attorney 
and former prosecutor.

Olis was charged more 
than four months ago in 
federal court in Houston 
with two other former 
Dynegy executives, Helen 
C. Sharkey and Gene S.

Foster, with securities 
fraud, mail fraud, wire 
fraud and conspiracy, in 
relation to the deal, 
dubbed "Project Alpha."

WASHINGTON (AP) -  
Home health agencies in 
Massachusetts, Texas and 
Wisconsin generally per­
formed worse than the 
national average in a gov­
ernment database that 
allows consumers to 
gauge the quality of home 
health care.

The information comes 
from Medicare-certified 
facilities that provide 
short-term help with 
essential daily activities 
to older and disabled 
Americans.

line, 1-800-Medicare.

No evidence border 
shutdown effective

SASABE, Mexico (AP) 
— A crackdown along the 
U.S.-Mexico border
designed to prevent ter- 
Vorists from entering the 
United States hasn’t 
stopped even one known 
militant from slipping 
into America since Sept. 
11, an Associated Press 
investigation has found.

Instead, the tightening 
net of Border Patrol and 
Immigration agents has 
slowed trade, snarled traf­
fic and cost American 
taxpayers millions, per­
haps billions, of dollars, 
while hundreds of 
migrants have died trying 
to evade the growing 
army of border authori­
ties.

"If there are concerns 
about the border in 
national security terms, 
they are misplaced," said 
Claudia Smith, a migra­
tion activist who directs 
the California Rural 
Legal Assistance
Foundation.

Sept. 11, 2001. was a 
defining moment in the 
politics of illegal immi­
gration.

Parents should talk 
with their children about 
the proper way to behave 
online and with other 
people and stress that 
threatening other people 
is not only wrong but 
can get the child into 
trouble at home, at 
school, or with the law.

Legal Risks: Knowing 
what you can and can’t 
do.

A lot of material posted 
on the Internet is copy­
righted, which means 
that it might be illegal to 
reprint or post the mater­
ial without permission. 
Kids need to understand 
that they do not have the 
right to re-post or distrib­
ute copyrighted graphics, 
music, videos, and text 
from Web sites without 
permission. This 
includes giving copies of 
the material to friends. 
There are some condi­
tions where it is OK to 
use copyrighted material 
as part of a student paper 
or other project, but stu­
dents should always 
check with their teacher 
first and cite the source 
of the information. 
Plagiarism - claiming 
that you wrote or drew/ 
something created by 
another person - is ille­
gal, and committing pla­
giarism at school can be 
grounds for serious pun­
ishment.

Just as in any city, 
there are areas in cyber­
space that are not neces­
sarily appropriate for 
children or teens. Just 
what those places are 
depends on the child, the 
family, and the commu­
nity, but these typically 
include sites which are 
seiruaf tn nafure, wiiich 
contain violent or hateful 
material, or which advo­
cate the use of weapons 
or harmful substances 
such as alcohol, tobacco, 
or illegal drugs.

Making Threats: 
Words can hurt.

It is wrong and illegal 
to threaten, intimidate, 
or harass other people 
regardless of whether 
those threats are deliv­
ered in person, on the 
phone, via the mail, or 
over the Internet. It can 
be especially harmful to 
deliver such threats in a 
public area such as a 
Web site, chat room, or

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bulletin board. If you or 
your child receive seri­
ous and frightening 
threats online, contact 
law enforcement.

So what is a parent to 
do? The most obvious 
thing a parent can do to 
avoid these types of situ­
ations is to talk to their 
children. Find out where 
they go on the Internet, 
who they talk to and 
what they’ve seen that 
bothers them. Ask them 
if they’ve ever been 
exposed to hate-related 
sites or adult oriented 
web pages, and discuss it 
with them.

Just as adults need to 
help kids stay safe, they 
also need to learn not to 
overreact when they find 
out a child or teenager 
has been exposed to inap­
propriate material or 
strayed from a rule. 
Whatever you do, don’t 
blame or punish your 
child if he tells you about 
an uncomfortable online 
encounter. Your best 
strategy is to work with 
him, so you both can 
learn from what hap­
pened and figure out how 
to keep it from happen­
ing again.

Here are some simple 
guidelines to consider:''

Set rules about 
where kids can go online 
and what to do if they 
stumble upon inappropri­
ate sites.

