Five killed along
I-20 detour near
town of Pecos

Flood warnings remained in
effect today across South Texas,
where more rain was possible
after weather-related traffic fatal-
ities and the death toll across the

border from the high water con-
tinued to rise.

A number of counties in South
Texas were on the watch for pos-
sible flooding from the slow-mov-
ing storm system.

The National Weather Service
had flood warnings in effect into
today in a triangle roughly
formed by San Antonio, Corpus
Christi and Laredo.

Throughout West and South
Texas, residents battled high
waters and hail storms. A por-
tion of a grocery store roof col-

route forced by a bridge washout
on " Interstate 20 near Pecos,

lapsed in Crystal City, about 80
miles southwest of San Antonio,

after 8 inches to a foot of hail
blanketed the region on Sunday.

Flooding forced closure of U.S.
377 at the U.S. 277 intersection
early Tuesday and roads into two
Del Rio subdivisions were
becoming impassible, said
Jennifer Norton, a Val Verde
County sheriff's dispatcher.
Flooding was also reported at
Loma Alta.

Five people were killed in West

“This raises the
stakes for Spain,” noted Tucker
Eskew, a former adviser to
President Bush. “The gauntlet was
thrown down in Madrid, and we’ll
see if (those in the new govern-
ment) pick it up, or run from it
and suffer the consequences.”

The letter,; deemed “credible” by
the Spanish Interior Ministry,
shows what happens when you
give an inch to terror. The pres-
sure didn’t ease when Spanish vot-
ers switched political parties. The
pressure increased and then
spread so that nationals across the
world live in fear of the next big
attack.

Indeed, last week, NBC reported
a new al Qaeda “Targets Inside
Cities” list that suggested the pri-
ority in which human beings
should be targeted: In order, they
are Americans, British, Spanish,
Australians, Canadians and

The fact is, once it becomes legit-
imate for partisans to kill innocent
civilians, anyone can land on the
list. And it is folly to think that
any group is exempt.

So Spanish voters could dethrone
the party of Prime Minister Jose
Maria Aznar and still find a bomb
on the high-traffic, high-speed
Madrid-Seville rail line last week.
Now, what if Madrid caves in to
the withdrawal demand? Figure at
the very least that ETA, the
Basque terrorist organization, will
issue its own do-or-die demands.

Last week also saw the release of
a report that examined the securi-
ty lapses that contributed to the
Aug. 19, 2003, bombing of United
Nations headquarters in Iraq that
wounded 150 and killed 22, includ-
ing the chief U.N. representative
in Iraq, Sergio Vieira de Mello.
The report blames U.N. officials
who failed to secure the headquar-
ters’ perimeter and failed to have
blast-resistant materials on the
site’s windows, corridors and glass
doors.

Some attention, if understated,
was directed to the root of the lack
of security: Many U.N. personnel
thought that they would not be
targets. And they adhered to the
dangerous theory that they would
be safer away from the protection
of the U.S.-led coalition.

As the report noted, top U.N.
officials “appeared to be blinded
by a conviction that U.N. person-
nel and installations would not
become a target of attack, despite
clear warnings to the contrary ...
It is, therefore, fair to say that this
false sense of security was a state
of mind that was shared by all the
senior U.N. political and humani-
tarian staff in Iraq.”

The worst of it is that the U.N.
victims were good people trying to
bring order and hope to a devastat-
ed people. Yet their senseless

victory as the United Nations
pulled out international workers
whom it determined it could not
protect.

The lesson is clear: It is a mis-
take to believe that good inten-
tions can protect anyone from ter-
ror. Good intentions only protect
people in a rational universe.
Good deeds can’t protect do-good-
ers when the Taliban and al Qaeda
have labeled aid workers as legiti-
mate targets.

Being on the right side didn’t
protect the Red Cross from an
October attack that killed 12. It
can’t protect the United Nations. It
can’t protect Spain. It can’t protect
U.S. troops and Iraqi forces who
are trying to establish a free Iraq.
It can’t protect Muslims. It can’t
protect children.

The United Nations learned the
hard way that it could distance
itself from U.S. forces and only
increase the danger. :

Now, the Bush administration is
pushing for an increased U.N.
presence. In that the free world is
terror’s target, the United Nations
would be a welcome ally, with a
presence that might give peace-
minded Iraqis some reassurance.

But the United Nations can pre-
vail only if its leaders have a solid
understanding of the enemy.
Otherwise, there will be another
attack, followed by another with-
drawal.

Not understanding the mindless
blood lust of terror and not being
outraged at it are the surest ways
of tueling the inferno.

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Twisted Words and Phrases (1)

How Arab propaganda has managed to give new meaning to old words.

In the decades of the Arabs' unremitting struggle to fight the Jews to the death and to wipe Israel off the map, they have
managed to introduce certain words and phrases into the consciousness of the world. These phrases are twisted-and-have—
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in many cases come to convey the exact opposite of their actual meaning. Today, we examine two of those twisted concepts.

