“Apparently the male

■ get the bees out from 
underneath the eaves, but 
while he was on the lad­
der the bees apparently 
swarmed him,” ^itchett 
said.

The ferocity • of the 
insects, which according 
to witnesses were swarm­

ing Darden’s body, prer 
vented emergency person­
nel from immediately 
treating the victim, 
Pritchett said.

“We were • probably 
about 40 yards from the 
victim,” said Big Spring 
firefighter Daniel
Castillo, one o f the first 
EMTs on the scene. “The 
bees came from the vic­
tim to us. They were very

Texas Guardsmen reenlist at Alamo
Big Spring man commander of 72nd Brigade Combat Team'

SAN ANTONIO -  Eighty- 
two members of the Texas 
National Guard took the oath 
of reenlistment this week at 
the “cradle of Texas liberty.”

Although th6se Texans 
weren’t preparing to take a last 
stand in an old stone mission, 
their action was steeped in 
symbolism.

The Soldiers are from the 
72nd Brigade Combat Team, 
including Headquarters and 
Headquarters Cdmpany, 72nd 
Brigade; the 536th Forward 
Support Battalion; and the 1st 
and 3rd Battalions (rf* the 141st 
Infantry Regiment.

“Both the 1st and 3rd; battal­
ions hold the lineage of the 
‘Washington Guards* and 
carrV the streamers for the 
Alamo,” said Lt. Col. Alan 
Huffines, 1st Battalion com­
mander. “They were organized 
in the spring of 1836 at 
Washington-on-the-Briazos. ”

Colonel Huffines, who served 
as the military advisor to the 
Disney movie “The Alamo” 
released earlier this year, 
explained that the militia unit 
became known as the First 
Texas Volunteer Guards after 
the Civil War and received the 
current designation along reg­
ular Army lines in 1917.

The 1st Battalion still refers 
to itself as “First Texas” and

the regimental motto is 
“Remember the Alamo,” the 
battle cry that led “Texians” to 
victory over the army of 
President-General Antonio 
Lopez de Santa Anna six weeks 
after he had wiped out the 
Alamo defenders.

In reenlisting at the Alamo, 
today’s Soldiers proclaimed 
their heritage.

“We thought it would be fit­
ting for them to reenlist in 
front of the Alamo,” said Col. 
Eddie Spurgin, 72nd Brigade 
commander, who hails from 
Big Spring. “We wanted to

Big Spring woman among those arrested in Healing Touch bust

A Big Spring woman was 
arrested Tuesday on a charge of 
Class B prostitution following an 
investigation into a possible 
prostitution ring in Odessa.

Crystal Ann Burchett, 23, of 
1104 Mt. Vernon, was je s t e d  
Tuesday following a bust that 
netted 61 people involved with an 
alleged prostitution ring being 
operated out of the Healing 
Touch Massage Parlor in Odessa.

Arrest warrants had" been 
issued for 74 people, most of

which turned themselves in at a 
makeshift booking station set up 
in a community center at an 
Odessa park, Odessa police offi­
cials said. All were arraigned 
and released on bond by late 
Tuesday.

All except seven of those 
named in warrants were men. 
Three of the women have been 
charged with a felony charge of 
aggravated promotion of prosti­
tution, allegedly using two mas­
sage therapy locations as a front 
for their operation, Odessa police 
Deputy Chief Lou Orras said.

One man was charged with pro­
motion as well as prostitution.

Those charged come from “all 
walks of life,” Orras said. One is 
a former school board member 
and others include teachers, 
attorneys, accountants, and a 
journalist, he said.

Those charged with prostitu­
tion,' a • (^ass B misdemeanor, 
face up to 180 days in jail and a 
$2,000 fine.

^  declined to comment on 
whether additional arrest war­
rants will be sought. '

“We’re going to leave all our

options open,” Orras said.
Those with warrants outstand­

ing were either out of town on 
business or on vacation and have 
contacted authorities, he said.

Others have told police they 
will not turn themselves in so 
officers will attempt to track 
them down to arrest them, Orras 
said.

