Texas drivers convicted of moving 

violations since Sept. 1, 2003, may find 
themselves in a rather precarious situ­
ation these days, as the Department of 
Public Safety has finally managed to 
syncronize state law and technology.

The Driver Responsibility 
Law, which became law as 
part, of House Bill 3588 last 
year, is now being enforced 
thanks to advances in DPS 
technology and could mean 
a serious hit for the wallets 
of violators.

“The law was passed last 
year but they'didn’t have the 
technology in place to actu­
ally keep up with it and enforce it,” 
said Big Spring Municipal Judge Tim 
•Green. the technolog>" is in
place, DPS is enforcing the law — 
retroactively."

Green said ibtroactive enforcement of 
the new law means violators that think 
they “got away with it” will be receiv­
ing notification and eventually a bill.

The Driver Responsibility. Law estab­
lishes a system that assigns points to 
moving violations classified as Class C 
misdemeanors and applies surcharges 
to offenders based on the type of offense 
and the time period in which the cita­
tion was received. For each conviction, 
DPS will assign points to a person’s 
license.

Two points are assessed for a moving 
violation conviction in Texas or that of 
another state. Points will not be 
assigned for speeding less than 10 per­
cent over the posted limit or seat belt 
convictions. Three points for a moving 
violation conviction in Texas or anoth­
er state that resulted in a vehicle crash.

According to the DPS Public 
Information Office, points remain on 
the driver’s record for a period of three 
years.

A conviction that became final before 
Sept. 1, 2003, does not apply to the

Now not only do students 
have to learn new school sched­
ules, new teachers’ names and 
new room numbers, they also 
need to learn about the new 
immunization requirements 
the Texas Department of Health 
has issued for this school year.

“New requirements affect 
hepatitis B, varicella, polio and 
diphtheria/tetanus/pertussis 
vaccines,” said Monica Gamez 
of the TDH immunization divi­
sion.

The Health Department now 
requires students in kinder­
garten though fifth grade and 
seventh through 10th grades to 
have received three doses of

“Students in other grades will 
not need to receive, the fifth 
dose or*vaccihe if they had a 
fourth, flose on or after their 
fourth birthday,” said Gamez.

Some* students are exempt 
from vajtcination requirements

for medical, religious reasons 
or reasons of conscience.

“ If your child requires immu-' 
nizations, we give them, on a 
first-come-first-served basis on 
Monday. through Thursday 
from 1 p.m. to 4 p.m.,” said the 
TDH’s Sandy Samuels. The 
agency’s offices are located at 
501 Birdwell in Big Spring.

For me, it was an unusual 
experience. For Fain 
McDaniel who was with 
me, it was just routine,

“X marks the.spot,” 
says Fain.' “You have 
the ability to be a
dowser,’’ n ... .

In previous inter- * 
views with dowsers, I had taken 
the two metal rods, or the fork of 
a tree bramch amd walked around 
vyith them and found things^T 
newer thought much about it, 
since something like three out of 
fpur people have the “gift.” But I 
had nhyer dowsed for bodies 
before.^

When Fain was heading up the 
Comanche County Museum, an old 
man came by one day and told

Fain he was a dowser and could

find abandoned graves. Fain 
thought he was a fake, but went 
out to the cemetery with the man 
and lo and behold he could find 
old graves. Fain found out he 
could, too.

“I get calls all the time to'go and 
dowse gravesites,” says Fain, who 
makes his living as a farmer and 
massage therapist. “ I nearly ■ 
starved to death farming, so I 
thought I should find something 
better to do.”

His dowsing keeps him busy, 
though. He is oalled on to find old 
wagon trails, metals, water and 
graves.

“On grave dowsing, I take the L- 
shaped rods and go over the 
gravesites. I can find the exact 
dimensions of a“grave, whether 
it’s an infant’s grave or that of an 
adult. I take small flags and flag 
off the four corners, then take a

hold it over thfe gravesite. On the 
older sites, the ones without metal 
coffins, you can tell whether it 
was a male or female.”

