Sharp
promised to look at the' 
subject, but would not 
make promises that he 
might later find hard, or 
even impossible, to keep.

“The concern I have is 
there are several thou­
sand employees woiicing 
for the state o f Texas in a 
host of different agencies 
that are also seeking pay , 
raises and feel there’s ^  
ihequity in the system 
somewhere,” said Sharp. 
“ When I ran for the 
school board in Big 
Spring, I talked to teach­
ers and I said a lot of 
things I wish I hadn’t 
said. I told them we would 
do this and do that, and 
when I was elected they 
threw a budget down in 
front of us with hundreds 
o f line items. You say to 
yourself, ‘Oh my gosh, I 
didn’t realize the bus 
barn needed toilet paper, 
and how much money

that costs.*
. “I ’m not going to stand 
here and lie to you and 
tell you I absolutely 
believe state employees 
deserve a 3 percent, pay 
raise on a fixed scale of 5 
percent. What I will tell 
you, however, is that my 
passion lies in keeping 
this institution function­
ing — to keep the employ­
ees of the Big Spring State 
Hospital employed.”

Sharp told the audience 
regardless of the Outcome 
of possible pay raises, he 
was willing to accept the 
responsibility that goes 

I with making policy, a 
resp;onsibility he said he 
has plenty of Experience 
with having been a found­
ing member of the Texas 
Office on Rural 
Community Affairs 
(ORCA).

“I firmly believe that 
state agencies should be 
run as efficiently and 
effectively as possible,” 
said Sharp. “And some­
times it’s hard to make 
those decisions wHen it 
means no pay raises. It’s 
hard to make those deci­
sions and look the people 
in the face sometimes, but 
I have the experience in

doing that, and I have 
done it. I ’ve taken those 
angry calls right up to 

. midnight. both 4irom 
being on the school board 
and being involved with a . 
state agency.”

Sharp also addressed i 
, the controversy surround­
ing the Robin Hood school 
finance situation and 
eventual reform, saying'

' mass school consolida­
tions are only half the 
answer, regardless o f 
political affiliation.- 

“ In Texas. I personally 
know of counties that 
have populations of 15,000 
to 20,000 and have five 
school districts,” sa^  
Sharp. “That means five 
superintendents,- five 
assistant superintendents 
and five business office 
managers. If you look at 
Howard County, the stu­
dent population is about 
3,800. Coahoma and 
Forsan have 700 to 800 
students. I f  you take the 
amount of money a super­
intendent makes divided 
by the number of students 
and the average funding 
for that school, you quick­
ly begin to see some inef­
ficiencies.

“ I ’m not in favor o f

mass consolidations as 
some legislators are. 
What I am in favor of is 
open debate of new ideas 
and modified consolida­
tion. where you keep the 
campuses where they are 
and look at consolidation 
of the central business 
office.”

On the subject o f term 
limitations for elected 
officials, both state and 
federal. Sharp said he 
believes those limitations 
already exist — in the 
hearts and minds of vot­
ers.

“The thing that scares 
me about this, and it’s 
very unpopular with the 
party I chose to run with, 
is my belief that term lim­
its exist today at the bal­
lot boxes,” said Sharp. “ I 
believe the constituency 
can vote someone in or 
out. The thing that scares 
me about term limits jthe 
most, however, is when 
you look at your elected 
representatives, whether 
they are local, state or 
federal, you are inherent­
ly empowering the 
bureaucracy.

“You think about a con­
gressman or congress- 
woman being in control.

but I assure you the 
agency employees at the 
federal and state level" 
control a lot of backwater 
politics. So it’s my con­
cern, that when you limit 
the terms of your repre­
sentatives, you’re throw­
ing yourself closer to a 
technocracy instead of a 
democracy. In other 
words, it’s by technical 
skills and knowledge the 
government works.”

Sharp stepped outside of 
his conservative
Republican platform 
when asked what his feel­
ings were on the legaliza­
tion of gambling in Texas, 
a controversial subject 
that has managed to split 
Republicans and
Democrats in the Lone 
Star State.

“I think it’s a silly con­
cept to not allow Texas to 
have gambling,” said 
Sharp. “ I think we’re 
being extremely naive. 
I’m not as conservative on 
that issue because we lose 
a tremendous amouilt of 
revenue out of state. 
There’s a lot of political 
debate on either side of 
the issue, and irl the last 
special session when the 
subject was brought up, it

not only split the parties, 
it divided factions within 
the parties. It’s a very 
controversial issue, but 
personally, I don’t have 
any problem with it. I 
believe it needs to be reg­
ulated because I don’t 
want to see a casino on 
every corner, but I don’t 
have a problem with it.” 

