Mondan Morning Musings
The Friona Star this week invites you to sit 

in on an intimate and revealing analysis of 
some local news reporting, with an actual case 
presented for you, good reader, to think over.

The little town of Friona in recent days has 
made nation-wide news. Not because of its 
usually publicized irrigation, mind you; and not 
from any discovery of uranium, or from a sen­
sational and sordid act of crime, but from a 
most local situation, news of which has snow­
balled into nation-wide recognition.

We refer to the story originating in Austin, 
disclosing that the Friona school system is the 
only public school in the entire state of Texas 
wherein Negro children are studying alongside 
the white children, in the same room, with mu­
tual teacher, with the identical facilities and ad­
vantages.

You didn’t learn of this, in all probability, 
from  the columns of The Star. We continue, 
with explanation:

The Associated Press discovered this schol­
astic situation from  a routine check of Austin 
news sources, the files of the Texas Education 
Agency in this instance. Facts were gathered 
and verified, and the “ more than hot”  news 
story was distributed last week via wire and 
newsletter under the AP credit line. And now, 
feature syndicates are clamoring for more de­
tails. On Monday, Mr. Yoder of the television 
newscast service, Telenews, called your editor 
from Dallas, revealing his approaching trip to 
Friona to make an on-the-spot telecast of the 
happy mingling of the little Negroes and white 
children in the Friona schools.

As for The Star:

We have known, of course, of the two to five 
Negro children being served in our schools for 
a partial term this year. We were not unaware 
of the repercussions possible; we were not 
blissfully asleep and ignoiant of what was go­
ing on; in fact we have kept in closer contact 
with the situation than probably anyone ex­
cept the school officials themselves. And 
against the m ajority analysis of “ good news- 
papering”  we withheld any story on the fact, 
other than mere mention.

We declined to play up or even reveal the 
situation because we thought, and still think, 
that no editorial conclusion could be drav/n 
from the happenstance that two Negro children 
were satisfactorily attending school here.

There has been no colored population here 
of any extent whatsoever. As yet, no colored 
child has remained in classes for any length 
of time.

We observe (and we are confident Superin­
tendent Caffey, Superintendent-elect Kelley and 
at least some of the school board, will verify) 
that the local handling of the colored element 
would be drastically different, by necessity, 
should 100, 50, 25, or even 10 Negro students 
ask admittance. THEN, without question, 
separate facilities (buildings, teachers, etc.) 
would be required and provided.

So we saw no vestige of sensational news 
or proof of any theory of integrated education 
in the fact that merely two Negro children 
were satisfactorily absorbed into the Friona 
school system.

The local situation cam e about substantially 
as follows: In October of 1954, two Negro chil­
dren asked admittance. Weighing the prob­
lem, school authorities here took what they 
considered a practical approach, believing it 
folly to provide a Negro teacher for the re­
mainder of the term (at probable cost of

The children were quiet­
ly admitted, and the teachers and the school 
officials were most judicious in handling the 
little problems that might be anticipated.

And The Star continued cooperating, without- 
fanfare or comment.

School progressed, from week to week. 
There were no racial problems in excess of 
those regularly encountered, closely parallel 
to the M exican-acceptance in Texas schools. 
The little black fellows ,in fact, proved to be 
favorites in many activities.

CENSUS HEAD URGES 
BUSINESS MEN FILE REPORTS
Collection of reports in the 1954 

Consuses of Business, Manufactur­
ers and Mineral Industries, which 
are being conducted nationwide by 
the Bureau of the Census, Depart­
ment of Commerce, now is moving 
into the home stretch.

Thirty-eight temporary field of­
fices, established early this year to 
conduct these Censuses, are con­
centrating on the task of working 
themselves out of a job. These of­
fices will be closed as soon as all 
business men have filed their re­
ports and these reports have been 
checked and relayed to Washing­
ton. Among these field offices the 
one covering this area is that of 
Cansus Supervisor oJe Henry, lo­
cated at Dallas, Texas. Here 16 
employees are at work processing 
reports received to date from 41,- 
000 establishments. They are aim­
ing for completion of the job in the 
next few weeks when reports from 
a remaining 8,500 establisemhnts 
have been received.

Registered letters are being sent 
to establishments which have not 
filed their reports in compliance 
with Census law, formally notifying 
them that their reports have not 
been received despite several pro- 
vious reminders and that these re­
ports must be returned promptly 
in accordance with the law.

In a statement addressed to 
heads of business establishments 
in thi sarea, Census Supervisor Joe 
Henry pointed out that the Census 
Bureau, like any well-conducted 
business is trying to avoid unneces­
sary delays and adde dexpense aris­
ing from such delays.

