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Lawmakers to try 
again to revamp 
intelligence agencies

WASHINGTON (AP) 
— President Bush and 
GOP congressional 
leaders are preparing 
another bid in 
December to overcome 
conservative 
Republican opposition 
and pass an intelli­
gence community 
overhaul designed as a 
response to the Sept.
11 attacks.

“When I get home, I 
look forward to getting 
it done,” Bush told a 
news conference 
Sunday after an eco­
nomic summit in 
Santiago, Chile. He 
promised to work with 
Republican leaders in 
Congress who are 
preparing to return 
Dec. 6 for another try.

Blocked by resis­
tance from two com­
mittee chairmen and 
conservative 
Republicans in the 
House, lawmakers 
turned back a last- 
minute chance 
Saturday to pass the 
stalled legislation to 
create a new national 
intelligence director 
and national countert­
errorism center. Based 
on the Sept. 11 cqm- 
mission recommenda­
tions, the overhaul is 
supposed to help the 
intelligence communi­
ty track terrorist 
threats and was one of 
the biggest legislative 
priorities of this year.

West Texas isn’t exactly the area 
you would expect to see a rainfall 
record broken — especially coming 
on the heels of quite possibly the 
worst drought in the region’s history 
— but that’s exactly what happened 
this morning, according to local U.S. 
Department of Agriculture officials.

Total rainfall for Howard 
County reached 34.58 inch­
es at 8 a.m. according to 
Charles Yates, an engi­
neering technician for the 
USDA, eclipsing the 34.34 
record set in 1932.

“We received 0.67 inches 
of rain as of 8 a.m., and 
when you add that to the 
0.01 ‘ inches we received 
earlier, that brings our total rainfall 
for the year to 34.58 inches,” said 
Yates. “Rainfall records for Howard 
County go as far back as 1900, so 
there hasn’t been this much rain here 
in one year for at least the last 104 
years.

Yates said the normal rainfall for 
this date is 17.64 inches.

National Weather Service 
Meteorologist Greg Murdock said 
West Texans can count on the wet 
stuff being a fiart of their holiday sea­
son as well.

“ It looks like this trend of increased 
precipitation is going to continue 
through the end of the year,” said 
Murdock.

As for the incredible increase in the 
rate of precipitation for 2004, 
Murdock said it’s hard to nail the 
cause down to just one source.

“ It’s difficult to say, especially 
when you talk about just one vari­
able,” said Murdock. “The storm 
track has moved more favorably for 
storms to come in off of the Pacific 
Ocean. There have also been several 
other events favoring the southern 
flow across Mexico bringing up mois­
ture.”

The forecast calls for a continued 60 
percent chance of rain tonight and 30 
percent Tuesday, with cooler, windy 
weather moving in to the area. •'

Hunter kilts five after tree stand dispute autopsy

BIRCHWOOD, Wis. (AP) — A 
deer hunter shot and killed five 
pe^ le  and wounded three others in 
ftorthwestern Wisconsin following 
a dispute about a tree stand during 
the hunt’s opening weekend, 
authorities said.

The 36-year-old alleged gunman 
was arrested Sunday afternoon, 
Sawyer County sheriffs officials 
said. Jake Hodgkinson, a deputy at 
the county jail, identified the sus­
pect as Chai Vang but would give 
no additional details.

Paul Schnell, a spokesman for the 
St. Paul, Minn., police department, 
said the man was from St. Paul.

The incident began when two 
hunters were returning to their 
rural cabin on private land in 
Sawyer County when they saw the 
suspect in one of their hunting plat­
forms in a tree. County Chief

Deputy Tim Zeigle said. A con 
frontation and shooting followed.

Ifs  not known who shot first. 
Zeigle said.

Both hunters were wounded and 
one of them radioed to the cabin a 
quarter mile away. Other hunters 
responded and were shot. About 20 
shots were fired, but ifs  unclear 
who shot them, he said.

The dead included a a teenage boy 
and a woman, Zeigle said. A father 
and son were among them, he said. 
Some of the victims were shot more 
than once.

