Moon is almost new,
country skies are going to
be very dark and perfect
for meteor watching.

Although the middle of
the night is best, start
looking for Geminids as
soon as the sun goes
down. The first dark
hours - after sunset are
when Earthgrazers
appear.

Earthgrazers are mete-
ors that skim almost hor-
izontally across the top of
Earth's atmosphere, like
a stone skipping across a
pond. You might see a few
when Gemini is first
peeking over the eastern
horizon. Earthgrazers are
bright, long and colorful.

Finally, the Geminids
are a little strange. It's

Asteroid 3200 Phaethon
might have gotten a tail,
of sorts, by bumping into
another asteroid. 3200
Phaethon spends much of
its time in the asteroid
belt.

Phaethon is a comet — a
dead one. It died from too
much Sun.

efention of John Snow as
secretary of the treasury.
was viewed in the
Capital’s inner circles as
a defeat for presidential adviser
Karl Rove, who want-
ed a high-profile man-
ager of President
Bush'’s second-term
economic program.
Two Wall Street
executives were
approached as Snow’s
ppssible successor,
but neither expressed
any.interest.

a ready replacement, ROBERT
it was decided at the Novak
White House to R S

relieve Snow from his
uncertainty and keep him in
office.

Bush’s hand was forced by a
Wall Street Journal lead editorial
Wednesday calling for “a stronger
Treasury” and boosting former
Sen. Phil Gramm. Anticipating
continued pressure for specific
Treasury candidates, it was decid-
ed to stick with Snow for now.

Sources at the Federal Reserve
Board close to Chairman Alan
Greenspan admit he made “an
uncharacteristically poor choice of
words” in Frankfurt, Germany,
recently when his remarks accel-
erated the dollar’s fall. Greenspan
was described by his colleagues as
trying to warn against exposed
financial positions based on the
expectation of perpetually low
interest rates. Instead, his
impromptu comments sounded
like a warning of impending
financial crisis.

Breaking normal civility
between central bankers,

European Central Bank officials
are furious with Greenspan for
what they considered talking up
the already excessively strong
euro.

National Republican planners
feel that Rep. Katherine Harris,
attacked nationally by Democrats
as the villain of the 2000 recount
when she was Florida’s secretary
of state, is the GOP’s strongest
candidate against Democratic Sen.
Bill Nelson in 2006.

Harris has not been a controver-
sial member of Congress since her
election in 2002, and President
Bush'’s comfortable re-election
margin has quieted outrage over
her role in the 2000 recount. With
Gov. Jeb Bush ruling himself out
of the Senate race, Harris is the
best-known potential Republican
candidate.

A footnote: The appointment of
Nebraska Gov. Mike Johanns as
secretary of agriculture does not
take Democratic Sen. Ben Nelson
off the hook for re-election in 2006.
Although Johanns would have
been an overwhelming favorite in
the Senate race, Nelson is in trou-
ble in the heavily Republican state
no matter who opposes him.
Nelson has begun reaching out to
conservative groups. A likely
Republican candidate is State
Attorney General Jon Bruning.

House Judiciary Committee
Chairman Jim Sensenbrenner has
received private assurances from
the Republican leadership that
tighter immigration restrictions
that he failed to include in the
intelligence reform bill definitely
will be passed next year.

While Sensenbrenner lost out in
seeking driver’s license control for

aliens and other proposals, House

- GOP insiders feel the fight was a

major political benefit for him.
For the first time in his 13 terms
in Congress, the 61-year-old lawyer
from Menomonee Falls, Wis. com-
manded a national audience on
immigration issues.

A footnote: Passage of the reform
bill marked a major victory for
House Speaker Dennis Hastert,
who had been privately criticized
for bringing up the measure in the
brief lame-duck session. He not
only got the bill passed, but
refused to rubber-stamp the Senate
version.

Senate Majority Leader Bill Frist
has enraged the Democratic
minority by pressing for two-
thirds of the Senate’s internal bud-
get to pay staffers, though the
Republicans control only 55 per-
cent of the Senate.

When Republicans had only 51
out of 100 members following the
2002 election, they were given 51
percent of most of the budget. If
Frist gets his two-thirds share,
Democrats claim they would lose
80 staffers. The move is regarded
as part of Frist’s intent to take
tougher positions as majority
leader after gaining four
Republican senators in the 2004
elections.

