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Yates’ conviction thrown out
Judge says false testimony from forensic psychiatrist tainted jury

HOUSTON -  The Houston 
mother who drowned her five 
children in the family bathtub is 
not likely to see freedom soon, if 
ever, despite a court ruling that 
throws out her murder convic­
tions and life prison term, attor­
neys for Andrea Yates say.

If the verdict reversal 
Thursday by a Texas appeals

court stands, Yates, 40, could be 
moved to a private mental health 
center at some point that “would 
permit some freedom outside 
four walls and razor wire,” 
lawyer George Parnham said.

“We are not going to seek her 
immediate release from where 
she is,” he added, saying Yates is 
receiving proper treatment and 
is being kept secure at the 
Skyview Unit of the Texas 
Department of Criminal Justice

in East Texas, about 140 miles 
north of Houston. “A verdict of 
this magnitude does not mean 
that Andrea goes free.”

It was at Skyview, in the war­
den’s office Thursday morning, 
that Yates was told the Texas 
First Court of Appeals deter­
mined false testimony from 
forensic psychiatrist Park Dietz 
led to her improper conviction of

Attorney General nominee promises

WASHINGTON -  Attorney 
General-nominee Alberto 
Gonzales, under scorching crit­
icism from senators, con­
demned torture as an interro­
gation tactic Thursday and 
promised to prosecute abusers 
of terror suspects. He also dis­
closed the White House was 
looking at trying to change the 
Geneva Conventions that pro­
tect prisoner rights.

Pressed at his confirmation 
hearing by senators from both 
parties, the White House coun­
sel defended his advice to 
President Bush that the 
treaty’s protections did not 
extend to al-Qaida and other 
suspected terrorists.

“Torture and abuse will not 
be tolerated by this adminis­
tration,” Gonzales told mem

Committee. “1 will ensure the 
Department of Justice aggres­
sively pursues those responsi­
ble for such abhorrent 
actions.”

Gonzales said that as attor­
ney general, he would abide by 
the 1949 Geneva treaty. But he 
also said the White House was 
looking at the possibility of 
seeking revisions to the con­
ventions.

“Now I’m not suggesting that

the principles, the basic treat­
ment of human beings, should 
be revisited,” Gonzales said. 
“But there has been some very 
preliminary discussion: Is this 
something that we ought to 
look at?”

He said the discussions have 
not gone far. “It’s not been a 
systematic project or effort to 
look at . this question,” 
Gonzales said. “But some peo

According to 
Christie’s mother, Laura, Penton will 
not be eligible for parole from Ohio 
until 2027, meaning that he will likely 
die in prison.

Laura Proctor expressed satisfaction 
that Penton has finally answered for 
his crime.

•Tm very pleased that this matter is 
over, once and for all,” she said. “We 
heard out of his mouth, unequivocally, 
that he was guilty of Christie’s mur­
der. He will spend the rest of his life in 
prison, and he won’t hurt anybody 
else.

“Going through a jury trial would 
have been long ... and very difficult,” 
she added. “I’m satisfied that he’s off 
the streets for good ... As far as my 
daughter is concerned, that will neyer 
go away. There will always be that 
void.”

Locally, Christie’s aunt also 
expressed satisfaction with the sen­
tence.

er and is the sort of guy t,hat can 
make things like this tax credit 
easier to understand,” said Mary 
Gregg, assistant area manager 
for the local TWC office. “The 
session will get started at 9 a.m.  ̂
and is expected to last about an 
hour with a question and answer 
session to follow.”

Gregg said area employers who 
aren’t familiar with the tax cred­
it, which is a part of the ongoing 
federal welfare reform effort, 
may be missing out on some 
major tax breaks.

“Employers are always looking 
for ways to cut their taxes, and 
this credit can be a really good 
way,” said Gregg. “You can take 
tax credits for the people you 
hire if they fall into a certain cat­
egory — veterans, people receiv­
ing food stamps and others — at 
the end of the tax year. One cred­
it for hiring a veteran, for 
instance, can be as much as 
$2,300. So it’s a substantial

amount of money.
“The tax credit was developed 

as part of the welfare reform 
effort, and is designed to help get 
people off of programs such as 
food stamps and others. In the 
end, they can really rake in the 
credits, especially if they have 
hired several qualifying employ­
ees. There’s no limit to how 
many employees you can claim.”

