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Wheat Harvest Is 
Proving Short

The 1955 Texas, wheat harvest is 
nearing completion on the South 
Plains, and is getting well under­
way on the limited acreage to be 
harvested on the High Plains. This 
small acreage will present no labor 
equipment problems.

The latest reports from areas 
where wheat harvest operations are 
in progress show that the Friona- 
Dimmitt area has completed 60 per 
cent of the harvest. Adequate men 
and equipment are in the area to 
complete the harvest this week. Ir­
rigated wheat is yielding 20 to 25 
bushels with some 40-bushel wheat 
reported from fertilized fields.

Wheat harvest in the Hereford 
area is still in full swing, with only 
an estimated 30 per cent com­
pleted.

No shortages and only a very 
small surplus of workers and com­
bines were encountered in any area 
during the current Texas wheat 
harvest.

Potato harvest probably will get 
underway in seriousness early next 
week, local growers and processors 
predict.

Quality and quantity of the crop 
this year is said to be the best so 
far grown locally in the relatively 
short time that potatoes have fig­
ured as a Parmer County crop. 
This is the third season that pota­
toes have been cultivated commer­
cially here.

Eleven growers this year are pro­
ducing from some 650 acres in the

“Oberammergau and the Passion 
Play,” a full-length motion picture 
in Eastman color, will be shown 
Friday evening, July 15, at 8:00 
o’clock in the Friona High School 
Auditorium.

The picture is non-denomination- 
al and filmed in English dialogue. 
It has a musical background fur­
nished by a 65-piece symphony or­
chestra and a chorus of 100 voices. 
The picture will be shown on a 
wide screen with high fidelity 
sound.

The movie is a reverent presenta­
tion of the story of Jesus from 
manhood to the Ascension. The 
film follows Christ through the pe­
riod of teaching, healing the sick, 
lame and blind and comforting the 
oppressed, to the Last Supper. Then 
follows the ordeals which led to 
Calvary, the sorrowful burial, the 
Resurrection and the Ascension. 
The film is in two parts; the first, 
a travelogue describing the begin­
ning of the Passion Play, and the 
second, the play itself.

Oberammergau is a city in Ba­
varia, Germany, where the original 
Passion Play was staged. The first 
play was in 1634 in commemoration 
of a vow made by the village in­
habitants that if God would relieve 
their village of a plague, they 
would express their gratitude in a 
devout presentation of the Passion 
Week of Christ. This has been 
presented every decade since with 
few exceptions, due to war, 
and has become world-famous 
down through the centuries. The 
villagers are very devout in their 
daily lives, and many almost live 
the parts they have in the play. 
The entire social life of the village 
revolves around the play and the 
church.

The art of wood carving is the 
principal business of the village and 
as far back as 1520 the historical 
Volhmam reported the craftsmen 
of Ammergau were so skilled they 
could carve scenes of the Passion of 
Our Lord that would fit into a 
nutshell.

Other scenes included in the trav­
elogue will be the Linderhoff Cas­
tle, built at a cost of between ten 
and fifteen million dollars by King

Ludwig. Its many valuable decora­
tions are under constant guard in­
cluding a large solid gold peacock. 
Also nearby is the famous monas- 
tary at Etow founded by Ludwig 
and the church of Reece.

The entire program is in color, 
and all profits will benefit the hos­
pital building fund. Admission will 
bq adults, $1.00; children, $.50; and 
no charge will be made for pre­
schoolers.

Last week we mentioned Presi­

dent Kaltwasser’s wire to Walter 
Rogers, opposing on behalf of Par­
mer County Farm Bureau, the 
amendment some were attempting 
to attach to legislation pending, re­
garding Mexican labor in the Unit­
ed States. Mexican labor was not 
the only thing the amendment 
would have affected, however. It 
would have an ill effect on all agri­
cultural area labor, placing it in the 
hands of labor groups. The present 
independent method of hiring by 
the individual farmer, according to 
his needs would be seriously jeop­
ardized. We were pleased that Mr. 
Rogers answered the wire favor­
ably within about five hours of the 
time KaltwaSser sent it. Disposi­
tion of the bill is not known at 
this time, but we hope it is favor­
able, too.

Quite a few people are ordering 
the signs we have on sale for mark­
ing mail boxexs or trucks or what 
have you. They are plastic, easy 
to read and will last a long time.

American Farm Bureau member­
ship, which is the total of all state’s 
memberships, of course, is running 
35,414 ahead of the same time last 
year. This is, we believe, an indi­
cation that farmers realize more 
than ever, the necessity of sticking 
together. The greater the member­
ship, the better the representation 
too.

We are a little concerned about 
the number of people who are let-

ting their gas exemption papers 
lapse. Again we urge you wives to 
come in when your husband is too 
busy and claim this money for him. 
We’re sure he’ll let you spend at 
least half of it as you wish, if you’ll 
take care of it for hm. Be sure to 
bring your affidavit.

