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Pope John Paul II hospitalized
Spokesman says there is ‘no reason for alarm’

VATICAN CITY -  Pope John 
Paul II had difficulty breathing 
as he battled the fiu,^ the 
Vatican confirmed today' ^ut it 
said tests showed his heart and 
respiration were normal’ and 
that the 84-year-old pontiff rest­
ed for several hours overnight.

The pope had “just a little 
fever,” papal spokesman

Joaquin Navarro-Valls said in 
elaborating on a terse medical 
bulletin issued by the Holy See. 
The Vatican said John Paul got 
some rest during the night.

The pope was being treated 
for respiratory problems in the 
Gemelli Polyclinic. He was 
rushed there late Tuesday from 
his Vatican apartment, where 
he had been battling the flu for 
several days, Vatican officials 
said. No further medical bul­

letins were expected today, 
they said.

The papal spokesman said 
John Paul was taken by ambu­
lance to the hospital after doc: 
tors decided “he could be better 
treated there than here (the 
Vatican).” In response to a 
reporter’s question, Navarro- 
Valls denied that the pope lost 
consciousness, saying: “No, for

Sunni clerics 
call Iraq vote 
illegitimate
□  Police chief demands insur­
gents turn over their weapons.

BAGHDAD, Iraq (AP) — Not sur­
prisingly, Iraq’s leading Sunni 
Muslim clerics said today the coun­
try’s landmark elections lack legiti­
macy because large numbers of 
Sunnis did not participate in the 
balloting.

Elsewhere, emboldened by the 
elections, which U.S. and Iraqi 
authorities cited as a victory for 
democracy, the police chief in 
Mosul demanded the insurgents 
hand over weapons within two 
weeks or he would “wipe out” any­
one giving them shelter.

Large numbers of majority Shiite 
Muslims and Kurds took part in 
Sunday’s election for a new 
National Assembly and regional 
parliaments. Although no results or 
turnout figures have been released, 
U.S. offieMi^say turnout appeared 
much lower in Sunni areas where 
the insurgency is strongest.

In its first statement since the bal­
loting, the Association of Muslim 
Scholars said the vote lacked legiti­
macy because of low Sunni partici­
pation. The Association months ago 
called on Sunnis to shun the polls 
because of the presence of U.S. and 
other foreign troops.

Iraqi officials acknowledged vot­
ing problems, including a ballot 
shortage in Baghdad, Basra and 
Mosul, which have substantial 
Sunni populations.

With many Sunnis having stayed 
away, a ticket endorsed by the 
Shiite clergy is expected to gain the 
biggest dumber of seats in the 275- 
member National Assembly, fol-

Grand jury indicts woman on 
solicitation of capital murder charges

FORT WORTH (AP) — A Tarrant County grand 
ury has indicted a Bridgeport woman accusi^ of try­

ing to hire a hit man to kill the co-owner o f a fitness 
center,

Rebecca Lynn Simpson, married to a prominent 
Wise County iawyer, is awaiting trial on a charge of 
solicitation of capital murder.

Officials say Simpson approached someone about 
finding a permanent solution to her problems with 
Shemane Watts after the two got into a ffght in 
October on the street near The Gym fitness center in 
Bridgeport Watts filed misdemeanor assault charges 
against Simpson shortly after the fight which was 
two doors firom Simpson’s husband’s law office.

The person Simpson allegedly approached later 
notified police, who in turn told Texas Rangers and 
the Department o f Public Safety. An undercover offi­
cer, posing as a hitman, then met with Simpson in 
Southlake and was hired, oiDcials said.

Simpson was arrested Nov. 1 in Wise County and 
later released on $1 million bail.

Wise County state District Judge John Fostel and 
District Attorney Jana Jones removed themselves 
from the case bemuse of their longtime relationship 
with Simpson’s husband, Ross Simpson, a senior 
partner with the law firm of Simpson and Boyd.

