King of Baytown arrived 
at the convention center 
here with his family 
Thursday morning hold­
ing out hope that his 
father would be among 
the living or injured.

Instead, he was asked to 
provide information that 
might help identify 
Morris King, 57, a con­
tract worker at the plant.

‘Tm  just numb,” Mark 
King said. ‘‘Now there’s 
not a lot of hope. It’s just 
a waiting game.”

Morris King was among 
six victims identified late 
Thursday. Officials con­
tinued working into the 
evening on the grim task 
of identifying the other

Fear and politics are ruiing Congress

Leave it to Congress to reduce 
tragedy to farce.

Leave it to Congress to summon 
Terri Schiavo to leave Florida, 
where she is on a feeding tube, 
and testify in Washington even 
though she has spent _________
the last 15 years in a 
persistent vegetative 
state, a state also 
called “wakefulness 
without awareness.”

Leave it to 
Congress to try to 
"save” the life of 
Terri Schiavo, who, 
according to her doc­
tors, cannot think, 
feel or have memo­
ries. Her cerebral
cortex has been sssssssssss
reduced to liquid and 
destroyed.

Terri Schiavo’s husband is her 
legal guardian and, as such, has a 
legal right to determine her med- 

‘ ical treatment, when she is unable 
to. lie has sworn under oath (as 
have two others) that when Terri 
Schiavo was in good health, she 
stated more than once she never 
wanted to be kept alive through 
artificial means should something 
befall her.

This is disputed by Terri 
Schiavo’s parents, who are fight­
ing to keep her hooked to a feed­
ing tube, even though she could 
well last another 30-40 years in 
this vegetative state. This state is 

.considered “far more severe than 
a coma,” according to Reuters, 
which also reported: “Experts say 
Terri Schiavo would experience no 
discomfort if allowed to die, as the 
part of her brain that experiences 
pain is unlikely to be function­
ing.”

The state courts have ruled on 
behalf of her husband time after 
time. i

But Congress rushed back into 
session last weekend to pass what 
would appear to be an obviously 
unconstitutional bill to move the 
case to federal court. The presi­
dent, according to the White 
House, was roused from bed after 
Congress acted, went into the hall­
way to sign the bill into law and 
then went back to bed.

There are (at least) two ques­
tions here: First, where does 
Congress get the power to assign 
cases within the judicial system? 
Where does the legislative branch 
get to determine how the judicial 
branch shall act?

Second, where does Congress get 
the power to determine the proper 
medical treatment for individuals? 
Whatever happened to the sanctity 
of the family?

Let’s say your child falls ill and 
one doctor recommends a high- 
risk operation to save him and 
another doctor says it would be 
best to wait.

Should Congress be able to pass 
a law forcing you to make your 
child undergo the high-risk opera­
tion? Is that the proper role of 
Congress? Should members of 
Congress be able to take such a 
decision out of your hands and 
assume it knows better than you 
what is best for your child, even 
though they have never met your 
child?

And wasn’t there a guy — pretty 
popular, as I recall — named 
Ronald Reagan who said the feder­
al government should get out of 
our lives? So why is government 
intervening in a medical decision 
made by a woman’s legal guardian 
and upheld by the courts?

Bill Frist, the Senate majority 
leader, knows. Frist — who men­
tions at least every 15 minutes 
that he’s a doctor — moved the 
farce into the realm of the truly

grotesque when, having never met 
or examined Terri Schiavo, having 
seen only highly edited home 
movies of her taken by. her par­
ents, he made a medical diagnosis:

“Speaking more as a physician 
than as a U.S. senator,” Frist said 
from the Senate floor, he thought 
there was “ insufficient informa­
tion to conclude that Terri 
Schiavo is in a persistent vegeta­
tive state.”

You mean all those doctors who 
have examined her over the past 
15 years are lying or mistaken? 
Only the all-powerful, all-knowing 
Frist can make a correct medical 
diagnosis — and without ever hav­
ing examined the patient?

Frist, who has plenty of time to 
fly around the country and make 
speeches in preparation for his 
2008 presidential campaign, appar­
ently did not have the time to fly 
to Florida to see Terri Schiavo.

But he really didn’t need to. 
Because his decision had nothing 
to do with medicine and every­
thing to do with politics: the polit­
ical need to curry favor with 
Christian conservatives, who want 
to keep Terri Schiavo on her feed; 
ing tube.

Many Democrats, who don’t 
want to get caught on the “wrong” 
side of a “values” fight, are cower­
ing, keeping silent or supporting 
the Republicans.

