NEW ORLEANS (AP) -  
Thousands of National Guardsmen 
with food, water and weapons 
streamed into Louisiana Friday to 
bring relief to New Orleans’ suffer­
ing multitudes and put down the 
looting and violence. “The cavalry 
is and will continue to arrive,” 
said one general.

The assurances came amid blis­
tering criticism from the mayor 
and others who said the federal 
government had bungled the relief

let people die in the 
lack of food, water or

effort and 
streets for 
medicine.

In Washington, President Bush 
admitted “ the results are not 
acceptable” and pledged to bolster 
the relief efforts with a personal 
trip to the Gulf Coast on Friday.

“We’ll get on top of this situa­
tion,” he said before setting out, 
“and we’re going to help the people 
that need help.”

Earlier Friday, an explosion at a 
chemical depot rocked a wide area

While some comments 

were economically data- 
driven, the majority of 
the people selected by lot­
tery to speak exposed a 
side of the study that 
some claim is being 
ignored — the human 
side.

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Proposed options  
for local VAMC

Option 1
Calls for little or no change to the facility and the services 

it offers.
Current state projected out to 2013 and 2023 without any 

changes to facilities or programs, but accounting for pro­
jected utilization changes, and assuming same or better 
quality and necessary maintenance for a safe, secure, and 
modern health care environment. Inpatient medicine and 
nursing home are provided at Big Spring VAMC. 
Domiciliary are not served by other VAMCs.

Inpatient surgery and psychiatry are purchased from 
local community or re fe rr^  to other VAMCs. Most ambu­
latory services and outpatient mental health service pro­
vided at the Big Spring VAMC. Inpatient surgery and psy­
chiatry are purchased from local community or referred to 
other VAMCs. Most ambulatory senrices and outpatient 
mental health service provided at the Big Spring VAMC.

This option was not rejected by the Local Advisory Panel 
(LAP) during Thursday’s meeting.

Option 2
Calls for a new VA Medical Center to be built in the 

Midland/Odessa area, with renovations made to the Big 
Spring facility's CBCX^ (Community Based Outpatient
Clinic).

Renovation of existing CBOC in Big Spring. Existing 
CBOC in Midland/Odessa. Inpatient medicine and psychi­
atry, nursing home and domidliary services provid^ in 
new hospital built in Midland/Odessa. All other services 
remain at current location of provision.

This option, deemed the least attractive of all the options 
put forth by PricewaterhouseCoopers (PwC), the company 
contracted by the Veterans Administration to perform the 
study, was rejected by the panel.

Option 3
Calls for inpatient senrices to be purchased from local 

community providers with ambulatory and outpatient men­
tal health services remaining in Big Spring.

This option vacates the auxiliary buildings, making them 
available for reuse. Future ambulatory and outpatient ser­
vices for Big Spring would be accommodated- Avoids sig­
nificant capital expenditures needed to bring facility to 
modern, safe and secure status.

Although this option was rejected by the panel, the ele­
ment of using local service providers to help alleviate 
accessibility problems was deemed necessary.

Option 4
Calls for additional domiciliary (care and living space) 

services to be added to existing services at Big sjiring. 
This option would require renovation to the facility to 
accommodate the new domiciliary with all other services 
remaining at their current locations.

This option was not rejected by the panel, but drew very 
little discussion during the hearing.

Option 5
Calls for the addition of inpatient psychiatric and domicil­

iary services to the Big Spring VAM Cs roster of services. 
This option would require renovation and possible new 
construction to house domiciliary services.

This option has substantial staKeholder support and pro­
vides unmet needs for domiciliaiy and psychiatric services. 
Alternatively, there is limited improvement in overall cost 
effectiveness and increased capital investment. There 
would also be a continued reliance on local providers for 
inpatient surgery.

By far the most supported option during the hearing. 
Option 5 drew no opposition during the day-long event. 
During LAP deliberations, this option was also altered in an 
attempt to address accessibility issues discussed in Option 
3. Those changes spawned a seventh option, referred to 
as Option 5-plus during the deliberations.

Option 6
Calls for the VA to vacate its current location and lease 

space at a local facility to provide all inpatient services 
except long-term care and domiciliary.

Community Based Outpatient Clinic in community. 
Inpatient m e ^ n e , surgery, psychiatry, arxl nursing home 
senrices are provided by VA staff in leased beds in Big 
Spring. Midland/Odessa, or both. Domiciliary services pro­
vided by other VAMCs. A CBOC is established in the Big 
Spring community. Midland/Odessa CBOC remains.

With this option, there is no foreseeable use for the hos­
pital building unless it is demolished. In vacating the build­
ings, the only cost is to maintain the existing buildings until 
a reuse option is exercised.

This option also drew little or no comment and was reject­
ed by the panel.

could actually expand the 
facility instead o f shut it 
down.

