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Hospital History Is That 
Growth; Must Not Stop

An idea that snowballed from an intangible need to an 18- 
room hospital is still growing, and gathering speed as it goes. 
Now it aspires to be a 25-bed hospital unit, a reality in brick and 
steel, in glass and tile .

The Parmer County Community Hospital started out in 
1945 as only the germ of an idea; but aggressive, far-sighted in­
dividuals, recognizing the need for medical care in the county, 
responded to the appeals and raised $45,000 in one year. Until 
that time there was not even a doctor in Parmer County, popu­
lation like 8000.

With funds, hope and a desperate need to fulfill, citizens

Five Calls per Day is Average for Friona 
Subscribers; Residences in Majority

A milestone in telephone growth 
in Friona was reached this month 
when the 500th telephone was in­
stalled.

The telephone was installed in 
the residence of Mr. and Mrs. Billy 
Parker. They^ne.d the privilege af 
placing thv *iKrst call on the new 
telephone to anyone in the United would be available in new resident 
States, free of charge, and placed ial areas,

R. E. Blatz, district manager for 
General Telephone Company of the 
Southwest, said the installation of 
the 500th telephone brings to light 
the rapid growth in telephones in 
Friona in the last ten years.

In outlining this growth, he 
pointed out that in 1945, there were 
only 77 telephones in Friona. By 
1950, the number of telephones had 
reached 235, and now has topped 
the 500 mark.

Not only are there more tele*

Growth of the town is reflected 
in the increased number of pages 
winch Friona listings require in 
these multiple listing directories.

Whereas last, year’s book required 
only 16 pages, the seven exchanges 
this year require 18 pages of list— 
ings. Yellow pages have grown from 
54 to 64.

R. E. Blatz, Littlefield, district 
manager of the General Telephone 
Company, said all the exchanges 
had. grown almost proportionately.

Subscribers are also using their 

telephones more today than they 
were in years gone by, piatz ex- 
planed. Each Friona subscriber 
makes an average of 5 calls per day 
today as compared to the Friona 
subscriber of 1945 who made an 
average of only 2 calls per ¿ay.

When asked to pinpoint the two 
most significant milestones in Fri­
ona’s telephone history, the district 
manager named the 1947 Friona 
dial conversion and the August 1, 
1954, establishment of “extended 
area service” between Friona and 
Parmer and Hub.

“We have more than doubled our 
investment in telephone plant in 
Friona in the last five years pri­
marily because of major expansion 
projects,” he stated. In 1940, total 
telephone plant investment was 
$8,700. By 1945, this had increased 
to $12,000. The 1950 plant invest­
ment was $48,000 and today exceeds 
$ 100,000.

The most recent expansion proj­
ect was the addition of 70 lines of 
dial equipment recently, costing 
over $8,000. The largest project 
scheduled for 1956 is the addition 
of 240 lines of dial equipment which 
will cost over $26,000, Blatz said.

Blatz efplained that Friona’s new 
residential areas Would require still 
additional phone service, and that 
his company Was seeking to supply 
temporary facilities in two party 
service.

“There still is a cable shortage,” 
he said, “yet we believe that two 
party service in the new residential 
areas can be provided temporarily, 
and we hope to soon have permanent 
cables available for full facilities.

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Telephone Pinpoints Growth of Community
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Editorial Observations
B Y  THE BACK DOOR

The question of just how far government 
should go in providing medical care for veter­
ans is a recurrent one—and it is also exceed­
ingly controversial and touchy. It provides 
room for widely divergent yet equally sincere 
viewpoints.

The Hoover Commission report on the sub­
je c t  has been aggressively criticized. Some 
of the criticism may be sound. Yet, by and 
large, the Commission pointed to abuses which 
could be eliminated without in any way endang­
ering the benefits of deserving and needy vet­
erans. Care of non-service-connected disabili­
ties is a case in point. While these patients 
must file statements of inability to pay, the 
Veterans Administration is prohibited from 
challenging veracity. A random General Ac- 
jaiinting Office sampling ®f 336 declarations by 
reterans showed that many had substantial 
,ssets—$500,000 in one case. The Commission’s 
•«commendation that an inability to pay state­
ment be subject to verification is certainly 
:easonable.

