Notice of Appeal 
Filed by Attorneys 
For Paul Strickland

Attorneys for Paul Strickland 
filed a motion for a new trial in 
county court Wednesday but, over­
ruled by County Judge A. D. Smith, 
fiW  notice of appeal.

The case will be heard in the 
Court of Civil Appeals, for Seventh 
District, Amarillo, before E. L. 
Pitts, chief justice, and Associate 
Justices Herbert C. Martin and 
E. O. NorthcuM according to 
County Attorney "Bill Sheehan.

The case was heard last week 
before a six-man jury in Farwell. 
At that time he was awarded $400 
for a 140-foot long strip of right- 
of-way 10 feet deep for his prop­
erty on Highway 60.

A special commission which 
heard the case in August awarded 
him $500 for the property right- 
-of-way which the city must have 
for the proposed widening of the 
highway through citv limits into a 
four-lane road. This verdict, was 
appealed by the property owner 
and the case tried in county court.

Strickland is one of two property 
owners who did not give their prop­
erty for the highway improvement. 
Of the 60 owners involved both 
Strickland and Fred White asked 
for right-of-way payments. Spe­
cial commissions heard both cases, 
granting Strickland $500 for his 
business property and giving Fred 
White $1200 for his 140-foot strip 
of residence property. The city, 
however, filed notice of appeal on 
the latter verdict and this case will 
be heard in county court at a later 
date, according to Sheehan.

Parmer County’s 1956 March of 
Dimes campaign will get underway 
on Monday, according to Raymond 
Euler, campaign director.

“The county this year has a goal 
of approximately $4,000 to reach,” 
he pointed out, “and the campaign, 
as usual, will be conducted all dur­
ing the month of January.”

Beginning Monday, dime cards 
and March of Dimes banks will be 
displayed in local business houses. 
The dime cards are huge cardboard 
placards which will hold 100 dimes. 
Pictures emphasize the research, 
prevention and polio treatment as­
pects of fund disbursal. Banks this 
year feature a picture of a tiny 
polio victim, plus shots of non 
lung patients. Cards will also be 
distributed to school children.

Last year the county collected 
$3864.58, and hope to surpass their 
collections this year, Euler said.

Community chairmen who will 
direct activities in different com­
munities are Mrs. Woodrow Whit­
aker, Black; A. J. Ellison, Bovina; 
John Getz, Farwell; Bill Sheehan, 
Friona; Mrs. Joe Jesko, Lazbuddie; 
and Jack D. Patterson, Rhea. Hugh 
Mosely is chapter chairman.

Mrs. Roy V. Miller is TV talent 
chairman, and the annual county 
talent show will be held in Friona 
High School Auditorium on Jan­
uary 12. Judges and advisors from 
KFDA-TV in Amarillo will be pres­
ent to pick talent best suited to ap­
pear on the Panhandle March of 
Dimes show to be televised Jan­
uary 28 and 29. Anyone interested 
in appearing locally should contact 
Mrs. Miller or Raymond Euler.

In the past, March of Dimes 
events have also included a 
Mother’s March, a pie supper at

Rhea and a dance sponsored by 
the American Legion.

Available now from the cam­
paign director is a film on polio 
which is available to any clubs, 
schools or civic organizations who 
may want to show it. The 16-mm. 
sound film is supplied free of 
charge and a projector is available, 
according to Euler.

“Parmer County has always re­
sponded wonderfully to polio cam­
paigns,” said Euler, “and we know 
they will do so again. We aren’t 
employing any high pressure tac­
tics, but we do want to make avail­
able to the public information 
about the great need for March of 
Dime funds, and we’d like to make 
giving as painless as possible.”

Where do the’ funds collected in 
this annual drive go?

The National Foundation for In­
fantile Paralysis says, “The life, 
health and human usefulness of 
thousands of Americans still de­
pend wholly and directly, upon the 
success of the March of Dimes. The 
idea that the Salk vaccine ‘will take 
care of everything’ from here- on 
out, is a premature and wholly 
false idea. Polio is not yet con­
quered, although we are making 
great strides, but research experi­
mentation and treatment still take 
a great deal of money.”

Last year, for example, 30,000 
persons in the United States con­
tacted polio, the sixth highest total 
in 40 years of polio incidence.

According to the foundation, 
“Our scientists have triumphed 
over a virus. Their weapon: a 
vaccine. We, the people, still have 
to conquer a disease. Our weapon, 
the March of Dimes.”

Children who received their polio 
shots last year are due for a booster 
shot along in February, according 
to Dr. Paul Spring, county health 
officer.

Two shots were administered last 
year and third in the series is due 
next month. This shot will be ad­
ministered by the family physician 
or pediatrician and there will be 
no organized program for giving 
the shots, Dr. Spring pointed out.

“It is going to be the parents’ re­
sponsibility to see that his child 
gets these vaccinations,” he said. 
“These shots are not free. How­
ever, the parent of any child who 
is due for a booster shot and can­
not afford to pay for them, in Par­
mer County, should consult with 
Parmer County Community Hos­
pital officials.”

