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Foundation Heads 
Approve Hospital’s 
Tax Exempt Status
The $10,000 which the Ford 

Foundation may donate to Parmer 
County Community Hospital wasn’t 
actually granted this week,

A letter from Foundation Presi­
dent H. Rowan Gaither Jr., Tues­
day, outlined the terms of grant, 
explaining that the hospital must 
be accepted for listing by the 
American Hospital Association and 
must prove their tax exempt status 
under Bureau of Internal Revenue 
regulations.

Auditor Bill Curtis, of Russell, 
Curtis and Graham accountants, in 
Amarillo, after a talk with Ford 
Foundation officials in New York 
City, Tuesday afternoon, reported 
that he felt sure the local hospital’s 
tax exempt status would be cleared 
by officials. The hospital has been 
accepted for listing by AHA accord­
ing to Business Manager Jimmy 
Baxter.

Into the mail Wednesday went 
the official request for the grant, 
Baxter said, along with a copy of 
the articles of incorporation. If the 
money is granted, half will be re­
ceived in three months.

According to Mr. Gaither’s let­
ter, “While final determination of 
those hospitals which are eligible 
and the establishment of the exact 
amount of each grant must be 
made by the Foundation at its 
discretion, we believe that your 
hospital may be eligible for a grant 
of $10,000 under this program.”

The foundation offered a grant 
to each voluntary nonprofit hos­
pital in the United States accepted 
for listing by the American Hos­
pital Association as of Dec. 12, 1955,

Approximately 65 members and 
their wives from the American Le­
gion met in Legion Hall Monday 
night to sack $315 worth of candy, 
fruit and nuts which were distrib­
uted the past week to school chil­
dren, churches, and pre-schoolers in 
the Friona area.

Sacks which remained 
were given to the Methodist, Bap­
tist, Assembly of God and United 
Pentacostal churches where they 
were distributed however the 
churches chose, Brummet said.

School Taxes Total 
$21,080 this Month

COTTON GINNINGS
Cotton ginnings in the Friona 

area by press time Friday had to­
taled 15.940 bales. Individual gins 
reported the following totals:

North Plains Gin, 4080; L & H 
Gin, 2250; West Hub Gin, 5260; 
and Mills & Fleming, 4350.

Reports from the gins indicated 
that the cotton harvest has about 
reached its close.

School taxes paid in the month 
of November totaled $21,080.52, ac­
cording to Dan Ethridge, treasurer 
of the school board.

This, was an ¡increase of $2,192.20 
over , the amount collected during 
November, 1954, and a decrease 
from the $27,468.95 collected dur­
ing the month of October, 1955.

But people still have a chance to 
pay their taxes and save the one 
per cent deductable during De­
cember, officials pointed out and 
during the month of January, taxes 
may be paid without penalty im­
posed. Beginning February 1, how­
ever, penalties will be imposed.

School taxes are payable at the 
Ethridge-Spring agency office.

C of C Dues May ; 
Be Paid Monthly

Chamber of Commerce officials 
met Monday night in the C of C 
office to make plans for the an­
nual banquet, name a nominating 
committee for next year’s board of 
directors and establish a new sys­
tem for installment paying on C of 
C dues.

The annua] banquet, one of the 
biggest festivities of its kind which 
Friona sponsors each year, will be 
scheduled sometime between Jan­
uary 20 and February 17. A com­
mittee was named to select a ban­
quet speaker and recommendations 
to the two-man committee includ­
ed a suggestion that they find a 
speaker who might secure inform­
ation on the administration's farm 
program.

Bill Sheehan and Charles Allen 
were named on this committee. 
Tickets for the banquet will go on 
sale soon after Christmas. Charges 
are $1.50 apiece.

Dan Ethridge, A. W. Anthony Sr., 
end Mac Bainum were named to 
make recommendations for the 
1956 board of directors. They are 
to report at the next meeting. 
Eight men serve on the board, most 
of whom work two-year terms.

Officials also considered the re­
quest of several merchants who had 
asked about the feasibility of pay­
ing Chamber of Commerce dues in 
monthly installments, pointed out 
President Dillie Kelley.

