liquidation o f the loans that are 
past due.

For every hale o f cotton so 
sold, a bale o f long futures will 
be bought, as authorised by the 
Agricultural Adjustments Act. 
The long future contracts will 
provide the Secretary o f Agricul- 
tupre with cotton for  carrying 
out theacreage reduction pro­
gram. but the transactions will 
rcHult In no net sales or purchas­
es, Morgenthau said.

To He Hold by Nov. I .
