The 
propost>d hill, of course, dejtends on the judgement of the 
Attorney (¡eneral as to its validity.

Should the bill be legal it is the opinion of the con­
stituents that such a measure would deal a sharp blow to 
lb¥>tlegers in this state and keep the sakxtn or public dis­
pensary out of the picture, and at the same time provide a 
wealth of annual income for the state. It is a .safe predic­
tion to say that if the bill jtasses it will ward off possible 
submission of rejieal in Texas, which presently seem.s in­
evitable if s<*metliing is not done altout it. To the drys, 
this suggestiem should lie a welcome one, provided certain 
weaknesses can be ironed out in the hill.

It would not take a constitutional amendment to 
make such a measure legal, since the constitution is not af­
fected. It would make nt>ce.s.sary however an amendment 
to the Dean I^tw, which can be done through the power of 
the legislature. Only the people can change the constitution.
