Tragedy ‘Thovered over the
Chester Griffin home at Evant
Friday morning when the limp
and lifeless body of the attrac-
tive Mrs. Grififin was found by
her husband suspended above a
day bed on the back porch with
a twisted strip of heavy canvas
tied to a rafter with one end
securely knotted around Ther
neck. A verdict of suicide was
given by justice of the peace B.
F. DeLoach, of Pearl shortly
after the sad occurance was dis-
covered.

Funeral services were held at
Evant, Saturday at 2 p. m. with
Hamilton undertakers in charge,
The deceased is survived by her
husband; one son, McNeill, 11-
years-old; two brothers, Dr. W,
C. Jones of Brady and Walter
McNeill of Austin,

Mrs. Griffin was 43 years old
at the time of her death. Her
strength had been impaired by
ill health for several months
and although she was not con-
fined to her bed she had not
been able to perform her house-

hold duties for some time. The

day before the tragedy occurred
Mr. and Mrs. Griffin had decided
to go to Marlin for an extended
stay hoping that she might re-
gain her strenghh from the
t\reatments there.

¢«* her death she had told her
husband that she felt much im-
proved and insisted that he go
to sleep. Arising shortly Dbe-

fore 7 o'clock Mr. Griffin missed
his wife from her bed. Calling
