Washington, Jan. 20.— Word 

was quietly passed today that 
President Roosevelt wants Vice 
President Garner to team up 
with him again for the 1936 

{ presidential election
This Information dashed cold 

water on the aspirations of sonie 
half dozen prospective candi­
dates.

There had been talk among 
pronounced liberal democrats in 
the administration about getting 
Garner replaced cither by Sec- 
retay Ickes or Wallace.

To clear up the matter, some 
democratic leaders sought the 
president’s attitude. Any doubt 
about Mr. Roosevelt wanting 
Garner to be his running mate 
has been definitely dissipated.

With this development, politi­
cal interest turned to the pros­
pects of leading senators of both 
parties to return in 1936.

Besides the floor chieftains 
Senator Robinson of Arkansas, 
democrat, and Senator McNary 
of Oregon, republican— many of 
the best known members of that 
branch— 32 In all— will be up 
for re-election.

Senator Borah, Idaho repub­
lican independent, who has seen 
the longest service in the senate, 
and Senator Carter Glass. Vir­
ginia democrat, who recently 
celebrated his 77th birthday an­
niversary, are veterans whose 
terms expire ut the end of con­
gress. Borah entered the sen­
ate in 1907.

Already Governor Ben C. Ross 
of Idaho, has indicated he would 
seek the democratic nomination 
to run against Borah.

Senator Huey P. I^ong of 
Louisiana, plane to seek the 
presidency In 193B. having def­
initely broken with the Roose­
velt aidirvlnl8tratlO!i.

Power gas utilities have spent 
as high as $30,000,000 a year 
on advertising, the federal trade 
commission reports.

The commissio:i seems to 
think there Is something repre­
hensible, or at least suspicious. 
In that. But why should there 
be, neccs.sarily ? Gas and elec­
tric companies have service to 
sell and most local diotributing 
companies also sell appliances. 
Considering the enormous vol­
ume of this business in the 
United. States, $30,000,000 for 
advertising probably isn’t such 
a disproportionate item as it 
might seem at first glance. Cer­
tainly the utilities have as much 
right to advertise their service 
and merchandise ais any other 
type of business.

But what mainly concerns the 
federal trade commission is the 
fear that large advertising ex­
penditures are gaining the power 
and gas com'panies undue in­
fluence over newspapers and 
magazines. The report goes in­
to considerable detail concern­
ing that aspect of the matter. 
.\pparently the commission Is 
particularly alarmed over the 
amount of free space utilities 
manage to get in the news- 
paipers.

It Is true that the larger 
power and gas companies have 
their publicity departments; but 
so, for that matter, does every 
Industry oi any consequence. 
The malls are burdened every 
day with tons of publicity hope­
fully addressed to newspapers. 
Most of it is promptly consigned 
to the waste basket, but some 
finds it way into print.

The fact is that any enter­
prise whicb comes into contact 
with the lives of a great many 
people is 'bound to originate 
legitimate news. Any editor 
who resolved to keep his paper’s 
columns entirely free of news 
which might bo construed as 
utUitles propaganda would soon 
find his resolution colliding with 
his judgment of news values. 
Members of the federal trade 
commission should read the 
chapter on press agentry In 
Stanley Walker’s book ’ ’City 
Editor,”  wherein he tells us 
how tbe National Electric Light, 
Association arranged the semi­
centennial celebration of Edi­
son’s discovery o-f the incandes­
cent light. The president of the

United States. Henry Ford and 
other first-string dignitaries par- 
licii>ated. but fundamentally it 
was a publicity stunt for the 
electric industry. NeverUheless, 
It was also news, and any news­
paper that ignored it would have 
looked silly.

It would be foolish to deny 
that the domestic utilities lose 
no opportunity to put in a lick 
against public ownership; nat­
urally, since their interest Is 
opiposed to public ownership. 
There are conditions under 
which anti-public ownerrihip pro­
paganda is a proper mutter of 
official inquiry— as when it Is 
intruded into the public schools 
under the guise of instruction. 
But fairness demands that those 
who ojppose public ownership 
should ibe accorded the same op­
portunity to present their case 
as Is accorded those who favor 
It. The facts fall completely to 
sustain the Implication In the 
trade commission’s report that 
liberal advertising expenditures 
are a factor In regimenting pub­
lic opinion against public owner­
ship. Ordinarily the reverse is 
tm ” ; a public official who 
nnkes a speech advocating pub-

State with ample room tor 
laboratory and cla’<a room pre­
sentations. This hall will be 
surmounted by a globe and a 
campanile tower that may be 
fitted with carillon bells.

The Hall of Natural Resources 
will afford space for exhibits of 
the vast gifts bestowed upon 
the State by Nature, including 
granite, coal, oil, sulphur, gas 
and others.

The State of Texas Building 
will be monumental in character, 
embracing a rotunda where will 
be exhibited statues of the 
Fathers of Independence and 
other pioneers figuring notably

in X^os* early history. In its 
recognition will be accorded 
esich county of the State and 
there will ibe a reception hall to 
be used in welcoming dignitaries 
to the exposition.

Romantic and historical sides 
of Texas’ progress will be em­
phasized in the State Building 
and provision will be made for 
stressing features of various 
sections of the State as well as 
those of Individual counties.
