to feed their populace. Perhaps 
some of the surplua population 
might be persuaded to migrate 
Into the new territory taken 
from the Sovlots, although only 
a few have settled in Manchuria 
as yot. Nevertheless the army 
began feverishly to qaiistruct 
military roads and air ports in 

¡Manchuria with the obvious *̂ n- 
jtention of taking a slice of ter­
ritory from Che Soviets "In the 
Spring.”  But Rur.sia, unlike 
the sleeping giant of 1905, was 
awake to the danger and upon 
the first notice of trouble be­
