|by fences on both sides shall
i be guilty of a misdemeanor
‘Ea('h day such livestock are
.Iallowed or permitted to run at
large is a separate offense. The
punishment for each offense
shall be a fine of any sum not
Imore than two hundred dollars
| ($20000). The law further
provides that State _Highwav
Patrolmen as well as local
|#heriffs and other local officers
(gshall have the power to en-
force said law.

This law will become effec-

tive on August 10, 1935, and
thereafter will be strictly en-
forced upon the complaint of
any citizen of Texas.

[ During the past few years
livestock roaming at large on
State highways have become a
dangerous menance to the
traveling public. Because of
the carelessness and neglect of
those who own or control such
livestock, numerous accidents
have resulted by reason of the
collision with such livestock by
automobiles lawfully operated
upon the said highways, and a
large number of people have
been killed and others have
been so seriously injured as to
be maimed for life. In addi-
tion, untold property damage
has resulted.
