Many rrports are being mada 
that peach tree boreru have kill­
ed peach trees in the home or ­
chard. The following discussion 
is taken from "Home Orchardb”  
iriued by the Extrosion Service: 

The peach tree boirer is a 
yellowish-white worm about an 
inch long usually found under 
the bark around the ground line 
of the trees. Its pres« nee is in­
dicated by a gummy or jelly- 
like substance oozing out of 
that area. The admit is a moth 
which resembles a wasp, and 
lays its eggs on the body of the 
tree near the ground line in 
July and August. They batch in 
a short time,burrow into ttie 
tree, and here they live during 
the winter and early spring. 
The tree should be examined 
for borers in September, and 
if they are found, treatment 
should be given between Oct­
ober 1st and 16th. In north 
Texas treatment should be made 
October 1st, but in South Texas 
treatment should be delayed un­
til * October IBth, as there lx 
(.'anger of dumaglng the trees 
if the material is applied while 
the weather Is still hot. Best 
results are secured In treating 
the infested trees when th«» 
dally temperature is npproxi- 
niat'ly 70 to 80 degre«s F

Paradichlorlw'nzene is a ch'm - 
i.'al that will control Ixirer- if 
it is properly applied. For tr(i“4 
chroo ytars old or olilt r. Hi« 
propi-r di HO is rtie ounc*. Tr»es 
under three years should not be 
treated' as_ dainage mpy result 
In treating trees for iKirers. 
first pull the soil back to th'- 
crow.n “of the root system, and 
scrape all gum and loose bark 
from the body. Then mound the 
soil aroiindi the body to a height 
of four to six Inches, and pour 
one ounce of paradichloroben- 
zene on top of the mound In a 
circle two Uiches from the bod.v 
of the tr*e. Do not let thi* 
paradichlorobenzene come la 
contact with the bark of the 
tree. The moundb should re­
main around the tree for six 
weeks, after which time they 
may be pulled down to the 
surrounding soil level.

But this does not lessen the 
importance to either of the ma­
jor parités as tio who will have 
a majority in the next Congress 
or to the local organizations all 
over the nation, where patron­
age— the life-blood of the local 
political machine— is dicpendent 
upon the control of the numer­
ous boards, commissions and 
councils.

To President Rloosevelt, his 
re-election coincident with the 
eleeeion of a Republican House 
would mean a frustration of 
much o f his program for the 
next two years by a party in 
violent and uncompromising op­
position to increased government 
liebt, federal relief, unbala.nee(* 
federal budgets, etc. To Gover­
nor Landon, the election of a 
Republican House is absolutely 
esiw ntial if he is the nation's 
next chief executive. He must 
have a Republican House as a 
basis for bargaining with a sil- 
idly Democratic Senate, as no 
matter how nianv O. O. P. Sen- 
iitors might lie elected this Xo- 
veinlter the Ik-inocrats will still 
havi a majority in that Ixkív.

Three new Sena­
tors from the solid south will 
join the huge conclave of their 
political brethren at Washing­
ton in January. Allen Elleiider, 
former Speaker of the Hoiise of 
Louisiana, waa eleetid to fill 
the full term of the late Sena­
tor Huey I.ong. Succeeding Flor- 
iila’s two deceased Senators, 
Park Trainint'll and Duncan U 
Fletcher, are two Townsendites, 
which are proltably the only ones 
espousing the $2()0-a-month i»en- 
sion plan of Hie good California 
doctor in Hint liody. are ('lande 
I’ppiier and ('liarlos Os<ar An­
drews.

From the al>ov<' it can he seen 
that the next administration—  
lie it Republican or Democratic 
— may expect fifty-nine Demo­
crats ranging from ultra-conser­
vative to progressives in the 
Senate of the Sev( nty.fifth Con­
gress.

This number will probably he 
increased. Five I>eniocratlc in­
cumbents and four new nomi­
nees are confronted by stiff G. 
O. P. opposition but it is rea­
sonable. to expect that some of 
them will come through. James 
Hamilton Lewl.s of Illinois, Carl 
Hatch and Dennis Chavez of 
New Mexico, W. J. Bulow of 
South Dakota and John E. 
Erickson of Montana have clear­
ed the hurdles of r?-noniination 
but have strong Republican op­
ponents, as do newcomers Joab 

ot OUaJvoaia, JaasM Á. Cur*

ley of Massachusetts, Edward C.
Johnson of Colorado, and the 
unappointed successor to the 
late Louis Murphy o f Iowa.

Republican holdovers number 
twelve. Ton Republicans are 
standing for re-eleetlon— Hast­
ings of Delaware, Borah of Ida- 
ho, DlekintHin of Iowa, Capper 
of Kansas, Couzens o f Michi­
gan, Norris of Neliraska (who 
has lieen a consistimt supporter 
of the New Deal since 1933). 
Keyes of New Hampshire Mc- 
.Nary of Oregon, Midcalf of 
Rhode. Island, and Carey of Wy­
oming. Senator Wallace H. White 
Jr. of Maine was re-elected in 
the S<>ptember 14 general elec­
tion there. Thus the Republi- 
<ans are assured of only thir­
teen members in the Senate next 
January compared with fifty-] 
nine Democrats. All of the ten 
G. O. P. Senators have stiff op- j 
position from Democratic nom l-! 
nees. 1

Following tbei death of Min- 
i.esota’s Republican Sen. Thomas 
n. Schall in Washingtooi last 
vear. Gov. Floyd B. Olson ap­
pointed Fred M. Benson, a mem­
ber of the Farmer-Labor party, 
to fill out the unexpired term. 
Olson was nominated, by the 
Farm-I-aborites for the Senate 
and Benson for Governor, but 
following the recent death o f 
Olson, a convention of Farmer- 
Laborites named representativo 
E. M. Lundeen aa the party’s 
homing' for the Senate.

A lt^ugh no change of party 
control will take place In the 
Senate, Republicans have great 
hopes of controlling the House 
at the next session. There are 
435 members of the National 
House. The composition o f the 
last House was: Democrats, 322; 
Republicans, 102; Farmer-I-abor- 
ites, 3; Progressives, 7; vacan­
cy 1. This gave the Democrats 
a majority of 209 over all par­
ties.

A bit of additloin gives the 
Democrats a «tart of 102 in the

matter o f House representation 
for next session for, ua in the 
case of electoral votes, eleven 
state of the South will send! 
solid Democratic delegates to 
Washington. From Alabama, Ar­
kansas, Florida, Georgia, Louisi­
ana, .Mississippi, North Carolina, 
Oklahoma.