- Keep any connected 
computer in a public 
area of the house (not a 
child's bedroom), and 
make sure that other 
family members walk in 
th(’ room periodically.

(,'onsider not allow­
ing children and teens to 
use the Internet if par­
ents aren’t home. You 
may wish to consider 
using time-limiting soft­
ware to make sure that 
kids can go online only 
when you're around.

-- Consider checking 
the browser history to 
see where kids have been 
and having a “talk" if 
they are visiting inappro­
priate sites.

Consider installing 
monitoring software that 
tracks where kids have 
been.

— Consider installing 
filtering software that 
blocks kids from visiting 
sites that you feel are in 
appropriate.

One such filtering pro­
gram is Net Nanny, pro­
duced by BioNet 
Systems, LLC. The mak­
ers of Net Nanny 
described their product

as: “Net Nanny, the 
world’s leading parental 
control software, pro­
vides the broadest set of 
Internet safety tools 
available. Parents can fil­
ter Web sites, control 
online chat, limit time 
spent online, protect 
their privacy and much 
more.”

The program also gets a 
nod of approval from the 
federal government. 1 
“[Net Nanny is] real soft­
ware for real families. No 
parent should be without 
this incredible tool,” 
writes David Evangelista, 
executive director of the 
United States Internet 
Crime Task Force (quote 
provided by the Net 
Nanny website).

The program, which 
usually retails around 
$40, boasts the following 
features (information 
provided by the Net 
Nanny website):

— Limits the total num­
ber of hours or the time 
of day that your children 
may be online.

Prevents the display 
of most sexually explicit 
material.

— Prevents the display 
of most graphically vio­
lent material.

— Prevents the display 
of most material advocat­
ing hate groups and their 
messages.

Prevents the display 
of most material advocat­
ing illegal activity, such 
as drug use, bomb mak­
ing. or underage drink­
ing and gambling.

— Prevents the display 
of other categories of 
material.

Prevents selected 
personal information 
from being transmitted 
from your computer.

— Monitors the use of 
your computer or the 
access your children 
have to the Internet.

Net Nanny is by no 
means the only filtering 
software on the market, 
but it is a good represen­
tation of what parents 
should look for when 
shopping for this type of 
program.

In the end, keeping our 
children safe from online 
predators and keeping 
others safe from our chil­
dren is the responsibility 
of everyone. Talk to your 
kids about it. You may 
find them more receptive 
than you expect.

Behind Wal-mart’s happy face

■/■ » /  Last week, when U.S. 
W  w  Immigration and 

Customs Enforcement 
arrested some 250 
illegal immigrant 
workers at Wal-Mart 
stores — all but 10 of 
whom worked for 
independent janitori­
al contractors — and 
searched a Wal-Mart 
executive’s office, it 
named the raid 
“Operation Rollback.”
That’s a chpeky allu­
sion to WahMart’s
bouncy yellow smi- __________
ley-face icon, featured'
in ads joyously rolling back prices
on Wal-Mart wares.

If this was a righteous bust, 
American shoppers may learn that 
Wal-Mart was able to “roll back” 
its prices in part by repeatedly 
cutting corners and hiring con­
tractors that skirt the law. Let 
them put a bouncy yellow smiley 
face on that.

From Mexico City, House 
Minority Leader Nancy Pelosi, D- 
Calif., criticized the raids for ter­
rorizing illegal workers. As the 
Associated Press reported, Pelosi 
called on business leaders to pres­
sure Washington to ease immigra­
tion law because, as employers, 
they depend “on some people who 
may not be completely where they 
need to be legally.”

There was a time when 
Democrats would push for the gov­
ernment to put less of an emphasis 
on deporting illegal immigrants

so, they argued, more emphasis 
would go toward prosecuting cor-' 
porations that employ illegal 
immigrants. Now that the feds are 
doing just that, you see the pro­
illegal immigration corner’s real 
agenda: no enforcement.

“The magnet that draws illegal 
immigrants to the United States is 
jobs,” noted Mark Krikorian of the 
Center for Immigration Studies in 
Washington, D.C. “Until we can 
turn off the magnet of jobs, all of 
the border enforcement in the 
world isn’t going to work.”

Apparently, Pelosi wants the 
magnet left on, despite abuses. The 
New York Times reports that some 
workers cleaned stores seven days 
a week; they received no benefits 
and no overtime.