Yerrorists and Freedom l-'d.htérs

The Palestinians who blow themselves up and in so
doing, succeed in killing and maiming as many innocent
Jews as possible are described as “martyrs” and “freedom
fighters” in the Arab world and even in much of the
European press. But, for whatever purpose, the deliberate
murder and mutilation of defenseless and innocent
civilians can never be warranted by the common law of
humanity and by accepted international standards of
behavior and international law, even where the use of
insurgent force may be understandable and even justified.

The subjugation of women in all Islamic countries is
placidly accepted by most of the world. The most
widespread of these abominations is that of female genital
mutilation, a practice that invades the rights of women and
their enjoyment of life in the most horrible way.

Another act of disgraceful repression of women in the
Muslim world is the “protection of family honor.” Under
this concept, a woman who, for any reason at all—
including having been raped—is suspected of being or
having been involved with a man who is not her husband,

is condemned to death,
usually by stoning. The
primary purpose of that

savagery is to salvage what is
considered the “family honor.”

“Honor killings” claim tens
of thousands of female lives
every year throughout the

peacefully and successfully
alongside Israel, but rather to build 4 Muslim-Arab state on
the charred ruins of a dismembered Israel.

The official website of the PNA (Palestinian National
Authority) does not show two states, only one—Israel is
eliminated altogether.

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Bush says he lacked info to prevent Sept. 11 attacks

WASHINGTON President
Bush said Monday he will tell
the commission investigating
the Sept. 11 attacks that his
administration lacked the infor-
mation needed to prevent the
terrorists from striking.

The federal panel reviewing
the attacks plans to meet soon
with Bush and Vice President
Dick Cheney in a joint private
session to determine whether
anything could have been done
to stop the attacks.

A date for the meeting has
been set but neither the com-
mission nor the White House
has disclosed it. Bush said he
looks forward to “sharing infor-
mation with them.”

“Let me just be very clear
about this.,” he said. “Had we
had the information that was
necessary. to stop an attack, I'd

have stopped the attack. ... If
we'd have known that the
enemy was going to fly air-
planes into our buildings, we
would have done everything in
our power to stop it.”

After the attacks, “this coun-
try immediately went on war
footing and we went to war
against al-Qaida. And we're
going to keep after them until
they are brought to justice and
America is secure,” Bush told
reporters while on a trip to
North Carolina.

Bush also said National
Security Adviser Condoleezza
Rice “knows exactly what took
place and will lay out the facts”
when she testifies Thursday
before the 10-member biparti-
san panel. “I'm looking forward
to people hearing her,” he-said.

Rice’s testimony was assured

only after Bush changed course
last week under pressure and
decided to allow her to appear
publicly and under oath. She
met privately with the commis-
sion in February.

The Bush administration had
been uneasy that allowing a top
aide to testify could set a prece-
dent of summoning top aides
before a congressional panel to
provide sworn testimony. Such
a move would inhibit the will-
ingness of aides to provide the
president with candid advice.

Commission spokesman Al
Felzenberg said Monday the
decision to let Rice testify
might have been influenced by
a 1945 photo the panel sent to
the White House showing a top
presidential aide appearing
before a congressional panel to
discuss policy advice.

The Nov. 22, 1945, New York -

Times photograph shows-Adm.
William D. Leahy, chief of staff
to Presidents Franklin
Roosevelt and Harry Truman,
appearing before the special
congressional panel investigat-
ing the Pearl Harbor attacks.

Felzenberg said the commis-
sion’s executive director, Philip
Zelikow, faxed the photo the
day before the White House
reversed its position, showing
the administration there was
historical support for allowing
a top presidential aide to testify
under oath before a congres-
sional panel. ‘

“It deals with the historical
precedent which the White
House and we were concerned
about,” Felzenberg said. “You
won'’t find a clearer case.”

Meanwhile, lawyers for the

commission on Monday were
checking thousands of classi-
fied counterterrorism docu-
ments from the Clinton admin-
istration to determine if Bush’s
aides had improperly withheld
them.

The Bush administration
granted the commission access
to the documents Fridayv after
Bruce Lindsey, who was legal
adviser to President Clinton,
said officials didn’'t turn over
all of Clinton’s records to the
panel.

The commission expects to
know by Tuesday whether addi-
tional documents should be
released, or if the material is,
as Bush aides have said, is
largely duplicative or non-
responsive to the commission’s
requests, Felzenberg said.

- U.S. battle guerrillas around Fallujah ahead of operation to pacify city

FALLUJAH, Iraq (AP)
— U.S. troops battled
guerrillas Tuesday on the
edges of Fallujah, where
hundreds of Marines and
Iraqi troops have sur-

-~ rounded one —of lrag’s
most violent cities in an
operation to crush the
insurgency there.

The military reported
five Marines were Killed
and two wounded in the
operation, which was
more than 24 hours old.

With the Marines
engaged in = fighting
around Fallujah, there
was more violence in

. northern Baghdad in
which three soldiers died
Monday and Tuesday.

The U.S.-led coalition
remained in a standoff
with anti-American cleric
Mugqgtada al-Sadr, whose
supporters and militias
were responsible for
clashes throughout the
country over the week-

end.