The investigation has been 
ongoing for about a year, about 
when one o f the massage therapy 
locations opened.

Sheriff anticipates arrival of thermal imaging camera

As technology continues to grow, so does 
the arsenal of tools law enforcement has to 
save lives and crack tough cases.

Howard County Sheriff Dale Walker can 
attest to the importance of technology in law 
enforcement, having spent a week in 
Baltimore, Md., learning the ins and outs of 
thermal imaging cameras and their many 
uses in everything from search and rescue 
operatirms to apprehending suspects who 
manage to slip into the shadows.

“The thermal ima^ng training was phe­
nomenal,” said Walker. “ It was provided by 
the Electronic Proving Grounds, which is a 
service provided through the U.S. Army out

enforcement for life safety 

issues such as search and 

rescue of a missing child or

even an Alaheimer patient ” waker
of Arizona. The federal government paid 
training for 300 law enforcement officers 
from all over the nation.”

With the thermal imaging camera expected 
to be delivered to the HCSO sometime this 
week. Walker said it was important to learn 
how the new instrument can best serve him

and his deputies.
“Most of the public is aware of them 

through the fire departments and their use to 
find a downed person in a burning house or 
structure,” said Walker. “But they have gone 
way beymkl that type o f use.

“The particular camera that we will receive 
through the grant is worth $15,000 and came 
at no cost to the county. We’ve been waiting 
two years to be approved for the grant and 
the training came as a part of it.”

While ihere are similarities between the 
way a thermal imaging camera and night 
vision cameras display their targets. Walker 
said that’s where the similarities end.

“A thermal Imaging camera doesn’t recog-

It 
also slowed Google,
Yahoo. AltaVista and 
Lycos search engines to a 
crawl, because once it 
infects a PC, the virus 
automatically performs 
Web searches on those 
search engines.

Bet they never saw that 
one coming.

E-mail screening com­
pany MessageLabs said it 
had intercepted more 
than 23,000 copies o f the 
variants in the first five 
hours their existence.  ̂
McAfee Alert, the virus­
tracking squad at the 
antivirus software 
maker, rated the worm a 
“medium on watch,” or 
right below a high-risk 
vulnerability. Tens of 
thousands o f PCs have 
been infected by the 
worm, which was first 
detected just before 6 
a.m. PDT. The biggest 
impact, however, has 
been on the search 
engines.

Google, Lycos and 
AltaVista were sporadi­
cally out o f service 
Monday morning, while 
Yahoo remained very 
slow.

That’s a function of 
how the worm spreads, 
said Craig Schmugar, a 
virus researcher at 
McAfee. Once installed, 
the virus searches for e- 
mail addresses on the 
host computer’s hard 
drive, and then it looks 
for more by nmning 
queries on all four 
search engines.

“It is kind of an inad­
vertent (denial-of-service) 
attack,” he said, because 
the search sites are being 
knocked out in the quest 
for more e-mail address­
es. This is a twist on 
MyDoom — earlier vari­
ants looked for e-mail 
addresses only on the 
host hard drive.

'The worm uses the 
search sites to find any 
published e-mail address­
es with the same domain 
name as the main e-mail 
address on the infected 
computer, said Vincent 
Weafer, senior director 
for security company 
Symantec’s security 
response center. If you’re 
infected, and your main 
e-mail address ends with 
“@mycompany.com,” for 
example, the worm will 
mainly attempt to propa­
gate itself to other 
“mycompany.com” 
admesses.

The technique offers 
several evolutionary 
advantages, Weafer said, 
most significantly thq 
psychological advanta^
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o f having infected mes­
sages look as if they , 
come firom co-workers. 
“ It’s really the special 
engineering aspect of 
making you think it’s 
coming from someone 
inside your company,” 
Weafer said.

Keeping infections in- 
house may also be-a tech­
nological advantage, 
Weafer said. “We’ve seen 
flrom other viruses that if 
you propagate on the 
local network, it’s just 
faster.” he said.