He started talking about magnet­
ic numbers. Do you know yours?

“Everything organic, water, 
steel, people or animals have dif­
ferent magnetic numbers. And the

pendulum will either oscillate or 
rotate a certain number of times 
based on those numbers. Then it 
will pause a little while and start 
all over again.”

He went to one cemetery where 
three outlaws were buried in one 
grave.

“Instead of doing the number of- 
osc illations and rotations for one 
man,, it’ll do for three. 'The mag­
netic number for a man is twelve 
side to side oscillations and twelve 
clockwise rotations. And where 
there’s more than one buried 
there, it’ll just add on that extra ' 
number of how many there are. 
Like for three men it was 36 
instead of 12. And on a female it’s 
six side by side oscillations and 
six counter-clockwise rotations.”

I took the pendulum and put it 
over a woman’s grave. Sure 
enough, it oscillated six times 
sideways and rotateiTslrtlmes 
counter-clockwise. * •

.ust two months from the 2004 presidential 
election, the candidates are debating 3- 
decade-old combat decorations and dental 
exams.. Am id conflicts in Afghanistati and 
Iraq and a global war against terrorism, 

the Vietnam W ar has become the central issue of 
the presidential race.

Negative  ̂campaigns, attack advertising and 
political obfuscation are as old as the first ballot 
box. But something is even more amiss in this 
election.

The Bipartisan Campaign Reform Act of 2002 
better known as McCain-Feingold, after its co­
sponsors Sen. John McCain, R-Ariz., and Sen. 
Russ Feingold, D- Wis., was intended to stop the 
flow of unlimited money into campaigns and 
political parties. In reality, it only shunted the 
money flow to organizations called 527s.
• Named for the section of the tax code that gov- 
rem s their activities, 527s are both “tax-exempt 
potitical action committees and recipients of 
unlimited contributions, or soft money.______

Democrats got a head start on the 527 loophole 
with organizations suCh as MoveOn.org and the 
Media Fund. Republicans followed suit with the 
Republican Governors Association and, most 
recently, Swift Boat Veterans for Truth.

Technically, the groups are independent from, 
and therefore unaccountable to, the campaigns 
and parties. That allows them to engage in the 

’ well-funded, high-profile, low-down attacks now 
consuming this campaign.

The real problem is the Federal Election 
Commission, which has failed to enforce cam­
paign finance laws on 527s. When the U.S. 
Suprerne Court upheld the constitutionality of 
McCain-Feingold last December, it gave the FEC 
the opportunity to close the 527 loophole. 
Beholden to the political parties, the FEC^has 
refused to act.

This resulted in donors giving the federally 
capped limit of $2,000 to the candidate of their 
choice, then giving millions in soft money to 527s 
for attack ads.

According to the Center for Responsive Politics, 
527s have spent more than $200 million in this 
election cycle, making a mockery of campaign 
finance reform.

To stop this political insanity. Congress must 
take one of two actions. It can specifically autho­
rize the FEC to apply more stringent guidelines 
to 527s to separate authentic, issue-oriented 
groups from these "shadow campaigns."

Or it can follow the latdst recommendation of 
McCain and Feingold to sack the FEC, replacing 
it with an agency more independent of political 
paTties and with greater enforcement powers, a 
step we support.

"Money, like water, w ill always find an outlet," 
the Supreme Court noted in its ru ling ' on 
McCain-Feingold. With the complicity of the 
FEC, the financial spigot for 527s is wide open.

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Adopting ‘problem’ children may be perfect blessing

over again.
Nikki, then 3, had been 

diagnosed with autism 
after a life of neglect and 
abuse. She sat and 
rocked, refused to look 
anyone in the eye, hated 
being touched. But three, 
four, five times a day, the 
TV volume went up — so 
there was something to 
focus on besides the 
shrieks — and Workman 
patiently . performed 
“holding therapy,” falling 
crazy in love with the 
iron-willed little girl.