The Big Spring State 
Hospital and TPA will 
host a similar , question 
and answer period featur­
ing Sharp’s opponent-, 
incumbent Pete Laney, D- 
Hale Center. That session 
will be held Thursday, 
Oct. 7, at 3 p.m. in the 
state hospital’3 Allred 
Building.

“You are living in the 
most interesting political 
times we’ve ever seen,” 
Seliger told students. 
“Watch the debates, listen 
to what they have to say 
and how it applies to your 
life.”

The senator asked stu­
dents how many of them 
knew if  their parents 
voted in the last election. 
Only half of the students 
responded.

“ People think that it 
doesn’t matter whether or 
not they vote. They 
believe that it will still be 
the same United States, 
no matter what. But it is 
only a great nation 
because people partici­
pate. Voting confirms to 
the people who are fight­
ing for our freedom that 
what they are doing is 
worth it.”

Of the 18,000 registered 
voters in Howard County, 
only 9,000 voted in the 
last election. The senator 
challenged the students to 
make a change and get 
involved.

“As you look around 
you, you see students that 
might be the future 
mayor, city judge, county 
commissioner or state 
senator. If you care about 
your future, it ’s your^ 
obligation to participate,” 
said Seliger.

'The students were given 
an opportunity to ask 
questions. At least four of 
the questions pertained to 
school lunches and the 
nutritional program. The 
students were referred to 
their parents and local 
school board for respons-, 
es.

On the question of mar­
riage, the •* senator 
responded, “ I ’m against 
homosexual marriage. It 
should be between a man

and a woman.”
When asked about abor­

tion, the senator replied 
that he is pro-life and 
believes it is essential for 
parents to give consent 
for any surgical proce­
dure to their minor child.

Seliger wanted students 
to know that the choices 
they make as young peo­
ple could affect the rest of 
their lives.

“You are never too 
young to make adult 
choices,” he said.

Being a teenager, he 
stressed, is the scariest 
time because the 
strongest influences for 
them is their peer group 
instead of their parents. 
“Make good decisions, get 
involved in your commu- 
n^y, vote and decide what 
you belTeve about drugs, 
alcohol, smoking and sex 
before you are forced to 
make those choices.”

The senator also had a 
message for parents:

“Vote. Take your kids 
with you to vote. Talk to 
them about everything — 
sex, drinking, smoking,, 
drugs... everything. This 
is the responsibility we 
have as parents. I have 
two teenagers myself and 
I know how hard it is, but 
do it.”

Seliger was sworn in to 
the Texa^ Senate in 
March after winning a 
special election runoff to 
serve District 31’s citi­
zens. He faces Elaine 
King Miller, D-Amarillo, 
in the Nov. 2 election.

Born in Amarillo and 
raised in Borger, Seliger 
served four terms as 
mayor of Amarillo and 
also a former city com­
missioner. He is a gradu­
ate of Borger High School 
and Dartmouth College. 
His family owns and oper­
ates Lake Steel Inc., 
which was founded in 
1937.

The painting she ren­
dered provides a three- 
dimensional glimpse and 
gives hints o f various 
buildings and shapes 
reflected from the window 
pane.

Bagwell has also trav­
eled Bali and Indonesia 
for her art, and says she 
has been an art student 
all her life.

11 raku process, which is a 
time-iconsuming, exten­
sive heating and air expo­
sure procedure Odell does 
at his home in Lafayette, 
La.

“After I paint the pots, 
which can take as long as 
six hours, he places them 
into a kiln which really

drum. He heats the pots 
up to 2,000 degrees, and 

, they get so hot you can

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see right through them.
“Then he squirts this 

mixture on them, or he’ll 
set them on newspaper, 
which catches fire and 
sets the copper. Then he 
buries them in damp 
ashes, carefully exposes a 
section at a time and the 
oxidation creates the 
color on the pot. When it 
has reached the color he 
wants, he covers it with 
ashes again.

“He continues that 
process until the entire 
pot is what he wants, then 
he immerses it in water to 
stop the oxidation 
process. Then he will

hand you the pot and it is 
so warm it feels like a 
baby,” Bagwell said.