“Delays are costly both in terms 
of added expense and the loss of 
time that cannot be recovered,” 
Supervisor Joe Henry said. “In our 
business of collecting and publish­
ing statistics timing is very im­
portant. Those business men who 
have been delayed filing their re­
ports probably do not realize that 
statistics are a perishable com­
modity and decrease in value as 
they increase in age-

•'The Censuses of Business, Man- 
facturers and Hineral Industries 
together make up one of the most 
heipful services which government 
performs for business men. The 
new census facts will be used mil­
lions of times during the next sev­
eral years b ybusiness men in mak­
ing decisions on plant location, 
product development, marketing 
channels, sales quotas, advertising 
campaigns, and many other mat­
ters. Trade associations, cham­
bers of commerce, and other groups 
wiil also constintly be using this 
up-ti-date, detailed information. 
The censuses will be of vital use 
to the government in mobilization 
planning and many other programs 
as well.”

COTTONSEED PRODUCTS 
DISCOLOR YOLKS IN EGGS

COLLEGE STATION. — Eggs 
having off-colored yolks usually 
can be traced to hens fed cotton­
seed products. Such eggs appear­
ing in Texas retail markets in re­
cent weeks are objectionable to 
consumers.

No more than five per cent cot­
tonseed meal in a hen’s ration may 
cause yolk discoloration, particular­
ly if the eggs are stored, Kermit F. 
Sehlamb, extension poultry mar­
keting specialist, says. Discolored 
yolks appear motley, olive to green­
ish-brown or even black in color.

Most cases of such yolks are

traced to hens having access to cat­
tle or hog feeding operations where 
a cottonseed product is being fed. 
In other instances, the hens are 
eating cottonseed or cottonseed 
hulls used as nesting litter.

“Some farmers mix their own 
poultry laying rations and use cot­
tonseed meal unaware of its influ­
ence on yolk color,” Sehlamb says.

Poultry scientists at Texas A&M 
College do not recommend its use 
in laying rations and advise shell 
egg producers to check any supply 
of cottonseed products that may 
lower egg quality by affecting 
yolk color-

AUSTIN- — Right down to the 
wire ,the Legislature fought out 
the battle of taxation.

Pay of the legislators—$25 per 
day—stopped May 10. So there 
was all the more reason, from 
their point of view, that the tough­
est, most complex and controver­
sial problem of the session be 
solved as soon as possible.

First, the House passed a tax 
bill, increasing or putting new 
levies on gasoline, cigarettes, snuff, 
tobacco, natural gas, trading 
stamps, uranium, and wine and 
beer licenses.

When this bill went to the Sen­
ate, amendments were introduced 
to tax auto storage and parking 
lots, jewelry, furs and clothing,
storage warehouses, airlines, real 
estate brokers, chemical manufac­
turers, hotels, tourist lodges, de­
partment stores, and chain stores.

Committee Hearings
Sen. Dorsey Hardeman, chair­

man of the Senate State Affairs 
Committee, scheduled hearings al­
most as fast as amendments were 
introduced.

First witness was E. H. Thorn­
ton, Jr., chairman of the State 
Highway Commission. He asked 
that the state tax on gasoline be 
set at six cents per gallon, instead 
of t ehpresent four cents. (The 
House bill increased the gasoline 
tax to five cents.)

Gov. Allan Shivers had advocat­
ed a two-cent increase in the gaso­
line tax to provide for the state’s 
highway needs.

He continues to express the hope 
that there be no income or sales 
tax.

That the Legislators will com­
plete the tax bill and adjourn with­
in two weeks is Shivers’ guess-

Big question is whether the 
House will accept what the Senate 
does—especially if it changes the

gas levy.

NEW BULLETIN ON GRAIN 
STORAGE AVAIBALLE

COLLEGE STATION. — Once 
Tarm-stored grain is dried to safe 
moisture limits, certain practices 
should be followed to assure quality 
during storage. This statement 
Keynotes a new bulletin by the 

n Texas Agricultural Extension Serv­
ice.

The publication, Maintaining 
Quality of Farm Dried and Stored 

-Grain, makes these recommenda­
tions on insuring the quality of 
stored grain:

1. When drying is completed, re­
verse the fans to pull air down 
through the grain.

,2. Check the grain temperature 
at least once each week.

3. Check the moisture content of 
the grain monthly.

4. Aerate as often as is necessary.
5. Check insect activity at least 

twice monthly and fumigate when 
required.

6- And keep records on grain 
temperature and moisture content.

Copies of the bulletin, L-233, 
which goes into each of the points 
m detail, is available from the local 
county agent’s office.