All five, from the Rice Lake area, 
were dead when officers arrived to 
the area in southwestern Sawyer 
County, he said. Authorities found 
two bodies near each other and the 
others were scattered over 100 
yards.

“ Ifs  absolutely nuts. Why? Over 
sitting in a tree stand?" asked 
Zeigle.

Zeigle said the suspect was "chas

ing after them and killing them,’’ 
with a SKS 7.62 mm semiautomatic 
ritle, a common hunting weapon. 
Wisconsin’s statewide deer gun 
hunting season started Saturday 
and lasts for nine days.

Two young people who stayed in 
the cabin emerged safely after the 
shootings.

The suspect, who did not have a 
compass, got lost in the woods and 
two hunters, not knowing about the 
shootings, helped him find his way 
out. Zeigle said. When he emerged, 
a Department of Natural Resources 
officer recognized the deer license 
on his back, given to police by- a 
victim. Zeigle said.

The man was out of bullets and 
was arrested. Zeigle said.

One of the injured hunters was in 
critical condition at St. Joseph’s 
Hospital. .Another was listed in 
serious condition and the third was 
in fair condition, both at Lakeview 
Mi'dical Center.

Tests to see if death connected to mad cow disease
BEAUMONT (AP ) -  

The family of a Beaumont 
woman is waiting for test 
results to find out if she 
died from a form of an 
affliction connected to 
mad cow disease.

Burnell Baize, 71, died 
Oct. 16 of the rare 
Creutzbldt-Jakob disease, 
which eats holes in the 
brain and always causes 
death, the Beaumont 
Enterprise reported 
Sunday.

There are two forms of 
the disease.

One type is called vari­
ant Creutzfeldt-Jakob dis­
ease and is linked to mad 
cow disease. It can be 
contracted by humans if 
they eat infected beet or 
nerve tissue, and possibly 
through blood transfu­
sions.

The more common type

of Creutzfeldt-Jakob dis 
ease, known as classic 
CJD, is responsible for 
about one in 10,000 U.S. 
deaths each year, and its 
cause is unknown 85 per­
cent of the time.

Baize's family is won­
dering if she ate infected 
beef.

In the United States, 
there has been only one 
known case of variant 
CJD — a Florida woman 
who died in June after 
eating contaminated beef 
more than a decade ago in 
England.

"This is a scary, scary 
malady.” said her son 
Gene Barnes. 53.

Baize began to suiter 
from dementia during the 
late summer, he said. In 
the last week of hei lihy 
she was in a coma.

Her brain was taken to 
the National Prion 
Disease Pathology
Sur^illance Center in 
Ohio, where an autopsy 
will determine if she died 
of classic or variant CJD. 
The results are expected 
in about two we«>ks.

In the last eight years,

Variant Creutzfeldt- 
Jakob disease, the human 
form of mad cow disease, 
so far has killed 100 peo­
ple in Britain and else­
where.

Both forms of CJD are 
believed to involve the 
unexplained mutation of 
proteins in the brain 
called prions.

Mad cow disease — 
known also as bovine 
spongiform encephalopa­
thy. or BSE — eats holes 
in the brains^of cattle. It 
sprang up in Britain in 
11)86 and spread through 
■ountries in Europe and 

Asia, prompting massive 
destruction of herds and 
decimating the European 
beef industry.

Three dead in private jet 
crash near Hobby Airport

HOUSTON (AP) -  All 
three people aboard a pri­
vate jet died Monday 
morning when it clipped 
a light pole and crashed 
as it prepared to land in a 
thick fog at Houston’s 
Hobby Airport.

“We have accounted for 
three fatalities, we’re con­
fident that’s all we’re 
going to find,’’ said Jack 
Williams, a district chief 
with the Houston Fire 
Department.

torical, national, and reli­
gious day of thanks for 
the blessings of the past 
year, observed on the 
fourth Thursday in 
November in each of the 
50 states, the District of 
Columbia, and Puerto 
Rico.

As the nation celebrates 
its heritage and focuses 
on thanking God for his 
blessings, it is always 
good to take a look back 
and remember the first 
thankful celebration.