A footnote: Republican Sen. Lisa
Murkowski, an unexpectedly easy
winner this year in Alaska, on
Nov. 19 announced she was firing
her entire staff (with the option of
hiring back some aides).
Murkowski felt that several mem-
bers of her staff, confident she
would lose, viewed a trip back to
Alaska to work on the campaign
as an opportunity to vacation.

Looking back: Crime and children

Editors note: Molly Ivins is on
vacation this week. The following
is a column previously published in
september 1994.

he case of Robert Sandifer,
the 11-year-old suspect in
the death of a 14-year-old
in Chicago who was, in
turn, gunned down by a couple of
ancients of 16 and 14, is much
more than a case of
ain't-it-awful. Believe
it or not, this boy’s
stunted, twisted life
may yet be of great
use to this nation.

If his case helps us
break out of the ster-
ile, polarized debate
about crime that has

us spending more MoLLY
money on prisons Suienes
than on schools, then ‘

young Sandifer will m—————

have come to the aid

of his country in such a way as to
rank him right up there with
Patrick Henry.

Ask, as Russell Baker did, what
in the recently passed federal
crime bill would have helped
Sandifer? Answer: not a damn
thing.

Maybe more cops on the streets
to keep the gangs down. It certain-
ly would have helped if teen-age
and even 11-year-old delinquents
didn’t have access to guns. But
Sandifer wasn’t even old enough
for the midnight basketball
leagues.

Those who still think whipping a
kid will make him act right
should note that that was
Sandifer’s problem to begin with.
By the time he was 3, the child
had been so badly abused, beaten
and burned with cigarettes that
social workers removed him from
his mother’s care. He was already
vicious -— more punishment
would only make him more
vicious. He was bounced between
his grandmother’s and various
state homes. The only family he
had was his gang.

Right there, we have a large cud
to chew on. Those who insist on
“family values” may be contribut-

ing to the crime problem. Social-
service agencies, as a matter of
policy, work to keep families
intact. Abuse, neglect and cruelty
all have to reach staggering pro
portions (Sandifer had scars all
over his body at age 3) betore a
child is taken away from abusive
relatives. There have actually
been calls for a return to state-run
orphanages for abused and
neglected children, but one would
have to hesitate long and hard
before endorsing that concept.
Those such as writer Andrew
Vachss who know a great deal
about abused children consider
“state-raised” to be the vilest epi-
thet in the book. Certainly,
changes in adoption law, includ-
ing making it easier for foster par-
ents to adopt, would help.

Hawaii has a successful program
to help teen-age mothers learn to
parent that cries out for the honor
of imitation. Slightly more than
half (51 percent) of all pregnancies
in this country are still
unplanned, so a better system of
birth-control clinics is obviously
needed. (That fact should be of
special interest to those
Americans now in Cairo, preach-
ing population control to the rest
of the world.)

Frederick Goodwin of the
National Institute of Mental
Health made himself mildly infa-
mous by comparing inner-city vio-
lence with primate studies show-
ing that young males were more
violent and sexually active when
they had to compete for scarce
resources. The notion that people
were being compared with mon-
keys set off a predictable furor.
Goodwin, resigned to being misun-
derstood and willing to act as a
lightning rod just to get debate
started, now half-seriously propos-
es licensing people for biological
parenthood according to the same
criteria used for adoptive parents.

The Atlantic Monthly had an
excellent piece summarizing the
latest research on the old conun-
drum of nature vs. nurture. The
rather archaic phrase “tempera-
ment” is now back in vogue in
everything from sophisticated
research to the sort of astrological

chart system called the
Enneagram. I have yet to talk to a
parent who is not convinced that
children come whooshing out of
the womb equipped with personal-
itv. It is how that personality is
nurtured that makes all the differ-
ence.

Those who are upset about com-
parisons in primate research will
be even less delighted to learn that
David LLykken, a psychologist
interested in temperament, uses
his own experience as the owner
of a bull terrier as a take-off point
for the nature-nurture debate. His
dog, bred to be a fearless, tena-
cious, fighting machine, needs
careful raising. "Harsh treatment
would render the feisty animal
vicious; permissiveness or neglect
would produce an uncontrollable
bully.”

Athena, the world’s smartest
puppy and an incurable social but-
terfly, and I have been attending
dog obedience school. Last week,
she learned to program the VCR;
next week, she shall play Mozart
upon the cello. One of the things
that has changed about dog train-
ing since my last dog and I
flunked out of obedience school 20
years ago is that negative rein-
forcement is now considered
almost entirely useless, even with
“dominant dog personality.” Could
it be that we know more about
how to train dogs than how to
raise children?