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F^^ight trains crash in S.C.; eight peopie kiiied

GRANITEVILLE, S.C. -  A 
freight train carrying chlorine 
gas struck a parked train early 
Thursday, killing eight people 
and injuring more than 240nth- 
ers, nearly all of them sickened 
by a toxic cloud that persisted 
over this small textile town at 
nightfall.

Authorities ordered all 5,400 
people within a mile of the 
crash to evacuate in the after­
noon because chlorine was con­
tinuing to leak and the gas was 
settling near the ground as tem­
peratures dropped. They were 
unsure when the gas leak might 
be sealed.

State Sen. Tommy Moore said 
Thursday night that officials at 
Avondale Mill, the textile plant 
where the crash happened, told 
him eight people were found

dead following the accident, 
including five inside the mill.

Eight others were in critical 
condition Thursday night after 
the 2:30 a.m. wreck of Norfolk 
Southern trains, in which 16 
cars derailed.

Moore said he was'told all the 
deaths were caused by inhaling 
chlorine fumes, except for the 
engineer of the moving train, 
who died in the crash. Sheriff’s 
Lt. Michael Frank said one per­
son was found dead in a home 
and another was found in a 
vehicle. Autopsies were sched­
uled Friday.

Most of the injured were treat­
ed for respiratory ailments and 
released, but at least 45 people 
were admitted to hospitals, 
authorities said.

Residents were jarred awake 
Thursday by the sound of metal 
dragging and a house-shaking

boom. A chemical fog lay over 
' the crash site when Douglas 
Brown drove there after hear 
ing the wreck from his home 
two streets away.

“You could smell it real good. 
It made your tongue numb, 
your throat get sore and your 
eyes get dry,” said Brown, 44, 
who was among those treated.

Authorities convinced all but 
about a dozen people in the area 
to evacuate, and set up shelters 
for evacuees. Gov. Mark 
Sanford declared ^ state of 
emergency for Aiken County.

Sixteen-year-old Natasia 
Grant was among about 70 peo­
ple who had taken refuge at a 
shelter at the University of 
South Carolina-Aiken. She said 
the air still smelled like “b pool, 
but stronger” more than 12 
hours after the crash.

“My eyes were burning and

turning red,” she said.
The potentially fatal gas can 

damage the respiratory and 
central nervous systems, and 
the throat, nose and eyes. Those 
who were exposed were told to 
report to decontamination units 
at two schools.

Three of the 42 cars on the 
moving train were carrying 
chlorine, Norfolk Southern 
spokesman Robin Chapman 
said. He didn’t know how many 
of the cars were damaged.

No one was aboard the parked 
train. One person was injured 
and trapped inside her car for 
two hours when a tree felled by 
a train car hit the vehicle, 
Frank said. Her condition and 
those of the crew members 
were unavailable.

Before the evacuation, nearby 
residents were told to stay 
inside their homes. Textile

plants and schools in the area 
closed, and a 6 p.m.-to-7 a.m. 
curfew was imposed onii 
Graniteville, about 15 miles 
northeast of Augusta, Ga.

Two other hazardous materi­
als, cresol and sodium hydrox­
ide, were being carried on the 
train in liquid form, but were a 
less immediate concern 
because they are corrosive only 
in direct contact, said Thom 
Berry, spokesman for the 
Department of Health and 
Environmental Control. It was 
not known Thursday afternoon 
if either liquid spilled.

The National Transportation 
Safety Board and Federal 
Railroad Administration sent 
investigators to the accident, 
but toxic gas had kept them 
reaching the site Thursday, 
NTSB spokesman Keith 
Holloway said.

drowning three of her 
children. Prosecutors did 
not try her for killing two 
other children in the June 
20U1 attacks.

Parnham, who spoke 
with Yates by telephone, 
described her as “ sur­
prised and not 
un pleased.”

“She has lots and lots of 
questions about what the 
future holds,” Parnham 
said. “ I told her, in so 
many words, that we 
weren’t able to necessari­
ly answer those questions 
because many of the deci­
sions relative to what 
happens to Andrea have 
yet to be made by the dis­
trict attorney’s office."

Prosecutors said they

would seek a rehearing 
before the appeals court 
and, if necessary, move 
the case up the appellate 
ladder.

“We’re disappointed but 
not shocked,” said Joe 
Owmby, the Harris 
County assistant district 
attorney who prosecuted 
Yates. “We will proceed 
from here.”