We are glad to note that the 
Reciprocal Trade Act was signed by 
the President recently, extending 
the provision for three more years. 
This is one of the best legislative 
provisions for improvement of our 
farm export program. Everybody 
knows we need all the assistance in 
that direction that we can get.

The farmer’s share of the con­
sumer dollar decreases as labor’s 
demands for greater benefits are 
met. If the consumer becomes 
aware of the fact that this is the 
reason for higher food and fiber 
costs, he may begin to oppose his 
congressman’s favoring guaranteed 
annual pay to a man whether he 
works or not. “A workman is 
worthy of his hire,’ ’is a Biblical 
statement that holds very true. If 
the farmer insisted on and got in­
creased prices for his commodities 
in direct ration to the cost of equip­
ment and other expenses, such as 
television and the second or third 
family car, he would be getting 
economic treatment similar to tne 
prese.il trend in labor groups.

The 
eiling was formerly 275 billion 
ollars. Last year the administra­

tion asked for a 6-billion-dollar 
temporary increase for one year, 
which was granted. This tempo­
rary increase was extended for an­
other year just the other day. Like 
most temporary government mat­
ters, it appears that this increase 
will be with us for a long time. We 
have several temporary agencies 
that have been in existence for a 
number- of years. In fact, the for­
eign aid program was supposed to 
be temporary. The only thing 
temporary has been the name. The 
name of the program and the name 
of the agency handling it have been 
changed several times, but the ex­
penditures go on and on.

It was repeatedly argued that the 
measure was a defense measure 
and could not be justified on any 
other ground; that it was a defense 
measure against Russia and com­
munism, and that if it was not for 
the threat of communism, the ex­
penditures could not, under any cir­
cumstances, be justified. In other 
words, the proponents were saying 
that so long as Russia was a threat 
to this country, we should continue 
to pay money to the several coun­
tries mentioned in the foreign aid 
bill. It would logically follow that 
if Russia ceased to be a threat to 
this country, then these payments 
should cease. As all of you know, 
Nehru, of India, has frequently ex­
pressed contempt for our govern­
ment and has recently completed 
a visit to Moscow and Belgrade. 
Tito, dictator of Yugoslavia, openly 
and flagrantly brags that he has a 
communist country that is more 
communist than Russia. He, too, 
has recently completed some visits 
to Moscow. Both India and Yugo­
slavia were included in the foreign 
aid bill for sizable sums. Many of 
the Members called the attention 
of the; House to the actions of both 
Nehru and Tito. The proponents of 
the bill did not defend either of 
them, but took the position that we 
had to give them money to help 
keep them from joining up with 
Russia. If this logic is correct, then 
it must follow that it would be to 
the best interests of Nehru and Tito

to perpetuate a fuss and cold war 
between the Soviet and the United 
States, simply because any settle­
ment of the differences would 
men an end to the millons of dol­
lars flowing to India and Yugo­
slavia out of the pockets of the tax­
payers of this country. The same 
logic would lead us to the conclu­
sion that we are paying tribute to 
these two governments because of 
the threat that they will go com­
munistic if we fail to pay up. This 
might not be international black­
mail' but it comes pretty close to 
it. It simply means that the grand 
old phrase “Millions for defense, 
but not one cent for tribute,” that 
has long thrilled the crowd at the 
Fourth of July gathers, seem to be 
passe.

The 
very interesting and informa­
tive letter, regarding the early 
days of Friona, was written 
after Mr. Callaway read the 
feature story concerning Fri- 
ona’s first windmill, recently 
torn down.

* * *
Dear Miss Cass,

I was very much interested in 
your article in J’une 20 copy of The 
Friona Star, which I read every 
time it reaches us. I live in east­
ern Missouri but subscribe for The 
Star as I am very much interested 
in Friona.

I measured every lot in the town 
and drove stakes at all block cor­
ners and alley openings when there 
were positively no buildings north 
of the railroad track in 1906. The 
first three buildings erected there 
were: a garage to house the cars 
used by George Wright and Com­
pany, which was selling the land 
lying north from Friona and east of 
the New Mexico line; then a livery 
stable a furnish more ways to look 
over the land he was selling; at 
the same time Mr. T. B. Wood built 
a 4-room house and used 2 rooms 
for a home for himself and wife, 
who managed to cook for and feed 
about 20 men in the other two 
rooms. There was a windmill near 
the garage which furnished water 
for all stock and personnel. Water 
was carried to the restaurant 
which was about a block away.

There was a house on the south 
side of the track and three box 
cars on a spur track on the north 
side of the track where the Mexi­
can section hands lived.

I don’t 
walk at all well due to a crippled 
hip and muscular weakness but I 
ride wonderfully well.

I shall 
be glad to hear from you if you 
care to write—if only to tell me 
“don’t do that again.”

Security Payments 
Up in County

In Parmer County at the end
of last year, 44 retired workers 
were receiving $2,216 in monthly 
social security payments, accord­
ing to figures just released by John 
R .Sanderson, district manager of 
the Social Security office in Ama­
rillo.