Te6n arrested in shooting death of boy
DALLAS (AP) — Police have taken into custody a 

16-year-old believed to have been involved in the 
fatal shooting over the weekend of a 14-year-old boy.

The suspect was arrested Tuesday afternoon after 
an informant’s tip. The suspect’s name has not been 
released because he is a teen.

One police official said the suspect had a bus tick­
et and had packed his bags to leave the area.

The shooting, about 2 p.m. Sunday in a shopping 
center parking lot in the Oak Cliff section of Dsillas, 
killed Ruben Juarez.

His stepfather. Gilbert Garza. 25, was treated at 
Methodist Dallas Medical Center and later released. 
A 14-year-old friend o f Ruben’s also was in the fami­
ly’s sport-utility vehicle but was not injured.

Police say Ruben’s killing may have been the result 
of road rage, but they continue to investigate. 

Witnesses said the two vehicles were traveling in 
opposite directions when they nearly collided. Garza 
said that he honked at the car, and the other driver 
honked back.

Dallas police said the gunman got out, pulled a rifle 
out of his car and fired a single shot. The bullet went 
through the driver’s-side window, hit Garza, then 
struck Ruben.

The gunman then drove away. Police say they 
believe the attacker’s victim s were random targets.

Police have not recovered the suspect’s vehicle or 
ffi6 ''astoult rifle used in the slaying.

Court orders DNA test for tsunami ‘Baby 81,’ 
sparking struggie for baby in hospital

KALMUNAI, Sri Lanka (AP) — A judge’s ruling 
Wednesday that a couple must undergo a DNA test to 
prove they are the parents of the tsunami survivor 
known as “Baby 81*’ sparked chaos in a hospital pedi 
atric ward after a surging crowd and the would-be 
parents burst in and pleaded with doctors to release 
the infant.

After the court hearing, the man claiming to be the 
child’s father cried out and threatened to kill him­
self, attempting to swallow an unknown white sub­
stance. The man and his wife, accompanied by 
friends and relatives, then walked to the hospital 
where Baby 81 is being kept and forced their way in

“Here is my baby, look, look,’’ shouted and cried 
Jenita Jeyaj^ah. 25, after forcibly entering the 
child’s glass cubicle and picking him up. The father, 
Murugupillai Jeyarajah, 31. shirided his wife and the 
infant firom the surging crowd.

“Please give us our baby,” Jenita pleaded with the 
doctors on duty. She then fell on the feet of the head 
nurse and pleaded: “You are a mother. So am I. Give 
me my baby.”

By then, between 70 and 100 people, most them 
relatives and firiends, started shouting at the doctors 
who had earlier testified in court that a DNA test 
was the best solution.

Punxsutawney Phil’s prediction: 
more wintry weather yet to corhe

PUNXSUTAWNEY, Pa. (AP) -  
Punxutawney Phil has spoken, and 
the news isn’t good.

The world’s most famous furry 
forecaster saw his shadow Tuesday 
on Gobbler’s Knob, suggesting 
another six weeks of wintry weath­
er.

The chubby critter delivered the 
prediction after he was pulled from 
his burrow in an oak stump at 7:31 
a.m. by a top-hatted handler, and 
his pr^iction was greeted by boos 
from the thousands in attendance.

“He’s only the messenger!” one of 
the members of the Punxsutawney 
Groundhog Club — the volunteer- 
group in charge of Phil and the 
town’s Groundhog Day festivities 
— reminded the crowd braving the 
frigid weather.

In the years since The 
Punxsutawney Spirit first carried 
word of the groundhog’s failing to 
see its shadow in 1886, this town of 
7,500 people about 65 miles north­
east of Pittsburgh has been dubbed 
the “Weather Capital of the World.”

The tradition stems from the

Christian holiday of Candlemas, 
and the belief that if a hibernating 
animal sees Its shadow, winter will 
last another six weeks. If there’s no 
shadow, spring will come early.