Fear and politics, not sense and 
compassion, are ruling Congress 
these days.

What a shock.

Minamata” and is of a Japanese 
woman in a hot bath with an 
expression of terrible sorrow and 
tenderness on her face as she 
holds the hopelessly deformed 
body of her daughter.

Smith’s classic book, “Minamata: 
Words and Photographs,” is about 
the site of a horrific 1970s case of 
widespread mercury poisoning. No 
one who sees Smith’s photos can 
ever forget them. There was a 
years-long struggle between the 
townspeople of Minamata and the 
corporation responsible for the 
mercury poisoning, which did not 
want to admit fault. During that 
struggle, corporate guards beat 
Smith so hadly he lost his eye­
sight.

So, that’s what this is about. Not 
that anyone has blinded a great 
photojournalist lately, but mer­
cury in the environment is mer­
cury in the environment, and mer­
cury hotspots are mind-bogglingly 
dangerous. Mercury is a neurotox­
in that is particularly dangerous 
to developing fetuses and infants. 
Even in minute quantities, it pro­
duces brain damage ranging from 
retardation to loss of IQ to atten­
tion deficit disorder.

As you may know, one in six 
American women of child-bearing 
age already has enough mercury 
in her blood to put a developing 
fetus at risk. That’s why pregnant 
women are urged not to eat many 
ocean and freshwater fish.
Mercury also causes heart attacks 
among adults.

If the Clean Air Act, already in 
place, were simply implemented 
as it is supposed to be by the 
Environmental Protection Agency, 
we would be rid of over 90 percent 
of mercury emissions in this coun­
try by 2008. But, of course, that 
would cost the power industry a 
lot of money, and the power indus­
try gives lots of money to politi­
cians. So the EPA came up with a 
“cap and trade” system, under 
which power plants can avoid 
meaningful regulation until after 
2025.

Then, the EPA, whose name is 
rapidly becoming a morbid joke, 
had the gall to put out a press 
release claiming its new rule will 
cut mercury by 70 percent in 2018. 
Using the EPA’s own figures, it 
fails to do even that. We’d be 
lucky to get a 50 percent reduction 
by 2020, according to Natural 
Resources Defense Council.

The worse news is that “cap and 
trade” allows individual power 
plants to trade emissions credits, 
so while some states will have less 
mercury emission, other states 
will have enormous increases. God 
help you if you live near one of 
these future hotspots. NRDC esti­
mates an 841 percent increase for . 
California, 176 percent in 
Colorado, 241 percent in New 
Hampshire and 56 percent in New 
Jersey.

“ It is unconscionable EP.A is 
allowing power companies to trade 

. in a powerful neurotoxin — it is 
unprecedented and illegal,” said 
William Becker, director of the 
bipartisan State and Territorial 
Air Pollution Program 
Administrators.

Now here’s another charming 
note. As is becoming monotonous­
ly repetitious with the Bush 
administration, it turns out the 
EPA simply ignored scientific 
opinion on this subject. The 
Washington Post reports that the 
EPA based its new system of “reg­
ulation” on a cost-benefit analysis 
— cost to industry versus public 
health payoff. “What they did not 
reveal is that a Harvard 
University study paid for by the 
EPA, co-authored by an EPA sci­
entist and peer-reviewed by two 
other EPA scientists had reached 
the opposite conclusion. That 
analysis estimated health benefits 
100 times as great as the EPA did, 
but top agency officials ordered 
the finding stripped from public 
documents, said a staff member 
who helped develop the rule.”

One hundred times as much? 
Gee, maybe the Harvard study is 
too alarmist. OK, try the EPA’s 
definition of cost-benefit analysis. 
According to its numbers, 600,000 
babies of the approximately 4 mil­
lion born a year are potentially 
exposed to mercury emissions.
The EPA estimates the health ben­
efits at $50 million, which works 
out to $83.33 per brain damaged 
child. That’s some cost-benefit 
ratio there.

I often think I have exhausted 
my capacity for outrage with this 
administration. Sheesh, why let 
what it does ruin a beautiful 
spring day in Texas? But I know 
kids with ADD and low IQs and 
brain damage, and I ’ve seen the 
pictures from Minamata. If you 
can’t reach outrage over this one, 
you may be eating too much mer­
cury-tainted fish.