The panel rejected a 
plan that would move the 
Big Spring VA Medical 
Center to the Midland- 
Odessa area, and not only 
supported Option 5, but 
decided to build upon it, 
giving birth to Option 7 — 
or “Option 5-plus.”

“ I think no matter what 
option we decide on -  
and it will be Option 5 — 
accessibility is an issue 
that must be addressed,” 
said LAP member Jim 
DeFoor of Abilene. “We 
need to be able to send 
these people to a local 
provider when it’s called 
for. I f  I have someone in 
need of orthopedic ser­
vices — they have a real­
ly bad back — he should 
go to the hospital right 
there in Abilene. Not 
make a 14-hour bus ride 
to New Mexico.

“ I had one veteran tell 
me they were trying to 
send him to Albuquerque 
once a week for cancer 
treatments. Obviously 
you can’t do that, and he 
told them he just wasn’t 
going to take the treat­
ment. That tells me it 
needs to be addressed.”

Dr. David McCartney, 
also a LAP member, 
echoed those concerns, 
saying he’s seen the 
results of the lack of 
access first-hand.

“I’ve actually seen cases 
where patients lose their 
sight — they would go 
blind — because they 
refused to make the trip, 
or just couldn’t make it,”

said McCartney. “ I see 
patients do that. Those 
same services were much 
closer than Albuquerque. 
So we have an issue 
where poor access is actu­
ally rationed care. We 
really need to increase 
the access.

“The scope of services 
has been reduced at the 
Big Spring VA Hospital 
under prior management.
I watched the scope of ser­
vice'decay over the last 
five years. What I would 
do is recommend Option 
5, with elements from 
(another plan) to address 
accessibility.”

While the panel over­
whelmingly supported 
Option 5 and its spawn. 
Option 7, it was moved 
just as fervently to the 
other side of the spectrum 
with the plan to move ser­
vices to Midland-Odessa.

That option received no 
support from the panel or 
those presenting testimo­
ny, with even a contin­
gency from Midland- 
Odessa saying it support­
ed Option 5.

And while the lack of 
support for moving the 
VA Medical O nter to a 
new facility in Midland 
drew no support through­
out the day. Big Spring 
Mayor Russ McEwen said 
he doesn’t think the issue 
is dead.

“1 just have this really 
bad, gut feeling that no 
matter how much we 
shoot this down, it’s going 
to be like a cat and just 
keep coming back up,” 
suid McEwen.

McEwen wasn’t alone in 
his assertion the decision 
could become a matter of 
politics instead of what’s 
best for West Texas veter-
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Rates may vary as I process 
each flight - Money due upon| 
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ans, saying there could 
eventually be a “political 
message” buried beneath 
the siuface of the pro­
ceedings.

“ If, in fact, we say we’re 
totally against this (relo­
cation plan) and it goes to 
(VA ) Secretary (James 
Nicholson) and it comes 
back as a viable option, 
my question would be, 
‘Why would we even meet 
again?” ’ said McEwen. “ If 
we say this is so onerous 
— that it’s so bad for the 
veterans and everyone 
here — if  we take that 
strong of a position on it 
and it shows up on the 

-radar again, then to me 
it’s saying what we’re 
doing makes no differ­
ence whatsoever. It’s a 
political message where 
they say they are listen­
ing to us, but they’re not 
listening to us.”

And while the panel 
asked several questions 
about how it could 
remove relocation from 
the list of options alto­
gether, Fears said all the 
LAP could do is give its 
recommendation.

“ I think the only way

we can really reject this is 
to tell (Secretary 
Nicholson) we strongly 
disapprove o f this 
option,” said Fears.

My fellow judges included 
Gavin MacLeod, who was the cap­
tain on “The Love Boat” and had 
played Murray 
Slaughter on “The 
Mary Tyler Moore 
Show”; Jerry Vale, a 
famou.<' singer (who 
got all the judges In 
to see his pal Frank 
Sinatra, who was 
playing in Atlantic 
City); and Janet 
Langhart, who was 
then a prominent TV
newsperson (and _______ ■
would later marry «i—  
Secretary of Defense William 
Cohen).

In other words; What was 1 
doing there?

I still don’t know. Maybe they 
had me confUsed with Roger 
Ebert. Or Roy Rogers. In any case, 
they asked me if 1 wanted to be a 
judge, and I jumped at it.

At the time, the pageant was still 
a fairly big deal. Some 70 million 
Americans watched it that year. 
Last year, ABC dropped the show 
after only 9.8 million people tuneti 
in, an all-time low.

And it was announced a few 
days ago that after 84 years, the 
Miss America pageant will leave 
Atlantic City in an attempt to revi­
talize itself. Former pageant exec­
utive Leonard Horn told a 
reporter, “They have no allegiance 
to Atlantic City whatsoever, other 
than nostalgia, and that doesn’t ' 
pay the bills.”

Although 1 haven’t watched the

show in years, 1 still feel nostalgic 
about it, however.