‘Most important, in the long pull, is the fu­
ture picture. We have millions upon millions of 
veterans and their number will continue to rap­
idly increase. It is well 'within the realm of 
possibility and even probability that all-in­
clusive government medical care for veterans, 
regardless of what happened to them while in 
service, could lead to socialized medicine by 
the back door. We would get it even though 
the vast majority of Americans, veterans in­
cluded, don’t want it. This point should be an 
over-riding consideratin in any appraisal of the 
issue.

to say about what continued federal regulation 
of independent natural gas procedure—a situ­
ation brought about as a result of a Supreme 
Court decision—will lead to.

Under this regulation, he said, the consum­
er of natural gas will get a less dependable 
supply both in quantity and in length of years. 
He continued: “ This is not in the interest of 
the consumer or the producer, and will stifle 
progress and make gas scarce. Natural gas 
producing should be a free field where compe­
tition is allowed to reign. It is the free com­
petitive effort among producers that makes the 
gas available to the consumer; and the con­
sumer, after all, is the man we are trying to 
serve.”

General Thompson then pointed out that 
we are producing natural gas at record rates, 
and that 47 states now have pipelines. Yet the 
demand increases faster than the pipeline ca­
pacity. He added: “ I cannot see how the 
natural gas producing business can continue to 
expand to meet the ever-growing needs of the 
American people with the threat of federal 
control hovering over the horizon.”

The Harris bill, to free independent gas pro­
ducers from federal regulation, has passed the 
House. Under the name of the Fulbright bill, it 
will come before the Senate. It has strong bi­
partisan support. Here is a measure the na­
tion urgently needs.

YOU CAN’T WIN 64,000!
The radio-Tv program, “ The $64,000 Ques- 

iion,”  has received an enormous amount of 
publicity. And here’s a fact that most people 
may have overlooked—even though a contest­
ant answers all the tough questions, right to the 
end, he can’t possibly win $64,000.

He’ll get a perfectly good check for that 
amount, of course. But—assuming he is a sin­
gle man earning 4,000 a year—the check would 
have to total $448,711 before he’d have $64,000 
to keep for himself, free and clear.

Why? The answer is: The federal income 
tax. It goes up so far and so fast that it be­
comes virtually confiscatory in upper brackets. 
A man who does take the long chances and wins 
the 64,000, actually gets to keep about $25,000 
—well under half.

AUSTIN. — Pieces of the Texas 
political puzzle begin to fall into 
place. Who will run for what may 
be largely developed by the end of 
the year, months ahead of the usual 
schedule.

State Senator Jimmy Phillips of 
Angleton held a press conference 
Monday in Austin to announce 
formally his candidacy for gover­
nor.

Interested observers also are 
watching for an announcement 
from Attorney General John Ben 
Shepperd. But chances are it won't 
be a political nature. Reports have 
it that Shepperd may announce his 
retirement from politics at the end 
of his present term, to accept a 
position in West Texas.

For now, Shepperd said “no com­
ment,“ when asked about his plans, 
but promised an announcement 
“ later.” At present he says he has 
plenty to do, filling his job as attor­
ney general. “ I’ve got some. hot 
potatoes cooking, and I intend to 
finish cooking them,” he comment­
ed.

Another possibility is that for­
mer University of Texas Chancellor 
James P. Hart would announce his 
gubernatorial plans in mid-Decem­
ber.

Supreme Court Justic Will Wil­
son is being talked more and more 
as a candidate for attorney general. 
State Sen. Searcy Bracewell of 
Houston is considered a prospect 
either for this post, or for lieuten­
ant governor.

And a onesentence card in the 
mails prophesies: “Obie Jones will 
be your next state treasurer.” Jones 
is a state representative from 
Travis County.

Daniel Drive Grows
Movements to persuade U. S. Sen. 