The visit to Russia of the Hon­
orable Lester Pearson, the Can­
adian Secretary of State for Exter­
nal Affairs, has been mentioned in 
previous newsletters. It v/as his of­
ficial visit to the Soviet that was 
the occasion for a state reception to 
be given in his honor. When it 
was learned that we would be in 
Moscow about the same time, invi­
tations were extended to us. These 
invitations were in Russian and 
had to be delivered to each of us 
by a person who could read Rus- 
sion, because none of us could have 
recognized our own names. The 
reception took place in a very large 
and ornate house maintained by the 
Russian Government for that pur­
pose. It was luxuriously furnished 
and immaculately kept. When we 
entered we ascended a flight of 
stairs into a large hallway and 
wefe then ushered into a medium­
sized room. In the center of this 
room stood Mr. Molotov, the Rus­
sian Foreign Minister. He greeted 
each of us with a smile and a word 
of welcome. There was no other 
receiving line. After shaking hands 
with Mr. Molotov, we were escorted 
into a large rceeption hall which 
was occupied by a great number of 
people talking every c mceivable 
language. They were representa­
tives of other countries. We were 
the only Americans present and 
very few people in the room could 
speak English. We were able to 
converse with a few from some of 
the embassies. We attempted to 
talk to several Russians through in­
terpreters. Some were very friend­
ly and wanted to talk while others 
were very cool and obviously did 
not want to converse. Soon Mr. 
Malenkov and several members of 
the Presidium of the Supreme 
Soviet came into the reception hall 
through another door. Mr. Malen­
kov and three others conversed at 
length with seyeral of us through 
an interpreter.” The intei’preter 
was a young man of abouc thirty 
who spoke excellent English and 
did a splendid job of interpreting. 
Most of the conversation was with 
Mr. Malenkov. It was suggested 
that he visit Texas, and he replied 
that he thought there would be 
time for that and would like to 
make such a visit. I did not catch 
the names of the other members 
who were with him and could not 
pronounce them if I had. I did 
know that Mr. Bulganin, Mr. Khru- 
schchev and Mr. Mikoyan were not 
present at the reception, so I am 
sure it was none of them. The 
members present were very gra­
cious to us and made sev&rai ref­
erences to hopes that the relation­
ships between our two countries 
would be much better in the fu­
ture.

The signal was given that the 
Eood was ready and that the guests 
were to partake of it. As it turned 
out there were several dining 
rooms in which there were a num­
ber of tables laden with all kinds 
of food and drink. Our party was 
supposed to go into the dining room 
where the members of the Pre­
sidium were to eat. But, several 
of us got sidetracked and into an­
other dining room where we saŵ  
first-hand evidence to confirm our* 
conclusions that the Russians are 
great eaters. The tables were so 
arranged as to indicate that the 
service was to be buffet style. How­
ever, it was a case of first come, 
first served. Those who got to the 
table first firmly implanted their 
feet in place and proceeded to en­
joy in anything in reach. I stood by 
one man for about ten minutes 
waiting for him to move and then 
decided I had better try another 
table. I did get a bite of a few 
things that were very tasty, and 
then was told that I was supposed

to be in another dining room. I 
went to the other dining room 
where all of the high officials of 
the Russian government and offi­
cial representatives of other coun­
tries were gathered. As I started 
to enter the doorway, two fellows 
about five by five who were stand­
ing on each sde of the door closed 
In to prevent my entering. Remem­
bering some of my old football 
lootwork, I side-stepped them and 
was inside before they knew which 
Way I had gone. They made no 
tffort to eject me but did get the 
gap closed so that another mem­
ber of our party was not able to 
get in. He called to me over 
their heads and asked how I had 
gotten in. Seeing his plight, I went 
back over to the door and said to 
the two guards, “Let him in. He’s 
all right.” Whereupon the two 
guards parted and let the other 
member in, much to my surprise. 
We then visited with representa­
tives of the governments of Mexico, 
Canada, England, Sweden and oth­
ers until it was time to depart 
about eight p. m.

It can be said that a Russian 
State reception is not much dif­
ferent from the same type of party 
in other countries, including Wash­
ington.

The Kremlin is a walled area 
consisting of 75 acres. Its construc­
tion began in the fourteenth cen­
tury. The walls are flanked by 
green roofed watch towers, no two 
of which are alike. There are five 
roseate brick gate towers, each sur­
mounted by spires of various de­
signs. It is in the shape of an ir­
regular triangle and enclosed with­
in its walls are four large open 
squares, three cathedrals, seven 
churches, a convent, a monastery, 
three palaces, senate house, synod­
al buildings, the Tower of Ivan the 
Great and the arsenal. It might 
be interesting to point out that 
none of the religious buildings are 
presently being used for that pur­
pose. Work is going on inside sev­
eral of them and they are to be 
used as museums. We were in sev­
eral of these building and visited 
the main palace that was ua*d by 
the Czars. It was very interesting 
to note the living quarters. These 
have been restored by the present 
regime and are being displayed as 
museum items. One partciular hall 
was similar to a large, modern play 
room. We were told that this was 
where the men met to discuss af­
fairs of state. We noticed a little 
square hole about two feet by two 
feet next to the ceiling on one of 
the walls. We asked about it and 
were told that this was where the 
women stayed while the men con­
ducted the affairs of state. They 
were not allowed in the room but 
could stick their heads through this 
hole and watch what was going on.
I could not find out how the women 
of that day felt about this, but I am 
sure that it would not meet with 
the approval of the present day 
ladies.