Beginning January 1, this new 
method will be incorporated into 
Chamber of Commerce procedure.. 
Thus a merchant can divide his an­
nual dues into 12 payments. He will 
be billed each month and can pay 
his due*: ! si as he pays his utili­
ties, Kelley said.

“There are 79 businesses within 
the City Limits of Friona,” the 
president explained. “If they aver­
aged five dollars a month in dues, 
that would give us an annual budg­
et of $5,000 to carry out our work 
with. We would have a certain 
amount coming in each month to 
pay our bills and wouldn’t have to 
go around collecting for everything 
that came along.”

Kelley also emphasized the fact 
that the Chamber of Cohimerce is 
not limited to merchants. Farmers 
and ranchers are welcomed as 
members of the organization.

Every member will be contacted 
next month to see whether he pre­
fers paying his dues in a lump sum 
or in monthly installments, offi­
cials said, and he may start in with 
his January payments.

Joe- Brummett of. the American 
Legion appeared before the group 
to explain the Legion/s; request for 
higher rent from their tenants, 
From now on the Chamber of Com­
merce will pay $1200 instead ol 
$800 annual rent for their two of­
fices, including the C of C and the 
Soil Conservation office. This rent 
includes bills.

Brummett pointed out that the 
Legion wanted to do some remod­
eling and needed the extra money 
Officials agreed that $50 per month 
for each office, including bills, was 
not out of line with current office 
rentals.

AUSTIN. — Purchasers of insur­
ance policies from U. S. Trust and 
Guaranty Co. are advised to buy 
other coverage, for their own 
safety.

That’s the recommendation of 
Garland Smith, chairman of the 
Texas Board of Insurance Commis­
sioners.

District Judge Charles O. Betts 
has appointed State Liquidator 
J. D. Wheeler, as temporary re­
ceiver, to take over operation of 
the multi-million dollar Waco firm 
which the insurance commissioners 
have declared insolvent.

U. S. Trust and Guaranty Co., 
closed last week at Judge Betts’ 
order, has sold fidelity, surety, 
guaranty, fire, auto, general lia­
bility and all forms of casualty in­
surance except workmens compen­
sation.

Attorney General John Ben 
Shepperd filed the suit against the 
firm. Action was necessary to pre­
vent future loss to depositors and 
other Creditors, said the insurance 
board.

U. S. Automotive Service and 
Arkansas Fire and Marine Insur­
ance Co., alleged subsidiaries, also 
were covered by Judge Betts’ order.

Offices of the firm are located at 
Austin, Beaumont, Corpus Christi, 
Dallas, El Paso, Ft. Worth, Hills­
boro, Houston, Lubbock, Sherman, 
San Antonio, Tyler and Waco.

J. B. Alderdice, chief of the saf­
ety responsibility division of the 
Texas Department of Public Safety, 
said that the department would ac­
cept, in lieu of cash security, any 
automobile liability insurance pol­
icy issued by the company up to the 
date when and if the company fi­
nally is placed in receivership.

‘However,” said Alderdice, “ if a 
suit is filed and judgment, obtained 
against the holder of such a policy, 
as the result of a motor vehicle 
accident, and the judgment is not 
satisfied by either the company or 
the policy holder, it wll be neces­
sary for the department to suspend 
the driver’s license and vehicle reg­
istration until the judgment has 
been satisfied and proof of financial 
responsibility for the future is fur­
nished.’

More Land Suits
Six suits seeking recovery of 

$288,489 on loans made under the 
veterans land program were filed 
in Austin last week by Atty. Gen. 
John Ben Shepperd.

The land is located in Dimmitt, 
Zavala and Uvalde counties. Suits 
pertained to block deals made with 
42 veterans, mostly Latin-Ameri- 
cans. Ten south Texas land pro­
moters were listed as defendants.

This makes a total of 30 civil 
suits brought by the state. Total 
recovery sought is $2,945,381. Total 
recovered to-date, in five suits, is 
$381,032.

Anti-Parr Forces Win
Anti-George Parr forces are one 

step nearer their goal of prosecut­
ing the South Texas political boss 
on charges of misappropriation of 
Duval County funds.