As Immigration and Customs 
Enforcement spokesman Garrison 
Courtney noted, hiring illegal 
workers is exploitation: “They're 
hiring people to do work cheaper 
than everybody else. That’s not a 
fair practice or ethical.”

So while Pelosi worries about 
workers who are, um, legally chal­
lenged, she ought to think about 
law-abiding entrepreneurs who 
have to compete with big outfits 
that abuse the law and exploit low- 
skilled workers. Ditto for 
California taxpayers, who can 
choose where they shop but not 
whether they subsidize the consid­
erable cost of educating and pro­
viding health care to the families 
of illegal workers.

Do I think illegal immigrants are 
bad people? Of course not. Most 
are good people and hard workers 
who want the same opportunity

that fate cheaply granted to those 
of us lucky enough to be born in 
America.

But they’ve fostered an 
unhealthy disrespect for the rule 
of law. Consider Victor Zavala Jr., 
one of the Wal-Mart detainees. He 
told The New York Times his fam­
ily is “not happy” at the prospect 
of being deported after he paid a 
“coyote” $2,000 to smuggle them 
into the United States.

In essence, Zavala bet $2,000 that 
the federal government wouldn’t 
enforce federal law. His bad luck: 
He lost.

A Wal-Mart spokesman sai  ̂ of 
the raids: “We were very sur­
prised. We had no idea they were 
coming.” Wal-Mart is investigat­
ing.

While the spokesman said he 
was personally “unaware” of this. 
The New York Times reported that 
immigration officials raided Wal- 
Mart in 1998 and 2001.

This latest foray suggests that 
somebody a Wal-Mart executive 
or contractor -  looked at the fines 
of up to $10,000 per illegal worker, 
considered the possibility of being 
prosecuted for conspiracy to break 
the law, and figured it was a safe 
bet to break the law anyway.

and clueless.”

Straw polls are almost always 
bloody, raucous, goofy and clued- 
in to what people might actually 
want in a president. Which is rea­
son enough for some candidates to 
fear them.

The term “straw poll

comes
from John Seldon (1584-1654), who 
wrote, “Take a straw and throw it 
up into the Air — you may see by 
that which way the Wind is.”

In refusing to participate in any­
thing as vulgar as a straw poll, the 
Democrats seem to be saying, “We 
can be just as dull as Republicans 
if you give us half a chance.” But 
here they have miscalculated.

Republicans love straw polls.
The Grand Old Party works very 
hard to make them a cross 
between the Roman senate and a 
Roman circus. Straw polls almost 
always make news. The media 
spend weeks telling everyone how 
meaningless straw polls are — and 
then show up in droves to report 
on them.

In 1987, the Iowa straw poll — 
dubbed the “Presidential 
Cavalcade of Stars” — was held in 
a huge basketball arena in Ames. 
Jack Kemp tossed little rubber 
footballs to the crowd. Pat

Robertson supporters, wearing 
revolving lights on their heads, 
sailed hundreds of Styrofoam air­
planes through the air. As 
airhorns blasted continuously, 
each candidate was given 15 min­
utes to speak. (’’Did you say 15 
minutes?” Kemp wailed before his 
speech. “It takes me an hour and a 
half to watch ‘60 Minutes’!”)

As part of the 1996 campaign. 
Florida Republicans hosted a 
straw poll in Orlando that Bob 
Dole decided he would win the old- 
fashioned way; by buying people 
stuff. Delegates to the convention 
got free Godiva chocolates, bath 
oils, fruit baskets, hotel rooms, 
booze, food and dance lessons, all 
courtesy of the Dole campaign. 
Dole spent an incredible $2 million 
campaigning for an event that 
would elect not a single delegate to 
the Republican National 
Convention.

He spent $20,000 to rent a park­
ing lot that he called “Camp Bob,” 
where there were live bands, 
games for the kids, free food and a 
man on stilts juggling Indian 
clubs. Dole got 33 percent of the 
vote, and Phil Gramm got 26 per­
cent — and it was looked upon as 
a victory for Gramm.

Which is why some hate straw 
polls. Candidates spend all this 
dough, and the media get to inter­
pret the winner, anyway.

“Straw polls buy into a focus on 
a horse-race culture and detract 
from a debate on real issues,” says 
Josh Wachs, chief operating offi­
cer of the DNC. “Straw polls are 
artificial, expensive and unneces­
sary.”