In a series of U.S. televi-
sion interviews Tuesday,
[.. Paul Bremer, the top
civilian administrator in
Iraq, conceded not all was
going —smoothly—as—the
coalition approached  a
June 30 handover of sov-
ereignty to the Iraqis.

“We' have problems,
there’'s no hiding that.
But basically Iraq is on
track to realize the kind
of Iraq that Iraqis want
and Americans want,
which is a democratic
Iraq,” Bremer said on
ABC's “Good Morning
America.”

But he said continuing
disturbances would not
affect the American han-
dover schedule.

“June 30 is the date.
We're going to stick to it,”
he said.

The military did not
give details on the five
deaths, saying only that

they occurred in Anbar

province, home to
Fallujah. Witnesses
reported another

American had been killed
in Tuesday’s fighting, but

that —report—eould—neot
immediately be con-
firmed.

The deaths in the past
two days brought to at
least 614 the number of
Americans Kkilled in Iraq
since the war began.

The bulk of the coalition
force has remained on
Fallujah's edge, apparent-
ly held at bay by tough
resistance from anti-
American fighters against
Marine forays probing the
outskirts.

American commanders
have vowed to root out
insurgents after last

week's slaying and muti-
lation of four American
civilians. Scenes of Iraqis
dragging charred bodies
through the streets and

hanging two of them from
a bridge Wednesday
raised revulsion in the
United States and showed
the depth of anti-U.S. sen-
timent in the city.

—The-assault on Fallujah, —

west of Baghdad, coin-
cides with a tougher U.S.
stand on the fiercely anti-
American al-Sadr, who
has built up a private
militia, the al-Mahdi
Army.

U.S. officials have sug-
gested they will move
soon to arrest -al-Sadr,
who announced Tuesday
he left a mosque in the
city of Kufa, south of
Baghdad, where he has
been holed up since
Sunday. He is surrounded
by militiamen pledging to
resist any attempt to cap-
ture him.

Al-Sadr moved to his
office in the nearby city
of Najaf, in an alley near
the city’s holiest shrine,

according to a top aide,
Sheik Qays al-Khaz’ali.

Asked if al-Sadr would
resist if U.S. forces try to
arrest him,
replied: “God forbid if
this- happens, al-Sayed
will win martyrdom.”

Al-Khaz’ali quoted al-
Sadr as saying, “My fate
will be either assassina-
tion or arrested.”

In a statement released
earlier, al-Sadr said he
was moving to avoid
bloodshed in a mosque. “I
feared that the sanctity of
a glorious and esteemed
mosque would be violated
by scum and evil people,”
he said. The Americans
“will have no qualms to
embark on such actions.”

“I have pledged not to
allow a drop of blood to be
shed except my own,” al-
Sadr said. “I'm prepared
to have my own blood
shed for what is holy to
me.”

Al-Sadr’s  militiamen
clashed with coalition
troops Sunday - in
Baghdad and outside the
city of Najaf, to the south,
in fierce fighting that

killed 61 people, including

eight American soldiers.
Clashes also broke out

U.S. soldiers announced
Tuesday occurred in—a
neighborhood near the
scene of Monday’s fight-
ing, but the military did
not release details.

Sudden death a tough loss to swallow at a major

AUGUSTA, Ga. — Len Mattiace

spent four hours crafting one of

the best closing rounds at the
Masters, charging through the
beefed up back nine at Augusta
National for a 65 that put him
into a playoff with Mike Weir.
All it took was a split second
for him to realize his hopes for a
green jacket were all but gone.
With one bad swing, Mattiace
went from the middle of the 10th
fairway to behind a pine tree left
of the green. He wound up with a
double bogey, a swift, sudden
end to a major championship.
Too bad this wasn't the U.S.
Open. He might have had 17
more holes to overcome his mis-

take. If it had been the British
Open or the PGA Championship,
Mattiace would have had at least
two more holes to recover.

"Ideally, you'd like to think the
more holes (in a playoff), the bet-
ter," Mattiace said. "But that's the
way it is at Augusta. And you
know that going in."

The Masters got its first sud-
den-death plavoff winner 25
years ago when Fuzzy Zoeller
made a birdie on the second
extra hole (No. 11) to beat Ed
Sneed and Tom Watson.

The fifth and most recent hap-
pened last year. It was the first
time a Masters playoff ended
after only one extra hole, and
Weir became the first player to
win a sudden-death playoff at
Augusta with a bogey.

"For me, sudden death worked
out pretty well last year," Weir
said. "And I think if you ask the
players, they prefer it that way.
Most players like to determine
the champion on that final day
and get it over with."

All four majors used to be
decided by 18-hole playoffs in
case of a tie, which many consid-
er to be the purest and most equi-
table method to determine a win-
ner.

The U.S. Open is the only
major that still uses 18 holes of
stroke play.

The British Open changed to a
four-hole aggregate playoff some
15 vyears ago. The PGA
Championship, the first major to
be decided by a sudden-death
playoff in 1977, recently switched

to a three-hole playoff.