Among other antivirus 
Arms, McAfee explains 
one way to remove the 
virus ft^m an infected 
computer.

Security experts said 
the new variants first 
surfaced in Europe and 
spread quickly, thanks to 
several factors. Messages 
sent by the variants pose 
as either a “returned 
mail” message ftom a 
postmaster or an alert 
ftx)m an internal IT 
administrator. Although 
the bounced mail spoofs 
weren’t likely to prompt 
a second look, said Joe 
Telaflci, director o f oper­
ations McAfee, those pos­
ing as a corporate IT 
missive were realistic 
enough to fool some 
workers.

“It appears close 
enough to something 
your IT department 
might send you that it 
could fool some people,” 
Telaflci said.

The worm also delivers 
a mixed payload, with 
only a handftil of mes­
sages going through with 
a .zip attachment, a 
recently popular tech­
nique u s^  by virus writ­
ers to avoid corporate 
security systems. 
MyDoom.M mainly 
arrives as a simple exe­
cutable program file, 
Telaflci said, making it 
more damaging for any­
one who gets fooled into 
opening a message. “It 
takes fewer steps to 
infect yourself, which is 
helping it spread,” he 
said.

Individuals may not 
notice a huge perfor­
mance hit on their own 
PCs if they are connected 
to broadband and have a 
computer that is only a 
few years old, Schmugar 
said

“Once infected, a 
machine might send 
thousands of requests,” 
Schmugar said. If a com­
puter is only a few years 
old and connected to the 
Internet via broadband, 
the user probably won’t 
notice the slight decrease 
of his machine’s perfor­
mance, he speculated.

The queries are fairly 
low-impact events. 
However, only a few 
medium-on-watch risks 
come up a year, he said, 
and the search engines 
are feeling the pinch.

The original MyDoom 
surfaced early this year 
and quickly ranked as 
one o f the worst e-mail 
pests ever. The origintd 
worm has since spawned 
numerous offshoots, 
including one specifically 
programmed to attack 
the Linux antagonist 
SCO Group.

Marty Lindner, senior 
member of the technical 
staff at the Computer 
Emergency Response 
Team (CERT) at Carnegie 
Mellon University, added

that the vinis also comes 
with a back door that 
potentially enables a 
hacker to take control of 
an infected system. 
Several worms open back 
doors and harvest e-mail 
addresses. Doesn’t that 
just sound wonderful?
The novelty of this latest 
variant is that it appears 
to be able to launch 
queries. Linder, however, 
stated that CERT has not 
fUUy confirmed the query 
function as yet.

Google representatives 
conflrmed that the 
MyDoom worm affected 
performance of the 
search engine, but, 
despite numerous e-mail 
complaints and a foray of 
users complaining 
through the company’s 
various forums and 
groups, said the attack 
had a limited impact.

“At no point was the 
Google Web site signifi­
cantly impaired, and ser­
vice for all users and net­
works is expected to be 
restored shortly,” the 
company said in a state­
ment. Tell that to all of 
us that sat at our com­
puters and just watched 
the little hourglass until 
we got an error message.

A Lycos representative 
said ^ e  company is 
aware of the problem and 
is working to block the 
performance obstacles. A 
Yahoo press release said 
the effect on Yahoo was > 
limited due to the compa­
ny’s backup procedures 
but acknowl^ged that 
AltaVista, a search 
engine that Yahoo owns 
but relies on different ' 
technology, experienced 
more problems.

Internet performance 
management company 
Keynote Systems said it 
noticed on Monday morn­
ing a dip in the average 
performance of the top 40 
most popular Web sites it 
measur^.

The availability of 
those sites rarely dips 
below 97 percent, accord­
ing to Della Lowe, a 
Keynote representative. 
However, those sites’ 
reliability dipped 1.5 per­
cent Monday morning, 
and the company said it 
believes that the 
MyDoom variant was 
causing the overall slow­
down.

“That suggests there 
could be some wider 
Internet problem, but 
we’re stiU researching 
the data,” Lowe said.

between now and Nov. 1 
to find a new home or 
owners for the dog.”