W orkm ^ and iier hus­
band adopted Nikki and 
soon discovered the 
autism diagnosis was 
wrong. Today, Nikki is 20, 
a successful student on 
scholarship at the 
University of California, 
Irvine, pursuing pre med 
courses and doing volun­
teer work to help kids 
still stuck in the foster­
care system she escaped.

“A lot of people say they 
don’t want a child with 
problems,” Robin
Workman said. “But just 
because they have prob 
lems today doesn’t mean 
they’re going to have 
problems forever.”

This is the sort of suc­
cess story that the state 
and federal governments 
are trying to replicate all 
over the nation.

Officials have mounted 
an unprecedented push to 
move, thousands of chil- 

, dren from foster care into 
permanent homes sin^e 
1998, and adoptions have 
soared. That’s a great step 
forward for America’s 
neediest children, some 
say. But others worry that 
it comes at a high price, 
and not in dollars alone.

Critics say the bonuses 
earned by state govern­
ments for completed adop­
tions amount to a bounty 
on children’s heads; oth­
ers want to see some of 
the increased spending 
redirected to helping fam­
ilies in trouble before 
their kids end up in foster 
care.

California has received 
more than $34 million in 
bonuses for children 
adopted out of the child- 
protection system — 
money that filters down 
to counties for additional 
Staff and programs. 
Orange County has 
received $2.3 million. The 
bonuses, from the federal 
government, range from 
$4,000 to $6,000 for every 
child adopted out of the 
system beyond the num-

It’s those bonuses that 
make some people mn- 
vous. Critics fear they 
make officials more prone 
to “ snatch” children from 
their biological families 
and pyt them up for adop­
tion, because the state 
and county can make 
money bn the deal.

“There are some chil­
dren for whom adpption 
is genuinely the right 
answer,'* said Richard 
Wexler, exeyutivi* dina 
tor of the. Naliomu 
Coalition .>r’ ( ’ liild

is, this system creates a 
perverse incentive for the 
state to take children 
away from their parents. 
It’s like a bounty on their 
heads.

“Some kids being adopt­
ed didn't need to be taken 
away, ”— Wex ler— said.

birth parents?"

The adoption bonuses 
are part of the federal 
Adoption and Safe 
Families Act, passed in 
1997, which aims to keep 
kids from languishing in 
foster care and moye 
them into permanent , lov­
ing homes. The act 
requires children to be 
quickly reunited with 
their parents or freed up 
for adoption; within six 
months if they're younger 
than 3, and within a year 
if they’re older.

If there’s evidence of 
serious abuse or neglect, 
rto attempts at family 
reunification need to be 
made and parental rights 
can be terminated imme­
diately.

This has raised an out 
cry as parents who have 
led rocky lives but still 
want their children wind 
up in court, battling to

remain, mothers and 
fathers. Six months, or 
even a year, is a terribly 
short time to try to turn a 
troubled life around, they 
argue.

Michael Riley under­
stands those, arguments.^ 
Even empathizes with 
them, to a degree. He’s 
director. of Orange 
CouTTtyr Calif., Children 
and Family Services, the 
agency that makes the 
often agonizing decisions 
that separate parent from
c"!iil(! ind affect lives so 
pro! (lly. •

"I2_ take a child away 
111 III I L-. parents, we get

the child gets hurt, we get 
criticized. Either way we 
go, we get criticized — 
and we understand that. 
It’s the nature of things.

"There’s a- saying that 
police and social workers 
have: If you want to be 
4(5v^d,*be a fireman.

'-♦hey’re-*'know-w'e’re not going to 
Why not be loved,” Riley said.

He also knows that the 
federal Adoptions and 
Safe P^amilies Act, which 
has helped move thou­
sands of kids into perma­
nent homes over the last 
few years, has its blem­
ishes.