The pots are representa­
tive of Bagwell’s style of 
multidimensional art, 
with faces painted on two 
sides and a different tex­
ture or pattern on the 
other sides.

Two-faced pots range in 
price from $525 to $675, 
depending on the size of 
the pottery.

Bagwell cautions art 
lovers to select a piece of 
art, not because of the 
way it will match a 
home’s decor, but because 
of the way the piece

effects the viewer. She 
strives to produce pieces 
that solicit emotions and 
responses.

Her art work on exhibit 
at the museum ranges in 
price from $55 for small­
er, framed work up to 
$3,000 for the larger 
pieces. The exhibit will 
remain on display until 
Nov. 6. The museum is 
located at 510 Scurry. 
Regular museum hours 
are 9 a.m. until 5 p.m. 
Tuesday though Friday 
and 10 a.m. until 5 p.m. 
Saturday. Admission is $2 
for adults and $1 for chil­
dren.

President Bush and Sen. John 
Kerry rushed back to the can>- 

I paign trail Friday to try to con­
vince voters ttiey had won the 
debate'over foreign policy arid 
to renew the argument over 
whether going to war in Iraq 
had made the nation safer. ■

Three post-debate polls'^sug- 
^sted  voters who watched the 
policy-driven confrontation 
Thursday night were impressed 
by Kerry. Most o f those sur­
veyed said he did better than 
Bush.

Kerry’s r^unning mate. Sen. 
John Edwards, said Friday he 
told Kerry after the debate “ I 
think people saw the next com-' 
mander in chief,” and he criti­
cized Bush for failing to

acknowledge problems in Iraq. 
“You can’t fix a problem if 
you’re not willing to admit tl^at 
mistakes have been made arid 
that you have a problem,” he 
told ABC’s “Good Morning 
America.”

Bush believed he had effec­
tively spelled out tl ê strategy 
and shown the resolve with 
which he is fighting the war 6i) 
terror. White House communi­
cations director Dan Bartlett 
said. “1 think he spoke from the 
heart, spoke with strength 
about the necessity for our 
country to fight the terrorists 
over there so. we don’t have to 
face 'them here at home,” 
Bartlett told ABC. “He had'a 
good time last night.”

Kerry’s campaign prepared a

TV ad that featured newspaper 
headlines from Friday praising 
the Democrat’s performance. 
The Democratic National 
Committee was rolling out k 
Web video showing clips of 
Bush appearing frustrated at 
the debate.

When Kerry leveled some of 
his charges. Bush appeared 
irritated and scowled at times 
and, at other moments, glanced 
away in apparent disgust. 
Kerry often took notes when 
the president spoke.

The television networks' 
offered a split screen to viewers 
so they ĉould see both men at 
the same timb and watch their 
reactions.

Bush knew he would be on 
camera during the entire

debate and was aware' that the 
networks had not agreed to 
show only the candidate who 
was speaking. Bush campaign 
spokeswoman Nicolle Devenish 
said. Regarding Bush’s facial 
reactions, Devenish said: “The 
president reacted boriestly. It 
showed the president really 
believes in his convictions.”

From the first question, Kerry 
went on the offensive, accusing 
Bush of leaving U.S. alliances 
around the world “ in shatters” 
and later calling Iraq “ this 
incredible mess.” Bush said 
Kerry had voted to authorize 
the war he now criticizes. 
“That’s not how a commander 
in chief acts,” Bush said.

Less than five weeks before 
the election, Iraq dominated the

s ' -

debate on a day wheri a string 
of bombs killed 35 children and 
wounded scores of* others in 
western Baghdad. Overall, 
more than 1,000 U.S. soldiers 
have died in Iraq. ,

Kerry summed / up Bush’s 
strategy for Iraq as “more o f the 
same” and added: “This presi­
dent has made, I regret to say, a 
colossal error of judgment. And 
judgment is what we look for in 
the president o f the United 
States of America.”

Bush acknowledged that not 
every American agrees with the  ̂
decisions he's made. “But peo­
ple know where I, stand,”’ Bush* 
said, suggesting they^ don’t ' 
know where Kerry stands. 
“People out there listening ’ 
know what I believe.”

Houston’s coach,

HOUSTON — Holding 
the fifth pick in the 1995 
draft, Carolina Panthers 
coach Dom Capers want­
ed a quarterback who 
would be a catalyst for 
the expansion franchise.