Although debates have 
spanned the years con­
cerning the specifics of 
the first Thanksgiving 
feast, according to numer­
ous history books and 
www.appleseeds.org, the 
first thanksgiving lasted 
three days, during which 
the Pilgrims- feasted on 
wild turkey and venison 
with their Indian guests.

After the colony sur­
vived the bitter winter 
and gathered the harvest. 
Gov. William Bradford of 
Plymouth Colony issued a 
thanksgiving proclama­
tion in the autumn of 
1621.

Days of thanksgiving 
were celebrated sporadi­
cally until Nov. 26, 1789. 
On that day. President 
Washington issued a 
proclamation of a nation­
wide day of thanksgiving. 
He made it clear that the 
day should be one of 
prayer and giving thanks 
to God. It was to be cele­
brated by all religious 
denominations, to help 
promote a spirit of com­
mon heritage.

Credit for establishing 
this day as a national hol­
iday is usually given to 
Sarah J. Hale, editor and 
founder of the Ladies' 
Magazine (from 1828) in 
Boston. Her editorials in 
the magazine and letters ,, 
to President Lincoln urg 
ing the formal O'̂ t.-ibli.sh- 
iiu'nt of a iiittioii.il holi­
day of thanksgHing 
resulted m Lincoln's 
proclamation in 1863. des 
ignating the last 
Thursday in November as 
Thanksgiving Day.

Succeeding presidents 
annually followed his 
example, until 1939 when 
President Franklin D. 
Roosevelt proclaimed 
Thanksgiving Day a week 
earlier, on the fourth, not 
the last Thursday, to 
encourage holiday shop 
ping.

In 1941, Congress adopt 
ed a joint resolution set 
ting the date on the 
fourth Thursday.

Amsterdam up in arrns over murder

Jf  you want to know where the 
outrage is when Islamist, 
thugs butcher a civilian, look 
to the Netherlands. There 

may not be much of an outcry 
over the slaughter of humanitari­
an worker Margaret Hassan in 
Iraq, but the Dutch are up in arms 
about the Nov. 2 murder of Theo
van Gogh, a colum- ____________
nist/talk-show 
host/filmmaker and . 
provocateur who was 
shot, almost decapi­
tated and stabbed in 
the heart because of 
his criticism of 
Islam.

There is one corpse, 
but the Nov. 2 attack Debra

Saunders
pedaled his bicycle 
near his Amsterdam 
home could be the 
Dutch Sept. 11.

Many Dutch are incensed (as 
they should be) that a man would 
be killed for what he says and 
thinks. The government was clear 
that the murder was an assault on 
free expression. It is also an 
assault on the Dutch way of life.

It’s true that Theo van Gogh 
(related to the famous Vincent) 
used crude and gratuitous words 
to describe Muslims. He had 
earned their wrath. But he was 
the child of a free society, and he 
did not deserve to die.

The fact that one Mohammed 
Bouyeri, the 26-year-old Dutch- 
Moroccan arrested for the murder, 
could believe otherwise scares the 
Dutch. Bouyeri grew up in the 
Netherlands. He went to Dutch 
schools. He had worked at a Dutch 
youth center. Raised in the bosom 
of a country that prided itself in 
religious tolerance, Bouyeri 
turned to the dark side as he

joined those who believe they 
have a right to kill non-believers.

According to reports from wit­
nesses, Bouyeri put a knife 
through van Gogh’s heart as he 
pinned a five-page jihad letter on 
the dying man. The anti-Semitic 
letter promised “fear” and warned 
that Europe and America would 
suffer. Already, the letter has 
delivered.

As The New York Times report­
ed, two lawmakers went into hid­
ing. The Times of London quoted 
a letter sent to a Dutch officehold­
er that warned of a "brigade” of 
jihadists who could kill "the ene­
mies of Islam.”

Meanwhile, Dutch law enforce­
ment has rallied. Officials rounded 
up seven young men for aiding in 
the van Gogh killing. .All seven 
were foreign born.

Before van Gogh’s murder, the 
Dutch had passed their own 
Patriot Act so that prosecutors 
could go after the extremists. Now', 
people are calling for even more 
law enforcement.