The real crime of “the crime
problem,” says Lykken, is that
“across the land, but mainly in
the inner cities, thousands of chil-
dren aren’t being brought up but
only domiciled with parents who
are indifferent, incompetent or
unsocialized themselves. We're
running a crime factory that turns
out little sociopaths.” If he’s right,
more prisons are not the answer.

And if stable, caring families are
the answer, then the fact that
males with a high-school educa-
tion have suffered a 50 percent
drop in real wages during the last
15 years is a large part of the
problem. We desperately need to
start looking in the right places
for answers to crime — and per-
haps Robert Sandifer can help.
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‘Maintain, don’t gain’ should be goal for holidays

r--t's the holiday season,
and however you choose
celebrate, food probably is

involved. The average
American will gain five to
seven pounds between
Thanksgiving and the new
year. For many people, losing
weight is.not a
realistic goal dur-
ing this time of
seasonal high-
calorie foods.
However, it is
realistic for peo-
ple to stay at their
current weight.
“Maintain, don’t
gain” is the goal.
The basics of
effective weight
loss comes down __ L
to this: eat fewer ==
calories than your body burns.
The average Ainerican eats far
more than his or her body
needs, which means that your
body turns the extra calories
to fat. It doesn't mean that you
have to turn down all the holi-
day foods, but it does mean

that you will need a strategy to
help keep you on track.

Some holiday tips for you:

* Be aware of portion sizes.
Endless buffet choices can be a
nightmare for someone trying
to maintain his or her weight.
By carefully watching your
portion sizes, you can keep
yourself on track. Instead of
saying “never” to a food, say
“only a small bite” and stick to
that. Take a small plate, take
small portions and choose only
foods that you really want.

* Don’t spend all your time
by the food table. Move away
from the table, and keep your-
self occupied with conversa-
tion. If you stay close to the
food, you are more likely to
keep dipping into the chip
bowl. Make it easy on yourself
and walk away from the food
table. You can always go back
for seconds, but it takes an
effort and you will be more
aware of how much you are
eating if you do this.

» Know your own particular
vices in terms of tempting
food. Everyone has a weakness

for one particular food item —
chocolate, chips, pecan pie...
Aim for not eating them “most
of the time.” It’s not realistic
to say you're not going to eat
them at all, but if you save
them for a special treat, and
then only take a small helping,
you will help yourself reach
your goal of maintaining your
weight.

* Be careful on the clean-up.
Many people snack on the left-
overs when they are cleaning
up a meal. However, eating a
piece of pie because “it’s too
small to save” doesn’t mean
the calories don’t count. It
helps to chew some sugar-free
mint gum or brush your teeth
because then the leftovers will
be less tempting.

» Make sure you drink
enough water. Most people do
not drink enough water.
Additionally, it can be hard to

‘distinguish between thirst and

hunger. If you are not sure
which you are, drink a glass of
water. If that satisfies you,
then you were thirsty. If
you're still not satisfied, you

might be hungry so find a
piece of fruit or a healthy
snack to keep you going until
your next meal.

* Don’t forget to move your
muscles. When you're waiting
for the turkey to cook, take the
family out for a walk. It will
help rid children of their
excess energy and help you
burn calories. What a great
present to give yourself and a
great way to spend time with
your children.

* Don’t starve yourself so you
can eat more. It’'s common for
people to not eat breakfast or
lunch because they want to
“save” the calories for the big
holiday meal. This is not effec-
tive most of the time because
by the time you get to your big
meal, you are so ravenous that
you eat everything in sight far
too quickly. A better strategy
is to eat a healthy breakfast
(oatmeal, fruit etc), a small
lunch (bowl of soup with some
crackers). Then, when the big
meal comes around, you can”
make nutritional choices that
do not sabotage your goals of

maintaining a healthy weight.

* Slow down your eating. It
takes approximately 20 min-
utes for your body to register
that it's full from your meal.
However, by that time, many
people have already had sec-
onds. If you want to maintain
(or lose) your weight, eat slow-
ly. Chew your food and put
your knife and fork down
between bites. Give your stom-
ach a chance to register how
full it is, and you’ll be sur-
prised at how fast you feel sat-
isfied.