Yates’ husband, Russell 
Yates, said in an inter­
view on CNN’s Larry 
King Live, “ I’m happy, 
happy for Andrea.”

“ I think she needs to be 
in a state mental hospital 
until she’s well,” he said. 
“Had she not been men­
tally ill. she never 
would’ve done what she 
did.”

Yates, who has filed for 
divorce, said he had not 
spoken with his wife 
since the verdict was

overturned. He talked to 
her Saturday and cannot 
do so again until 
February.

A three-judge panel of 
the appellate court said 
Dietz, who is also a con­
sultant for the television 
program “Law & Order,” 
was wrong in testimony 
describing an episode of 
the show about a woman 
found innocent by reason 
of insanity for drowning 
her children.

While absolving them of 
wrongdoing, the judges 
said prosecutors “con­
nected the dots” with that 
false testimony to con­
vince jurors that Yates, 
who watched the TV 
series, patterned her 
actions after the episode.

What jurors and 
lawyers didn’t know until 
after jurors returned their 
conviction on capital

murder charges was that 
there was no “Law & 
Order” show with such a 
plot.

“We conclude that there 
is a reasonable likelihood 
that Dr. Dietz’s false testi 
mony could have affected 
the judgment of the jury,” 
the court said. "We fur­
ther conclude that Dr. 
Dietz’s false testimony 
affected the substantial 
rights of appellant.”

Dietz, according to the 
court ruling, acknowl­
edged his mistake to 
lawyers before jurors 
moved on to sentencing. 
Defense lawyers at the 
time sought a mistrial but 
the trial judge refused.

Neither Dietz, nor his 
firm had comment on the 
ruling, a receptionist at 
his Newport Beach, Calif., 
office said.

“Whatever fallout that

takes place from his false 
testimony is much of his 
own doing,” Parnham 
said.

"He's a very intelligent 
man and no question the 
’Law & Order’ story was 
prejudicial.” said Dr. 
Deborah Peel, an Austin- 
based psychiatrist and 
past president of the 
Texas Society of 
Psychiatric Physicians. 
“The ‘Law & Order' thing 
came about unconscious­
ly, sort of wishful think­
ing.

"It really wouldn't mat 
ter to me if he was a hot 
dog and honest. But for 
him, to me, Park Dietz’s 
greatest crime was mak­
ing the jury think Andrea 
could conin-i hci behav 
ior and did know the dif- 
fercMicf' P('tW( "1  l ight and 
wrong.”

Testimony at her trial

showed Yates was over­
whelmed by motherhood, 
considered herself a bad 
mother, had attempted 
suicide and been hospital­
ized for depression.

Five mental health 
experts testified she did 
not know right from 
wrong or that she thought 
drowning her children 
was right. Dietz, the only 
mental health expert to 
testify for the prosecu­
tion, was the lone mental 
health expert who testi­
fied she knew right from 
wrong.

White House press secretary 

Scott McClellan said later that 
Gonzales was referring to “some 
preliminary, staff-level discus­
sions about recommendations by 
the 9-11 commission and the 
Schlesinger Task Force” that 
investigated prisoner' abuses. 
“They recommended that the 
government should consider 
developing a new legal standard 
or new rules for detainees in the 
war on terrorism,” McClellan 
said.

Sen. Charles Schumer later 
urged on Bush to consult 
Congress and he requested a con­
gressional hearing. “My concern 
is not that these discussions are 
taking place, but that they are 
taking place in secret, behind 
closed doors, with no outside 
i*'volvement,” Schumer, D-N.Y., 
wrote the president.

Democrats — and Republicans, 
at times — criticized the Bush 
administration’s policies on 
aggressive interrogation of ter­
rorism suspects.

Gonzales is expected to be con­
firmed when Congress returns 
after Bush’s inauguration on

Jan. 20. He would be the nation’s 
first Hispanic attorney general 
and replace John Ashcroft.

Democrats said it was 
Gonzales’ January 2002 memo 
that led to the abuse of suspected 
terrorists. He had argued in his 
memo that the fight against ter­
rorism “ renders obsolete 
Geneva’s strict limitations on 
questioning of enemy prisoners 
and renders quaint some of its 
provisions.”

In the White House, Gonzales 
was at the center of decisions 
about “the legality of detention 
and interrogation methods that 
have been seen as tantamount to 
torture,” said Sen. Patrick 
Leahy. D-Vt.