In addition to the retired work­
ers themselves, 43 people were re­
ceiving $1,420 a month as depend­
ents of the retired workers or as 
survivors of deceased workers.

Although this is a considerable 
increase as compared with pay­
ments a year ago, it is certain that 
more people will receive larger 
payments in years to come because 
of changes in the Social Security 
law in 1954, Sanderson says. Among 
the major changes were the follow­
ing:

1. Computation of payments 
after “dropping out” up to 5 years 
of lowest social security covered 
earnings.

2. Extension of social security 
coverage to more farm workers 
and to self-employed farmers, as 
well as many other kinds of work.

3. Increasing of the maximum 
wages creditable toward benefits 
from $3600 to $4200.

4. Allowing disabled workers to 
“freeze” their social security wage 
records while disabled.

5. Increasing the amount of earn­
ings which a retired worker can 
receive and still get all or a part 
of his retirement payments. (There 
is no restriction on earnings after 
a worker is 72 years old.)

WILL MAY REDUCE RED TAPE 
IN SETTLING ESATE

A properly drawn will can be 
the means of short-cutting many 
legal formalities, and save a great 
deal of time in distributing the es­
tate of a decedent among his 
rightful heirs. It may also serve 
to save many dollars in legal fees 
and court costs.

Patrol Positions 
Open in State

AUSTIN, June 27. (Spe.) — 
Homer Garrison, Jr., director of the 
Texas Department of Public Safety, 
announced this week that the 
Texas Highway Patrol will accept 
applications between now and July 
25 from young Texans for appoint­
ment to the Texas Highway Patrol.

Garrison said that examinations 
for appointment to the Patrol re­
cruit training school will be given 
at various points in the state early 
in August. Some 100 vacancies, due 
to the action of the Texas Legis­
lature in increasing the Texas 
Highway Patrol personnel, will be 
filled from the roster of those 
qualified.

The Public Safety director invites 
all young men who are interested 
in a career of law enforcement to 
make application as early as pos­
sible. He pointed out that they 
must be between 21 and 35 years of 
age, inclusive, have a high school 
education, be at least 5 feet, 8 
inches in height and weight not less 
than two nor more than three and 
one-half pounds per inch in height.

Garrison emphasized, too, that 
applicants must have been citi­
zens of Texas for at least a year 
and they must be of good moral 
character and in perfect physical 
condition and able to withstand a 
rigid character investigation.

Garrison further emphasized that 
these applicants, if accepted for 
this service, will receive vacation 
time, sick leave, if necessary, and 
will be covered by the State Retire- 
rnent Act and the Federal Social 
Security Act.

Application forms, Garrison said, 
may be obtained from all Texas 
Highway Patrol district offices or 
by writing directly to W. J*. Elliott, 
Chief, Texas Highway Patrol, at 
Austin.

As an example, whenever a per­
son dies without a will and it i3 
necessary for the probate court 
appoint an administrator of hl3" 
estate, the person so appointed Is 
required to post a bond. This bond 
is for the purpose of insuring the 
faithful performance of his duties. 
When signed by individuals, the- 
amount thereof must be double the 
estimated value of the personal 
property of the estate plus a reas­
onable amount to cover prospec­
tive rents and other income from 
real estate involved.

When issued by a bonding com­
pany, the estimated value of the 
personal property need not be 
doubled. The administrator’s bond 
must be kept in force until the es­
tate is finally closed and he is dis~- 
charged from his obligation by the 
court.

The same rule applies to an exec­
utor under a will, unless the tes­
tator has specified that no bond 
shall be required. This provision 
may be inserted or left out of the- 
will at the option of the maker-' 
Needless to say, there are situa­
tions in which the bond serves a 
real purpose. But when not need­
ed, the statutory requirement may 
prove a distinct annoyance to thê  
executor and a burden upon the 
estate in the form of annual pre­
mium payments.

Another example: A court ap­
pointed administrator may not sell 
any property of an estate without- 
an order of the court authorizing 
him to do so. He must make ap­
plication to the court for approval 
of each sale. The court must ‘be 
advised of and approve the sale 
price and the manner in which the 
same is to be collected. Similar 
provisions apply to the making of 
mineral leases and other transac­
tions.

These provisions apply equally to 
the executor of a will, unless tes­
tator has freed him from such re­
quirements. A single short para­
graph inserted in a will designating 
him as an independent executor in 
appropriate phraseology may serve 
this purpose. Then he will have a- 
free hand to dispose of property; 
upon short notice whenever a fa­
vorable opportunity arises, with a 
minimum of legal formality.

Since every application or other 
paper filed with the probate court 
and every order obtained from the 
court involves the expenditure of 
attorney fees for its preparation'' 
and court costs for its handling by 
the clerk, in proper cases many dol­
lars may be saved for the heirs by 
adequate provisions of a will.