That was the forecast from 
Lilburn, Ga., groundhog, Gen. 
Beauregard Lee, who did not see 
his shadow when he emerged as 
light rain fell this morning. Beau 
made his appearance with a female 
groundhog their handlers at Yellow 
River Game Ranch hope will pro­
duce offspring to continue the tra­
dition if the aging prognosticator 
retires this year.

In Punxsutawney, an energetic 
crowd of about 2,000 people was 
already assembled by 3:30 a.m. 
Most were bundled against the 
cold, hut at least one young woman 
braved the weather in a bikini top.

Nikki Wehrmann and her 9.year- 
old daughter, Arianne, had on layer 
upon layer as they huddled over 
coffee and hot chocolate. Arianne 
was taking the day off from school 
to see Phil, her mother said. They 
liye in nearby DuBois.

“We considered this an educa­
tional purpose,” said Wehrmann,

who told her daughter about the 
history of Groundhog Day and 
plans to have Arianne do a project 
on the event.

“And anything that brings 20,000 
or 30,000 people on some years we 
have do it at least once,” 
Wehridann said.

Resident Sue Lingenfelter said 
the annual frenzy, and just how 
famous Phil is, still amazes her.

“I just placed a catalog order yes­
terday and the guy said to me, ‘Is 
your town ready to go crazy?” ’ she 
said.

Ward Brown, 50, and his sister 
Suzy Fulkerson, 41, came from 
Sparta. 111., although they tied the 
trip in with a visit to their sister, 
who recently moved to nearby 
DuBois.

“It was a good excuse to visit 
her,” said Brown, who was toting a 
$75 stump of wood a craftsman had 
carved into the shape of a ground­
hog sporting a top hat.

According to the Punxsutawney 
club, Phil saw his shadow for the 
95th time. He hasn’t seen his shad­
ow 14 times; nine years have no 
record of the outcome.

TXU seeks bids on gas-fired power plants
DALLAS (AP) -  TXU 

Corp. said Tuesday that it 
plans to contract out the 
power from many plants 
or sell the facilities out­
right in a move that 
would affect 61 percent of 
its gas-fired capacity in 
Texas.

The gas-fired units 
involved are capable of 
generating 6,214
megawatts, or enough 
power for about 6 million 
homes, according to ener­
gy-industry guidelines.

The company asked bid­
ders to indicate their

interest by Feb. 7.
Richard Wistrand, 

senior vice president of 
the TXU Power division, 
said selling the plants 
would help the company 
remain competitively 
priced in the deregulated 
Texas electricity market. 
Wistrand said the market 
is strong, creating an 
opportunity for TXU to 
see whether there are 
interested buyers for the 
plants.

TXU asked for bids to 
buy the power generated 
at nine units that it had

already indicated it 
would' no longer run for 
its own use. They can pro­
duce 2,744 megawatts of 
power and are located in 
Hood, Ward and Mitchell 
counties.

The Dallas-based com­
pany could shutter the 
plants if it can’t find 
someone to buy the power 
they produce. A TXU 
spokesman said the com­
pany would work with 
regulators to avoid dis­
rupting electric supplies.

TXU said that for anoth­

Sgt. Javal Davis knew all 
along he was wrong to 
step on the hands and feet 
of prisoners at Abu 
Ghraib on a warm night 
in November 2003. None 
of his superiors told him 
to do it, he said, he sim­
ply snapped under job 
stress.

Davis, a former guard at 
the Baghdad prison, 
recounted daily mortar 
attacks and hostile 
detainees armed with 
homemade knives. On the 
night in question, he said 
he got mad when a female 
guard was hit in the face 
with a brick thrown by a 
prisoner.

“It just got to me,” he 
told a judge Tuesday. “ I 
just lost it.”