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Red Lake shooting 
survivor says he tried 
to reach out to gunman

BEMIDJI.Minn. (A P ) -  
A teenager wounded in 
the Red Lake High School 
shooting said he reached 
out to gunman Jeff Weise 
before the attack because 
the boy seemed to have 
no friends.
. “He looked, like a cool 
guy, and then 1 talked to 
him a few times,” 15-year- 
old Cody Thunder said 
Thursday. “He talked 
about guns and shooting 
people.

T h u n d e r  
said despite 
that, and even 
though Weise 
cultivated a 
d a n g e r o u s  
appearan ce  
that included 
sculpting his 
hair into devil 
horns — “ It 
looked like he 
was trying to 
be ev il” — 
T h u n d e r  
never thought 
Weise would shoot up 
their school.

At first, “ I thought he 
was messing around, I 
thought it was a paintball 
gun or something,” said 
Thunder, the first wound­
ed student to describe the 
nation’s deadliest school 
shooting since
Columbine.

Weise, a hulking 16- 
year-old, shot to death 
five "students, a security 
guard and a teacher 
Monday at the school on 
the Red Lako Indian 
reservation, thdn killed 
himself. Earlier, he shot 
to death his grandfather 
and the man’s girlfriend.

Officials said the 350- 
student school is not 
expected to reopen until 
the week of April 12 at the 
earliest. Students were 
asked to visit the nearby 
elementary school
Thursday to meet briefly 
with teachers.

The meeting in Ojibwe 
was not open to the 
media. Wanda Baxter, a 
teacher, .estimated that 
200 to 300 students and 
teachers attended. She 
said a tribal elder encour­
aged them to support one 
another.

Thunder was asked dur­
ing a hospital news con­
ference what kind of 
expression Weise had; 
some witnesses have said 
he was smiling and wav­
ing during the attack. “ It 
was a mean face,” 
Thunder said.

“He was aiming at me,” 
said Thunder, who was 
shot once in the hip.

He said he had a few 
classes with Weise last

Cody Thunder, 
student

year and spoke with him 
a few times. “Because no 
one talked to him. I just 
thought it would be nice 
to go talk to him, so I 
did,” Thunder said.

Also at the news confer­
ence at North Country 
Regional Hospital was 15- 
year-old Lance Crowe, 
Thuder’s cousin, who rel­
atives said may have sur­
vived by playing dead 
after being shot. He 
declined to speak.

The wound­
ed also
included one 
15-year-old in 
serious condi­
tion, and 
another in 
critical condi­
tion.

Superin te­
ndent Stuart 
D e s j a r 1 a i t 
said officials 
were working 
with profes­
sionals from 

around the country to 
reopen school. He defend­
ed security measures that 
included a disaster plan, 
cameras and security 
guards. The guards were 
not armed.

“ It goes to show that if 
something is going to 
happen, it’s going to hap­
pen,” Desjarlait said. “No 
matter what you do.” 

Authorities were still 
trying to determine what 
set Weise off.

Authorities were inves­
tigating whether Weise, 
who dressed in black and 
wrote stories about zom­
bies, posted messages on 
a neo-Nazi Web site 
expressing admiration for 
Adolf Hitler and using the 
name “Todesengel” — 
German for “Angel of 
Death.”

On Wednesday,
TheSm okingG un.com  
reported that Weise post­
ed a computer animation 
on a Web site in October, 
Newgrounds.com, . that 
showed a gunman shoot­
ing four people, blowing 
up a squad car and com­
mitting suicide. The ani­
mation was accompanied 
by a photograph of Weise 
and a description of him 
as “nothin’ but a Native 
American teenage-stoner 
industrialist.”

Desjarlait said he didn’t 
know about any such 
postings, but “ if I had 
known about it, I would 
have checked it out.” He 
also said he was investi­
gating if anyone had 
rejjorted Weise’s talk of 
guns to school authori­
ties, and if Weise had.

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TORONTO (AP) -  A U.S. 
Army paratrooper who refused 
to fight in Iraq has found no' 
refuge north of the border.

Jeremy Hinzman was denied 
political asylum in Canada on 
Thursday, a ruling that dealt a 
blow to other deserters here 
who argue such duty would 
force therri to commit atrocities 
against civilians.

An immigration board ruled 
that Hinzman had not con 
vinced its members he would 
face persecution or cruel and 
unusual punishment if 
returned to the United States.

Seven other American mili­
tary personnel have applied for 
refugee status, and Hinzman’s 
lawyer estimated dozens of oth 
ers are in hiding in Canada 
waiting to see how the govern­
ment ruled. The attorney, 
Jeffry House, said Hinzman

would appeal the ruling.
House said at a news confer­

ence that Llie Immigration and 
Refugee Board had not allowed 
him to argue that the war in 
Iraq is illegal and would make 
that complaint before a federal 
appeals court.