When 1 got to Atlantic City to be 
a judge, the organizers were 
shocked that I had not brought 
(and, in fact, did not own) a tuxe­
do.

On the night of the TV broad­
cast, Bert Parks would introduce 
each judge, and you had to stand 
up and wave to the camera. And 
you had to have a tuxedo, appar­
ently, to do that.

Gavin MacLeod owned several. 
Jerry Vale, I think, had been bom 
in one.

So a pageant ofBcial drove me 
up and down the gritty side streets 
of Atlantic City that run parallel 
to the Boardwalk until we found a 
tuxedo shop. My rented tux did 
not nt very well, and this added to 
my nervousness about the wave.

On the night of the pageant, 
MacLeod, a very nice guy, sat next 
to me in the judges’ pit as we 
waited in the darkness for the 
show to begin.

“A  left- or right-handed wave? 
asked him. “Wave the hand, the 
arm, what?” There were tiny 
beads of sweat on my forehead.

“1 think,” MacLeod said, looking 
at me, “that you need a pocket 
handkerchief!” And he whipped 
from his own breast pocket this 
incredibly beautiful, scarlet,
Italian silk handkerchief and 
expertly tucked it into my own 
pocket.

I looked down at it. I felt trans­
formed. And when it came my 
turn to wave, I calmly stood and 
did it. I have no idea if  I did it 
left-handed or right-handed (I am 
•jretvy sure I used one or the

I

other), but when I sat down, 
M a c L ^  leaned over and gave me 
a big kiss on my forehead.

“A  star,” he said, “ Is bom.”
He refused to let me give the 

handkerchief back, and I have it 
still. Every year, I wear it to the 
White House Correspondents’ 
Association dinner, an event far 
more tedious than the Miss 
America pageant.

It is a little hard to explain what 
the pageant once meant to some 
people, but it meant a lot. So I 
now repeat one o f my favorite, 
true stories:

On one of the preliminary nights 
of the pageant, I was waiting for a 
hotel elevator with my big purple 
judge’s badge fastened to my suit.

And I noticed I was standing 
next to an American legend, a 
man whose fame had been so 
great he had become a symbol for 
an entire era. Out o f the comer of 
my eye, I saw a young man 
approach him for an autograph.

He turned to give it, only to see 
the young man walk past him and 
stop in front of me.

“So whaddya think of Miss New 
Jersey?” the young man asked. 
“She gotta chance?”

The elevator came as I was mak­
ing some neutral response.

And as the doors closed on him,
I saw Joe DiMaggio smile a know­
ing smile.

Hurricanes plus government policies kill peopleL ike many of you who love New 
Orleans, I find myself taking 
short mental walks there today, 
turning a familiar corner, 
glimpsing a favorite scene, square or 

vista. And worrying about the beloved 
friends and the city, and .how they are 
now.

To use a fine Soulnern word, it’s 
tacky to start playing the 
blame game before the 
dead are even counted. It 
is not too soon, however, 
to make a point that needs 
to be hammered home 
again and again, and that 
is that government poli­
cies have real conse­
quences in people’s lives.

This is not “just poli­
tics” or blaming for politi­
cal advantage. This is ___________
about the real conse- 
quences of what governments do and 
do not do about their responsibilities. 
And about who winds up paying the 
price for those policies.

This is a column for everyone in the 
path of Hurricane Katrina who ever 
said, “ I ’m sorry. I’m just not interested 
in politics,” or, “There’s nothing 1 can 
do about it,” or, “Eh, they’re all crooks 
anyway.”

Nothing to do with me, nothing to do 
with my life, nothing I can do about 
any of it. Look around you this morn­
ing. I suppose the NRA would argue, 
“Government policies don’t kill people, 
hurricanes kill people.” Actually, hur­
ricanes plus government policies kill 
people

One of the main reasons New Orleans

is so vulnerable to hurricanes is the 
gradual disappearance of the wetlands 
on the Gulf Coast that once stood as a 
natural buffer between the city and 
storms coming in from the water. The 
disappearance of those wet ^nds does 
not have the name of a political party 
or a particular administration attached 
to it. No one wants to play, “The 
Democrats did it,” or, “ It’s all Reagan’s 
fault.” Many environmentalists will tell 
you more than rf century’s interferen*. * 
with the natura' flow of the Mississippi 
is the root cause of the problem, cut­
ting off Lhe movement of alluvial soi' to 
the rive i’s great delta.

But in addition to long-range conse­
quences of long-term policies like let­
ting the (^orps of Engineers try to build 
a better river than God, there are real 
short-term cons* ncerces, as web is 
a fact that the Clinton ai^mlnlsU ation 
set some tough policies or. wetlands, 
and it is a fact that the Bush adminis­
tration repealed those policies — order­
ing federal agencies to stop protecting 
as many as 20 million acres of wet- • 
lands.

Last year, four environmental groups 
cooperated on a joint report showing 
the Bush administration’s policies had 
allowed developers to drain thousands 
of acres of wetlands.