Price Daniel to run for governor 
apparently are breaking out over 
the state.

In Navarro County, Democratic 
leaders who split over Shivers and 
Yarborough and over Eisenhower 
and Stevenson united in signing a 
petition endorsing Daniel. A simi­
lar situation developed in Childress.

A poll of the heavly conservative 
Dallas County Democratic Execu­
tive Committee by the Dallas 
Morning News showed Daniel a 
strong favorite.

Observers felt this increaing ac­
tivity indicated Daniel has given his 
supporters encouragement.

Lindsey to Leave Politics
House Speaker Jim Lindsey ap­

parently has rejected the lure of 
higher political office.

He is to succeed Gen. Ike Ash- 
burn as executive vicepresident of 
the Texas Good Roads Association 
on January 1. Ashburn, retiring 
from that position, will take over 
as chairman of the board.

Lindsey will complete his present 
term in the legislature, he said, but 
will not seek elective office next 
year. Elected speaker before his 
28th birthday, he had been consid­
ered a possible candidate for attor­
ney general.

Tax Portion for Schools Asked
Texans attending the White 

House Conference on Education 
this week planned to plug for a new 
school financing idea developed in a 
report on the preliminary state 
conference held in Austin recently.

Their goal: “A percentage of all 
federal income taxes collected n 
each state should be left in the 
state for school support.”

Another possibility suggested in 
the report was to extend the tax- 
supported educational period for all 
students from 12 to 14 years.

Labor Poll Tax Drive
A drive to get a half-million 

union labor members to buy poll 
taxes is in high gear, says one of 
its leaders.

Poll taxes of union members are 
up as much as 70 per cent in some 
areas, said Jerry Holleman of Aus­
tin, executive secretary of the 
Texas Federation of Labor.

CIO, railroad brotherhood and 
Federation groups are working to­
gether on the project, according to 
Holleman.

Teacher Retirement Pushed
Some 8,000 Texas teachers by­

passed traditional turkey dinners to 
spend their holiday studying pro­
fessional objectives.

Topping their convention agenda 
were plans for an organized cam­
paign to gain voter approval for 
the teacher retirement constitu­
tional amendment which will ap­
pear on next November’s general 
election ballot.

Passage of the amendment is 
necessary, said the Texas State 
Teachers Asosciation resolution, “to 
insure teachers for the flood of ad­
ditional pupils enrolling in Texas 
public schools.”

Citizen Arrest Upheld
Sometimes even a private citizen 

can legally make an arrest, says 
the Court of Criminal Appeals.

One such instance involved an 
Air Force captain who stopped a 
weaving car and detained the in­
toxicated driver until police ar­
rived.

A 2-to-l court decision affirmed 
the resultant jail sentence and fine 
against the driver.

New Lawyers Sworn In
State Senator Jimmie B. Rogers 

of Austin, after six years as a law­
maker, now has the right to prac­
tice law. He was one of 81 new

attorneys who passed the fall bar 
examination and were sworn in by 
Chief Justice John E. Hickman of 
the Supreme Court.

In the same ceremony, Dr. J. L. 
Walker of Austin became the sec­
ond physician in Texas to be ad­
mitted to the bar.

MOSCOW

Moscow is a city of tremendous 
size. The Russians estimate the 
population at from five to seven 
million. All of the housing is apart­
ment type. I asked a number of 
times about seeing the private resi­
dential sections. Each time I was 
told that there were no private 
residential sections, that private in­
dividuals did not own land in Rus­
sia. Living space is assigned upon 
applcation of the individual. The 
amount of living space is deter­
mined by the number of individuals 
in the family group. This may in­
clude people from four generations. 
I was told that some people owned 
houses that were located away 
from the city, to which they took 
their families each summer. The 
house was owned by the individual 
as personal property, but he did not 
own the land. Most of the housing 
is in buildings that are built flush 
with the sidewalk. Entry to the 
different living units is gained by 
going through a gate that extends 
into a center courtyard from which 
you have access to the several 
apartments. There is an acute 
housing shortage at the present