Last week the State Supreme 
Court unanimously upheld the sus­
pension of a Duval County Com­
missioner, Mrs. Estella G. Garcia. 
This shifted the balance of power 
to a commissioners court that sides 
with the state on where and how 
Parr shal lbe tried for recovery of 
about $1,000,000.

Atty. Gen. John Ben Shepperd 
termed the ruling “a heartening 
and far-reaching victory.”

Texas Leads in Dope
Texas leads all other states in 

illegal narcotics traffic. So says 
Charles F. Herring of Austin. He 
stated that pushers find it easy to 
obtain dope in Mexico-Texas bor­
der towns.

Herring is a former U. S. District 
Attorney. He testified at hearings 
in San Antonio, before U. S. Sen­
ator Price Daniel’s subcommittee 
on dope traffic.

Both the Texas Department of 
Plblic Safety and federal units 
along the border are “seriously un­
dermanned,” said Herring. He 
recommended more men and equip­
ment . . . much stiffer laws.

Here are some of the reasons 
that the great majority of the more 
than one and one-half million Farm 
Bureau Members oppose the pro­
posal: High price supports fix<?d 
by government, without regard to 
supply and demand, have resulted 
in lower farm income because it 
encourages increased production, 
there is less consumption, and ex­
port markets drop.

High supports in our country en­
courage production in foreign 
countries. They sell their products 
just below our support price. Then 
our products go into government 
storage and foreign products get 
our market. Now, put more pro­
duction, less consumption and less 
export together, and you get sur­
plus. These surpluses bring about 
production controls. These controls 
have faile dto adjust supply with 
demand. 1 The result is that farm­
ers lose opportunity to produce and 
to sell the volume that otherwise 
might be produced and sold at a 
reasonable profit.

The idea that mandatory 90 per 
cent of parity price supports have 
been a blessing to farmers just 
doesn’t hold water after a close 
examination. It wasn’t 90 per cent 
of parity that caused farm prices 
to average 124 per cent of parity in 
1946, or 113 per cent of parity for 
11 years, (1942-1952). It was ex­
traordinary demand because of 
war.

The fact that farmers have gen­
erally voted for marketing quotas 
in order to maintain 90 per cent of 
parity price supports has given 
some people misconceived ideas of 
the farmer’s attitude toward pro­
duction controls. The marketing 
quota referendum does not give 
the producer a realistic alternative 
to voting for quotas. If the refer­
endum were worded so as to give 
the producer a choice such as this: 
Say Parmer County had a choice of 
41,000 acres of cotton with high 
supports, or 60,000 at 75 per cent

of parity, it would give a more 
realistic picture of the desires of 
the majority of the farmers.

Many farmers have expressed 
themselves as favoring the latter, 
(higher acreages and lower sup­
ports) because they believe that 
would discourage foreign produc­
tion of cotton, and cotton could 
compete with synthetics that are 
taking a large percentage of for­
mer cotton markets.

Now, to get back to House Reso­
lution 12: This resolution is be­
ing supported by the smallest farm 
organization in the United States, 
and the largest labor organization 
in the world. These same two or­
ganizations have also teamed up in 
an attempt to raise the minimum 
hourly wage to $1.25, including 
agricultural workers. (Minimum 
wages do not apply to agricultural 
areas of production and processing 
at present). This again raises the 
question, “Who is qualified to 
speak for farmers?” Farm Bureau 
thinks you, the farmers, are best 
qualified.

Farm income has dropped on the 
national average, less than 4 per 
cent, while the cost of production 
has risen almost 30 per cent.* Do 
those H.R. 12 supporting organiza­
tions really have the best interests 
of the farmer in mind, when they 
propose to raise, still further, our 
cost of production?

The present situation of farm 
surplus, with severe decline in total 
net farm income and loss of mar­
kets, is making it increasingly clear 
that rigid price supports do not 
guarantee farm prosperity. We 
should know now, that there is no 
easy answer to the problem of ad­
justing an overexpanded agricul­
tural plant to markets that are 
shifting. We must avoid being 
stampeded into any program that 
appears good on the surface, but 
that would prove unworkable or 
detrimental to agriculture as a 
whole.