Sure, straw poll fans say, but 
that could describe a lot of things 
in presidential campaigning, 
including most of the candidates. 
Besides, straw polls are exciting! 
Where else do you see people with 
lights on their heads these days? 
Or jugglers on stilts? And let’s not 
forget the free Godiva chocolates.

“The state of Florida is the piv­
otal state in the general election, 
and we want our folks activated 
and energized now!” says Florida 
Democratic Chairman Scott 
Maddox, who is pushing hard for 
a straw poll at the state conven­

tion on Dec. 5-7.
He says that while all nine can­

didates have signed a no-straw-poll 
pledge, they will show up and par­
ticipate anyway. “They ignore 
Florida at their peril,” he says. 
“The people at this convention are 
going to be the boots on the 
ground in 2004 the boots that 
get out votes.”

.As the battle rages, the DNC 
says labor unions and influential 
Florida politicians will soon come 
out against a straw poll. The DNC 
will also offer a compromise: All 
nine candidates will go down to 
the Florida convention to speak — 
just as long as there is no straw 
poll.

Maddox says the state central 
committee will meet on Nov. 16 to 
vote on whether to hold a straw 
poll or not.

The betting is that candidates 
like Wesley Clark, who pulled out 
of Iowa recently, might want a 
public test of his popularity in 
Florida and Howard Dean, who 
has raised enough money to buy 
Godiva chocolates for everyone in 
the continental United States, 
wouldn’t mind “wasting” a few 
dollars there.

“Do you think the candidates 
will all skip a straw poll?” Maddox 
asked incredulously. “Every dollar 
or minute of time spent in Florida 
will pay back dividends in the 
general election.”

So would a Florida straw poll be 
a terrible waste of resources or 
money well spent? Former 
Tennessee Gov. Lamar Alexander, 
who ran for president in 2000, but 
dropped out after a poor showing 
in the Iowa straw poll, had these 
words of wisdom when he with­
drew: “It’s always said that half 
the money in any campaign is 
wasted. You just don’t know which 
half until it’s over.”

Sales of cloned 
cattle multiply

FORT WORTH (AP) -  
Cattle are quietly being 
cloned and sold for high 
prices as the livestock 
industry anticipates gov­
ernment approval for let­
ting their offspring into 
the food chain, industry 
officials said.

Meat or milk derived 
from healthy cloned farm 
animals appears safe to 
eat, the Food and Drug 
Administration said 
Friday in its first attempt 
at a^essing  questions 
about the emerging tech­
nology.

th e  FDA is still trying 
to decide if cloned farm 
animals will require gov­
ernment approval before 
being sold as food. That 
decision is expected to 
take another year.

The cattle industry has 
voluntarily agreed to 
keep products from 
cloned animals out of the 
food supply. But in the 
meantime, there already 
are as many as 300 cloned 
bulls in existence, said 
Lisa Dryer of
Biotechnology Industry 
Organization, a
Washington lobbying 
group.

And an Austin-based 
biotech firm, ViaGen, 
said Friday that a cow 
cloned from a prodigious 
producing animal was 
auctioned for $170,000 in 
Iberia, Mo.

Senator, White House 
disagree in Iraq probe

WASHINGTON (AP)
The chairman of the 
Senate Intelligence 
Committee expects the 
White House to give the 
panel access to all materi­
als it sought for its 
inquiry into prewar infor­
mation on Iraq. A 
spokesmtm for President 
Bush indicates he should­
n't be so sure.

Both Sen. Pat Roberts. 
R-Kan., and White House 
spokesman Trent Duffy 
spoke Sunday of "a spirit 
of cooperation" regarding 
the documents. That’s 
where agreement seemed 
to end.

Roberts said White 
House aides told commit­
tee staff members late 
Friday of acquiescence, 
on behalf of the National 
Security Council, to the 
committee's demands. 
The Pentagon also said it 
would cooperate, Roberts 
said on CNN's "Late 
Edition."

While agreeing on a 
new spirit in relations 
with the committee, 
Duffy, with Bush in 
Crawford, Texas, said he 
could offer no concrete 
promises and refused to 
confirm Roberts' asser­
tion of agreement on a 
turnover.

Case of ex-Dynegy 
exec going to trial

HOUSTON (AP) - The 
wave of corporate scan­
dals in Houston started 
with Enron. The criminal 
trials that follow will 
start with a former execu­
tive of one-time Enron 
wannabe Dynegy Inc.