While the ordinance is 
still approximately three 
months flrom being 
enforced. Smith said the 
police department and 
Animal' (Control are 
already doing the “foot­
work” in preparation for 
the deadline.

“We already have a pret­
ty good idea where the 
more problematic and 
troublesome canines that 
are being chained are at.” 
said Smith. “We’ll be 
checking those areas and 
taking a strict enforce­
ment on those. We’ll also 
be receiving complaints 
that are called in. 
Neighbors are going to 
see it and with the educa­
tion process, people are 
going to be aware of it. 
We’ll be answering those 
calls and taking the same 
action.”

Smith said once the 
ordinance goes into effect 
it will be strictly 
enforced.

“If they’re not in com­
pliance come Nov. 1, then 
they will be cited for vio­
lation of the city ordi­
nance,” Smith said stern­
ly. “The dog won’t be 
t^ en  flrom the residence 
at that time, but every 
day after the citation that 
they are in violation of 
the ordinance will be a 
separate offense. Animal 
control will do follow up 
to make sure.”

Municipal Judge Tim 
Green said they are still 
working out the finer 
points of the flne that will 
be enforced with the ordi­
nance, but law-breakers 
can expect to pay up to 
$500 for each citation.
‘ The danger of chained 
and tethered dogs was 
first brought before the 
council by I Councilman 
Woody Jumper, who said 
he feels good about the 
ban and what it will do 
for the community.

“I feel good about it,” 
said Jumper. “What 
we’ve done we’ve done for 
the citizens of this town 
because of safety first, 
and it’s a humane thing 
to do for the animals. It’s 
just part of a progressive 
road that Big Spring is 
going to be going down. 
This council cares about 
the people of this town 
and this is going to be a 
very progressive council 
doing some very positive 
things.”

Animal Control
Committee Chairperson 
Melanie Gambrell was 
also present for the meet­
ing and said she couldn’t 
be happier about the pas­
sage of the ordinance and 
what it will mean for 
man’s best friend.

“I’m tickled to death,” 
said Gambrell. “I have to 
give kudos to the council 
and kudos for Chief 
Smith, who brought it 
before our Animal
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Control Committee. It 
takes guts to do what they 
did and it’s a very posi­
tive move fcHT our commu­
nity. My passion is ani­
mals and I really think 
it’s wonderful.” j

The ordinance reads:
“No person shall, at any 

time, fasten, chain or tie 
any dog or cause such dog 
to be fastened, chained or 
tied while such dog is on 
the owner’s property or 
on the property o f the dog 
owners landlord.
(Exception - A dog may be 
tethered to allow for the 
cleaning of the dog’s 
enclosure or while the 
owner is outside with the 
dog and is in visual con­
tact of the animal at all 
times to prevent injury to 
the dog.)

“Any dogs confined 
within a fenced yard 
must have adequate space 
for exercise based on a 
dimension of at least 100 
square feet. Provided, fur­
ther that where dogs are 
kept or housed on proper­
ty without a fenced yard, 
the owner o f such dogs or 
persons having custody of 
such dogs shall provide 
an enclosure for such 
dogs meeting the 100 
square feet dimension. 
Such enclosure shall be 
constructed of chain link 
or similar type materials 
with all four sides 
enclosed. The enclosure 
shall be of sufficient 
height to prevent the dog 
from escaping from such 
enclosure. The top of the 
enclosure shall be cov­
ered with materials to 
provide the dog with 
shade and protection 
from the elements.

“Shelter to allow the 
animal to remain dry and 
protected from the ele­
ments. Such shelter shall 
be fully enclosed on three 
sides, roofed and have a 
solid floor. The entrance

to the shelter shall be 
flexiMe to allow the ani­
mal’s entry and exit, and 
sturdy enough,to block 
entry oi wind and rain. 
The shelter shall be small 
enough to retain the ani­
mal’s body heat and large 
enough to allow the ani­
mal to stand and turn 
comfortably. 'The enclo­
sure shall be structurally 
sound and« in good 
repair.”