"There have been some 
advocacy groups saying 
12 months isn’t enough 
time w'hen you’re looking 
at a family that has been 
disorganized and chaotic 
for generations,” Riley 
said. "Parts of that are 
true, no doubt. If you 
have a mother from an 
alcoholic family who has 
been abused, and we 
come in and expect her to 
get her act together in 12 
months, that may be 
unrealistic. But there are 
parents who do it.

"That’s a constant bat­
tle,” he said. “ If not 12 
months, how many? 
Nobody knows.”

Studies ^how that pro­
longed foster care can
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leave deep scars on chil­
dren, and the sooner they 
get into stable homes, the 
better off they are. 
Experts say it’s not fair to 
make them wait for years 
and years,while a parent 
tries to straighten out, 
messes up, and starts 
over again.

Riley also understands 
how the adoption bonuses 
might be interpreted as 
bounties. And he thinks a 
“permanency bonus” — 
where states are rewarded 
for successfully reuniting 
families, as opposed to 
reaping rewards only for 
adoptions is a good 
idea. But social workers 
simply don’t tear families 
apart and inflict trauma 
on children so counties 
can nab an extra few 
thousand dollars. “We are 
not baby snatchers,” 
Riley said.

But, right now, he can’t.
“Unfortunately, the ser­

vices have followed the 
money. And the money 
the federal government is

willing to make available 
to work with families is 
capped,” said Rich 
Hemstreet, chief of the 
state’s permanency policy 
bureau for foster care. 
“However, foster-care 
funds are an open-ended 
pot of money. The more 
kids go in, the more 
money we 'can draw 
down. It’s a quirk in the 
way the federal funding 
system is structured.”

On the street, that 
means the state’s main 
tool to help families 
having trouble caring for 
their children is to take 
the children away.

And no matter how 
many counselors are 
assigned to troubled 
families, there will 
always be children who 
should never .return 
home.

And there will always 
be a need for , foster 
parents like Workman.

Some 80 children have 
found shelter with her 
family over the past 20 
years. She works with 
birth parents, trying to 
teach them more effective 
parenting methods. She 
always strives to reunite 
families when it’s the safe 
and sane thing to do. But 
that’s not always the case.

The Workmans adopted 
two more children after 
Nikki, the last in 1999, 
and she has foster kids 
right now — all straight-A 
students.

She is effervescent 
about them.

“ It becomes a passion. 
It’s the love of my life, it’s 
the reason I get up in the 
morning,” Workman said, 
folding baby T-shirts into 
packs of three to supply 
other foster parents when 
the tiniest ones arrive. “ I 
survived cancer twice, 
and when I wake up in

Henin-Hardenne starts

NEW YORK -  Justine 
Henin-Hardenne began 
defense of her U.S. Open 
championship Tuesday, 
defeating 15-year-old qual­
ifier Nicole Vaidisova 6-1, 
6-4 in a match that turned 
out to be more difficult 
than she might have 
expected.

Seeded No. 1 and armed 
with the Olympic gold 
medal, Henin-Hardenne 
came in as a major 
favorite against the 
teenager from the Czech 
Republic, who was mak­
ing her U.S. Open debut.

But after zipping 
through the first set in 17 
minutes, Henine-
Hardenne ran into some 
difficulty in the second 
set.

Playing in just her sec­
ond tournament after 
missing much of the sum­
mer with a viral infec­
tion, Henin-Hardenne 
suddenly began making 
unforced errorsand fell 
behind in the second set 
1-4.

Then the No. 1 player in 
the world recovered her 

t poise and her game and 
won the next five games 
to complete the victory 
against Vaidisova, who 
captured her* first .tour 
title at Vancouver earlier

this month and played 
impressively against 
Henin-Hardenne.

“ I had a cold and was 
not feeling well the last 
few days,” Henin- 
Hardenne said. “She 
started playing better and 
I wasn’t ready for it.”