Capers thought he 
found the perfect one in a 
6-foot-5, 245-pounder out 
of Penn State. He was an 
All-American, led the 
Nittany Lions to an unde­
feated season and had a 
powerful right arm that 
invited comparisons to 
Dan Marino and John 
Elway.

“When you start a fran­

chise with someone, you 
know a lot is going to be 
asked of them,” (Papers 
said. “We thought Kerry 
was going_to be our guy. 
There'were a lot of expec­
tations on Kerry and us.“

Collins delivered early, 
leading the Panthers to a 
12-4 record and the NFC 
championship game in 
their second year.

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Don’t be a quitter when 
you land in the sand’
By T.J. TOM ASI

A ltl}ough many amateurs are afraid of
bunker shots, proper technique can make 
them just another shot. The keys are to set 

up correctly and to swing across your body with a 
slicing action, hitting the sand before you hit the 
ball.

To get a better understanding of these keys, 
draw two lines in the sand, one pointing to the 
target and the other line perpendicular to it.
Then place the ball at their intersection.

Now, set up to the ball as R IA  professional 
John Bierkan is demonstrating in the first photo 
below:

1. Position your left foot with your heel placed 
along the second line. Since the ball is on the 
intersection, it is now i>erfectly placed to hit a 
sand shot, i.e. opposite your front heel.

2. Open your club face so it points to the right 
of the target line and hover it about 2 inches 
behind the ball, over the spot where you want the 
club head to enter the sand.

3. Place your right foot so it’s closer to the tar­
get line than your left. This is called an open 
stance, and it encourages your weight to settle on 
your left side, where you should keep it through­
out the swing. Turn your back foot in until it 
points directly at the target line to stabilize your 
lower body and ensure a descending motion and 
full finish.

4. To make sure you hit down and through the 
ball, tilt your spine toward the target so the shaft 
of the club is inclined with your hands ahead of 
the ball.

• Ijooking down the target line from the vantage 
point of photo 2, we can see by the angle of the 
divot that John has just completed a swing where 
the club head traveled parallel to his toe line 
rather than directly down the target line as it 
would for a normal full swing from the fairway. 
This slicing action is vital for proper sand play 
because it allows the club face to slide under the 
ball and lift it out softly on a cushion of sand.

Note one more thing from this angle; From his 
finish position, John would be able to look at his 
club face and see the scoring lines. This is exactly 
how you want to finish for the standard bunker 
shot because it’s evidence that you slid the club 
under the ball instead of turning it over.

One more piece o f advice: Most amateurs quit 
on their sand shots. By, "quit" I mean that 
because the distance to the flag is so short, they 
slow the club down as it comes to the ball not 
realizing that because they contact the sand first, 
they must swing very* firm ly 

T\) be a good sand player set up correctly, trust 
your swing and accelerate to your finish.

Self promotion
Prospective college 
golfers have to get 
into the swing o f 
recruiting game

There are no galleries 
at high school golf 
matches, no coUege 

recruiters or coaches to 
schmooze parents and 
players. University golf 
programs have small 
budgets for scouting and 
those few that do have 
money rarely need to 
worry about recruiting — 
the very best golfers beat a path 
to their doors.

So how does a top high school 
golfer find a roster spot and 
hopefully a scholarship with a 
college golf program?

The answer is a proactive 
approach.

“1 sent out letters in 
December, just to get my name 
out there," said Robbie Wight a 
senior golfer at Cardinal 
Newman in West Palm Beach. 
"Unless you’re one of the top 10 
in the nation, they don’t know 
about you.”

' Wight’s teammate, Brett 
Rendina, said he started sending 
letters and videos of his golf 
swing to coaches at the schools 
he was looking at in February 

“ It took a while to get some 
responses,” Rendina said. "Then 
I had to wait until June, when 
the NCAA allows (schools to con­
tact prospective recruits).”

Jenna Farmer, a senior at 
Martin County High School, the 
defending Florida girls champi­
ons, believes she should have 
started pursuing a scholarship 
earlier.

"At the beginning o f summer,
1 was like, ‘How am 1 going to go 
to college?’ And I said, ‘Golf.’ So 1 
decided then that I was going to 
work as hard as 1 could to get a 
scholarship.

“ 1 didn’t really know what to 
do at first. I’m still pretty new at 
golf, so I didn’t know how to look 
into it. I’ve only been playing 
since my freshman year.”