An editorial in .Amsterdam's The 
Telegraaf newspaper called for the 
expulsion of extremists with dual 
citizenship, as well as a crack­
down on the hate-spewers. (There 
is no Dutch First .Amendment pro­
tecting the right of free speech.) 
There is talk of passing laws 
requiring Muslims to learn Dutch 
— even though Bouyeri and his 
parents were fluent.

“We are not going to tolerate 
this,” announced Deputy Prime 
Minister Gerrit Zalm, according to 
the New York Sun. Indeed, he 
declared “war” on radical Islam.

While the American lef t has sug­
gested that Washington emulate 
Our Betters in Europe by being 
less aggressive in the wm: on tor- 
rorism. Our Bi'tU't'- in \msierdam 
are pushing for tcugle r laws.

more restrictions on hate speech, 
and aggressive enforcement of 
immigration law.

Last year, an animal-rights nut 
was sentenced to 18 years — 
which means he’ll probably serve 
a mere 12 years — for killing 
Dutch politician Pirn Fortuyn.
(Van Gogh was working on a doc­
umentary of the assassination 
w'hen he was killed.) If Bouyeri is 
found guilty, he won’t get off so 
easy.

I don’t envy the Dutch. They too 
have to negotiate the delicate bal­
ancing act of fulfilling their duty 
to protect a way of life, while not 
needlessly alienating the majority 
of Muslims who aren’t radical pr 
violent. In this case, noted politi­
cal scientist Dennis Bark of the 
Hoover Institution, the Dutch need 
to find ways to work with Muslim 
leaders to offer Muslim youth “a 
hope for the future.”

Bark has a point. But any such 
effort also has to be clear in its 
renunciation of violence. The vil­
lain in this story isn’t Dutch soci­
ety: it is Islamic extremism. And 
Dutch Muslim leaders could do a 
better job at renouncing the blood­
shed.

In the meantime, the Dutch have 
no choice but to look at law 
enforcement to be part of the solu­
tion because the knife that stabbed 
the heart of Theo van Gogh also 
stabbed at the ability of the Dutch 
to speak their minds and elect offi­
cials of their own choosing.

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It’s time to consider quitting — for good

DETROIT -  Debbie 
Foerster hated her smok­
ing habit so much that 
she never smoked inside 
her home, even though 
she lives alone.

She smoked on the back 
porch. “ I was a closet 
smoker, and thought no 
one knew, but everybody 
does,” said Foerster, 35, a 
pack-a-day Virginia Slims 
smoker for 10 years.

She washed out her ash­
trays immediately and 
sprayed her car to rid it of 
smoke odors. “I ’m quit­
ting smoking because it’s 
gross,” Foerster says.

An organizational devel­
opment manager for Ford 
Motor Corp., Foerster has 
tried to quit smoking a 
dozen times, only to pick 
up cigarettes within a day 
or two. “ I help people 
make changes at work, 
but this was a change I 
was unable to do for 
myself.” She tried “every­
thing, from gum to patch­
es to you name it,” she 
says.

On Nov. 5, Foerster 
brought a firm will to quit 
to the New Beginnings

Laser Institute in 
Huntington Woods, Mich. 
There, clinic owner Jayne 
Radford offers one-visit 
laser treatments for smok­
ing cessation, for $295, 
and free booster treat­
ments for life, if needed.

Radford’s son, a chiro­
practor, runs a clinic 
branch in Grand Rapids, 
Mich. The mother and 
son are among the first to 
bring laser treatments 
more common in Canada

to Michigan.
They decided to offer 

the treatments after 
Radford’s husband, a 
three-pack-a-day smoker, 
got the treatments in 
Windsor, Ontario. He has 
not smoked since Dec. 27, 
2002, she says.

The treatment is not fed­
erally approved. Patients 
sign forms to acknowl­
edge they know they are 
part of a research study.

Radford says the treat­

ments work. Most of the 
40D people who have 
received treatments. at 
her office since April no 
longer smoke, she says. 
The center follows 
patients at one-, three- 
and six- month intervals.