Maintaining a healthy weight
is accomplished by making
healthy choices every day, one
choice at a time, and it is one
of the best gifts that you can
give yourself. It’s something
that will last much longer than
the holiday season, and it’s
free.

Anyone want a flu shot? Supply grows, demand withers

SEATTLE - Rod Watson had
to cancel 1,000 flu-shot clinics
in four states when the nation-
al vaccine shortage cut off his
supply two months ago.

Now Watson has flu shots
aplenty — and he can’t give
them away.

“My biggest fear is I'm gong
to end up with a lot of serum,
and there’s a national short-
age,” said Watson, president of
Prevention MD, a medical
screening and immunization
company. He offers $20 flu
shots Monday through Friday
at his Seattle-area office.

Public health officials in
California, Colorado and other
states have voiced similar
fears. Some are relaxing the
rules to offer shots to more peo-
ple.

In October and November
people stood in line for hours to
get one of the precious few flu
shots. But now that more vac-
cine is available — with a few
million more doses expected
from British and German sup-
pliers — demand is dwindling.

“It's one of those things like
Beanie Babies or something,”
said Doug McBride, spokesman
for the Texas Department of
State Health Services. “If you
can't get something, you've got
more people wanting them.”

Supply exceeds demand in
some areas, the federal Centers
for Disease Control and
Prevention acknowledges. In
other areas, people are still des-

We practice law only in Arizona but
assoclate with lawyers throughout the U.S.

College in Pennsylvania, said
in an e-mail.

Some people probably gave up
after trying unsuccessfully to
get a flu shot, said Mary
Selecky, director of the
Washington - State  Health
Department and member of a
national advisory group on flu
vaccine distribution. Recent
reports on this flu season’s mild
start may have convinced oth-
ers that getting a flu shot was-
n't worth the trouble — an
impression Selecky is trying to
erase.

“It’s a mild flu season up to
now, but next week could be
another story,” Selecky said.
“As a society we're driven by
what’s in front of us ... We're
having to work a little bit hard-
er so people know that getting a
flu vaccine in December and
January is still very effective.”

David Maiks was surprised at
how easy it was to get vaccinat-
ed at a Seattle grocery store last
week.

The line in the express check-
out lane was longer than the
line to get flu shots.

“I just assumed it was going
to be hard,” said Marks, 44,
whose severe asthma puts him
in the high-risk group. “I think
people have given up.”

High-risk groups, as defined
by the CDC, are people age 65
and older, adults and children
with chronic diseases, babies 6
months to 23 months, pregnant
women, nursing home resi-
dents, and people who live with
children under 6 months of age.

Some state officials are

expanding eligibility to
younger people, those just over
50. The CDC is encouraging
state officials to set their own
guidelines based on local needs.

“They know what’s best for
their community,” CDC
spokesman Llelwyn Grant said.
The federal agency is also
working with state and local
officials to redirect vaccine to
areas where it’s most needed
for high-risk patients.

Health officials are worried
about elderly and infirm people
who don’t live in nursing
homes and who lack the
resources to track down a flu
shot.

“There are still some real des-
perate people out there,” said
Watson, of the Seattle medical
company. “We justdon’t know
how to find them.” '

It’s still too soon’ to tell
whether more people will get
sick and die this year because
of the vaccine shortage. Most
years, the peak flu month is
actually February, according to
the CDC. Public health officials
say the silver lining may be
that the shortage focused more
attention on simple, common-
sense ways to stop the spread of
the virus — washing your
hands, staying home from
school or work when you're
sick, and avoiding touching
your nose, eyes and mouth.

“At the turn of the 20th centu-
ry, public health was all about
teaching people not to spread
disease,” Selecky said. “Now at
the turn of the 21st century,
here we are again.”

Harvey R. “Bum” Bright,
a staunch Texas A&M
booster best known for
buying the Dallas
Cowboys from founder
Clint Murchison and sell-
ing them to Jerry Jones,
has died. He was 84.

. Bright died Saturday at
his Highland Park home
after a long illness.

“He was a close friend
and a businessman that I
respected and admired
tremendously,” Jones
said in a statement
Sunday. “Our agreement
on the purchase of the
Dallas Cowboys was
finalized with a few notes
on a napkin and a hand-
shake. With Bum, his
word meant everything.
He was one of the most
honorable men that 1
have ever had the privi-
lege of knowing and
working with.”

“He bled and died
maroon,” former
Cowboys director of play-
er personnel Gil Brandt
said.