Added Sen. Edward M. 
Kennedy, D-Mass.: The “ legal 
positions that you have support­
ed have been used by the admin­
istration, the military and the 
CIA to justify torture and Geneva 
Conventions violations by mili­
tary and civilian personnel.”

Gonzales, wearing an 
American flag pin in his lapel, 
sat alone at the witness table. 
Family members sat behind him 
in the crowded hearing room. 
Senators addressed the former 
Texas Supreme Court justice as 
“judge,” but pressed him repeat­
edly on administration policies.

Gonzales refused to back away 
from his legal opinion to Bush 
that terrorists captured overseas

by Americans do not merit the 
conventions' protections.

“My judgment was ... that it 
would not apply to al-Qaida — 
they weren’t a signatory to the 
convention,” he said.

Gonzales denied that any of the 
memos he wrote or reviewed in 
the White House had anything to 
do with the abuse.

“Would you not concede that 
your decision and the decision of 
the president to call into ques­
tion the definition of torture, the 
need to comply with the Geneva 
Convention at least opened up a 
permissive environment of con 
duct?” asked Sen. Richard 
Durbin of Illinois, the Senate’s 
No. 2 Democrat.

Gonzales said he was sickened 
and outraged by photos of abuse 
at Iraq’s Abu Ghraib prison. He 
described the U.S. troops in those 
photos as “people who were 
morally bankrupt having fun.” 
Other abuses of foreign detainees 
probably were caused because 
“there wasn’t adequate training, 
there wasn’t adequate supervi­
sion.”

“ I respectfully disagree that 
there was some kind of permis­
sive environment,” he said.

Gonzales’ response to some 
questions seemed to contradict 
his description of the conven­
tions in his January 2002 memo.

“I consider the Geneva 
Convention neither obsolete or

quaint,” he said at the hearing, 
promising to ensure U.S. compli­
ance “with all of its legal obliga­
tions in fighting the war on ter­
ror.”

Gonzalesiideclinert: to give a 
legal opinion on the prisoner 
abuse, suggesting he did not 
want to prejudice a possible 
criminal case. That led to a 10- 
minute lecture from Sen. Joseph 
Biden, D-Del., on Democrats’ 
long-standing complaints about 
Bush nominees’ refusal to direct­
ly answ’er their questions.

"We're looking for candor, old 
buddy." Biden said. "I love you. 
but you’re not very candid so 
far."

Sen. Lindsey Graham. R-S.C.. 
said the administration “dramat­
ically undermined the war 
effort” by “getting cute with the 
law.”

“1 think you weaken yourself 
as a nation when you try to play 
cute and become more like your 
enemy instead of tike who you 
want to be.” he said.
• Gonzales objected to Graham’s 
characterizations and noted the 
beheadings of Americans by ter­
rorists. “We are nothing like our 
enemies, senator.” Gonzales said.

"But we’re not like who we 
want to be and who w'e have 
been, and that's the point I’m try­
ing to make.” Graham respond­
ed.

times that life (in prison) 
is more punishment for 
him than the death penal­
ty would have been ... He 
took Christie’s life, and 
he altered our lives, but 
we’re not going to allow 
him to control our lives.”

Nine-year-old Christie 
had moved with her fami­
ly from Big Spring to 
North Dallas just a few 
months before she was 
abducted a few blocks 
from her home on Feb. 15, 
1986. Her body was found 
in a field south of Plano 
in April 1988.

Laura Proctor said that 
Texas authorities had sus­

pected Penton of her 
daughter’s murder for 
several years, but it was 
not until 2003 that he was 
extradited from Ohio to 
face charges.

Penton also pleaded 
guilty to the murders of 
5-year-old Christ! Lynn 
Meeks and 4-year-old 
Roxann Reyes.

Christ! Meeks was 
abducted near her

Mesquite home in 
January 1985 and found 
dead two months later in 
Lake Texoma, while 
Roxann Reyes was kid­
napped from behind her 
home in Garland in 
November 1987, and found 
dead near the small town 
of Murphy a few months 
later.

Penton had pleaded 
guilty to manslaughter in

the “shaken-baby” death 
of his 1-month old son in 
1985. He fled while free on 
bail during his appeal of 
that sentence.

own
begged me to hasten his death. 
And, of course, I would have done 
it.”

I called Berg to discuss her mea­
sure, but she could not get back to 
me by my deadline.