Davis, 27, pleaded guilty 
Tuesday to battery and 
two other charges in the 
Iraqi prison abuse scan­
dal as part of a deal with 
prosecutors on the eve of 
his trial. Selection of a 
jury to decide his sen­
tence began Wednesday

He also pleaded guilty to 
dereliction of duty and 
making a false official 
statement to Army inves­
tigators after photographs 
of naked and abused pris­
oners became public last 
spring. Davis, from 
Roselle, N.J., will not be 
tried on two other 
charges, conspiracy and 
maltreating detainees.

Defense attorney Paul 
Bergrin told The 
Associated Press last 
week that Davis was 
working on a deal with 
prosecutors that would 
cap his possible sentence 
at 18 months.

Capt. Chuck Neill, a 
prosecution spokesman, 
would not comment on 
the sentencing.

Neill said the jury’s sen­
tence recommendation 
will be compared to the 
deal offered to Davis, and 
the lesser sentence will be 
served.

“We intend to present a 
very, very aggressive sen­
tencing trial such that

no punishment at all,’ 
Bergrin said, adding 
Davis will likely testify 
during the hearing.

In a separate hearing 
Tuesday, an Army 
reservist in a military 
intelligence unit was sen­
tenced to 10 months after 
pleading guilty to con­
spiracy and maltreating 
detainees at the prison.

Spc. Roman Krol, 23, of 
Randolph, Mass., admit­
ted pouring water on the 
naked detainees in 
October 2003, forcing 
them to crawl around the 
prison and throwing a 
foam football at them 
while they were hand-

^New Orleans, the 
muddy Mississippi is 
a blend of khaki col­

ors. It stays that way for a hun­
dred and twenty miles down the 
delta until you reach the point
where the river emp- ......
ties into the Gulf of 
Mexico. We left at 
sunset and the colors 
of the sky were 
reflected in the water.
There were shades of 
pink, blue, crimson 
and gold. As darkness 
fell, the water turned 
blaick with a silver 
path of moonlight 
stretching to the hori­
zon. The foam on top =55555555 
of the waves was 
white, providing an ethereal 
panorama.

As morning developed, the black 
water had shades of copper as the 
sun made its way upward into the 
sky. While we stood at the railing, 
a dancing rainbow appeared just 
above the water.

and green apparition was in con­
trast to the dark color of the 
water. Later, during the first day 
of the cruise, schools of flying flsh 
the color of platinum played along­
side the ship.

When we docked at Cozumel, the 
western Caribbean displayed its 
best colors; dazzling aquamarine 
close to shore, a rich light blue 
that turned darker as the water 
got deeper.

I really don’t like accentuating 
the negative, but Talso don’t like 
spin, especially after what we’ve 
bmn through with this adminis­

tration and the truth about Iraq. It 
isn’t helpful to write off 175 terror­
ist attacks on the day of the elec­
tion as “relative calm.” It isn’t 
helpful to claim there was a 72 
percent turnout rate and then 
have it fall overnight to 57 per­
cent. It isn’t helpful to set low 
expectations, then boast about 
doing “better than expected.” And 
we also still don’t know what 
we’ve got here.

We’re potentially looking at an 
anti-American Shiite government 
that signs right up with the mul­
lahs in Iran. What do we do then, 
re-invade?

I’m having a hard time believing 
this next one is true. Judith Miller 
of The New York Times, who was 
responsible for much o f that 
paper’s lousy reporting before the 
war, said on “Hardball with Chris 
Matthews” that the American gov­
ernment is angling to get Ahmad 
Chalabi a top government post in 
the Iraqi cabinet. If true, someone 
not only needs his head examined, 
but should also be indicted for 
malfeasance. Chalabi is, of course, 
the noted crook and Iranian spy 
who fed this administration so 
much bad information before the 
war he should be considered a 
pariah for that alone.