He sdid there were many 
problems with the ruling, 
describing it as filled with “def­
erence” to the United States.

Immigration and Refugee 
Board member Brian Goodman, 
who wrote the ruling, said 
Hinzman might face some 
employment and social discrim­
ination.

But “the treaUnent does not 
amount to a violation of a fun­
damental human right, and the 
harm is not serious." he wrote.

Canada has long opposed 
American wars; former Prime 
Minister Pierre Trudeau

declared his homeland “a 
refuge from militarism” during 
the Vietnam War and allowed 
the 30,000 to 50,000 American 
draft dodgers to settle here. 
Ottawa also opposed the U.S.- 
led invasion of Iraq, but is also 
seeking to ease badly strained 
relations between the- two gov­
ernments.

Hinzman could face charges 
of desertioa if sent home and 
would face up to five years in 
prison. He and seven other U.S. 
military deserters are being 
represented by House, a 
Wisconsin native who came to 
Canada in 1970 to avoid the 
draft during the Vietnam War.

The Pentagon has urged the 
deserters to return to the 
United States and take up their 
concerns at their respective 
military bases.

“We are an Army serving a

nation at war,” the Army said 
in a statement after Thursday’s 
ruling. “Each of us volunteered 
to serve, and the vast majority 
serve honorably.' AWOL and 
desertion are crimes that go 
against Army values, degrade 
unit readiness and, in a time of 
war, may put the lives of other 
soldiers at risk.”

Hinzman, 26, lives with his 
wife and young son in Toronto, 
where Quakers and the War 
Resisters coalition of anti-war 
groups have taken on his cause 
and provided some shelter.

Currently a bicycle messen­
ger, Hinzman told an anti-war 
rally after the announcement 
that he would continue to fight 
for his right to remain in 
Canada, as well as the seven 
other young men seeking 
refugee status.

“Canada has a history for

being a haven for people of con­
science,” he said. “Hopefully 
that legacy will continue.”

He fled from Fort Bragg, N.C., 
in January 2004, w*eeks before 
his 82nd Airborne Division was 
due to go to Iraq. He had served 
three years in the Army, but 
had applied for conscientious 
objector status before his unit 
was sent to Afghanistan in 2002.

Hinzman argued before the 
board in December that he 
would have had to take part in 
war crimes if he went to Iraq, 
saying the war there is illegal. 
He said he would be persecuted 
if forced to return to the United 
States.

Hinzman’s lawyer estimated 
as many as 100 American war 
resisters are hiding in Canada, 
waiting to see how Hinzman’s 
case is played out before com­
ing forward.

Police arrest Texas woman who prank called New Jersey police
: NEWARK, N.J. (AP ) -  A 
, woman admitted Thursday she 
! started a six-hour standoff 
I between New Jersey police and 
purported hostage-takers earli­
er this week by phoning in a 
fake emergency call from 
Texas.

Fatin A. Ward, 23, was arrest­
ed at her Arlington, Texas, 
home and charged in New 
Jersey with conspiracy and 
other offenses.

The Middlesex prosecu|or’s 
office sought Ward’s extradi­
tion for the incident in which 
police Tuesday cordoned off a 
New Brunswick neighborhood, 
attracting heavy coverage on 
cable news networks.

Ward told The Associated 
Press she was playing a tele­
phone game called “bombing” 
in which people make bogus 
emergency calls and then see 
how many law enforcement

officers respond.
Her mother said Ward has a 

history of mental illness and 
has been refusing to take med­
ication.

“ I didn’t mean to cause any 
trouble,” Ward said in a tele­
phone interview Thursday, “ It 
got out of control.”

The prosecutor’s office signed 
criminal complaints against 
Ward and an alleged accom­
plice, Wadu Jackson, 20, of

Irvington, charging them with 
conspiracy, initiating a false 
public alarm, and making a fic­
titious report to police.

Jackson was still being 
sought in New Jersey.

Ward told The Star-Ledger of 
Newark that she told police she 
had been handcuffed to a bed, 
raped and was being held 
hostage in an apartment.

The standoff ended when 
three teenagers who were in a

third-floor apartment walked 
out of the house. The teens 
were taken into custody and 
then released, Middlesex 
County prosecutor William 
Lamb said Thursday the teens 
have been cleared of any crimi­
nal activity.