Does this mean we should blame 
Bush for the fact that New Orleans is 
underwater? No, but it means we can 
blame Bush when a Class 3 or Class 2 
hurricane puts New Orleans under. At 
this point, it is a matter of making a 
bad situation worse, of failing to 
observe the First Rule of Holes (when 
you’re in one, stop digging).

Had a storm the size of Katrina just 
had the grace to hold off for a while, 
it’s quite likely no one would even 
ren ember what the Bush administra­
tion did two months ago. The national 
press corps has the attention span of a 
gnat, and trying to get anyone in 
Washington to remember longer than a 
year ago is like asking them what hap­
pened in Iznik, Turkey, in A.D. 325.

Just plain political bad luck that, in 
June, Bush took his little ax and 
chopped $71.2 million from the budget 
of the New Orleans (3on)s of Engineers, 
a 44 percent reduction. As was reported 
in New Orleans City Business at the 
time, t’ at meant “msdor hurricane and 
flood projects will not be awarded to 
l')cal engineering firms. Also, a study 
lo letermine ways to protect the region 
from a Category 5 hurricane has been 
shelved u.r i.ov/.”

Tiie commander o f the C«):*p8’ New 
Uii.;ans district alsv* immediately insti­
tuted a hiring ft^eeze and cancelled the 
annual Corps picnic.

Oiur flriends at the Center for 
American Progress note the Office of 
Technology Assessment used co pro­
duce forward-thinking plans such as 
“Floods: A  National Policy Concern” 
and “A Framework for Flood Hazards 
Management.” Unfortunately, the office 
was targeted by Newt Gingrich and the 
Republican r i^ t ,  and gutted years ago.

In fact, there is now a government- 
wide movement away from basing poli­
cy on scie^c'', expOrtise and profession­
alism, and in favor of choices based on 
ideology. If you’re wondering what the 
ideological position on flood manage­
ment might be, look at the pictures of

New Orif •''s — it seems to consist of 
gutting iiib programs that do anything.

ITp^'ortunately, the war in Iraq is 
directly related to the devastation left 
by the hurricane. About 35 percent of 
Louisiana’s National Guard is now 
serving in Iraq, where four out of 
every 10 soldiers are guardsmen. 
Recruiting for the Guard is also down 
significantly because people are afiraid 
of being sent to Iraq I f  they join, leav­
ing the Guard even more short-handed.

'The Louisiana National Guard also 
notes that dozens of its high-water 
vehicles, humvees, reftielers and gener­
ators have also been sent abroad. (I 
hate to be picky, but why do they need 
high-water vehicles in Iraq?)

This, in turn, goes back to the origi­
nal policy decision to go into Iraq with­
out enough soldiers and the subsequent 
failure to admit that mistake and to 
rectify it by instituting a draft.

The levees of New Orleans, two o f 
which are now broken and flooding the 
city, were also victims of Iraq war 
spending. Walter Maestri, emergency 
management chief for Jefferson Parish, 
said on June 8,2004, “ It appears that 
the money has been moved in the pres­
ident’s budget to handle homeland 
security and the war in Iraq.”

This, fl*iends, is why we need to pay 
attention to government policies, not 
political personalities, and to know 
whereon we vr e. It is about our lives.

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Hearing was second i 
of four for the public

Thursday’s public hear­
ing held by the Local 
Advisory Panel (LAP) for 
the Big Spring VA 
Hospital Capital Asset 
Realignment for
Enhanced Services 
(CARES) was the second 
in a series of four public 
hearings designed to 
allow local stakeholders 
the chance to comment 
and participate in decid­
ing the fate of the Big 
Spring VA Medical 
Center.

In December 2002, for­
mer VA Secretary 
Anthony Principi estab­
lished the VA ’s CARES 
Commission to provide a 
review of the national 
plan to realign the VA 
health care system.

In its massive report, 
the commission suggested 
that a feasibility study 
concerning the Big 
Spring facility be con­
ducted. Specifically, the 
commission suggested 
that a study be made to 
see if  the Big Spring facil­
ity should be closed and 
services moved to a new 
care center that would be 
constructed near Midland 
or Odessa.

As part of the study, pri­
vate contractor
Price waterhou seCoopers 
(PwC) was commissioned 
to develop a number of 
options for the Big Spring

facility.
Those options include 

everything &om vacating 
the Big Spring facility in 
favor of building a hospi­
tal somewhere in the 
Midland/(Xlessa area, to 
inpatient services being 
purchased from local 
community providers 
with ambulatory and out­
patient mental health ser­
vices remaining in Big 
Spring.

According to John 
Fears,’ chairman of the 
LAP, the next step in the 
process will be approxi­
mately two to two-and-a- 
half months from now 
when PwC narrows the 
Held o f options down to 
decide which should be 
studied in-depth.