time and much of the building that 
is going on in Moscow is multiple 
unit housing. We saw many of 
these buildings under construction 
and observed the type of workman­
ship. The brick laying does not ap­
pear to be even fair by our stand­
ards. The plastering word does 
seem to be fair. Much of this work 
is done by women who can be seen 
on each and every job. They ap­
peared to be very strong and hard 
workers. Many of them are also 
seen doing much of the street work. 
That is the cleaning of the streets 
and also the repairing thereof. 
Many are working as park attend­
ants and as cleaning women on the 
sidewalks and other portions of the 
public parks.

The Kremlin is a tremendous 
walled area in which there are 
many buildings, including a fabu­
lous palace which was built by the 
czars. A part of this structure has 
been made over and houses the Su­
preme Soviet. This is made up of 
the Soviet of Nationalities of 708 
members and the Soviet of the 
Union of 639 members. All of these 
are seated in one hall at desks. The 
chamber is much longer than it is 
broad and has the appearance of 
many of the lecture rooms in some 
of our universities, although much 
larger. The Russian Government 
has converted one of the buildings 
inside the Kremlin into a museum. 
This museum houses a great num­
ber of items concerning Russian 
history, including the many types 
of dress during the czarist days, 
even back to suits of armor worn 
by men and also used on the horses. 
Many of the eoaches, which are 
very ornate, have been preserved. 
Many intrcate works of art and 
royal jewels are also on display. 
The Kremlin fronts on Red Square. 
This is where the tomb of Lenin 
and Stalin is located. It is a square, 
dark red, marble structure just out­
side the Kremlin wall on the 
Square. The tomb is opened at 
certain times for visitors to view 
the remains of Lenin and Stalin. 
You pass through a door at ground 
level at which is stationed guards. 
You turn to the left and go down- 
several flights of stairs below the 
earth and turn into a chamber 
which houses the bodies of Lenin 
and Stalin. They are in a glass 
case and seem to be perfectly pre­
served. There is a pinkish or 
orange glow around them. Lenin’s 
body is the first that you see, al­
though you can see them both at

the same time. They both appear 
to be asleep. Lenin his his fists 
doubled up and seems to have his 
jaw set. Stalin, however, has his 
hands folded across his mid-section 
in a very calm manner and his phy­
sical appearance seems to be calm 
and relaxed. Great numbers of 
people pass through this tomb 
every time it is opened. I had 
watched these throngs from my ho­
tel window but did not know where 
they were going or what they were 
doing.

BANKRUPTCY PROCEEDINGS 
EXPLAINED

There are always a certain num­
ber of families in the United States 
with serious financial troubles. At 
this time ,the number is relatively 
few. To those few and to their 
creditors, this column should be of 
particular interest.

The principal reported causes 
which throw families into financial 
difficulties are: Inflation and high 
taxes, inability to resist “impulse” 
buyng, combined with easy credit, 
illness or other emergencies, or 
just plain bad judgment and mis­
management.

Some people in financial diffi­
culty, when threatened with legal 
proceedings to collect outstanding 
debts, seek the relief offered them 
by federal bankruptcy laws.

The purpose of bankruptcy laws 
is to permit an honest but unfor­
tunate or weak debtor to surrender 
or account for all his property for 
the benefit of his creditors and in 
exchange be discharged of his debts.

Any adult who is insolvent may 
become a. voluntary bankrupt by 
having his attorney prepare for 
him a bankruptcy petition, togeth­
er with schedules of his assets and

in the proper United States district 
court.

After the debtor is adjudcated a 
bankrupt he is required to appear 
for examination as to his assets in 
the bankruptcy court, and if he 
fully accounts for his assets and 
has not violated any of the bank­
ruptcy laws he will thereafter re­
ceive a discharge of his debts.

If he is granted a discharge of 
his debts, he has started a new fi­
nancial life as of the date he filed 
bankruptcy. The assets which he 
thereafter acquires cannot be 
reached to satisfy the old debts, nor 
will creditors be permitted to sue 
him on the old debts.