Let us learn how farm organiza­
tions represent us in ALL ISSUES, 
not just one or two. Farm Bureau 
is interested in every farm prob­
lem and every farmer. Farmers 
must work out these problems 
themselves. We have to find out 
what we want, and then work to­
gether to gain success.

The airlines seem to be a fa­
vorite whipping boy today. Pick up 
almost any newspaper or magazine 
anti somebodyjs complaining about 
them.

And therein lies a lesson that 
other businesses might well heed.

Because the airlines built up 
their vast economy with emphasis 
upon personnel. They took a crop 
of bright young Americans and 
taught them the Airlines Way; and 
they turned out of their training 
schools the well groomed women 
and the immaculately dressed 
young men who piloted the planes, 
served as stewardesses, manned the 
ticket booths and made the reserva­
tions, and lived by the company’s 
axioms.

The potential plane rider was 
completely in their hands* Oh, 
never were they rude. Far from 
it. They were smiling and pleas­
ant and no matter how irate or in­
considerate the customer, those 
bright young people kept smiling.

But apparently the airlines em­
phasis was on the wrong kind of 
courtesy. The actual convenience 
of their customers was sadly over­
looked . And now after ten or 15 
years of being more or less at the 
mercy of the airlines and their way 
of doing business, the customer is 
beginning to rebel. Instead of the 
smiling and superficially courteous 
airline representative doling out his 
company-taught public relations, he 
would like a little humane treat­
ment. He wants to know why 
there are delays enroute; why if a 
plane is late he won’t be informed; 
why he can’t be taken into the con­
fidences of personnel on matters 
which affect him personally.

Granted the airlines have their 
problems; granted that in the fields 
of engineering they have done an 
excellent job; granted they are a 
major contribution to American 
transportation and have a real ef­
fect upon both our economy and 
our high standard of living. But 
granted also their public relations 
would be more successful if they 
quit trying to portray air travel as 
a glamorous way of life to which 
the average passenger was lucky 
to have access, at all costs.

The American people respect 
deeply implanted in the roots of 
genuine etiquette—respect for the 
other fellow, in this case, the pas­
senger himself, who is often end­
lessly inconvenienced quite un­
necessarily as the airlines busily 
pursue their glamorous profession

It’s time many big businesses sat 
up and realized that glamorous 
overtones won’t satisfy the grass­
roots American if it isn’t accom­
panied with a little down-to-earth 
recognition of his needs.

Farm employers are reminded by 

Mr. John R. Robinson, administra* 
tive officer of the Internal Reve­
nue Service that social security 
taxes apply to cash wages paid to 
every farm worker to whom the" 
employer pays $100 or more cash 
wages during the year 1955.

CRANBERRY SALAD

1 cup ground raw cranberries 
1 peeled orange, ground 
1 cup crushed pineapple 
1 tbsp. lemon juice 
1 cup chopped celery 
1 cup chopped nuts 
1 cup sugar
1 pkg. cherry gelatin dissolved in 

1 cup hot water.
Mix first seven ingredients in 

order named. Add to gelatin mix­
ture and pour into mold. Allow to 
congeal.

MARSHMALLOW SALAD

1 pkg. of salad marshmallows 
,1 small can crushed pineapple 
1/2 cup flaked cocoanut (shred­

ded cocanut may be used).
1/2 cup chopped pecans 
1/4 cup chopped maraschino 

cherries if desired.
Mix marshmallows and pineapple 

and let set overnight.4 Before 
serving, mix other ingredients and 
serve on lettuce leaves with 
whipped cream.

ENGLISH PEA SALAD

1 can No. 2 peas, drained 
1 can ripe pimentos, chopped.
1/4 pound freshly grated cheese 
Mix together with enough French 

dressing to combine ,serve immedi­
ately in lettuce cups.

PINEAPPLE VEGETABLE 
SALAD

1 pkg. lime gelatine 
1 cup hot water 
1 No. 2 can crushed pineapple 
3 carrots, shredded 

, 1 cup chopped nuts.
At Recent Suprise Shower Mix gelatine and water. Add

pineapple, carrots and nuts. Pour 
into mold and place in refrigerator 
to congeal.

“The kind of food that people 
eat today is different from the 
foods they ate when I was a 
child,” she pointed out.