Jury selection is slated 
to begin Monday in the 
fraud and conspiracy case 
against Jamie Olis, 37. a 
former senior director of 
tax planning, in connec­
tion with an alleged 
scheme to cut taxes and 
improperly boost
Dynegy's cash flow by 
$300 million.

"While this is not 
Enron, it certainly has 
shades of Enron." said 
Neil Getnick, a New York 
business fraud attorney 
and former prosecutor.

Olis was charged more 
than four months ago in 
federal court in Houston 
with two other former 
Dynegy executives, Helen 
C. Sharkey and Gene S.

Foster, with securities 
fraud, mail fraud, wire 
fraud and conspiracy in 
relation to the deal, 
dubbed "Project Alpha."

Public window opens 
on home health care

WASHINGTON (AP) -  
Home health agencies in 
Massachusetts, Texas and 
Wisconsin generally per­
formed worse than the 
national average in a gov­
ernment database that 
allows consumers to 
gauge the quality of home 
health care.

The information comes 
from Medicare-certified 
facilities that provide 
short-term help with 
essential ,'daTlŷ  activities 
to older and disabled 
Americans. It was to be 
available beginning today 
on the government's 
Medicare Web site — 
htip;//www.medicare.gov 
— or through the 
Medicare telephone help 
line, 1-800-Medicare.

Patients of some 970 
home health agencies in 
Texas, the most of any 
state, showed relatively 
less improvement in nine 
of 11 categories, including 
dressing, bathing and 
going to the bathroom, 
when compared with the 
national average.

No evidence border 
shutdown effective

SASABE, Mexico (AP)
- A crackdown along the 

U.S.-Mexico border 
designed to prevent ter­
rorists from entering the 
United States hasn't 
stopped even one known 
militant from slipping 
into America since Sept. 
11, an Associated Press 
investigation has found.

Instead, the tightening 
net of Border Patrol and 
Immigration agents has 
slowed trade, snarled traf­
fic and cost American 
taxpayers millions, per­
haps billions, of dollars, 
while hundreds of 
migrants have died trying 
to evade the growing 
army of border authori­
ties.

"If there are concerns 
about the border in 
national security terms, 
they are misplaced," said 
Claudia Smith, a migra­
tion activist who directs 
the California Rural 
Legal Assistance
Foundation.

Sept. 11, 2001, was a 
defining moment in the 
politics of illegal immi­
gration.

Unfortunately 
we all know the internet 
can be used for less than 
honorable means.

Kids aren’t just poten­
tial victims when they’re 
online. They can also be 
responsible for doing 
things that can hurt 
other people. This can 
rang4 from being rude 
and obnoxious to com­
mitting crimes online.

There are several 
reported cases of kids 
getting into trouble for 
posting threatening or 
harassing material on 
Web pages, in chat rooms 
and in newsgroups. 
Children should remem­
ber that anything they 
say about”anyone can be 
viewed by people all over 
the world and can have a 
damaging effect on the 
person being talked 
about. Kids should never 
post anything about 
another person that could 
in any way harm that 
person. That includes 
publishing names, 
addresses, or phone num­
bers of anyone they 
know.

Kids should refrain 
from saying bad things 
about other people in 
public forums, even if 
they feel they are true, 
and even if they are 
angry with that person. 
Even what appear to be

“positive” comments 
about someone’s appear­
ance can be degrading 
and have a negative  ̂
affect on that person.

Parents should talk 
with their children about 
the proper way to behave 
online and with other 
people and stress that 
threatening other people 
is not only wrong but 
can get the child into 
trouble at home, at 
school, pr with the law.

Legal Risks: Knowing 
what you can and can’t 
do.

A lot of material posted 
on the Internet! is copy­
righted, which means 
that it might be illegal to 
reprint or post the mater­
ial without permissiort. 
*Kids need to understand 
that they do not have the 
right to re-post or distrib­
ute copyrighted graphics, 
music, videos, and text 
from Web sites without 
permission. This 
includes giving copies of 
the material to friends. 
There are some condi­
tions where it is OK to 
use copyrighted material 
as part of a student paper 
or other project, but stu­
dents should always 
check with their teacher 
first and cite the source 
of the information. 
Plagiarism - claiming 
that you wrote or drew 
something created by 
another person - is ille­
gal, and committing pla­
giarism at school can be 
grounds for serious pun­
ishment.