Smith said he’s been in 
touch with the city’s code 
enforcement office, which 
reported more than a half- 
dozen city residents have 
already applied for per­
mits to build fences and 
kennels for their pets, a 
detail Jumper said he 
finds very encouraging.

“I think it’s a great 
sign,” said Jumper. 
“People say they can’t 
afford it. Well, I can’t 
either, but I’m going to 
have to if I have a dog. 
We’re going to give people 
three months to get ready, 
so if you can put a little 
bit aside each month I 
think it can be done.”

Conventicm look like 
the most unified such 

assemblage in the party’s factious 
history is a u n iv e i^  loathing for 
George W. Bush. That 
is the very emotion 
that John Kerry’s 
high command recog­
nizes it must avoid 
playing to as the pres­
idential nominee is 
presented to the 
nation this week.

One Sen. K eny’s 
closest and most 
influential advisers 
put it to me this,way  ̂
over the weekend:
“We can turn this convention into 
a nonstop Bush-bashing rally, and 
everybody will be happy. But we 
already have those votes. If we do 
that, we end up with 42 percent of 
the vote and lose the election.”

This situation points to needle- 
threading that will be necessaryln 
Boston this w e^ . Party activists 
at the Fleet Center would like 
nothing better than constant 
denunciations o f President Bush. 
Indeed. Kerry’s angry base will get 
plenty of that. But national con­
vention delegates, who long ago 
were stripped o f decision-making 
authority, are now not even active 
participants in this national pep 
rally. The Kerry campaign’s mes­
sage is intended to soar over their 
heads to that mysterious band of 
undecided voters who will elect 
the president.

The goal of Kerry’s managers is 
to keep the convention energized 
and enthusiastic while not project­
ing a message that is obnoxious to 
the great mass of Americans. 
Nowhere does the delicacy of this

feat become more apparent than 
in the nominating speech for 
Kerry. '

Kerry’s acceptance speech 
T h u rs ^  night, a ritual that as 
recently as i960 was not even part 
of the national convention proce­
dure. will be the climax here. He 
will be flilly scripted with a deci­
sive but nonbelligerent address. It 
is the nominating speech to be 
delivered that night by former 
Sen. Max Cleland of Georgia that 
gets tricky.

Cleland has emerged fi:om obscu­
rity to become, at least temporari­
ly, one of the Democratic Party’s 
most beloved figures by virtue of 
his defeat in 2002 for re-election. 
Had he won. it is fair to say he 
probably would not have had a 
speaking slot, much less a fea­
tured. prime-time appearance.

Until 2002, Cleland had been 
treated gently by Republicans as a 
Vietnam War triple amputee veter­
an, and-honever lost an election. 

-^Iflslioatment enabled him to 
float in the Senate under the ideo­
logical radar, representing conser­
vative Georgia while voting the 
straight liberal line. It ended two 
years ago with then Rep. Saxby 
Chambliss’s Republican campaign, 
which pointed out that Cleland 
bowed to organized labor’s 
demands to vote against the home­
land security bill because of union 
representation questions.

The Georgia campaign suddenly 
made Cleland a new symbol of 
rage that has characterized the 
party ever since the 2000 Florida 
recount. Previously a Senate back­
bencher who seldom spoke, he 
now is engaged in steady denunci­
ation of Bush. A recent sample of 
Cleland’s rhetoric claimed Bush 
“concluded that Daddy was a 
failed president” because-he cut

short the 1991 Gulf War “so he 
would be Mr. Macho Man by 
removing Saddam Hussein him­
self.” When asked, Kerry declined 
to associate himself with those 
remarks.

While Cleland was listed a week 
ago as “ introducing” Kerry to the 
convention, there was indecision 
whether to give him the higher 
profile role of delivering the nomi­
nating speech. The announcement 
o f that role was made only 
Saturday. When I asked a senior 
Kerry aide whether Cleland’s 
speech would be censored, he 
replied with a smile: “We don’t 
censor in the Democratic Party.
We do edit.” Thus, Cleland’s 
remarks will be tailored to the 
broad electorate rather than to his 
ardent listeners at the Fleet 
Center.