Farmer worked at a country 
club all summer and practiced 
every day, playing up to 36 holes 
a day and hitting the driving 
range to work on her swing. Her 
average has dropped nearly 
twenty strokes since the fall of 
2003 and she hopes the extra 
effort shows as she markets her­
self to recruiters.

Maximum exposure
Just making contact is not 

enough to entice most college 
coaches, who are searching for 
just two or three players each 
year to replace players leaving 
their program. As a result, mas­
sive tournaments, such as those 
sponsored by the American 
Junior Golf Association, that 
draw junior golfers from around 
the country are prominent meth­
ods o f drawing attention. Such 
tournaments are frequented by 
college scouts and coaches and 
have become a necessity for play­
ers desperate to stand out from 
the stack o f resum e every col­
lege receives each summer.

Coaches sltpw up at tourna­
ments with an idea o f which 
golfers they want to watch and 
follow those few players around 

' for a couple of holes each. 
“That’s why it’s so important 

to get letters out, to get your 
name out there,” Cardinal 
Newman’s Chappell Brown said.
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Brett Rendina
posted his name 
and profile on 
golfrecruiter.com, 
a Web site 
specifically 
designed for- 
college golf 
recruiters. 
Applications like 
e-mail and 
streaming video 
files have helped 
eliminate a lot of 
time and 
correspondence 
hassles.

"Because if they see that you’re at 
a tournament that is convenient 
for them to visit, they wjll make 
an effort to go out and watch you. 
You have to do that, play in the big 
tournaments, to get recruited.”

Farmer played several tourna­
ments this summer, but is count­
ing heavily on tournaments this 
fall to make a name for herself to 
Division II colleges.

" I ’m hoping my (Florida Junior 
Golf Association) scores will 
speak for themselves,” she said. “ 1 
haven’t played in too many of 
those yet, because I’m still trying 
to get my scores down, but I’m 
going to go out there and shoot 
away this fall.”

The junior golf tours all post 
scores and rankings online for col­
lege scouts to peruse, but that is 
not the only way the Internet has 
proven to be a boon for junior 
golfers.

Rendina, Wight and Brown all 
have posted their names and pro­
files on Golfrecruiter.com, a Web 
site specifically designed for col­
lege golf recruiters. And more 
simple applications like e-mail 
and streaming video files have 
helped eliminate a lot of time and 
correspondence hassle§.

“ You have to really bear down, 
stay on top of (coaches),” Rendirla 
said. “Every month, send them 
updates, e-mails and phone calls, 
whatever. Stay in contact.”

The Mgh cost of publkHy
Of course, all of those tourna­

ments, lessons and clubs don’t 
come cheap. It can cost frcm S600

to $1,000 per tournament between 
fees, travel and hotel rooms and 
serious players compete in eight to 
12 tournaments a year around the 
country. Add in a private golf 
coach at $60 per hour, the prices of 
postage and phone calls and high- 
quality equipment, and costs can 
sometimes reach five figures for a 
player — and, of course, their par­
ents. .

Some of the players are starting 
to learn the value of money 
already.

“ 1 worked over the summer for 
my dad, doing manual labor build­
ing houses,” said Rendina, a 
straight-A student who recently 
met with the head golf coach at 
Brown. “ I have to chip in for my 
golf lessons now, because they’re 
pretty expensive.”

“My mom has invested so much 
money in this, I can’t even compre­
hend how much she has invest^,” 
Farmer said. “That’s just for tour­
naments, but I buy my own golf 
balls and if there is a club I want, I 
have to save up for it. Over the 
summer we invested about $1,500. 
That’s including some local tour­
naments, plus one in Daytona 
where we stayed overnight.”

Rendina believes the most 
important thing — low scores 
aside — is to decide early that golf 
is going to be an issue in college 
and to plan accordingly

“ If you want to pursue a golf 
scholarship or play golf in college, 
you really have to start early in 
your junior year, and makp con-, 
tact,” he said. “Lpt them know 
you’re out there.”

Sutton continues 
to take a beating

U .S. captain Hal Sutton was 
positively correct with one o f 
his observations at the recent 
Ryder Cup. ' '

"This job,” he said, “ gets a lot of 
second-guessing.”

You think? This second-guessing 
is entering its second week and 
shows no sighs o f abatement. From 
all points of the worid, people are 
taking shots at Sutton’s captaincy of 
a U.S. team that went down to its 
worst defeat (18X -9)1) in the event’s 
77-year history.