Foerster has gone near­
ly two weeks without a 
cigarette. “ I ’m actually 
doing good,” she says. “I 
have not felt cravings like 
I did before” with other 
quit methods, she says. 
“This time, I know I real­
ly don’t .want to be a 
smoker. All I can say is, 
thank you, God.”

She’s among the minori­
ty of people who succeed 
in stopping smoking 
when they try. Quitting 
rates nationwide range 
from 10 percent to 30 per­
cent.

Many try multiple times 
to quit.

There still are no good 
studies to help consumers 
know which approach 
assures their greatest 
chance of success. Most 
methods have not been 
compared.

But there are more pro­
grams and choices than 
ever to stop smoking.

from telephone counsel­
ing to Internet message 
boards to medicines.

Smoking cessation cam­
paigns now are year- 
round, not just the single 
day campaign for the 
Great American Smoke- 
Out, which was Nov. 18. 
More people stop smoking 
that day than any other, 
including New Year’s 
Day, according to event 
sponsor the American 
Cancer Society.

Whatever approach you 
choose, the will to quit — 
not quitting to make 
someone else happy — is 
key, says Perry Bertolini, 
a respiratory therapist, 
and Dr. Safwan Badr, 
chief of pulmonary medi­
cine at Harper University 
Hospital in Detroit.

Badr tells smokers their 
chance of developing 
heart disease, lung prob­
lems or lung cancer is 
inevitable with long-term 
smoking. “ If you don’t get 
one you get the other,” he 
said. He and Bertolini 
also work on educating 
the next generation of 
adults about smoking by 
bringing a model of two 
pig lungs to local elemen­

tary schools. Fifth-grade 
students are their ideal 
target group.

To succeed, a person 
needs to combine counsel­
ing with other nicotine 
replacement products or 
Zyban, an antidepressant 
that helps reduce crav­
ings after quitting, most 
doctors advise.

Quitting around the hol­
idays is not a good idea, 
many experts say, 
because it’s often harder 
to break the smoking 
habit if attending parties 
and holiday events. “The 
chances of going back to 
smoking are so high that 
it’s far better to do it in 
January,” * says Dr. 
Arthur Weaver, a retired 
lung canc.ef surgeon who 
has taught smoking cessa­
tion approaches for 38 
years.

Do a little homework. 
Set a quit date. And pick 
the method that suits you 
best.

Robot makes the rounds when doctors cannot

DETROIT — Rosie, as 

she is known around the 
emergency department, 
has been tooling the halls 
of Oakwood Hospital and 
Medical Center in 
Dearborn, Mich., for six 
months.

The fifth-generation 
remote-presence vehicle 
developed by California- 
based InTouch Health is 
one of 10 such robots in 
operation in hospitals 
around the country.

Unlike the robotic maid 
Rosie in the futuristic TV 
cartoon “The Jetsons,” 
Oakwood’s Rosie has no 
arms and its head is a 17- 
inch computer screen 
that transmits a human 
face in living color from a 
remote location.

Both Rosies have anten­
nae sprouting from their 
heads. Oakwood Rosie 
doesn’t wear a lace apron 
and cap, but her figure is 
not unlike the bulky 
Jetsons’ maid. Rosie the 
remote-presence vehicle 
is not as nimble or self- 
sufficient as Jetson Rosie; 
the Oakwood robot needs 
someone to push elevator 
buttons and open doors 
and occasionally bumps 
into walls. But its func­
tion, like the Jetsons’ 
robot, is to make life easi­
er for humans.

The concept behind the 
remote-presence robots.

which were designed by a 
physician, is to optimize 
one of the most precious 
resources a hospital has: 
its doctors. Rosie enables 
an Oakwood doctor in 
another part of the hospi­
tal or another part of the 
world to talk to patients 
in the emergency depart­
ment — even if the doctor 

• isn’t there in person.
“ Pa t i en t - phy s i c i an  

interaction is the funda­
mental building block of a 
hospital,” said Tim 
Wright, vice president of 
strategic marketing of 
InTouch Health, which 
started manufacturing 
the robots in 2000. “All 
the decisions are made in 
that relationship. It all 
waits for that interaction. 
If a test result is ready at 
8 a.m. but the doctor isn’t 
coming in until 2, the 
patient waits, the nurses 
wait, the bed can’t be 
used for anyone else.”