Manning doesn’t set
record, Indianapolis
still defeats Texans

HOUSTON Peyton
Manning broke one of
Dan Marino’s touchdown
records, just not the one
everybody has been talk-
ing about.

But Manning got the
only things that really
matter to him — an
Indianapolis win and a
playoff berth. The Colts
beat the Houston Texans
23-14 Sunday to clinch
their second straight AFC
South title with their
sixth consecutive win.

Manning threw touch-
down passes on the first
two Colts drives to get
within two of Marino’s 20-
year-old record of 48 TDs
in a season. It was his
13th straight multi-TD
game, breaking the NFL
record held by Marino,
Johnny Unitas, Don
Meredith and Brett
Favre. Unitas was the
only other to do it at the
beginning of a season, for
the Colts 45 years ago in
the midst of his record
streak of 47 straight
games with a TD pass.

The Colts (10-3) didn’t
get into the end zone
again after Manning’s
fast start, settling for
three field goals by Mike
Vanderjagt (30, 43 and 40
yards) in the second half.

The next chance for
Manning to catch Marino
for the single-season-TD
record comes at home,
next Sunday night

against Baltimore.

With a chance to
become the first NFL
team to score 40 points in
five straight games, the
Colts had a season-low
points total. Manning did-
n’'t have at least three TD
passes for the first time
in nine games.

Manning was 26-0f-33
for 298 yards. Reggie
Wayne had seven catches
for 96 yards, -including a
12-yardgdD. & -

Edgerrin James ran for
104 yards on 28 carries,
and had seven catches for
54 yards.

Domanick Davis had
201 total vyards for
Houston (5-8). He had 23
carries for 128 yards and
a touchdown, and caught
six passes-for 73 yards.

The way Manning start-
ed Sunday, it looked like
he would catch Marino by
halftime.

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Cowboys stumble at home,
now re-thinking playoff run

IRVING — The Dallas
Cowboys might have to
rethink their plans for the
rest of the season. It’s
tough to consider yourself
a playoff contender after
scoring only one penalty-
aided touchdown at home
against the league’s worst
defense.

Deuce McAllister ran
for two touchdowns, John
Carney kicked two field
goals and Joe Horn added
a 3l-yard touchdown
catch in the closing min-
utes, carrying the New
Orleans Saints to a 27-13
victory that seriously
dampened the Cowboys’
wild-card chances.

Dallas (5-8) had won
consecutive games,
including a thrilling 43-39
victory over Seattle on
Monday night. With run-
ning back Julius Jones
reviving the offense,
Cowboys coach Bill
Parcells said his team
was peaking at the right
time.

Instead of continuing
the momentum, Dallas
lost at home to a team
that had lost three
straight and' was more

curious about its coach’s
status than its playoff pos-
sibilities. The Saints (5-8)
also wound up with their
first road win over the
Cowboys in 10 tries.

While Dallas has lost
five games by at least 18
points this season, includ-
ing drubbings by
Philadelphia and Green
Bay, this one will hurt
more because of what was
at stake — and because it
was so winnable.

The Cowboys led 10-0
after one quarter, but
managed only one field
goal the rest of the game.
An offense that put up 22
points in the fourth quar-
ter against the Seahawks
six days earlier hardly
spent any time across
midfield over the final
three quarters.

Most of the boos were
for Vinny Testaverde,
who was 14-0f-35 for 167
yards with an intercep-
tion that set up New
Orleans’ first touchdown
and a fumble that ended a
Dallas drive with 1:40 left
and the Cowboys trailing
by a touchdown.

Two plays later, Aaron
Brooks hit Horn on the
right sideline. He leaped

over cornerback Terence
Newman and went into
the end zone, then cele-
brated by running to a
sign and running a finger
under the words
“Remember Our Troops.”

What the Cowboys will
remember is all the blown
opportunities. They
could’ve been up 21-0
after their first three dri-
ves, but wasted the first
one with a missed field
goal after getting to the
19, then got just a field
goal after reaching the 18
next time.

Dallas will have to win
its final three just to
break even and " hope
that’s good enough to
keep up Parcells’ streak
of always making the
playoffs in his second sea-
son with a team. It won’t
be easy: next up is
Philadelphia.

The Saints were shut
out in the first quarter for
an 11th straight game,
then tied it at 10 just
before halftime.

They matched Dallas at
13 midway through the
third quarter and went
ahead on a 5-yard TD run
by McAllister with 5:21
left.