Oncologist H. Rex Greene, med­
ical director of the Dorothy E. 
Schneider Cancer Center in 
Burlingame, Calif., bristled at 
Berg’s assessment. “It ridiculously 
oversimplifies the details of deci­
sion making in end-of-life care,” 
he said. If a stroke victim was 
massively disabled and made it 
clear that he wanted no artificial 
feeding, no care on a machine, 
“that person can refuse feeding 
and hydration: end of story,” he 
said.

But that’s not assisted suicide. 
There is a world of difference 

_  between refusing extraordinary 
care -  a basic right -- and asking 
a doctor to give you poison. That’s 
why the California Medical 
Association has opposed assisted

suicide.
Oh, but boosters will tell you 

that the compassionate thing is to 
support a change in the law to 
accommodate helpless patients 
consumed by pain. Such horror 
stories twice have led Oregon vot­
ers to approve assisted-suicide bal­
lot measures.

Yet the 171 people known to have 
used medical assistance to end 
their lives under the Oregon law 
since 1997 don’t fit the profile of 
the helpless and pain-racked 
patient sold to Oregon voters, 
Greene noted. Only 22 percent list­
ed fear of inadequate pain control 
as their reason for choosing sui­
cide. More telling — 87 percent 
cited fear of losing autonomy.

I As Linda Ganzini of the Oregon 
Health & Science University told 
The New York Times, the fear that 
led to most of the assisted suicides 
wasn’t inadequate care, but “for 
them, the real problem is people 
taking care of you.”

So while advocates talk about 
helping people who otherwise 
might choke to death, the real 
issue is perspnal control. These 
people think they would rather die 
than lose control; they’d rather die 
than depend on help from others. 
So they hide behind the sick as 
they try to change the rules of 
medicine — when no law' prevents 
them from simply buying a gun. 
“The p-word is not pain.’ The p- 
word is ‘pride,’” Oregon oncologist 
Kenneth Stevens told The New 
York Times. “Rather than being 
death with dignity, it’s death with 
vanity.”

As an oncologist, Greene said, he 
has had a dozen patients ask him 
for help tuend their lives. With, 
one sad exception, Greene was 
able to find out what their con 
corns were and address :h('m. For 
example, when a patient explained 
she had been lightingwith her 
daughter, Greene talked to the

daughter, mother and daughter 
reconciled, and the woman died a 
natural death, free from pain. '‘But 
if you live in Oregon,” he said, 
“ they say come back in two 
weeks” — after the 15-day waiting 
period, to get the lethal dose of 
medicine.

And get this statement on 
Oregon’s assisted suicide from Dr. 
Marcia Angell, former executive 
editor of The New England 
Journal of Medicine, to The New 
York Times: “ I am concerned that 
so few people are requesting it. It 
seems to me that more would do 
it. The purpose of a law is to be 
used, not to sit there on the 
books.”

Hmmmm. Not enough people in 
Oregon are killing themselves?

Something rhust be done. What 
are all those sick people doing 
clinging to life when they should 
be deleting themselves? What 
Oregon oncologist Stevens called 
vanity, Angell told the Times, 
“somebody else might ca ll... 
admirable independence.”

The worst of it is, I-said to 
Greene, people see Angell and 
Berg as more compassionate than 
you are.

“I run a palliative-care facility,” 
Greene responded. “We do the 
heavy lifting.” That is. healing 
people, relieving their pain and 
caring about them.

Not killing them.
Note: My husband, Wesley J. 

Smith, is a consultant to the 
International Task Force on 
Euthanasia and Assisted Suicide.

S ince the Dec. 3 meeting of 
President Bush’s Council 
on Bioethics, the struggle 
over embryonic stem cell 

research has been altered. Dr. Bill 
Hurlbut, a physician and Stanford 
biology professor, pro­
posed a cloning-like 
procedure to harvest 
stem cells that would 
prevent even begin­
ning the creation of a 
human organism or 
anything with human 
characteristics.

Hurlbut made the 
presentation to his 
colleagues on the 
council as a “ third 
option” in the “cur- 
rent conflict over the 
procurement of embryonic stem 
cells.” He suggested it as “a tech­
nological solution to our moral 
impasse.” Robbie George, the emi­
nent Catholic layman and 
Princeton law professor, supports 
this line of inquiry. ,Only one 
council member opposed Hurlbut’s 
proposal.