That said, it was still pretty 
thrilling, wasn’t it? God bless 
them. I hope they’re going to 
make it after ali. Meanwhile, back 
in Afghanistan — which we 
dropped like a hot rock to go after 
a nation that not only had not 
done us any harm, but didn’t even 
present the threat of harm — all is 
not tickety-boo. Opium is once 
again the country’s most impor­
tant product, and the Taliban is 
still around. A1 Qaeda, the people 
who did attack us, are also still 
around. Warlordism still rules in

most of the country. And perhaps 
saddest of all, so little attention is 
paid.

We came in like gangbusters and 
promised the earth — we were 
going to nation-build, put in infra­
structure, all that good stuff— 
and it got siphoned away to Iraq, 
including $700 million that had 
been appropriated for Afghanistan, 
according to Bob Woodward.

The good news (can’t help 
myself) is that we did Afghanistan 
right, if you will recall — went in 
with pretty much global backing 
and the support of all our allies. 
And they’re still there helping out, 
8,300 NATO troops, including the 
French, the Germans and the rest 
of “old Europe.” Some of the coun­
try is secure enough for the N(K)s 
(non-governmental organizations) 
to ftmction there. The commit­
ments are starting to dwindle 
down now, but it’s still more help 
than we had in Iraq.

Unlike Iraq, we’ve actually got 
some construction projects going 
(there was nothing to reconstruct 
in Afghanistan) and should be 
able to celebrate a h i^w ay open­
ing before long.

I don’t know whether these fair­
ly dismal twin tales should be con­
sidered the alpha and omega of 
Bush’s policy o f exporting the 
shining light of liberty via mili­
tary invasion, but at least we can 
learn frx>m our mistakes — and if 
there ever is a next time, we could 
try doing it right.

value of the items lost in 
those burglaries dropped 
as well, from $470,555 
reported in 2003 to 
$310,447 last year.

Larcenies dropped 20 
percent over the past 
year, from 682 report^ in 
2003 to 549 in 2004. While 
the difference in the num­
ber of reports was mar­
ginal, the value of the 
items taken was less than 
half that of the previous 
year — $329,532 reported 
in 2003 dropping to

$133,513 in 2004. .
Among specific larceny 

charges, shoplifting saw 
the greatest decrease, 
dropping from 102 reports 
in 2003 to 40 reports in 
2004. While the number of 
shoplifting reports 
dropped dramatically, the 
value of the items rose 
from $6,293 in 2003 to 
$6,868 in 2004.

“There are a lot of 
things that can come into 
play when you look at the 
correlation between rob­
bery reports and some­
thing like shoplifting,” 
said Smith. “A simple 
shoplifting charge can 
turn into a robbery 
charge if the suspect hits

or pushes someone while 
taking the property. 
While you may see a drop 
in one, that usually points 
to an increase in the 
other.”

The number of motor 
vehicles stolen dropped 
only marginally, from 41 
vehicles valued at 
$320,945 taken in 2003 to 
34 vehicles valued at 
$269,568 in 2004.

Family violence saw a 
slight increase, with 178 
cases reported in 2004 up 
from the 174 reported in 
2003.

Reports of public intoxi­
cation rose 23 percent 
during the past year, with 
337 reported in 2004 while

261 were reported in 2003. 
Increases were also 
reported for drug seizures 
— 96.2 ounces were recov 
ered in 2003 and 200.9 
ounces recovered in 2004. 
Cocaine seizures jumped., 
64 percent, with”^20.9 
ounces seized last year, 
while just 7.53 ounces was 
recovered in 2003.

“We had a major drug 
seizure during 2004,” said 
Smith. “That’s why those- 
numbers are up. In com 
parison, we had four state 
drug sales arrests in 2003, 
compared to none in 
2004.”

Reports of drug posses­
sion rose 20 percent last 
year, up from 98 reported

in 2003 to 122 in 2004.
The value of property  ̂

stolen during 2004 
dropped 22 percent, with 
the $1.1 million reported 
in 2003 declining to 
.$865,733 in 2004. The 
Police Department man­
aged to recover $309,819 in 
property in 2003. Last 
year that figure dropped 
to $265,268, a 14 percent 
decrease.