Ward and others are suspect­
ed of similar hoaxes on other 
New Jersey and Pennsylvania 
towns, according to police.

Demobilized reservists could keep military health insurance for up to 8 years
WASHINGTON (AP) -  

The more than 400,000 
National Guard and 
Reserve members mobi­
lized since September 
2001 for the fight against 
terrorism will be offered 
the choice of military 
health care coverage for 
as long as eight years 
after they return to civil­
ian life, o ff^ lS ls . said'

Only thosie^Mio remain 
in the Reserves after they 
are demobilized will be 
eligible, said Thomas 
Hall, the assistance secre­
tary of defense for reserve 
affairs.

Hall said that in dis­
cussing the plan with 
more than 2,000 Guard 
and Reserve members in 
the Persian Gulf recently 
he heard a great deal of 
enthusiasm for this kind 
of transitional health

insurance.
“ It targets the young 

men and women bearing 
the brunt today.” Hall 
said.

Until now. Guard and 
Reserve members could 
retain health care cover­
age under the Defense 
Department's Tricare sys- 
tepi fqr no more than six 
iiionfh5^;aJ?ier the\

month for family cover­
age. depending on rank.

William Winkenwerder, 
the assistance secretary 
of defense, for health 
affairs, said at a joint 
news conference with 
Hall that he has no firm 
estimate of how much the

program will cost the gov­
ernment.

Later, the Pentagon 
issued a statement saying 
the cost would be $70 mil­
lion for the remainder'of 
the current budget year, 
which ends Sept. 30, and 
$394 million for the 2006

budget year.
Hall said he expects a 

majority of eligible Guard 
and Reserve members to 
resume coverage under 
the health care system 
offered by their civilian 
employer, rather than 
take the military cover­

age.
Winkenwerder said the 

Pentagon has no firm 
forecast of how ma«y peo­
ple will take the benefit. 
“ It’s going to be many 
thousand to tens of thou­
sands, we would expect, 
at a minimum,” he said.

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Kyrgyz opposition leader claims control a day after president ousted in massive protests
BISHKEK, Kyrgyzstan 

(AP) — Kyrgyzstan’s tri­
umphant opposition 
scrambled today to 
restore order in a capital 
described as “gone mad” 
with looting and vandal­
ism, and named a leader 
o f the rebellion acting 
president after driving 
President Askar Akayev 
from power.

Kurmanbek Bakiyev 
emerged from the 
Parliament building and 
said he had been named

acting prime minister and 
president.

“Freedom has finally 
come to us,” Bakiyev told 
a crowd in the capital, 
Bishkek. Celebrations 
also were reported in 
southern Kyrgyzstan, 
where the popular upris­
ing began earlier this 
month.

Bakiyev’s appointment 
as acting president was 
endorsed in a late-night 
session by a newly 
restored parliament of

lawmakers who held seats 
before this year’s disput­
ed elections, which fbeled 
protests against Akayev 
and his government.

Akayev, whose where­
abouts were unknown 
after fleeing the Central 
Asian country with his 
family, denied he had 
resigned, according to 
Russia’s ITAR-Tass news 
agency.

“My current stay out­
side the country is tempo­
rary,” said Akayev, who

ruled Kyrgyzstan for 15 
years. “Rumors of my res­
ignation are deliberate, 
malicious lies.” • '

Akayev’s spokesman, 
Dosali Esenaliyev, said he 
did not know of the state­
ment’s existence.

Felix Kulov, an opposi­
tion leader now heading 
Kyrgyzstan’s law enforce­
ment agencies, said 
Akayev had fled to a for­
eign country after being 
turned away by Russia. 
The Interfax news agency

said Akayev and his fami­
ly were in neighboring 
Kazakhstan.

“He had a chance to 
resign, but he fled,” said 
Kulov, a longtime Akayev 
opponent who was 
released from prison dur­
ing Thursday’s turmoil. 
“He wanted to go to 
Russia, but the Russians 
didn’t accept him.”

Russian President 
Vladimir Putin said, how­
ever, that the Kremlin 
wouldn’t object if Akayev

wants to go to Ryssia. 
Foreign Ministry
spokesman Alexander 
Yakovenko said Moscow 
doesn’t know where 
AkayeV is.

Bakiyev’s immediate 
challenge in the strategic 
nation was in halting 
vandalism and looting 
that left major stores-in 
Bishkek gutted and dam­
aged by youths who 
roamed the capital 
overnight, with few police 
seen.