Following Thursday’s 
public meeting, any mem­
ber of the Big Spring com­
munity will have 14 days 
to submit additional com­
ments to the CARES 
Commission either in 
writing or via the 
Internet. According to VA 
officials, all public com­
ments will be incorporat­
ed in the report provided 
to the VA Secretary for 
consideration.

immediately.
“The Big Spring VA 

does not have a cardiolo­
gy unit that is equipped 
for an emergency surgery 
such as this. So they put 
him on a private plane 
here at the airpark — 
with a leaking aneurysm 
next to his heart — to fly 
to the nearest VA facility 
that could accommodate 
him. My father died four 
weeks ago, but the events 
I just told you about hap­
pened a year ago.”

Ellison described the 
“gift” her and her family 
were given by the fast­
thinking doctors at the 
Big Spring VA Medical 
Center, a gift she fears 
will be lost to others if the 
facility is moved to the 
Midland-Odessa area.

“The Big Spring VA 
gave my family a gift. A 
gift of 13 months with my 
father that we would not 
have had if not for the 
doctors at the Big Spring 
VA,” said Ellison. “My 
mother tells me we would 
have lost him a lot longer 
ago if it wasn’t for the Big 
Spring VA.

“He would not have 
gone to Midland or 
Odessa. That’s just how 
these farmers are ... He 
received life-saving care 
because the VA is here, at 
home ... How many more 
gifts of life is the Big 
Spring VA giving to our 
veterans every day? Mine 
is just one story o f many. 
Please support Option 5.” 

Veteran, local resident 
and Howard College stu­
dent Ted Fields also took 
time to address the LAP 
and audience during the 
day-long hearing.

“ I came to Big Spring 
two-and-a-half years ago 
for the substance abuse 
program they offer at the 
(V A ) hospital,” said 
Fields. “ I had been having 
problems with substance 
abuse for a long time. But 
every time I got out of 
treatment I went back to 
doing the same old 
things.”

Fields said the treat­
ment, in conjunction with

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of New Orleans and jolted 
residents awake, lighting 
up the dark sky and send­
ing a pillar o f acrid gray 
smoke over a ruined city 
awash in perhaps thou­
sands of corpses, under 
siege from looters, and 
seething with anger and 
resentment.

A second large fire 
erupted downtown in an 
old retail building in a 
dry section o f Canal 
Street.

’There were no immedi­
ate reports of injuries. 
But the fires deepened the 
sense o f total collapse in 
the city since Hurricane 
Katrina slammed ashore 
Monday morning.

The blast took place in a 
section of the city directly 
across the Mississippi 
River from the French 
Quarter. It was about two 
miles from the Louisiana 
Superdome and less than 
a mile from the New 
Orleans Convention 
Center, the two spots 
where tens of thousands 
of hungry, desperate and 
hostile refugees awaited 
buses to deliver them 
from their misery.

Lt. Gen. Steven Blum of 
the National Guard said 
7,000 National Guardsmen 
arriving in Louisiana on 
Friday would be dedicat­
ed to restoring order in 
New Orleans. He said half 
of them had just returned 
from assignments over­
seas and are “highly pro­

a 12-step program offered 
by Howard College, 
helped him turn his life 
around.

“When I left the treat­
ment center here in Big 
Spring, they showed me 
something,” said Fields. 
“The people in the pro­
gram asked my why I 
kept going back to the 
same old thing. Why don’t 
I try something else? 
They have a program at 
the VA where you come 
out to the college and they 
guide you around and get 
you in college... I became 
an LVN the year before 
last and I’m working 
toward my RN.

“We have a lot of veter­
ans that go through the 
substance abuse program 
in this town, and I’ve seen 
a lot o f them needing 
help. A lot of them are 
coming to the school now, 
and they have something 
else to look forward to, 
rather than the same old 
thing. Once I get out of 
school my dream is to 
work at the Big Spring 
VA Medical Center. I 
hope that dream can come 
true.”

Local resident Marj 
Carpenter made a rousing 
speech on the relation­
ship between the Big 
Spring landmark and the 
community.

“Why am I living in Big 
Spring? My children 
wanted me to come to 
Dallas and my employers 
wanted me to stay in 
Atlanta. I came back here 
because Big Spring people 
care about you,” said the 
former national modera­
tor of the Presbyterian 
Church (U.S.A.) as 
applause erupted from the 
audience. “And Big 
Spring people care about 
their veterans. They have 
a long history of working 
with the bombardier
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ficient in the use of lethal 
force.” He pledged to “put 
down” the violence “ in a 
quick and efficient man­
ner.”

“But they are coming*' 
here to save Louisiana 
citizens. The only thing 
we are attacking is the 
effects of this hurricane,” 
he said. Blum said that a 
huge airlift of supplies 
was landing Friday and 
that it signaled “ the cav­
alry is and will continue 
to arrive.”