Dishonest debtors sometimes en­
deavor to gain advantages for 
themselves not allowed by the 
bankruptcy laws. In these instances, 
upon objects to discharge by cred­
itors, they not only will be denied 
a discharge of their debts, but the 
court will be prone to deal harshly 
with the offenders if they have 
violated the criminal laws.

The head of a family is entitled 
to claim as exempt any property 
which is exempt under Texas home­
stead laws, which in the ordinary 
case will be his home, household 
furniture, wearing apparel, the 
family automobile and tools of his 
trade or profession. However, if 
any of this property is covered by 
a mortgage or conditional sales 
contract he must pay any balance 
due thereon, or the owner of such 
mortgage or contract may re­
possess.

Bankruptcy has a lasting effect 
upon a person’s future credit and 
in the usual case causes the cred- 
to lose their entire debt.

Many bankruptcies could be 
avoided if the “overloaded” debtor 
would make a timely effort to sit 
down with his creditors and work 
out plans for reduced payments 
over extended periods.

In fact, writing of annual cor­
poration reports to stockholders 
has become a major fine art 
often done by hired publicity 
specialists, with wonderful prose 
written to explain why phases 
of the moon, Molotov’s indiges­
tion, or some other reason, ac­
counted for a decline of corporate 
earnings, rather than just plain 
bad judgement by management.

On the other hand, the inde­

pendent businessman never feels 
it necessary to employ ghost 
writers to explain to himself why 
his mistake has pulled down his

Thus, it might be said there 
are two broad classifications of 
businessmen. Responsible busi­
nessmen who risk their own 
capital and irresponsible busi­
nessmen who are risking som- 
body else’s capital.

Sesamolin, a sesame oil deriva­
tive, has been found to be the most 
potent booster for pyrethrum in- 
sectcides yet discovei'ed. Use of 
the compound give pyrethrum in­
secticides greatly increased killing 
power against house flies and cer­
tain other insects, but does not in­
crease their extremely low toxicity 
to humans and warm blooded ani­
mals.

The discovery has laid the 
groundwork for development of a 
satifactory commercial process for 
extraction of sesamolin from the 
oil of sesame seed or possible de­
velopment of a synthetic compound 
for use in insecticides that will 
duplicate the booster effect of na­
tural sesamolin.

Increasing availability of sesame 
oil helps to make it a promising 
source of the booster. The develop­
ment of ne wstrains of non-shatter­
ing sesame, through cooperative 
State-USDA research, which in­
cludes the Texas Agricultural Ex­
periment Station, has made the 
crop suitable for mechanical har­
vesting and the acreage is being in­
creased especially in Texas.

Pyrethrum insecticides contain 
insect-killing compounds called py- 
rethrins, obtained from the fried 
flowers of the pyrethrum plant and 
imported mainly from East Africa.

The best commercial boosters 
when mixed with pyrethrum in a 
ratio of 5 to 1 make the insecticide 
about 12 times more effective 
against flies than pyrethrum alone 
but mixing sesamolin with pyre­
thrum in a ratio of 1 to 1 increases 
the insecticide’s fly-killing power 
by 31 times. In addition, it boosts 
the already potent “knock-down” 
ability of pyrethrum.

Dr. Daniel Russell, professor of 
rural socialogy at Texas A. and M.

Haiti directing government food 
distribution and technical aid as­
sistance. He reported continuing 
starvation conditions following last 
year’s leveling by Hurricane Hazel; 
seeds which were sent then arrived 
during the worst drouth in Haitian 
history. The Thanksgiving self- 
help seed project was recommended 
by Dr. Russell and adopted by the 
Texas CROP Committee as an im­
mediate means of giving long-range 
help to a people practically on the 
doorstep of the United States.

Consignment is being made to the 
Rev. Ormonde McConnell of the 
Methodist Church. Distribution will 
be made for a 5,000-acre area on 
the southern peninsula of Haiti.

The shipment will leave the 
United States by way of New Or­
leans.