With de­
hydration, canning processes and 
freezing so common, few foods are 
really out of season, and there are 
so many different ways to prepare 
meats, vegetables and fruits today.

Holiday plants require special
care if they are to look their best 
Just like human beings, they need 
bright light or sunlight, in the day 
and a proper amount of water

Wilting, leaf yellowing and burn­
ing. leaf drop and premature loss 
of flowers can be caused by under­
watering or over-watering plants 
Thorough watering is important as 
soon as plants are dry, but avoid 
leaving plants standing in water 
F’ uncture the tinfoil or heavy paper 
>n pots at the drainage hole to pro­
vide necessary drainage

Here are some further sugges­
tions:

Lower the night temperature to 
piulong the life of blooms. Mini­
mum night temperature for pom- 
settias and Christmas begonias 
should be 60 degrees The desir­
able night temperatures for aza­
leas. Christmas cactus, chrysan­
themums. cyclamen, Jerusalem 
cherry. Kalanchoe, ornamental 
peppers, potted bulbs and , cut 
flowers are between 50 degrees and 
60 degrees High room tempera­
tures hasten the maturity of 
flowers and shorten their life.

Avoid sudden t e m p e r a t u r e  
changes and drafts. Keep both 
plants and cut flowers away from 
radiators and heat registers and 
out of drafts. Poinsettias are espe- 
cially sensitive to sudden temper­
ature changes. They should never 
be left near a window sill as draft# 
will cause leaves to turn yeQosr

They offer this advice to protect 
trees while utilizing them to the 
best advantage in achieving that 
beautiful outdoor display:

Use only electrical fixtures de­
signed to be strung on outdoor 
trees

Use bulbs no stronger than 15- 
watts They’re bright enough to be 
gay and colorful, yet don't gener­
ate enough heat to burn foliage, 
even on direct contact 

Check periodically to determine 
if needles or foliage are turning 
brawn in vicinity of lights If so, 
rearrange-the lights. Not even a 
beautiful light display is worth
marring valuable evergreens that 
are a source of beauty the year 
round.

St. Francis Set The Stage'
Did you ever wonder about the origin of the custom of displaying

the Christ Child in the crib at Christmas time? These displays have be­
come increasingly popular, so that this Christmas we find manger scenes 
in churches, store windows, even in outdoor locations.

Credited with the idea of the first display is St. Francis of Assisi, who 
is reported to have said to one of his followers: "1 wish to celebrate 
Holy Christmas night with you. In the woods near the cloister you will 
find a cave where we shall arrange a manger filled with hay. We shall 
have an ox and an ass just as at Bethlehem. 1 wish to see how poor and 
miserable the Infant Saviour became for us.”

This was in the small village of Garcia, in Italy, in the year 1200.

Christmas is, above all else, the 
day on which we recognize the 
Nativity of Christ.

71 us’ like most everyone else, 
Saint Nick prospered after he 
came to America

In Europe, before he reached 
these shores, Saint Nick was a tall,

angular man who rode a bony gray 
mare. He hadn’t been in America
long, however, before he had a 
new name, a new face, figure and 
a new and better mode of trans­
portation. ^

The early English settlers in this 
country started Santa’s “new look” 
process. They adopted the legend­
ary figure from the Dutch, but 
couldn't pronounce “Saint Nicko- 
lous.” The best they could do was 
“Santa Kalouf,” which was cor­
rupted to “ Santa Claus.”

In 1809, Washington Irving in his 
“ Knickerbocker’s History of New 
York,” changed Santa’s physical 
appearance by describing him as a 
jolly fellow with a broad-brimmed 
hat and huge britches. He also 
taught St. Nick to smoke a pipe, 
and traded his hay burner for a 
wagon.

Clement Moore in his famous 
poem, “The Visit From Saint Nich­
olas,” went even further. He gave 
Saint Nick a sleigh, twinkling eyes, 
cheeks like roses, nose like a 
cherry and a round little belly.

Future writers may try to trade 
Prancer and Dancer off for a jet 
ship and trim down Santa’s waist 
line It will be a tough job, for, 
though he isn’t streamlined, Santa