Just as in any city, 
there are areas in cyber­
space that are not neces­
sarily appropriate for 
children or teens. Just 
what those places are 
depends on the child, the 
family, and the commu­
nity, but these typically 
include sites which are 
sexuaf'hi rwfure, which 
contain violent or hateful 
material, or which advo­
cate the use of weapons 
or harmful substances 
such as alcohol, tobacco, 
or illegal drugs.

Making Threats: 
Words can hurt.

It is wrong and illegal 
to threaten, intimidate, 
or harass other people 
regardless of whether 
those threats are deliv­
ered in person, on the 
phone, via the mail, or 
over the Internet. It can 
be especially harmful to 
deliver such threats in a 
public area such as a 
Web site, chat room, or

bulletin board. If you or 
your child feceive seri-^ 
ous and frightening 
threats online, contact 
law enforcement.

So what is a parent to 
do? The most obvious 
thing a parent can do to 
avoid these types of situ­
ations is to talk to their 
children. Find out where 
they go on the Internet, 
who they talk to and 
what they’ve seen that 
bothers them. Ask them 
if they’ve ever been 
exposed to hate-related 
sites or adult oriented 
web pages, and discuss it 
with them.

Just as adults need to 
help kids stay safe, they 
also need to learn not to 
overreact when they find 
out a child or teenager 
has been exposed to inap­
propriate material or 
strayed from a rule. 
Whatever you do, don’t 
blame or pimish your 
child if he tells you about 
an uncomfortable online 
encounter. Your best 
strategy is to work with 
him, so you both can 
learn from what hap­
pened and figure out how 
to keep it from happen­
ing again.

Here are some simple 
guidelines to consider:

Set rules about 
whore kids can go online 
and what to do if they 
stumble Upon inappropri­
ate sites.

- Keep any connected 
computer in a public 
areti of the house (not a 
child's hedroom), and • 
make sure that other 
family members walk in 
the room periodically.

C'onsider not allow­
ing children and teens to 
use the Internet if par­
ents aren't home. You 
may wish to consider 
using time-limiting soft­
ware to make sure that 
kids can go online only 
when you're around.

(^onsider checking 
the browser history to 
st'e where kids have been 
and having a “talk” if 
they are visiting inappro­
priate sites.

• Consider installing 
monitoring software that 
tracks where kids have 
been.

— Consider installing 
filtering software that 
blocks kids from visiting 
sites that you feel are in 
appropriate.

One such filtering pro­
gram is Net Nanny, pro­
duced by BioNet 
Systems, LLC. The mak­
ers of Net Nanny 
described their product

as: “Net Nanny, the 
world’s leading parental 
control software, pro­
vides the broadest set of 
Internet safety tools 
available. Parents can fil­
ter Web sites, control 
online chat, limit time 
spent online, protect 
their privacy and much 
more.”

The program also gets a 
nod of approval from the 
federal government.
“[Net Nanny is] real soft­
ware for real families. >|o 
parent should be without 
thi^ incredible tool,” 
writes David Evangelista, 
executive director of the 
United States Internet 
Crime Task Force (quote 
provided by the Net 
Nanny website).

The program, which 
usually retails around 
$40, boasts the following 
.features (information 
provided by the Net 
Nanny website):

— Limits the total num­
ber of hours or the time 
of day that your children 
may be online.

Prevents the display 
of most sexually explicit 
material.

— Prevents the display 
of most graphically vio­
lent material.

— Prevents the display 
of most material advocat­
ing hate groups and their 
messages.

Prevents the display 
of most material advocat­
ing illegal activity, such 
as drug use, bomb mak­
ing, or underage drink­
ing and gambling.

— Prevents the, display 
of other categories of 
material.

Prevents s,felected 
personal information 
from being transmitted 
from your computer.

— Monitors the use of 
your computer or the 
access your children 
have to the Internet.

Net Nanny is by no 
means the only filtering 
softw’are on the market, 
but it is a good represen­
tation of what parents 
should look for when 
shopping for this type of 
program.

In the end, keeping our 
children safe from online 
predators and keeping 
others safe from our chil­
dren is the responsibility 
of everyone. Talk to your 
kids about it. You may 
find them more receptive 
than you expect.