The delegates probably would 
love to hear from left-wing propa­
gandist Michael Moore, whose cur­
rent film, “Fahrenheit 9-11,” 
embodies the party’s Bush-bashing 
rage. While an uninvited guest at 
this convention, Moore has been 
officially welcomed by spokesmen 
for the Massachusetts Democratic 
Party and the Congressional Black 
Caucus. What the Kerry team does 
not need is a high profile here by 
Moore.

Kerry won’t call for the immedi­
ate removal of U.S. troops from 
Iraq. He won’t talk about gun con­
trol. He won’t embrace Michael 
Moore, and he will “edit” Max 
Cleland. He won the nomination 
some time ago, and is now run­
ning for president.

The popular selec­
tion of John Edwards 
for veep didn't pro­
vide much of a 
bounce, and neither 
will the Beantown 
Bash. Aside from 
that, everyone is hav­
ing a wonderful time.

Marty Nolan, a 
scholar of Boston, 
quotes T.S. Eliot on 
“Boston doubt,” 55^ = ;  
defined as a readiness 
to yield “to all suggestions which 
dampen enthusiasm or dispel con­
viction.” That could account for a 
lot abQUt John Kerry.

President Bush's slightly alarm­
ing claim to the Amish July 9 that 
God speaks through him — that's 
what he said, God speaks through 
him — raises some troubling 
prospects. First of all, I think God 
has a better grasp of subject-verb 
agreemenf than George W. Bush 
,does. Also, when Bush changes his 
mind, as lie frequently does, do we 
think God has had to rethink 
things after the polls'have come 
out?

Nice to see President W. employ­
ing the tactic Texans got so famil­
iar with under Governor W.: flie 
“Gee, I'm really for it, but I can't be 
bothered to expend one iota of 
political energy trying to help it 
pass.” (He also frequently uses the 
reverse ploy by announcing he 
opposes something he can't be both­
ered to spend an iota of energy on.)

This is the game Bush is playing 
on the assault weapons ban. which 
he officially favors renewing (soc­
cer mom vote there), but — sur­
prise! — since he won't do anything
to get it renewed it will be allowed

to lapse (NRA vote there). Just 
what we need in this country, more 
automatic assault rifles.

A more subtle play is the White 
House decision to oppose a 
two-year extension of the Bush tax 
cuts on the grounds that it's not a 
five-year extension. This dubious 
ploy, from the right's point of view, 
sacrifices a tax cut in the hand for 
a political issue in the bush, as it 
were. I'm not sure they,can run 
that one: “Those nasty Democrats 
would only vote for a two-year tax 
cut instead of a five-year tax cut,” 
he pouted. “See, they just hate tax 
cuts.”

Kind of hard, even in the fun- 
house mirr6rs o f the campaign, to 
argue that Democrats in Congress 
have spent a lot of time successful­
ly thwarting Bush on anything. But 
R's are much in the habit of seeing 
themselves as victims, so it will 
make them happy.

Meantime, those faithful political 
junkies following the festivities 
here on C-SPAN may need some 
reading material to tide them over 
during the boring speeches, and I 
have two pips to recommend. 
Hendrik Hertzberg (his friends call 
him Rick) has put out a collectioii 
called simply, “Politics: 
Observations and Arguments, 
1966-2(X)4,” that is pure pleasure to 
read. The New Yorker editor and 
former editor of The New Republic 
has such a good mind, such  ̂
strong sense of ethics and honor. 
There is an almost physical plea­
sure, like having an itch scratched, 
in watching him come to grips 
with some of the thorniest, nasti­
est, most divisive issues of the past 
40 years, and slice them cleanly 
into comprehensible form. Besides, 
he writes like a dream.