Last week, former European 
Ryder Cup captain Bernard 
Gallacher said at a news conference 
in England that he couldn’t believe 
the Americans hadn’t tested part­
ners before the matches started.

“The fact they didn’t spend time 
finding out which partnerships 
worked before teeing off in the tour- 
nament is just incredible,” said 
Gallacher, whqwas 1-2 as a captain. 
“ You really have to take time earlier 
in the week to see players together 
and find out if they work — you 
can’t throw them together as Hal 
Sutton did. Players have to talk to 
each other to find out who’s going to 
drive which holes or play chip shots 
into which greens and not leave 
choosing which ball to use until the 
first tee.”

Sutton’s theory is he didn’t want 
the players to know early in the 
week who their partner would be 
because he felt that meant everyone 
would have to worry about two 
golfers. But that was negative coach­
ing.

Sutton’s other big gaffe was trying 
to force the Tiger Woods-Phil 
Mickelson pairing, not only once but 
twice in Friday losses, when it’s 
obvious the two have an indifferent 
attitude toward each other. Sutton 
knew there’s a reason why no previ­
ous Ryder Cup or Presidents Cup 
captain had paired the two together 
but stubbornly felt he could change 
that. Even worse, Sutton made up 
his mind about this pairing two 
years ago. What’s the hurry?

Sutton knew what he was getting 
into when he took the job. And he 
knows he’ ll be criticized forever for 
his team’s dispiriting defeat at 
Oakland Hills.

“ I’m a big boy,”  he says. “ 1 can 
take it.”

THE GOLF DOCTOR
Ratchet up your coil

The more you “ coil” (turn your 
shoulders more than your hips) 
on your backswing, the greater 
your potential for distance. The 
amount of your coil is measured 
in degrees, and the typical pro 
model has the hips turning 45 
degrees while the shoulders turn 
90 degrees, giving you 45 degrees 
o f “ ooU.”

When you coil one part o f your 
body against another you create 
torque, the twisting force that 
propels your dub head at high 
s p e ^ .  However, coll is only part 
o f the “power story” because coil 
it worthless if it is dissipated 
early in the downswing.

For example, a golfer who has 
the pro-model 45 degrees of coil at 
the top of the backswing but then 
starts down by dosing this gap 
immediately (i.e., the shoulders 
and the hips are turned the same 
amount) will have little differen­
tial left In the hitting area to 
explode the club head through the 
baU.

Instead, the gap between the 
hips and shoulden should actual­
ly increase at the start o f the 
downswing to maximize distance. 
Studies show that PGA Tour play­
ers increase the gap about 20 
degrees on th»way down, and 
they acoomidish this by reversing 
their lower body direction while 
their shoulders and arms are still

going back.
One way to do this is to feel as 

if your weight is pushing down­
ward into your back leg as your 
forward knee starts toward the 
target to initiate the downswing. 
It’s been described as “sitting 
down to the ball,”  and it is this 
move that gives the bandy-legged 
look to the expert golfer where 
the gap between the legs widens. 
I’m demonstrating this position in 
the accompanying photo.

With the use o f modern meas­
uring devices there can be no dis­
puting that coll increases during 
the downswing. So if distance is a 
priority for you, work with your 
PGA teaching professional to 
ratchet up your coil.

“Sitting down 
to the ball”

Q :  I feel like I overuse 
my right hand to control my ' 
downswing, and my left 
arm breaks down at impact. | 
I can’t follow through all the 
way, and I often hit a duck 
hook. Are there any drills 
that can help me? —  ,
Dennis W , from  the Web

A I  The problei'n is your 
left arm is stopping at 
impact. Try hitting balls 
while you let go with your 
right hand just prior to 
impact to give yourself the 
feeling o f a frei^Qowing left 
arm. Tee the ball up when 
you do this drill and use a

short iron (7 or 8).
This drill works because’ 

you simply can’t stop your 
left arm after you take your 
right hand off. You’ll have to 
make a full finish bn every 
shot, and you’ll be surprised 
how far you can hit the ball. 
But do it slowly for the feel. 
You’re not trying to hit golf 
shots; you’re training your 
left arm and wrist to keep 
moving.

After several shots, put 
your right hand back on to 
retain the ftee-flowing feel- ' 
ing you had with the left arm 
during the drill. In a short 
time, you should be cured.