Made of sheet metal and 
aluminum, the remote- 
presence robot is navigat­
ed by an operator using a 
joystick at a control sta­
tion that could be located 
just about anywhere. The 
robot is equipped with 
sensors to avoid crashing 
into things and its head 
swivels 360 degrees. A

camera and microphone 
are mounted above the 
computer screen, allow­
ing the operator to see 
and hear. A similar cam­
era and microphone at 
the control station trans­
mit the operator’s face 
and voice.

“The resolution is excel­
lent,” said cardiologist 
Samer Salka, one of two 
Oakwood doctors testing 
the robot. “1 can look at X- 
rays and other tests. 1 can 
look at tumors. I can 
focus on a little pimple.”

Salka navigates Rosie 
through the halls of 
Oakwood with minimal 
difficulty. A wrong turn 
here and there and an 
occasional bump into an 
object in the hall are 
quickly rectified. The 
robot’s presence draws 
stares from patients artd 
visitors, but staff mem­
bers appear unfazed by 
the image of Salka’s face 
beaming from a screen 
perched atop a moving 
robot.

Salka, who is sitting at a 
control station in another 
part of the hospital, 
maneuvers Rosie to the 
nursing station in the 
emergency observations 
unit to inquire about a 
patient.

“The patient came in at 
6:15 last night,” nurse 
practitioner Heidi
Kalinowski says, looking 
the robot — or more accu­
rately, Salka — in the eye. 
“His chief complaint is 
chest pains for a week. 
His EKG was normal. All 
his labs were normal.”

Salka asks Kalinowski 
to show him a patient’s 
EKG, which she holds in 
front of the screen. Salka 
studies it. Then, with a 
push of the button on the 
control station one floor 
up , he takes a photo copy 
that prints out at his 
desk.

He rolls over to a bed 
where patient Ascension 
Hernandez has been rest­
ing since the previous 
evening.

The 30-year-old machine 
technician and father of 
three is unfazed at being 
asked questions by a face 
on a television screen. He 
looks at the screen and 
answers Salka’s questions 
as if they were in the 
same room.

Salka asks a series of 
questions and tells a 
relieved Hernandez he 
probably won’t have to 
stay much longer.

Later, Salka visits the 
patient in person. He lis­
tens to Hernandez’s heart 
and asks a few more ques­
tions. Hernandez is dis­
charged later in the day 
with a diagnosis of mus­

cular-skeletal pain.
“ It improves your avail­

ability, while at the same 
time it can save me a trip 
to the hospital” said 
Salka, who more typically 
uses the robot late at 
night from his home in 
Bloomfield Hills. “There 
are parts of patient care 
that are expedited.”

Salka said he might 
decide a patient needs 
additional tests or a dif­
ferent test after talking to 
him or her remotely. If 
that same decision had to 
wait for the doctor to visit 
the patient in person, it 
could add hours or days 
to the patient’s treatment 
and hospital stay.

“If you can make a deci­
sion at 10 p.m. instead of 
10 a.m. the next day, you

can save the patient a day 
in the hospital,” Salka 
said.

InTouch asked a group 
of surgeons at Sentara 
Health System in Norfolk, 
Va., to perform a second 
round of patient visits 
using the robot in the 
afternoon instead of the 
one in-persorl morning 
visit they typically per­
formed.

The hospital found that, 
in 65 percent of the cases, 
doctors issued additional 
orders that progressed the 
patient’s care in some 
way. In 19 percent of the 
cases, doctors gave dis­
charge orders. Patients 
who otherwise would 
have spent at least one 
more night in the hospital 
were sent home sooner.

Indiana’s Reggie Miller, 
and Detroit’s Chauncey 
Billups, Elden Campbell 
and Derrick Coleman.

All of the suspensions 
are without pay.

Artest, O’Neal and 
Jackson — who all threw 
punches at fans in the