The impact of this new develop­
ment on anti-cloning legislation 
cannot be determined. Sam 
Brownback of Kansas, Senate 
sponsor of the bill to ban cloning, 
has not taken a position on 
HuHbut’s initiative while lauding 
use of adult stem cells for medical 
research. The Dec. 3 discussion at 
the President’s Council only 
begins exploration of ̂ he moral 
considerations as the scientific 
inquiry proceeds.

Opponents of President B|ish’s 
ban on federal funding of eimbry- 
onic stem cell research say they 
are against human cloning. But if 
stem cells prove the medical boon 
that'proponents claim, they will 
need to be produced by something 
like cloning. That is why Senate

liberals in the last Congress used 
the filibuster to stop the anti­
cloning bill passed by an 86-vole 
margin in the House on Feb. 27, 
2003. The 2004 elections produced 
an apparent net gain of five anti­
cloning senators, still 10 short of 
the 60 votes needed to end a fili­
buster.

Prior to the Dec. 3 meeting of 
the President's Council. Hurlbut 
shopped his proposal around 
Capitol Hill w'ith mixed reaction. 
Critics contended the process 
simultaneously creates and 
destroys human clones in collect­
ing stem cells and thus fails on 
ethical grounds.

In his presentation to the coun­
cil, Hurlbut asserted the contro­
versy over embryo destruction for 
the purpose of fighting disease "is 
unlikely to be resolved through 
deliberation or debate.” He added: 
“A purely political solution will 

Vleave our country bitterly divided, 
eroding the social support and 
sense of noble purpose that is 
essential for the public funding of 
biomedical science.”

To resolve “this apparently irre­
solvable impasse,” Hurlbut contin 
ued, “we believe there may be 
morally uncontrovdrsial ways to 
obtain embryonic stem cells.” He 
then said entities "that lack the 
qualities and characteristics of an 
organism appear to be capable of 
generating embryonic stem cells 
or their functional equivalent.”

The only clear crHlcism on the 
council came from Dr. Paul 
McHugh, psychiatry department 
chairman at Johns Hopkins 
University. He warned that 
Hurlbut could be making a 
“hybrid which would be super­
human in some kind o f way.” 
Hurlbut responded: “You create an 
entity that never rises to the level 
of what can properly,be called a

living being.” McHugh suggested 
Hurlbut was making “a doomed 
hybrid” that would not be permit 
ted to become a human being.
“Not doomed,” responded Hurlbut, 
“Only doomed if it’s alive first.”

Hurlbut, a conservative himself, 
was supported at the meeting by 
conservative Catholic George’<̂ 
questions. He asked: “So you, 
yourself, would not want to see 
the proposal go forward unless it 
could he shown that in the human 
case, we would not be creating an 
embryo?” “Yeah,” Hurlbut replied, 
“that would violate the very prin­
ciple we’re trying to defend.” They 
agreed animal experimentation 
would come first.

When I asked Sen. Brownback 
about Hurlbut’s inquiry, he took a 
wait and-see approach on grounds 
that nobody yet knows enough 
about it. Brownback then cited 
progress being made in using non 
embryonic stem cells. He pointed 
to the recent report by Prof. Song 
Chang-hun of South Korea’s 
Chosun University about a 37- 
year-old spinal cord patient, in a 
wheelchair for 19 years, standing 
up and walking with help of a 
walker 40 days after being treated 
with umbilical cord stem cells.

Bill Hurlbut, however, believes 
embryonic research is inevitable 
and does not see sufficient lines of 
stem cells available to make
progress. Before his initiative can 
achieve its purpose of ending the
impasse, substantial scientific 
progress is necessary. The larger 
task may be making ethical and 
moral decisions a^ ut non-human 
cloning. ’ ,

AUBURN HILLS, Mich. 
— Richard/ Hamilton is 
considered to be one of 
the best mid-range shoot­
ers in the NBA.

Tom Kite announced reicently that he 

will cut down hLs schedule on the 
Champions Tour this year to play more 
tournaihents (about 15) on the regular 
PGA Tour.

Insider Take: At 55, Kite has done 
about everything in golf and he’s still 
got game. At his level, he’s competing for 
the history books. If he wins, he’d 
tK>come the oldest player to ever win on 
the PGA Tour. Sam Snead holds the cur- 
r(‘nt record: He won the 1965 Greater 
Greensboro Open when he was 52 years, 
10 months and eight days old. It’s just 
the kind of record the great 'Tom Kite 
would love to hold.