The number of assaults 
reported in Big Spring fell 
11 percent, with 75 report­
ed in 2003 and 67 reported 
in 2004.

Total arrests for the Big 
Spring Police Department 
were down slightly last 
year, with 1,723 arrests

recorded in 2003 and 1,614 
/•eported in 2004, translat­
ing into a 6 percent drop.

Smith said the drop in 
the number of crimes 
reported is encouraging 
on one hand, but leaves 
room for some concern.

“ If the number of 
reports are down because 
fewer crimes are being 
committed, then I’m very 
pleased,” said Smith. 
“However, if the number 
of reports is down 
because people. simply 
aren’t reporting them, it 
raises a great deal of con­
cern. I hope this doesn’t 
reflect that people have 
lost confidence in. the 
police or judicial system.”

God’s sake!,” and he ruled out any 
need for a tracheotomy.

Navarro-Valls said that as he was 
leaving the hospital, the pope’s sec­
retary was celebrating Mass in the 
hospital room  and that John Paul 
was concelebrating from his bed. 
Navarro-Valls said he didn’t know 
whether the pope had eaten any

breakfast.
“I’m going home, the situation is 

calm,” Navarro-Valls told 
reporters. “There is no reason for 
alanri.”

He characterized Tuesday night’s 
hurried admission to a special 
papal suite on the 10th floor of the 
hospital as “mainly precautionary” 
for the pope, who also suffers from 
Parkinson’s disease. Trying to 
appear reassuring, Navarro-Valls 
even joked at one point that John

Paul was taken by ambulance to 
the hospital because “the subway 
doesn’t go that far.”

John Paul was first examined in 
the emergency room before being 
taken to his hospital suite, Italian 
TV and news agency reports said.

Navarro-Valls, who has a medical 
degree, said the pope has the flu 
and acute laryngeal tracheitis — 
inflammation of the trachea, a 
breathing passage — and had a 
“certain difficulty in breathing.”

Dear Betty,
I had some delicious 

winter vegetables at a 
restaurant, but I’m not 
familiar with them or 
how to fix them at home. 
Please fill me in.

Atlantic City, N.J.

• Winter or root vegeta­
bles are old-fashioned 
mealtime mainstays 
being rediscovered by a 
new generation of cooks 
and chefs! Appreciated for 
their flavor, texture, color 
and versatility, root veg­
etables are available year- 
round, but they’re espe­
cially delicious when 
served with heartier win­
ter fare. Some root vegeta­
bles are:

Beets. Their ruby-red 
or golden-yellow color 
alone brightens a winter 
meal. Boll fresh beets 
until fork tender, peel, 
slice and serve simply 
with butter, salt, pepper 
and a pinch of orange 
zest.

Or toss them in a sweet-

sour glaze. In a saucepan, 
stir together 2 tablespoons 
each of cornstarch and 
sugar with I teaspoon s;dt 
and a dash of pepper. 
Gradually stir in 1 1/3 
cups water and 1/2 cup 
vinegar. Stir constantly 
until the glaze thickens 
and boils. Boil for 
1 minute, then add sliced 
beets.

Parsnips. Looking like 
ivory-colored carrots, 
parsnips are pleasantly 
sweet and a tasty accom­
paniment to pprk. Use 
them as you would car­
rots in stews and soups.

Rutabagas. Sometimes 
mistaken for turnips, 
rutabagas are large, round 
and pale yellow. Boil or 
steam them, then mash as 
you would potatoes. Stir 
in minced garlic or 
chopped green onions to 
dress them up.

Turnips. Beet-like in 
shape, turnips are creamy 
white with purple-tinged 
tops. Choose smaller 
turnips for the best flavor

them for stir-fries or cut 
them into strips and toss 
with field greens.