BAGHDAD, Iraq (AP) — A 
suicide bomber detonated an 
explosives-laden vehicle near 
the central city of Ramadi, 
killing 11 Iraqi policemen and 
wounding 14 other people 
including two U.S. Army sol­
diers, the U.S. military said 
Friday.

In eastern Baghdad, unidenti­
fied attackers killed five female 
translators working for the U.S. 
military late Thursday, said 
Iraqi police Capt. Ahmed 
Aboud.

The translators “were head­
ing home when gunmen dri­
ving two cars sprayed them 
with machine-gun fire,” Aboud 
said.

Further details weren’t imme­
diately available.

The blast in Ramadi hap­

pened Thursday evening at a 
checkpoint on the eastern out­
skirts of the Sunni Triangle 
city 70 miles west of Baghdad. 
Nine Iraqi security forces and 
three civilians were among the 
wounded, U.S. Marine Capt. 
Jeffrey Pool told The 
Associated Press. The attacker 
also died.

Insurgents routinely target 
U.S. forces and their perceived 
collaborators as well as mem­
bers of Iraq’s government, 
army and police — security 
forces the U.S. military says 
must gain better control of the 
strife-torn country before any 
major U.S. troop withdrawal.

Police found two decapitated 
bodies clad in Iraqi army uni­
forms north of Baghdad, offi­
cials said.

The headless corpses were 
lying on the side of a road 
between Baghdad and the town 
of Abu Ghraib when a passing 
police patrol discovered them 
Thursday and brought them to 
a nearby morgue, fst Lt. Akram 
Al-Zubaai said Friday,

Army officials weren’t imme­
diately available for comment.

On Thursday, hundreds of 
power workers shouting “No, 
no, to terror!” marched through 
Baghdad to protest attacks that 
have killed dozens of their col­
leagues, while demonstrators in 
the south demanded that the 
new petroleum minister be 
appointed from their oil-rich 
region.

The demonstrations came as 
negotiators for the two biggest 
factions in the new National

Assembly worked out details of 
an Iraqi government that U.S. 
officials hope will pave the way 
for the eventual withdrawal of 
coalition forces.

Jawad al-Maliki, a negotiator 
from the Shiite-led United Iraqi 
Alliance, said talks had pro­
gressed enough for Shiite Arab 
and ethnic Kurd officials to 
agree to hold parliament’s sec­
ond session early next week, 
although no date had been set. 
The 275-seat National Assembly 
met March 16 to swear in its 
members.

“The negotiations were posi­
tive arid very good,” al-Maliki 
said. “In the coming days, the 
meetings will be continuous 
and decisive.”

Lined up behind a black ban­
ner with the names of slain

power workers, protesters 
demanded an end to attacks on 
electricity stations and oil 
pipelines — targets in an insur­
gent effort to weaken the econo­
my and undermine the U.S.-led 
coalition and interim govern­
ment.

At the same time, in southern 
Basra, more than 200 workers 
gathered outside a local govern­
ment building to insist that the 
new government’s oil and 
transportation ministers be 
someone from that region.

“Everyone must know that 
the oppressed and persecuted 
people of the south refuse to 
have their interests be 
ignored,” protesters said in a 
stateinent given to the provin 
cial governor, Mohammed al- 
Waeli.

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The resurection: More than just a story
O ver the last

several years. I 
have read sev­
eral discus­

sions about the Shroud of 
Turin. Experts who seem 
to be competent give dif­
fering accounfs of its age, 
how it came to exist and 
what it probably repre­
sents. Immediately before 
writing this article, 1 
went to the official Web 
site of the Shroud of 
Turin. New tests by yet 
another expert discredit 
the tests done in 1988 and 
presents new findings 
that the shroud is much 
older than the 13th centu­
ry as proclaimed at that 
time. 1 do not know how 
true or not true these 
claims may be. However,
I do know that my own 
confidence in the life, 
death and resurrection of. 
Jesus does not depend on 
the ever-changing opin­
ions about the shroud.

The early disciples did 
not expect to see Jesus 
alive after the crucifix­

ion. When we read of the 
events which immediate­
ly followed crucifixion . 
after the Sabbath was 
over, we learn that the
women were __________ _
on their way 
to Jesus’ 
tomb to 
anoint his 
body for 
burial.
There had 
not been 
time earlier 
because of 
the
approach of 
the Sabbath.
After the

angel spoke with them, 
they ran to find the apos­
tles in order to tell them 
what they had learned. 
Luke records the apos­
tles’ response.