As he left the White 
House for his visit to the 
devastated area. Bush 
said 600 newly arrived 
military police officers 
would be sent to the con­
vention center to secure 
the site so that food and 
medicine could get there.

City officials have

accused the government 
— namely the Federal 
Emergency Management 
Agency — of being slow 
to recognize the magni­
tude of the tragedy and 
slow to send help.

“Get off your asses and 
let’s do something,” 
Mayor Ray Nagin told 
WWL-AM Thursday night 
in a rambling interview 
in which he cursed, 
yelled and ultimately 
burst into tears. At one 
point he said; “Excuse my 
French — everybody in 
America — but I am 
pissed.”

Across the city, law and 
order broke down. Police 
officers turned in their 
badges. Rescuers, law offi­
cers and helicopter were 
shot at by storm victims. 
Fistfights and fires broke

out Thursday at the hot 
and stinking Superdome 
as thousands of people 
waited in misery to board 
buses for the Houston 
Astrodome. Corpses lay 
out in the open in wheel­
chairs and in bedsheets. 
The looting continued.

Gov. Kathleen Blanco 
called the looters “hood­
lums” and issued a warn­
ing to lawbreakers: 
Hundreds of National 
Guardsmen hardened on 
the battlefield in Iraq 
have landed in New 
Orleans.

“They have M-16s and 
they’re locked and 
loaded,” she said. “These 
troops know how to shoot 
and kill, and they are 
more than willing to do 
so, and I expect they 
will.”

Local restaurant owner 
Chuck Bagwell also 
addressed the panel, 
called the entire proceed­
ings -  from the LAP 
hearing to the study cur­
rently being performed — 
a waste of taxpayer 
money.

“Sometimes the govern­
ment does things that 
make no sense and costs 
great amounts of money 
with no effects.” said 
Bagwell. “A recent exam­
ple is at the Big Spring 
VA itself. They recently 
spent millions of dollars 
to renovate a surgical 
suite where there’s no

here is a waste of my 
money.”

In the end, however, 
Bagwell said the culprit 
isn’t hard to find.

“Politics has to be the 
answer,” said Bagwell. 
“ It’s no secret that there 
are those in Midland and 
Odessa pushing for the 
VA to move there ... Why 
should we spend so much 
money just so., we can 
have a study and do some­

thing so illogical if the 
powers that be haven’t 
already decided to close 
the Big Spring VA? I 
plead with this group and 
all involved with the 
study and planning to do 
the right thing, not what 
politicians want. Big 
Spring, the people of the 
U.S. and our veterans 
deserve better.”

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active military duW, local 
attorney Drew ̂ ^outon
reminded the panel a 
whole new generation of 
veterans is growing, even 
now.

“ I believe societies pros­
per because of confidence 
in their governments and 
confidence in their judi­
cial systems,” said 
Mouton.

“Our future veterans 
are today spilling their 
blood, trying to improve 
the confidence of the Iraqi 
and Afghani people and 
their governments and 
their judicial systems.

“Failure to recommend

Medical Center, but the

They were 
away from their homes 
and they needed a place 
to stay and food to eat.

So, just as many of you 
have done, those who 
had, shared with those 
who didn’t have food or 
bed in which to sleep.

U p s  a n d  d o w n s  
o f  c h i p p i n g
By T. J. TOM ASI

Done correctly, the putting stroke is the most 
accurate motion in golf. You can put that 
motion to good use off the green by think­

ing of your chips as putts.
Although a chip l^s minimal flight time, you'll 

need a setup that creates the descending motion 
necessary for producing loft. The chipping setup 
does this and creates just enough loft to land the 
ball on the green so it runs to the hole.

Stance Width: The chip stroke requires no 
lower-body motion, so your stance width is nar­
row to encourage an upper-body stroke. Because 
the stroke is so short, you don't have time for a 
weight transfer, and you certainly don't need the 
power that it provides, thus the watch phrase is 
“ quiet down below.”

Open Stance: In chipping, you want to hit the 
ball with a descending blow, so place 80 percent of 
your weight on your front foot. Pull your ftont 
foot back from the target line into an open posi­
tion so your foot line points to the left of tai^et (to 
the right for left handers) and allow your weight 
to settle naturally into your ftont hip. This distri­
bution anchors your lower body and encourages 
your weight to start, stay and finish on your ftont 
side throughout your stroke.

Ball Position: Position the ball toward the back 
o f your stance with your hands canted forward, 
opposite the inside of your front thigh. By anchor­
ing the weight on your front side, you can easily 
produce the proper angle of attack, a naturally 
descending motion without trying to "hit down" 
on the ball.

Since the ball is well back in your stance, your 
shoulders tend to be closed, making it all too easy 
to mis-aim the club face. To counteract this com­
mon mistake, adjust your shoulders as part of 
your pre-shot routine so they are pointing parallel 
to your line of roll.