A bo(^ that is both more dense 
and more important is David Cay 
Johnston's “Perfectly Legal.” The 
obligatory, explanatory subtitle is 
“The Covert Campaign to Rig Our 
Tax System to Benefit the Super 
Rich — and Cheat Everybody 
lla e ."  This, too, is like having an

itch scratched, in that one keeps 
saying, “Aha, so that's how they do 
it.” And it is fascinating. And hor­
rifying. The ease with'which cor­
porations evade taxes is well 
known, but finding out just how 
much money their cute little tricks 
are worth will curl your hair.

I suppose if one were as rich as 
Bill Gates, one would be tempted to 
save a billion or two in taxes, but it 
seems kind of pointless when one 
is sitting on that many billions. 
Seriously, the super rich have been
allowed to accumulate so much 
money that one firrally has to ask
what they think the point is. Those 
far more detestable are the con­
gressmen who sneak special tax 
advantages and exemptions into 
the law in exchange for campaign 
contributions and then lecture the 
rest of us on patriotism.

Government really is about who 
benefits and who pays. Who gets 
screwed and who's doing the screw­
ing. And there is no point at which 
that can be seen more* clearly than 
in our tax system. Johnston, a 
superb reporter for The New York 
Times, has broken one story after 
another about how the system real­
ly works, and it's all here.

That so much of what passes for 
debate about our tax system is 
gross misinformation is not, unfor­
tunately, the result of accident or 
ignorance. There are a lot of people 
blowing smoke in your ear who 
know much better. They get paid to 
lie. Happily. Johnston gets paid to 
find the truth, and he does so in 
this book with admirable tenacity. 
This is the real story of what is 
happening in America.

Too bad we're watching a politi­
cal campaign in which reajity is 
considered Irrelevant. Happy warm 
and fuzzies.

nize light at - all,” 
explained Walker. “ It has 
nothing to do with light. 
All it receives is heat. 
One o f the things that we 
iearned that was a real 
eye-opener for me was 
that everything on Earth 
has a relative surface 
temperature. Everything 
we see and look at has 
some type of. a tempera­
ture to it and nothing on 
Earth is an absolute zero 
in temperature.

“When you look 
through a thermal imag­
ing camera, it will give 
you an effect similar to a 
night vision camera, but 
night vision is easily 
blocked or distorted by 
light. 'T hese - thermal 
imaging cameras can see

through any kind o f light 
source shining at them 
because it doesn't see the 
beam — it only detects 
the heat.”

Walker said the camera 
can become an invaluable 
tool when searching for a 
lost person, especially 
when combined with the 
mobility and height that 
can be achieved with a 
helicopter.

“It’s being used in law 
enforcement for life safe­
ty issues such as search 
and rescue of a missing 
child o r / even an 
Alzheimer patient.” said 
Walker. “You can use 
these cameras on the 
ground, in vehicles or 
even in the air. 'The par­
ticular camera that we’ll 
be receiving has a field of 
vision of 2,500 feet when 
searching for a human. 
It’s excellent in the air, 
such as in a helicopter

looking down.”
Although the thermal 

imaging camera can 
make a suspect trying to 
“hide out” in the dark 
glow like a light bulb. 
Walker said it does have 
some blind spots, con­
trary to popular belief.

“One of the things that I 
learned was it doesn’t see 
through anything.” said 
Walker. “A lot of people 
think it sees through 
walls and things o f that 
nature, but it doesn’t see 
through anything. It’s 
strictly a receiver. It can’t 
see through glass and it 
can’t see through water. 
So if you have heavy fc^ 
or rain, the camera won’t 
be able to see through it.”

Muslim charity indicted, accused 
of dealing with terrorists

DALLAS (AP) — A group claiming to 
be the largest U.S. Muslim charity was 
charged with supporting terrorists by 
funneling millions of dollars to Hamas, 
a Palestinian terrorist organization 
blamed for dozens of deadly suicide 
bomber attacks in Israel.

The Holy Land Foundation for Relief 
and Development, its president, chair­
man and five other men were named in 
the 42-count indictment* returned by a 
federal grand jury in Dallas on 
Tuesday.