For the man who has everythii^
He’s got yachts, sports cars, palatial 

digs, a wine label, his own clothing line 
and just about everything else you can 
think of except, it appears, a rule book. 
Greg Norman was disqualified at two 
tournaments last year — both times for 
improper drops from a water hazard; 
one on the PGA Tour at the Honda 
Classic and the other on the European 
Tour at the BMW Asian Open. It kills 
the sponsors when Norman goes home 
early because he’s still a big draw.

Show me the money
While there is no danger of Kendall- 

mania breaking out, journeyman Skip 
Kendall passed Jack Nicklaus on the all- 
time PGA Tour money list. After the 
2004 golf season. Nicklaus now stands at 
No. 103 on the list. Among the 14 who 
passed him this year were Woody 
Austin, J.L. Lewis and Kendall, who has 
never won a tournament on the PGA 
Tour.

Mallon on the move
Most of the players on the LPGA Tour 

will tell you that 
the most popular 
player out there is 
Meg Mallon.
That's why her 
monster year in 
2(XM was so well- 
received.

The student in these photos is turning his hips about 40 degrees and his shoulders about 
80 degrees — less than the 45 degrees and 90 degrees most commonly prescribed, but still 
retaining the all-important 2-to-1 ratio for maximum coil.

2-to-l coil 
delivers power
It may sound like a l)as(>bcdl score, 

but ‘i-tu-l is th(‘ key ratio that pro­
duces coil. Here’s how it works. 

Your muscles are like lazy house 
guests: They won't do anything 
unless you make them. It’s much eas­
ier to skip the big-muscle shoulder 
turn and simply lift the club up to 
the top of the backswing using the 
small muscles of the arms and 
hands. But it’s the wrong way to 
reach the top because without a 
shoulder turn you lose coil.

If your swing lacks power, it may 
well stem from a lack of coil. This is 
the problem that teaching pro John 
Bierkan, is working on with his stu­
dent in the two accompanying pho­
tos.

The pro|K>r twisting or "coil" has 
two main components. First, the trail 
hip rotates over the trail heel. To get

his student to satisfy this element 
properly, John is utilizing a training 
aid called the "spine board."

When his student was in the prop­
er address position, John placed the 
board about 2 inches behind him so 
that at the top of his swing, the stu­
dent’s right cheek touches the 
board. To do this correctly, the stu­
dent must rotate his right hip over

his right heel.
This proper movement for a right- 

handed player also involves loading 
up on the right heel. This ensures 
that there has been a correct weight 
shift and that you have turned 
behind the ball with the pressure on 
your right foot “ heavy” on the heel.

The second component of a good 
coil is the turning of the shoulders 
more than the hips. This is best seen 
in the front view. Here, while the stu­
dent maintains contact with the 
board (absent a spine board, a 
straight-backed chair will work just 
as well), John turns the student’s 
shoulders to the max.

Each student’s maximum is 
dependent on his or her individual 
flexibility. The important thing to 
remember is the proper coil ratio: 2- 
to-1.

TEEING OFF

European 
Tour snubs 
Jimenez

In 2004, Vijay Singh didn’t play in 
the required number of 
European Tour tournaments to 

retain playing status on the tour, he 
didn’t win a single event on that 
tour, and his best finish was 15th. 
But the winner of the Player o f the 
Year Award on the European Tour 
was Vijay Singh. Go figure.

The winner was determined by a 
poll o f European

L
Miguel Angel 
Jimenez
moved up in 
the Official 
World Golf 
Rankings 
from 94th at 
the beginning 
of the year to 
12th.

Tour officials, 
golf writers and 
golf broadcast­
ers who com­
pletely “dissed” 
their own tour 
by not choosing 
the player with 
the best record,
Miguel Angel 
Jimenez, who 
won four 
European Tour 
titles and was on 
the victorious 
Ryder Cup team.

What are 
these people 
thinking? Singh 
bothered to play 
in only four 
events while 
Jimenez was a
full-time supporter o f the tour.

Granted, Singh had a monstrous 
2004, but he had It on the PGA Tour. 
Selecting Singh as the Player of 
Year on the European Tour simply 
because he’d played it years before 
going to the United States is ludi­
crous. It’s like the Baltimore Orioies 
naming Babe Ruth as their “All- 
Time Slugger” because they signed 
the Babe to his flrst pro contract 
before he moved on to the Boston 
Red Sox and then the New York 
Yankees.