Roast root vegetables in 
a hot oven — 400 to 450“F. 
('ut a medley of peeled 
parsnips, carrots, pota­
toes and turnips into 1- to 
2-inch pieces and place in 
a single layer in a shallow 
baking pan. Drizzle with 
olive oil and, if you like, 
toss with finely chopped 
garlic and dried rosemary 
or herbes de Provence. 
Roast, stirring once or 
twice, until the veggies 
are tender when poked 
with a fork, about 20 min­
utes.

Recently, I was 
helping a hriend 
reclaim his 
Yahoo e-mail 
account after a hack- 

attack disabled it. I asked 
him what his password 
was. and he said he 
couldn’t remember. After 
about 30 seconds of hard, 
caffeine-induced thought,
I tried the flrst.thing that 
came to 
mind — his 
daughter’s 
first name.

Bingo.
That little 

incident 
reminded 
me Just how 
easy it can 
be to crack 
open a per­
son’s pass- s — — a s 
word with
just a little knowledge o f  
them as a person. So this 
week, let’s take a hard 
look at our online-securi­
ty and how it applies to 
passwords.

Believe it or not, a run- 
of-the-mill cyber-criminal 
can crack most pass­
words with nothing more 
than some personal infor­
mation readily available 
through the Internet (or 
in the above mentioned 
case, just a few names). 
Background information 
on just about anyone is 
floating around the net, 
ready for anyone willing 
to shell out an average of 
$5 for it. It includes 
everything from your 
Social S^urity number 
to the names, ages and 
dates of birth of your 
children.,

Can you see the danger 
yet?

For a number of years I 
used a portion of my 
Social Security number 
for passwords, something' 
wcpmrtgWarh against. 
Anyone with access t o "  
that number could have 
easily broken my pass­
word and gained access 
to my information. '  

Someone wants access 
to my Hotmail account? 
So what?

That may seem like a 
valid response, until you 
consider this: I used the 
same password for my 
online banking, my cred­
it card account and my 
ATM card. Although it’s 
so much easier to use the 
same password with all 
of the security needs, 
bare in mind if a crimi­
nal figures out one pass­
word, they now have 
access to several differ­
ent aspects of your life.

Although you can’t pro­
tect your passwords 100 
percent, there are a few 
things you can do to 
greatly lessen the chance 
of unwanted visitors to 
your online — and off­
line, for that matter — 
information.

The object when choos­
ing a password is to 
make it as difficult as 
possible for a cyber-crim­
inal to make educated 
guesses about what 
you’ve chosen. This 
leaves him no alternative 
but a brute-force search, 
trying every possible 
combination of letters, 
numbers, and punctua­
tion. A search of this 
sort, even conducted on a 
machine that could try 
one million passwords 
per second (most 
machines can try less 
than one hundred per 
second), would require, 
on the average, over one 
hundred years to com-

plete.
What not to use:
— Don’t use your login 

name in any form (as-is, 
reversed, capitalize, 
doubled, etc.).

— Don’t use your first 
or last name in any form.

— Don’t use your 
spouse’s or child’s name.

— Don’t use other 
information easily 
obtained about you. This 
includes license plate 
numbers, telephone num­
bers, Social Security 
numbers, the brand of 
your automobile, the 
name of the street you 
live on. etc.

— Don’t use a password 
of all digits, or all the 
same letter. This signifi­
cantly decreases the 
search time for a hacker.

— Don’t use a word 
contained in (English or 
foreign language) dictio­
naries, spelling lists, or 
other word lists.

— Don’t use a password 
shorter than six charac­
ters.

Now that’s we’ve gone 
through the list of no- 
nos. here are a few 
things you can do to 
defeat password hackers:

— Do use a password 
with mixed-case alpha­
betic characters. For 
eXaMpLe.

— Do use a password 
with non-alphabetlc char­

acters, e.g., digits or 
punctuation.

— Do use a password 
that Is easy to remember, 
so you don’t have to 
write it down.

— Do use a password 
that you can type quick­
ly, without having to 
look at the keyboard.
This makes it harder for 
someone to steal your 
password by watching 
over your shoulder.