Then the women remem­
bered his words, and 
when they returned from  
the tomb they told all 
these things to the eleven 
and to all the rest. Now it 
was Mary Magdalene,

Joanna, Mary the mother 
of James, and the other 
women with them who 
told these things to the 
apostles. But these words 
seemed like pure nonsense 
to them, and they did not 
believe them. But Peter 
got up and ran to the 
tomb. He bent down and 
saw only the strips of 
linen cloth; then he went 
home, wondering what 
had happened. [Luke 24:8- 
11, Net Bible]

Clearly the apostles 
were not expecting Jesus 
to live again, even 
though he had told them 
in various ways that the 
cross and the tomb would 
not have the final say. 
Luke notes that Peter 
even went into the tomb 
and examined the linen 
grave clothes, but that 
did not solve the riddle 
for him.

Their understanding of 
what had happened did 
not really come until 
they were confronted 
with Jesus’ presence that

evening. Whether we 
read of his conversation 
with the two men on the 
road to Emmaus, the 
appearances in the upper 
room, or appearances by 
the lake, the ultimate evi­
dence is his presence. He 
even chose to eat with 
them more than once 
because some suspected 
that he was a ghost or 
spirit.

Several years later,
Paul, who was violently 
opposed to the preaching 
about Christ, finally was 
confronted with his pres­
ence and became a 
believer and a forceful 
advocate of the gospel.

There is no evidence 
for the resurrection 
which is as forceful as 
meeting the living Christ 
in a salvation experience. 
Even if we are convinced 
that the resurrection has 
adequate evidence for tjs 
to accept it as a histori­
cal event, we will not 
understand the signifi­
cance of the resurrection

until we accept the living 
Christ into our lives.

When Paul wrote of the 
importance of a correct 
understanding of an 
experience with the res­
urrection, here is what 
he said to the Corinthian 
church. It seems that at 
least some were question­
ing whether or not a lit­
eral resurrection was all 
that important or in fact 
had even happened.

Now if  Christ is being 
preached as raised from  
the dead, how can some of 
you say there is no resur­
rection of the dead?. But 
if  there is no resurrection 
of the dead, then not even 
Christ has been raised. 
And if  Christ has not 
been raised, then our 
preaching is futile and 
your faith is empty. Also, 
we are found to be false 
witnesses about God, 
because we have testified 
against God that he 
raised Christ from the 
dead, when in reality he 
did not raise him, if

indeed the dead are not 
raised. For i f  the dead 
are not raised, then not 
even Christ has been 
raised. And if  Christ has 
not been raised, your 
faith is useless; you are 
still in your sins. 
Furthermore, those who 
have fallen asleep in 
Christ have also perished. 
For if  only in this life we 
have hope in Christ, we 
should be pitied more 
than anyone. ( I  
Corinthians 15.12-19, Net 
Bible)

As we come to this 
Easter season, my prayer 
is that for each of you 
the resurrection will 
become more than just a 
story and more than just 
an event in history. May 
the living Christ reveal 
himself to you so that he 
becomes a living pres­
ence in your life every 
day.

I t yuu lai'k powi-r. you'n* probably releasing the 
chib too early. By "loo early" 1 mean that

haiui anil the back of your forearm too soon dur­
ing your downswing. When you hold this (ioweiTul 
angie until just the right time it's called the 
■ delayed hit, " and doing this correctly is the rea­
son tour players hit the ball so far.

'I'o get a clear iiicture of the delay, lix)k at my 
position at the top of my backswing in the first 
pliotohere. Notice the angle betwis'ii my right 

-forearm and the club shaft.
Now look at my position in the next photo. It’s 

just before impact, but I have retained an angle 
lieiween the back of my right hand and the back 
of my rjght forearm, meaningtbat Tveheld the 
power burst until the veiy last millisecond.

To get the feel for tliLs, tr>' this drill: Without a 
club, assume your stance with your right hand 
and atm only then bend your right hand back so 
it hinges aw .ay from the target w ith the palm fac­
ing the target line.

2. Here my arm is nearly straight. This draws 
attentii)ii to the two keys of the delayed hit: reten­
tion of the right-hand angle, and slamming the 
right arm straight.

• She became the youngest win­
ner, 16, in the 102-year history of 
the North and South Women's 
Amateur when she won it in 200-1.

• She has won the past two 
Florida high school individual 
championships, the most recent by 
a record 15 shots after shooting a 
record 62.

• She decided on a college, Duke, 
after she graduates from high 
school next year.

• She became the nation’s top- 
ranked junior and top-ranked 
female amateur.