The Stroke: Once you've set up correctly, your 
backswing is all shoulders an.i arms, without any 
conscious wrist action. Your shculders control the 
stroke in both directions just as thev do in the 
putting stroke. Throughout the chipping motion, 
your lower body stays quiet but ' t rigid.

On longer chip shots, you’ll need some body 
turn so your arms can swing ftw ly  without 
bumping into your sides, but what mo\'ement 
there is should be reactive to the action of your 
arm swing.

\ / -

The key to  a good chipping motion is 
to chip like you putt, with no cocking of 
your wrists. The club head never rises 
far above the ground, and the lower 
body remains still as the club is moved 
mostly by the arms and shoulders on 
the backswing (above), and a small but 
important chest motion is added on the 
downswing (bottom). Note how this 
golfer has retalhed the angle of his 
right wrist throughout the chip.

Examining golf’s 
underachievers

Recently, Chailes Howell 111 
spoke candidly about golf's 
most awkward list — under­

achiever. The Georgia native has, 
unfortunately had a rather lengthy 
stay on it.

SmQ„ it’s a flattering ineasure- 
s {yplayjpr's talent, saying

wins should come regularly, even 
at the age of 26. At the same time, 
it's an indictment because of 
potential squandered.

In the case of Howell this year, 
he's been close — four cuts missed 
by a single stroke at the Players 
Championship, Masters, Byron 
Nelson Classic and British Open 
and a wedge shot banging against 
the flagstick on the 72nd hole and 
caroming into the water at the 
Buick Invitational.

“That ball stays in the hole,” 
Howell said, "who knows?”

Howell admits it. He thought of 
the conversation while unsuccess­
fully trying to catch Retief Goosen 
at 1 ^  International and secure 
his second PGA Tour win in five 
seasons.

“1 was hoping I could ruin your 
story,” Howell said, smiling.

Certainly there are others on the 
All-Underachiever team — notably 
Davis Love III, especially in regard 
to major championships. Love’s 
sole m£(jor came at the 1997 PGA at 
Winged Foot, with infamous heart 
breaks at the 1995 Masters (second 
to Ben Crenshaw); 1996 US. Open 
(tie for second after three-putting 
the 72nd hole); 1999 Masters (after 
the chip-in at the 16th); and 2003 
British Open (tie for fourth, two 
shots behind Ben Curtis); and 
more recently at the 2005 PGA 
Championship (tie for fourth after 
beginning the final round in the 
final pairing with Phil Mickelson).

For a player with his talent. 
Love's 18 TOA Tour wins still seem 
lacking, e4en with a pair of 
Players Championship trophies 
(1992,2003). The numter o f wins 
for the 41-year-old Love pales in 
comparison to, say, Vijay Sin(^. 42. 
who has won 16 times since turn­
ing 40, capturing his third msoor at

Som e golf experts said 
Charles Howell III could 
challenge Tiger Woods as 
the PGA's top player when 
he turned pro.

last year’s PGA.
Love recently told reporters at 

the International, scene of his last 
win in 2003, ‘Tve just got to get out 
of my own way a little bit.”

Love admits that part of his 
problem in the majors is pressing, 
especially at Augusta National, 
rather than striving to exploit the 
same comfort zone he enjoys at a 
place such as Harbour Town, 
where five of his 18 wins have 
come.

"That certainly could be.” said 
Ixive’s long time teacher. Jack 
Lumpkin. “But I think in today’s 
era, with the exception of a few 
unbelievable players like the (Ben) 
Hogan, [Sam] Snead, [Jack] 
Nicklaus, [Arnold] Palmer and 
Tiger [Woods], that one major win 
is a pretty nice deal. Winning 
three, four or five takes both being 
an excellent player and the right 
breaks happening for you.”

Woods, it should not be ignored, 
is also part of the problem in the 
hunt for mqjors.

“There’s only four a year and 
he’s been hogging them,” said 
Stewart Cink. A fellow Ryder Cup

EQUIPMENT 

Getting f i t  Ue angle
The first important specification a professional 

club fitter looks at is the lie of your club.
When your club is soled correctly (i.e., sits proper­

ly on the ground), the face aims straight at the taiget 
with the toe of the club slightly off the ground. For 
this to happen, your clubs must have the correct He 
angle, a specification that varies, depending on the 
individual.

All clubs are built with the toe s li^ t ly  in the air 
to account for the in-swing bending of the shaft 
toward the ground. The angle at which the shaft Is 
drilled into the neck of the club determines tte lie 
—  some are upright, some flat and most are stan­
dard.

When you set up to the ball with good posture, but

you’re right-handed. If this is the case, you'll need to 
“flatten” your clubs by lowering the toe. If the heel is 
up in the air when you’re in a good address position, 
your club face aims to the right, so you’ll need to 
make your clubs more upright by raising the toe.

To test the lie. your golf professional or club fitter 
will put a piece of tape on the sole of your club and 
have you hit balls ftom what's known as a lie board. If 
the lie angle is correct for you, the tape will be marked 
in the center of the sole by a tiny football-shaped 
design produced from its contact with the board. If 
the lie is incorrect, the football shape is absent on the 
tape while other scuff marks appear oCFcenter.