It claims Holy Land, based in subur­
ban Dallas, provided more than $12.4 
million to individuals and organiza­
tions linked to Hamas from 1995 to 2001. 
Hamas is on the State Department’s list 
of foreign terrorist organizations and is 
described as using violence to try to 
create an Islamic Palestinian state.

The group raised more than $57 mil­
lion between 1992 and 2001 but reported 
$36.2 million on tax forms. Holy Land 
said the money was legitimate aid to 
orphans and o^ers in need in Muslim 
countries, but authorities said the 
group provided only “minimal support” 
to legitimate charities as a cover.

“To those who exploit good hearts to 
secretly fund violence and murder, this 
inrosecutWn sends cleat .mesiag^ 
There is no distincfibn betweeh those 
who carry out terrorist attacks and 
those who knowingly flnance terrorist 
attacks,” Attorney General John 
Ashcroft said at a Washington news 
conference announcing the charges.

South African woman’s passport 
prompts federal investi^tion

HARLINGEN (AP) -  Federal author­
ities are investigating whether a South 
African woman they say tried to board 
a flight near the U.S.-Mexico border 
with a mutilated passport has ties to al- 
Qaida or other terrorist groups.

Farida (joolam Mohamed Ahmed. 48, 
was arrested July 19 at the McAllen 
airport ',and charged four days later 
with illegal entry into the United 
States, ifalsifying information and falsi­
fying a passport. She was denied bond 
on Tuesday by a federal magistrate.

A senior federal law enforcement offi­
cial, speaking on condition of anonymi­
ty, told The Associated Press on 
Tuesday that investigators were trying 
to determine whether the woman had 
ties to terrorists groups.

• BAGHDAD, Iraq (AP) 
— A suicide car bomb 
exploded outside a police. 
recruiting center in cen- 

' tral Baqouba on 
Wednesday, killing 68 
Iraqis and .turning the 
busy city streets into a 
bloody tangle of twisted 
metal and dead bodies.

The attack, which 
killed 21 people inside a 
passing bus. was the 
deadliest bombing in Iraq 
since the United States- 
transferred sovereignty 
to an interim government 

, June 28.
The bombing came 

amid an intense surge in 
violence: 35 insurgents 
and seven Iraqi police 
were kiiied in clashes 
southeast of Baghdad, a 
U.S. soldier was killed in 
a bomb attack and a 
police officer was assassi­
nated.

Right now the center is 
not open at all on the 
weekends and it closes 
early both Tuesday and 
Thursday at 5 p.m.

Several other things 
hope to be chang^ 
and/or added before

long, but some of the 
other issues Pack hopes 
to deal with will take 
time.

In August, Pack hopes 
to provide members with 
fitness assessments such 
as body composition, 
strength and condition­
ing measurements and 
flexibility • measure­
ments.

“We also want to pro­
vide wellness informa­
tion and nutrition advice 
to members,” added 
Pack. “If I don’t know 
the answer, I will either 
find it for ^em  or point 
them in the right direc­
tion.”

Long-term plans 
include updating the 
weights and cardio 
equipment and updating 
the circuit room. Pack 
would also like to even­
tually offer aerobic and 
spinning classes, as well.

“It won’t happen right 
away, but it is a goal for 
the future,” said Pack. 
‘“The main concern here 
is going to be the space.

“’The dressing facilities 
need work as do some 
other areas in the facili­
ty. It isjust going to take 
some time.”

Pack got his bachelor’s 
of science degree in exer- 
cim  and sports studies

from Tarlenton State 
University in
Stephenville before get­
ting his master’s degree 
in athletic training at 
Indiana State. He was 
previously an
athletic/sportS trainer at 
Weatherford High 
School for three years 
and at Llano High 
School for three years 
before. coming to 
Howard College. Pack is 
a certified athletic train­
er nationally. He is also 
licensed by the Texas 
Department of Health to 
serve as an athletic 
trainer in the state.

Aside from being the 
fitness center director,