The Player of the Year should (1) 
have actually played regidarly on 
the tour during the year in question, 
and (2) have played the tour better 
than anyone else. And Singh failed 
to do ei^er.

The choice was an insult to all 
European Tour members, but espe­
cially Jimenez, who finished second 
in the voting. Besides playing with 
distinction on the winning Ryder 
Cup team, Jimenez won the Johnnie 
Walker Classic, the Algarve Open de 
Portugal Caixa Geral de Depositos, 
the BMW Asian Open and the BMW 
International Open. He also moved 
up in the Official World Golf 
Rankings from 94th at the beginning 
of the year to 12th!

Maybe they didn’t like Jimenez’s 
hairdo (or, in this case, his “hair 
don’t” ), a god-awful concoction that 
culminates in an orange pug, not 
quite worthy o f being a pony tail.
It’s said that European Tour condi­
tions are spartan, with poor practice 
facilities the norm, but surely they 
have mirrors.

In any case, leaving the choice to 
the opinion o f a few officials and 
some media folk doesn’t cut it. To 
paraphrase Shakespeare: “Methinks 
there is a French judge in there 
somewhere.”

THE GOLF DOCTOR

Surrender to the process
To learn golf, you must be willing to 

surrender to the process of learning, 
i.e., you have to put your ego in the 
trunk and assume the role of student. 
This surrender is not quite as easy as 
one might think. Sometimes the very 
success golfers have in their profes­
sional lives distracts from their ability 
to learn golf.

I work with a lot of people who are 
successful in business, and as such, 
they become used to controlling their 
environment. Any pan of the busi­
ness process that is out of their con­
trol is dangerous to their livelihood,

and therefore, they have built up a 
healthy aversion to variables they 
can’t manage.

So it makes good sense that included 
in the successful person’s business 
keys are the three M’s: monitoring, 
manipulation and management, cou­
pled with the implicit belief that all 
problems, no matter how severe, can 
be brought to heel by strong and ongo­
ing application of the three M’s.

As effective as these keys may be in 
business, the three M’s are not always 
helpful in learning golf because they 
often lead to impatience and unrealis­
tic expectations. Golf is not a sport 
that yields mastery on demand, for no

matter who and what you control in 
your non-golf life, in golf you still 
have to pay your dues the old-fash­
ioned way: You have to LEARN it, and 
that means submitting to the process 
o f learning.

A few years ago, a famous golf 
teacher was instructing the king of 
an eastern country and the king was 
not happy with his progress. A ter too 
much complaining by the royal chop­
per. the teacher told him: “Your 
Highness, you know you’re the king, I 
know you’re the king, but the ball ~  it 
doesn’t know you’re the king!” Nor, 
he might have added, does it care.

To be a good learner in golf you

must accept that your inferior ball 
flight is not an act o f insubordination 
to be dealt with using anger, impa­
tience and a major dose o f ^ e  three 
M’s. If you think about it, you didn’t 
learn anything you do well without 
investing the requisite time and ener­
gy into the process, to wit: finding the 
model, learning the model, repeating 
the model as perfectly as you can 
under the auspices o f a teacher or 
facilitator who helps you through the 
process.

King or countryman, it’s all the 
same: To impose your will bn the golf 
course, you must flrst submit your 
will to the process o f learning.

Q l I have been playing golf for 
four years and shoot around 115. The 
people I play with aft hit their iron 
shots better and farther than I do, and 
I’m certain that taking a divot is the 
key to their superior iron play. They 
take divots and I don’t — at least not 
with any consistency 

I’ve tried a lot of things on my own 
to cure this problem, but to no avail. 
I’m very frustrated. Do you have any 
.swing keys, tips or drills*that may 
help? — Kevin T . Albany, Ga.

Al Sounds like your swing,arc Is 
too shallow To promote a steeper 
angle o f attack, {H'actice hitting balls 
out o f a thin divot hole. '

I know this sounds strange, but

placing the ball in a divot forces you .to 
develop a swing with a descending '  
blow. You have to hit the ball on the 
downswing or it has no chance o f get­
ting airborne.

At first you wili have to play the ball 
back towanl your right foot (for a 
right-handed golfer) and open your 
stance (toe line to the left of the target 
for a right-hander) to give you the feel. 
After you train yourself to feel this 
steeper swing arc, put the ball in a nor­
mal lie and gradually move the ball to 
its normal position between your feet. 
Then square up your toe line.