Here are a few pass­
word ideas that are sure 
to foil most password 
thieves:

— Choose a line or two 
from a song or poem, and 
use the first letter of 
each word. For example, 
“ In Xanadu did Kubla 
Kahn a stately pleasure 
dome decree’’ becomes 
“IXdKKaspdd.”

— Alternate between 
one consonant and one or 
two vowels, up to eight 
characters. This provides 
nonsense words that are 
usually pronounceable, 
and thus easily remem­
bered. Examples include 
“routboo,” “quadpop,” 
and so on.

If your list of pass­
words looks anything *■ 
like mine, and you flat 
refuse to further expose 
yourself by using the 
same password for every­
thing, then you may And 
yourself with a serious

information management 
problem (that’s a fancy 
term for.not being able to 
find anything on your 
desk).

Luckily, there are plen­
ty of products, both soft­
ware and hardware, to 
help alleviate this prob­
lem. Of course the most 
obvious answer is to

write them down (this is 
a security no-no accord­
ing to experts, but memo­
ry is a precious thing 
these days). If you decide 
to t^ e  this route, be 
sur4 to keep them in a 
safe and secure place.

In the end, password- 
based security can hurt 
us almost as much as it

helps us. Don’t.make it 
easy on the cyber-crimi­
nals. If they want your 
passwords, make them 
work for them.

Smith contemplates retirement
JACKSONVILLE, Fla. 

(AP) — Emmitt Smith, 
the NFL’s all-time rush­
ing leader and a three­
time Super Bowl winner 
with the Dallas Cowboys, 
was expected to announce 
his retirement Thursday, 
according to media 
reports.

Smith, a free agent who 
played the last two sea­
sons with the Arizona 
Cardinals, will make the 
announcement three days 
before the Super Bowl in 
Jacksonville, Fla., accord­
ing to the reports 
Tuesday.

The 35-year-old running 
back, who holds the NFL 
records for most rushing 
yards and most rushing 
touchdowns, was as elu­
sive about his plans as he 
was on the field. “Did you 
see my year last year? Do 
you think I’m ready to 
retire?” he told The 
Dallas Morning News for 
a story posted Tuesday on 
its Web site.

ESPN.com and the Fort

Worth (Texas) Star- 
Telegram also reported 
Tuesday that Smith 
would retire. ESPN.com 
cited “confidants’l_of the 
star running back that it 
did not identify; both 
newspapers cited uniden­
tified sources.

An eight-time Pro 
Bowler and the league’s 
most valuable player in 
1993, Smith holds the 
career rushing touch­
down record with 115. He 
has 18,355 yards 164 TDs 
overall.

Smith play^ 13 years in 
Dallas, where he won 
three Super Bowls. He 
said Monday that he 
wanted to retire as a 
member of the Cowboys.

Reliable and durable 
despite carrying a heavy, 
load year after year. 
Smith broke Walter 
Payton’s rushing record 
with the Cowboys in 2002 
but signed with Arizona 
the next season as an 
unrestricted free agent. 
His first year with the

Cardinals in 2003 proved 
frustrating; For the first 
tim^ in his career, an 
injury sidelined him for a 
signihcant period and he 
struggled to gain yards 
when healthy enough to 
play.

But he bounced back 
this season, rushing for 
937 yards and nine touch­
downs for the Cardinals, 
who — despite their 6-10 
record — showed signs <rf 
imorovement under new 
h e ^  coach Dennis Green.

Neither the Cardinals 
nor Cowboys had any 
aniMuncements planned 
regarding Smith.

Former Cowboys safety 
Darren Woodson told the 
Morning News that Smith 
had been thinking of 
retirement for weeks.

‘Tve known about it for 
a while,” Woodson told 
the Star-Telegram. “I did­
n’t know it was out yet.”

Smith was laud^  by 
several players in this 
year’s Sut>er Bowl as a 
role model.