“She’s grown into a fine young 
woman,” Krickstein said. "She’s 
had to deal with the illness and 
death of her mother, which was 
very traumatic (Kathy Pressel died 
of breast cancer in Septemlx'r 
2003). She’s come through that 
with a lot of bravery;’’

"She’s progressed in every way 
you'd want a young’girl to 
progress.

“Paula I've been (ilaying with her 
for so long and she goes out there 
and can compete. I think I can do 
the same.”

Pressel goes to the Kraft Nabisco 
armed with a stronger game - lit­
erally — than ever -IxTore.

“Over the last three years she has 
physically matured perfectly,” said 
Randy Myers, her fitness coach. 
Myers, director of fitness at PGA 
National, has worked with Pressel 
since she was 14.

Myers works with many profes­
sional golfers. He put Pressel 
through a 10-part flexibility testing 
progr.am he uses on tour players. 
"Morgan was tour-caliber at age 14 
in nine of 10 categories,” Myers 
said. “That’s unheard o f She just 
blew away our testing system.

"From th(! flexibility standpoint, 
every golfer, male and female, could 
mixlel themselves after her.”

She went to Myers on the recom­
mendation of her swing coach, 
Martin Hall of Ibis Golf & Country 
Club, with whom she has worked 
since she was 9. Hall also has seen 
an improvement in her strength, 
but says sh(>’s the one who deserves 
the credit.

"Whether it’s Randy Myers or 
me,” Hall said, "we cannot claim 
that much responsibility for 
Morgan Pressel’s success. She’s the 
one hitting the ball. She’s the one 
dealing with the pressures of it.”

(Considering everything she has 
accomplished, it’s hard to imagine 
Pressel being flustered by who is 
watching. As Krickstein iwints out, 
she’s long past being a preteen nov­
elty no one expects anything from.

"For any young tterson, whether 
it b(‘ Michelle Wie or Morgan or 
anyone else, once the youth thing 
gets put on the back burner a little 
bit, then you’ve got to iterform,” 
Krickstein said. “The pressures are 
going to l)e there, the expectations 
are going to be there — ‘You’ve 
been around fora while; why aren't 
you producing?’

"That’s if you’re not producing. If 
you are producing, you’ve got no 
problem.”

Sounds like a certain 16-year-old.

to silence the boards, as stealth-like comput­
er monitors make their debut in 2007, undis­
ciplined players will find something else to 
complain about. Modern technology will 
never be able to silence all the external expe­
riences that trouble an untrained brain on 
the golf course. Only by developing a consis­
tent physical and mental pattern for the 30 
or so seconds it takes to hit a shot can you 
put yourself in a state of quiet.

Anytime I hear someone complain about 
noise I’m reminded of the following Ben 
Hogan story As Hogan stood over a critical 
putt, a train whistle suddenly blared, star­
tling the crowd. Hogan never flinched and 
made the putt. Asked afterward if the whis­
tle had disturbed him, Hogan replied, “What 
whistle?”

Q l  I’m doing OK for a woman who has 
been playing for only 18 months, but I'm hav­
ing a lot of trouble in fairway bunkers. 1 leave 
the ball in the bunker, hit the lip or come up 
short of the green. Do you have any sugges 
tion.s? — Maria S„ Burbank, Calif.

A :  Before making your club selection, first 
check the ’’three L’s”:

1. The lie of your golf ball.
2. The lip of the bunker.
3. The length of the shot.
The lie of the ball determines the type of 

shot you can play The lip, the elevated edge of 
the bunker, requires that you choose a club 
with ample loft for clearance. If the first two 
conditions are favorable, only then can you 
consider the total length of the shot.

The ball’s lie is the most important deter­
mining factor. If it is buried in the sand.

you'll have to hit a blast shot with your sand 
wedge, H'gardless of how far it is to your tar­
get. If your ball is sitting nicely on top of the 
sand, check the height of the bunker’s lip 
and choose a dub with enough loft to clear 
it.

Once you have evaluated the lie and the 
lip. you are ready to evaluate distance. 
Remember that fairway bunker technique 
shortens the distance you normally hit your 
irons. Be sure you include that in your calcu- 
iations For example, if jhe distance to the 
green would normally require an 8-iron, 
you’ll need to hit a 7 from a fairway bunker.

The worst mistake you can make in a fair­
way bunker is to not get the ball out. 
Evaluating the "three L’s” is the first step in 
preventing this error. Read my book "Play 
Better Golf for Women,” for more informa 
tion.