If your swing Is sound but you're still troubled by 
off-line shots, you should have your lies checked on a 
madiine that adjusts duba to the proper lie angle by

understand that fact Love’s life in 
recent years has become more fam 
ily oriented. He spends more time 
now playing golf with son. Dru. or 
taking daughter. Alexia, to horse 
shows.

That’s understandable, ” Cink 
said. “ I'm feeling that a little bit in 
my early ,30s. I’d like to play 10 
tournaments a year, if 1 could. If I 
knew I was going to play great in 
all of them. I’d definitely cut 
back.”

Howell and Love have a lot of 
company on the All Underachiever 
team, to be certain. Sergio Garcia 
and Colin Montgomerie, both 
major-less, are Europe’s key mem­
bers Include Fred Couples ( ’92 
Masters), with 15 wins and more of 
a reputation for silly season events; 
David Duval, whose career crum 
bled shortly after his only major 
win, the 2001 British Open; and 
John Daly, whose length and short 
game could have produced more 
than two majors with a disciplined 
lifestyle.

If we’re just talking wins, you 
can add Tom liehman (five wins), 
Chris DiMarco (3) and Jeff 
Maggert (2).

Then again, said Cink, 
“Everybody out here feels like 
they’re underachieving them­
selves. We’re all trying to figure 
out why we’re not winning every 
single tournament. I don't have 
enough time on my hands to think 
about other players.”

Ql My short game isn't very good, 
and I was wondering if you could give me 
a practice schedule so I can improve.

A l Jim, you should plan to hit at least 
50 putts, 50 chips, 50 sand shots and 50 
pitches per practice session (more is bet­
ter). Fbur sessions per week should do it.

In each session, ph^ the four-ball game 
where you take four bcdls, throw them 
over your shoulder and play them where 
they land one at a time, i.e., chip one then 
putt it out. Keep a running score —  per 
fbr each set of four balls is eight. If your 
short game is any good, you’ll be around 
par a lot.

Dallas gets win in final tune-up

IRVING (AP) -  Bill 
Parcells is tough to 
impress. That’s what 
makes his gushing over 
Tyson Thompson almost 
as speetacular as the 
undr^ted rookie’s perfor­
mance this summer.

Thompson capped his 
bid to make the Dallas 
Cowboys by running for 
57 yards and two touch­
downs, including the win­
ning points in a 27-20 vic­
tory over the Jacksonville 
Jaguars in the preseason 
finale Thursday night.

The hometown kid was 
returning to the bench 
when Parcells called him 
over, tapped him on the 
head and told him he’ll be 
suiting up next weekend 
for the opener in San 
Diego.

Thompson will become 
the first player raised in 
Irving to make the club. 
The team brought him in 
for a visit on its “Dallas 
day” scouting event and 
he wound up distinguish­
ing himself despite a crop 
of ninners that also fea­
tured starter Julius

Jones, veteran acquisi­
tion Anthony Thomas 
and fourth-round pick 
Marion Barber III, whose 
roster spot may now be in 
jeopardy.

The Cowboys (3-1) 
jumped ahead 10-0 with 
Drew Bledsoe, Jones and 
the rest of the first-string 
offense having their way 
with Jacksonville’s sec­
ond-team defense. The 
Jaguars (2-2) got a 14-yard 
touchdown pass from 
Byron Leftwich to Reggie 
Williams - only the sec­
ond TD in four preseason 
games by their starters — 
then things got tight once 
the game became a battle 
of backups.

Jacksonville went ahead 
17-13, then Thompson 
scored from the 1 to put 
Dallas back in front late 
in the third quarter. After 
the Jags tied it at 20 on a 
field goal, Thompson 
gained 43 of 61 yards on 
the winning drive. He had 
runs of 3 and 20 yards and 
15-yard reception, fol­
lowed by a 5-yard touch­
down in which he kept 
churning his legs after 
running into a pile of

blockers.
Both teams came out of 

the game with the most 
important thing — no 
injuries. Jacksonville 
coach Jack Del Rio was so 
careful that he sat nearly 
the entire starting 
defense and starting run­
ning back Fred Taylor. 
Leftwich led just two dri­
ves, taking a total of 
seven snaps.

Dallas opened the game 
by feeding the ball to 
Jones and he responded 
with 75 yards on 11 car­
ries. His early success 
helped Bledsoe hit his 
first seven passes, includ­
ing a 40-yarder to Terry 
Glenn for a touchdown on 
the opening drive.

The second series went 
68 yards to the 
Jacksonville 8. with the 
Cowboys settling for a 
field goal, then most of 
the offensive stars calling 
it a night.

With both teams in low- 
key modes, the game 
drew a sparse crowd, 
although it included 
about 100 people frt)m the
